_travelers buy a whole section in order to se-
cure more room and air.

The traveler who is shat into a bix 6x2x4,
when he may just as well enjoy the comfort
of free circulation of air above him, by no
means sees the matter in the same light as
do the railroad companies. He isneedlessly
deprived of physical comfort for a purp:se
that is neitlier more nor less than a polite
blackmail. It does not cost the Failrond
company a cent to give him the fresh air
which he craves. To say that he shall not
have it is precisely the same as it wounld be
for the railroad company to decree
that he shall not occupy a full double
seat in a day-coach when no one cails
for the second half of it. It would be more
defensibie for a railroad company to require
the payment of two fares for the use of a
doublie seat in the daytime, when a car is
not full, thay it is to deprive a passenger of
air and space which are not in use on a
sleeping-car. In the former case the pas-
senger gets just as much air and almost as
much ease in occupying a single seat as Le
does in filling a double one. But in the
sleeping-car le is deprived needlessly of a
dls‘EiucL element of comfort and safety as
well.

died from the effects of a fail into the Cali-
fornia Eleetric Light Ccmpany’s works on
November 23d. The company was held re-
sponsible for the sad accident, as the pit had
not been properly guarded. A verdict of
death through the company’s carelessuess
was returned.

John Boyle O’Reilly’s grave in Holly-
hood Cemetery, Brookline, will be marked
by a_giant bowlder of conglomerate rock
about tweive feet square and weighing sev-
enty-five tons.
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
