FOKMALI.Y ACCEPTED.
An Inspection of Uic School-IIoua« at

Church Slid BillSlrrel*.
The scrioui-building recently erected on

ttie comer of Church and Hillstreets was in-
spected yesterday by the Committee on
School-houses and Sites of the Board of
Education, Besides the committee there
were abo present Superintendent Ander-
son, Deputy Baleock, sevml members of
the present and of the incoming boards,
and the principal and teachers ot the
Church-street School.

The building is a three-story structure,
containing nine class-rooms, a principal's
and janitor's end dressing rooms, and,
ilthough plain in exterior, is substantially
constructed on well-approved sanitury prin-
ciples. The school-rooms are thirty-tbcee
feet long and twei.ty-five in width, and can
\u25a0iach conveniently accommodate seventy
children.

The system of ventilation secures fresh
air throughout the building, and the rooms
at so ;.rrariged as to admit the sun the en-
ure day. Tue tnree rooms on the top flourmay b« conertrd into a large hall by open-
rig the folding-doors which sej> irate tliem.

SCHOOL OF DESIGN.

Work Being Exhibited by the
Art Association.

The seventeenth annual exhibition of the
San Francisco Art Association was thrown
open to the public yesterday afternoon at
their rooms on Pine street, and iv spite of
the inclement weather there was a goodly
number of admirers and patrons of art
present. The pictures now displayed are
the work of the class in the School of De-
sign that closed its third term on Saturday
last, aud which had a membership of eijjhty-
five.

In the exhibition, which is creditable in-
deed, there is an almost total absence of
landscapes, tho predominating features
being the work of the life class, or studies
in mule, studies from still lifu aud the
antique.

The first named comprises a large number
of sketches of real merit, showing a marked
Improvement on the part of the students,
tinder the careful direction of Mr.Matthews,
who has devoted himself throughout the
year With untiring energy to the advance-
ment of his pupils. He it was, too, who di-
rected the studies of the class in the nntiiiue,
whose studies form but a small part of the
collection, but which reflect great credit on
both teacher and student. Among the
sketches of this particular class are those of
Messrs. Robinson and KnlmonU, and Misses
Fay, Kleinhans, Hodgkinson mid McFar-
land, which are especially deserving of
notice.

Mr. A. Joullin, the instructor in still-life
drawiug and painting, is reasonably proud
ol the work of his da<s, which constitutes
the most noticeable feature of the exhibi-
tion, anil which includes some exceedingly
strong studies. This class has made rapid
progress, and 51r. \u25a0'\u25a0•>. !.» may well con-
gratulate himself on the work which has
been (iiii"under his guidance.

The best in this line, perhaps, is a study of
squashes by Miss McEvoy, but a study of
Japanese bric-a-brac by Miss Froelich is
very strong, and well worthy of a more
practiced band. Among the other stu'Jie3
by tliis class which are worthy of especial
mention is one of "Onions" by a Japanese
student named Takahashi; "Pineapples,"
by Mis- Jones; "Indian Trinkets," by Miss
Williams; "Chinese Melons," by Miss Car-
penter.

Good work lia3 also heen done by Mrs.
Mintfin, Miss Morgan. Miss Mooney, Miss
Swift, Miss Nicoll and Miss Bod well.

Inaddition to the above are portraits by
Miss Shnenmaker, Miss Van Winker, Miss
Collis and Miss McFarland.

Tho exhibition will close on Saturday
evening with a programme of literary exer-
cises, at which time Vicc-Presidi'iit James
I>. Phelan willdeliver an address. Tab-
leaux will be presented by tie .school of De-
sign, and musical selections willbe rendered
by n number ol the members of the SketchClub, among whom will be Miss Bosqui,
Miss Steams, Miss Fisher, MUs Lives',
Mi~s Treat and Miss A. T. May.

In the evening a Dumber of representa-
tives of tin' cultured circles of society made
nn exhaust ye Inspection ol the most attrac-
tive exhibits. Much interest was evinced in
tlie work shown iv tliestudies of the human
form.

The exhibition and the tableaux being ar-
ranged fur to-morrow night is free to every
one.

SEA AND SHORE.

Arrival of the Flag-Ship Charles-
ton From Honolulu.

The E. B. Sut'-on in Collision at Hew York.

Bough Trip of the Zealandia—Move-
ments of the Earl of Salhomie.

The United Slates steamer Charleston,
Captain Rpmey, arrived in port shortly be-
fore Doon yesterday, after a passace of nine
days from Honolulu. She arrived off the
harbor ou Wednesday afternoon, but had to
stand on and off on account of the bar
breaking badly. Pilot Aloe Svenson brought
the cruiser in and says that she behaved
splendidly in the heavy seas on the
bar. She roiled hardly at all, but dipped
easily up and down. The Swatara met the
Charleston inside the heads, saluted her and
escorted her up the harbor to an anchorage.

As the vessels passed up the strenm tlie
Swatara firafa salute of twenty-one guns in
honor of Kinjr Kalakaua and another
twenty-one guns as a salute to the Admiral.
When the war-vesjels cair.e to anchor the
crew of the Swatara manned the yards.
Both the Charleston and Swatara flow the
Hawaii vi flag at the main and the Ameri-
can ensign at their galf end. When the
King left the Charleston a salute of twenty-
one guns was find, t lie Hawaiian Hag was
hauled down and tho Admiral's fl in substi-
tuted. The King came to the steps at the
foot of Clay street in a twnlve-oared barge.

Adispatch received at the Merchants' Kx-
change yesterday frmii New York says that
the ship E. B.button, for this port, while
being towcil to soa, collided with a float.
The only damage she sustained was the
bursting of. two bobstay bands on her bow-
sprit, and she willon iy be detained a few
v iys.

KOTKS FROM WHALERS.
Latest advices received from New Bed-

ford state that sains were made of 1075 bar-
rels of sperm oil for manufacture at 70 cuts
a gallon, and 100 barrels of South Sea whale
oil Here sold »l 47 cents a gallon. Tlie only
sales of whalebone reported were 1100
pounds Arctic at £4 50 per pound, and 1000
pounds Northwest on private terms. The
latest circular from London says sperm oil
there was selling at £4t; 10s per tun.
