
A BOY BURGLAR.

Sensational Criminal Case in
San Jose.

Harry Elbbard's Daring Attempt to Chlo-
reform and Rob Bis Father.

He Escaped tj Jumping Through a Win-
dow, and no Trace of Him Can Be

Found— Kissing Jewels.

San Jose, Dec. 5.—A sensational burg-
lary was committed on South First street, in
this city, early this morning, when an at-
tempt was made to chloroform M. 11. nib-
bard. Mr. llibbaid av.oue and caught the
hand of the burglar, frightening him
away. The burglar escaped by jump-
ing through a small window into
the hallway, jumping then to the
wood-shed and rolling to the ground. Abot-
tle of. chloroform, witha Santa Clara drug-
gist's label, was fetind on the floor, and a
gentleman's linen handkerchief. Officers
took the bottle to the druggist, Oberdfener
of Santa Clara, and asked who boueht
the drug. Mr. Cberdecner, after inspecting

the bottle, and consulting his register, said
the sale was made Wednesday afternoon by

his clerk, but that he was standing by and
clearly lenenibered the incident. The pur-
chaser was a boy about 17 years old, who
gave the Baineol T. A. Ilibbard, and said
he desired to use the dn;g for neuralgia.

Mr.Oberdeenerdesciihed theboyas being

of fair complexion, with light hair, and
rather short in stature. He had seen him
brfoie, but i:ad no acquaintance with him.
Officer lionahan recognized in the de-
scription the counterpart of Harry,
the tichteeu-year-old sen of M. 11.
Hibbard. the gentleman subjected to
the diug, and the identity of the
burglar was comeded as settled. Another
investigation lully confirmed this opinion.

Itwbs learned that the young man, though
his father is a mechanic and obliged
to toil for his Dread, will neither work
nor attend school, it being his custom
to leave home at an early hour
in the morning and to spend his time in
roaming the street?, only returning in the
eyauiue wh?n driven by hunger. The boy
occupied a room on the same floor as his
father and mother.

After a full inquiry had been made M.11.
III!b.ird was informed that the ofiicers had
reason to believe tliey were on the track of
the right party, and that ifhe would swear
out a ".John Doe" warrant they would pro-
ceed with the work, it not being deemed
prudfiit to inform liim at the time
as to the identity. f the criminal. Mr. Ilib-
bard readily eimplied with their request,
and a still liunt was then mr.de for the bey.
'lhe ofliiers had not anticipated that le
would attempt flight, sud they were much
chagrined when, after In-ura ofdiligent seek-
ing, they failed to reveal nny trace of him
afiei he lift the breakfast table about 7
o'clock yesterday morning.

'ihis morning Mrs. liibbard, the boy's
mother, discovered that her gn!d watch and
chain, aud tworings, one of them being her
wedding-ring, had been stolen from between
the mattresses of her bed. The chain is
valued especially as a memento, it
being the cift of her deceased mother. Itit
thought thrso articles of jewelry were not
taken at the time of the chloroform episode,
but that it was ;:n after consideration.

The Iliubards last evening had reluctantly
come to share in the convictions of the otti-
cers, T. A. Hubbard, an uncle of the boy,
having visited Santa Clara during the after-
noon and ascertained for himself the pur-
cliaso of the chloroform. Tiie boy has dis-
appeared, though it is thought he is con-
cealed in the city.

Wreck of the Ucdine.
Ventura (Cal.). Dec. s.—Captain Tribble

of the steamtr Santa Cruz, which arrived
here fioin San Pedro, reported that at 4
o'clock this u:orning, about ten miles south
of here, he heard cries of "Help!" He
threw out lines aud lowered a boat, but
could find no one. It was very dark and
blowing a gale. He found a small sic op
eapsizetl, with the words "Undine, SanFrancisco," painted inblack letters on the

stern.
The Undine was a new 15-ton schooner,

lately built in 2s»n Francisco, belonging to
Captain G. E. Ellis of San Bernardino. She
nas wrecked last night in endeavoring to
cross the chauuel from the islands to Santa
Barbara. Captain Tribbie of the steamer
Sauta Cruz frighted the wrecked craft oft
Ventura withoue of the crew clinging to
her bottom. He endeavored to rescue the
seaman, tut he sank irom exhaustion before
assistance could anive. The Undine's crew
consisted of three, all ol whom were lost.
The craft was a screw propeller and was
Talued at $4500.

The Iveu Mnrder.
Merckd (CaL), Dec. 6.—The Olsen case

was again opened this morning. Sheriff
Warfield was placed on the stand, and testi-
fied to the trousers fouud at Oheu's with
blood-stains on them. After finishing with
this witness the prosecution announced that
It rested its case. Olsen's attorney movedthat the defendant be discharged. TheCourt denied the motion. The Court un-
ij.'uiici-d that he held the defendant to an-
swer to the charge of murder before the
Superior Court iiatton. Olsen's attorney-,
then moved that Oisen be admitted to bail.

The Court denied the motion, and ordered
defendant in custody of the Sheriff and ad-
journed. Olsen tuok the decision of the
Court very coolly, and has nothing to say.
None of his relatives were present through-
out the trial, exrept bii brother Jake, whossu near his attorney and who frequently
c niuli,d withhim. The officers thiuk they
have a good case against Olsen, but outside
opinionis divided.

the money himself. Ryan denies that he
has ever swindled the company out of a
cent, and demands an immediate investiga-
tion. He has always borne an excellent
reputation. His bonds were fixed at 83000.

THE INDIAN SCAKE.

Fear« of an Upii«ing in Oklahoma— Proctor's
Nrvel Plan.

Oklahoma City,Dec. s.—Captain Stiies,
who Is in con.mand of the military forces at
Oklahoma City, is b> sieged by numerous
inquiries ts to what steps will he taken by
the authorities to protect the settlers about
Frisco, a small villaze about fifteen miles
southwest from here, airain-t an Indian up-
risine. The scare an-.ounts to panic. Within
a mile and a ball of the village nearly GOOO
Indians, counting squaws and children, aru
encamped. Many of them are on their way
to the Bad Lands and their whoops and
yells cr,n be heard day and eight

Washington, Dec. s.—Secretary Proctor
hag a novel plan for determining the present
Indian trouble and for preventing similar
difficulties in the future. The Secretary
madn an argument before the House Com-
mittee 011 Military Affairs Rud pro-
posed the increase of'the maximum strength
of the army to its former quota of 30,000 men
of all arms. If this is done, he In;
would immediately enlist two fullregiments
of Indians, all for the full term of three
years and all to be treated inevery respect
like the white soldiers. '1he Indian force
would consist of both infantry aud artillery.
The Secretary thinks the routine nf mili-
tary life would be agreeable to ihe Indian*,
and it is believed by the War Department
officers that there would be n great rivalry
among thu Indians to be enlisted. Itwould
also keep the department in closer touch
with the Indians and enable them to be
more quickly apprised of any dissatisfac-
tion among the redskins. The members of
the Military Committee received the propo-
sition very favorably, and it is thought they
willact affirmatively.

A NEW WAX VESSEL. I

Secretary Tracy Preparing Finns for a fllojt

D FTu-ive Monitor.
Waeiiington, Dec. s.— Secretary -Tracy

willsoon send to Congress a scheme for at
least one more vessel whose type Is not rep-
resented in the service to-day. This latest
engine of war, the general scheme for
which has been only just prepared,
will follow the outlines of the Monitor, the
theory of utilityof course being identical.
The vessel will be without a freeboard an<l
with a heavily protected deck. The plated
broadsides and ends willpresent little that is
vulnerable and willhave only such machinery
as will mate her capable of being taken
from point to point Its principal reliance
for effectiveness will be in its protection
and ordnance. Of the former, nickel armor
of a heavy grade will be adopted, and as a
covering for the heavy pieces there willbe
four Ilichborn turret?. There will be a
turret at each end of the vessel and betweentheir bases, amidships, will be a super-
structure supporting one turret forward and
another aft. :Each of the four turrets will
contain twol3-lncu guns and other ordnance.
The model of the Monterey sugzests thenew vessel, save that the fragile super-
structure of the former willin the new type
be greatly strengthened and made more forpurposes of offeuse.

I The Swatara Ordered to Bea. I
Washington, Dec. 5.-Orders have been

sent to the Mare Island Navy-yard to have
the Swatara made ready forsea as rapidly as
possible. As soon as sho receives a new
crank shaft and some minor repairs to her
boilers she willleavo for Guatemala, for the
purpose of looking out for American Inter-
ests in that country. A new detail of offi-
cers will be sent from the East to relieve
those whose terms of sea service have ex-
pired. Itwillalso be necessary to (end a
portion of her crew from New York by rail/'-•

LOST IN THE STORM.

Wreck of the Ida Florence at
Iversen's Lauding.

The Crew Leave the Veeiel in a Emtll Boat

and Are Supposed to Have Been Lcit.

Hamei of the Mining.

The schooner Ida Florence of this port
was wrecked at Cuffeys Cove, near Point
Arena, during the recent storm, and her
crew of five men, all told, have probably
met a watery grave. The disaster occurred
on Tuesday afternoon or Wednesday morn-
ing last, but owing to the telegraph wires on
the coas t being prostrated tin- news was not
received here until yesterday, when Captain
Tindal came down to the city overland, and
a letter was also received from a resident of
Cuffeys Cove givingparticulars.

The place where the Schconer was lying
is what is known as an outside port. There
is no wharf, anil vessels lav at moorings to
take in cargo, which is lowered down to
them by means of a w ire cable. On the first
approach of a storm or a heavy sea the
schooners generally leave the moorings and
stand out to sea. Itappears that wheu the
storm started in on Tuesday last the
schooners Bender Bros, and Ocf an Spruj',
which were loading m-ar by where the Ida
Florence lay, steed off and put to 6ea for
safety without completing their cargoes.

. A FOuI.IIAIiIIYC'APTAIX.
Captain Quttormserj of the Ida Florence,

more foolhardy, resolved to stay and finish
loading, although warned not to. When his
cargo was completed a heavy sea was run-
niue and the gale was blowing strongly, and
be could not vet out. The schooner rolled and
pitched in n terrible manner, the seas broke
over her and 1art of tier deck load was
washed off. Then the crew took to the boat,
but were unable to pull ashore, owing to
the heavy surl that was breaking on the
beach.

The. people on shore saw the boat pull out
to seaward, and the crew tried to hail a
steamer, supposed to bottle. I'oint Arcn.l,
that whs passing up the coast. Their cries
were unheard, however, and their signals
not seen, and tl.e steamer passed on. What
became of the five mm is not known, but
traiuring nicu believe that they me un-
doubtedly loft. Itis barely possible though
that i.'n'.v ruaj have weathered the gale and
been puked up by seme passing vessel.

NAMES OF THE CIiKW.
The names of the live men who comprised

lhe citw were: U.E. Guttormsen, captain;
11. P. Anderson, mate; A. Nelson, cook;
John Synertsen and Ludwig lVtlera, sea-
men. Captain Guttormßen is amarried man
iind when in port lives with his family on
Twenty-aixth stieet.

The letter received by Cautain Iversen
stales that after tho ort,w left the vessel
tilled with waier and theu turned bottom
up. Her masts itien broke off. Ttieschooner
tiien broke away from her moorings and
drifted on the rocks, where she was fast
going to pieces.

The l'liiFlorence was of 58 tons burden,
built in mis city in lßi'j. Her owner is Neils
Iversen of 11Mission street. She was valued
at&JUOOand her cargo of posts and wood
at SSOQi There was no insurance on either
hu.l or cargo.

Louisville,Nov. 28.—Moses Sapinsky,

the nine-year-old son of Aaron Sa; insky, a
wealthy furniture manufacturer of this city,
met an uwful death this evening. Ithad
been the child'« hnuit to go every day to the
factory, at Eighteenth strict and Magnolia
avenue, and blow the whittle for the men to
ceaso woik, and theu acctnii any his father
home.

Just before 6 o'-clock to-dny the boy
staited from the engine-room to cuter the
lactory. Near the door stoid a Ijr^e taiud-
stoue, and as be passed some pait of his
clothing caught in the rapidly revolving
belt, lie was Hhirled instantly to the ceiling,
nine feet above. There a pulley nung, cbeck-
ing his flight. The position in which he was
caught pressed his throat agaJn?t the edue
of the whirling leaihtr, which cut through
flesh and brine like aknife. Uwcsbuta few
moments before the hfiiriucd enginei rhad
stopped the machinery, but in that time the
child had bt-cu decapitated. As the men
lan to his aid iho head of their employer's
?ou felllit their feet AVniloone side of the
belt was cutting the fluid's throat the other
was cutting through the flesh of the left leg,
and it aIM) wns marly amputated.
Ittook rteaily ten minutes to cut the muti-

lated body away irum thu position into
which it wns wedged. The child's mother
is prostraled and ma; not survive the shock.—

FOUKD THE SKELETON.
Mystery of the TFar Tims Kerealfld by n

Confession— In Olil Murder.
Portland (lnd.), Nov. 28.—In the fallof

18G2 George I'enhart, a farmer livinga ihort
distance south of iliis place, mysteriously
disappeared. A wide search wus made at the
time, but no clew could be fuuud. Not long
ago the eon of John Uinuian, a neighbor of
Isenhart, confessed to certain persons thai
his father had crushed I-enhan's head, bur-
ied the body in the manure pile, and after-
ward compelled him to a-sist in the removal
of the body 10 the barn, where they buried it
brnratli the floor of tho feed-room. To-day
several penoad from the city, accompanied
by relatives of the missing man, searched
for the remains on the sire of the barn, and
the skeleton was found, bein? identified by
a leather vest which was wurn by the de-
ceased when last seen alive, ilmmau was
considered a b;ul character and his death oc-
curred in the JenVrsonville Hospital near
the cloe« of the war. Domestic trouble was
the only known emise for the murder.—Cin-
cinnati Enquirer.

PENDING LEGISLATION.
A Compromise Suggested on the Silver Bill.

Rivers and Harbors.

Washington, Dec. 5.—Aproposition for
a compromise on the silver question, which
is represented as emanating from the Exec-
utive Mansion, has been laid before the
silver men of both Houses. This proposi-
tion is that Congress pass a billnt this time
instructing the Secretary of the Treasury
to purchase 813,000,000 or $15,000,000 worth
of silver, with which the market is said to
be stocked at present. This proposition
meets with the approval of conservative
men in both House*; but the advocates of
free coinage feel so confident of their ability
to put a free-coinage bill through Congress
at this session that they do not seem in-
clined to accept it. Much interest Is mani-
fested by members of the House, and par-
ticularly the Western members, in the
ant ointment of the Chairman of the Com-
mittee on Coinage, Weights and Measures
to succeed Conger, who resigned to become
Minister to Brazil. Wickman of Ohio is
senior member of the committee, but nis
views on the silver question do not coincide
with those of Speaker Reed. Walker of
Massachusetts is the next member in point
of seniority, and he supports the Speaker in
opposition to free coinage. Itis the opinion
of members of the Coinage Committee that
Keed will select a Chairman from outside
the committee.
Itis tie understanding that no River and

Harbor Appropriation iiiil will he passed
this session. The ltiver and Harbor Com-
mittee of the House may not even begin the,
preparation of a bill. Henderson of Illinois,
Chairman of the committee, taid to a Cali-
fornia Associated l'ress correspondent this
morning that he thought the committee
would let the bill go over, as that was the
understanding. A meeting of tho commit-
tee will piobably soon be call-'d to take
formal action on the subject. Kepreseuta-
tive Furiiiihar of New York said lv the Cor-
respondent this morning Uiat lie believed an
Omnibus Bill would include tho tonuage
measure, the Merchant Marine Bill, the
naval auxiliary idea, and le in general a
continuation of the most Important featured
of the shipping bills now on the calendar.

Chairman Duunel of the Census Commit-
tee .-ays that the committee willbegin con-

sideration of the Apportionment Billnext
week, and he did not doubt that itwould bn
before lbs House b;-fore Christinas. He
was of the opinion that tho question raised
by New York City as to the accuracy of her
enumeration should not delay the prepara-
tion of the Apportionment 'Bill,for if it
should be decided, after a fair aud full con-
sideration, that Mew York City's claim was
just, the mutter could be iixed so as to give
Hew York the weruberrh:p to which suo
was entitled. *

Ont'Sl-SMUUGLING. I
Special Agent Titgle Thinks a Beduction of

the Duly Wou'.d Stop I:.
Washington, Doc. 5.—A. K. Tingle,

Special Supervising Agent of the Treasury
Department, has made his report, lie. pre-
sents some inleiesting facts regarding
opium- smuggling. The increase of the duty
InISSU from SO to 810 per pound stimulated
smuggling and encouraged the investment
of a large tiuiount of capital in the organiza-
tion of syndicates to engage in the business,
so that regular importations which paid
duty were reduced lrom 2<JS,('OO pounds in
18S3 to less than 40,C00 pounus in ISBS. It
is safe to say that over half the prepared
opium consumed in the country during the
last six years has been smuggled. The
culy practical way to stop itis to reduce the
rate of duly, 'lhe increase by the last tariff
act of f'J per pound simply adds that much
to the Biuueglers' profits and nothing to the
Government's revenue. Itis believed that
an internal revenue tax of not over $5 per
pound on tho prepared article and crude
opium admitted free, and a corresponding
duty upon prepared mioking-opium, im-
ported, would put an end to nnuggling and
thus accomplish the real purpose of Con-
gress in the enactment of clauses pertaining
to this subject in the MiKinley tariff act.

upon it. The billauthorize* the issuing of
$100,000,0()o in treasury not s, to be loaned
at 2 per cent upon application to citizens
owning uninctmibered Agricultural lnnd«,
such loans not to exceed one-half the ns-
sessed value of the land, nor to extend for
more thau twenty years.
