NATIONAL GUARD.

Things Accomplished by Its Offi-
"~ eers® Association.

Rcorgarizing the Signal Corps—Medals on
Undress Coats— Upton Improved Upon.
Iifaatrymen on a Tramp.

The devotion of the civilian soldier to a
service which is a eonstant pecuniary ¢harge
upon him was forcibly demonstrated at the
cfficers’ convention on Monday evening by
the large sssemily in attendance, and the
thorough harmony, though widely differing
opinions, displayed. No feature of the dis-
cussions was more striking than the solici-
tude expressed for the rights of the enhisted
volunteer in that service. One of the best
recelved things of the convention was the
address of Colonel Dickinson, as President
of the association, and herewith given:

Gentlem n: As your President il becoines my
dutly to make to you my annual report, and you
will perbaps pardon ne il tu so downg. I give a
brief resume of the histoiy and work of the as-
sociation, as by Lbe changes caused by the addl-
tion ol pew companies there are many of Lue
present members, oflicers of the National Guard,
and members of this association, who are not
fully acquainted with its woikings and objecls,
by reason of the short time with whic L they have
been connected with it,

This assoctation was! organized on the 1st
day of December, 1884, at whielh time it met in
San Frauncisco, aud at which meetiug theie was
a large represcniative attendance. A constitu-
tion and by-laws were adopted, and proper cou-
nmilttees appointed to cariy on Its work, which
wias aud 1s o promote the fnferests of the Na-
tional Guard, and to mutually aid and assist
each other in the performance of our resjpective
duties.

Althat time the law coverning us was ina very
ciude and unsatisfactory sitate. For insiance:
It previded nothlug for uuniforms and equip-
meuts avd was blicd in many patticulars re-
garding enlistmients and disehaiges. A com-
mittee, called a “Legisiative Commitree,” was
avpointed o collect infonmation for the use of the
menbers of the Legislature, whichi convened 1n
January, 1885, and also for1he b nefit of the
pubiie at large. ' he commiliee oblained coples
of the laws and regulaitons ol every State and
Tercitory in the Union baving a Nailonal Guard
and collated Information peitaining to the sub-
jeet inthis Siate, which was published in the
torm of & clreular, and distributed throughout
Llie State, when, tor the first tinme, ci 1S gen-
erally became familiar with the organization and
its efforts and we received Lind and constderate
Ueatment at the hands of that Legislature,

THINGS ACCOMPLISHED.,

As the result of our efforts ten sections of the
ccde peilaining to the National Guard were
amen ded and 1evised. We secured analiowance
for encampment of $20,000, which cnabled us
to have a aivision egcampment, which was held
at Santa Cruz in the summer of 1885, and was
the tirst and culy one ever held in Califoinia, At
the noxit Legisiature, in 1887, eight sections of
the cede weie revised and amended through our
eliotts.  Ten copanies were added to the
Natiopal Guard. An allowance of £3500 for
target practice was secuted, also of £500 for the
equirment of the Gatling Battery; £20,000 for
encampment purposes and §66,000 1or uniforms
and equiviments.

In 1559 sixteen sections of the code were re-
vised aud amended; ten compaunies were added
tothe National Guard and appropriaiions secured
as foliows: Encampment, $§52,000; umforms
for the old coinpauies, $20,000; new companics,
$28,000; for targel practice, $7000; for the
Sizual Corps, §1000, for the equipment of thie
Light Battery aitached to the Second Artillery
Regiment, $2000; and of the San I'rancisco
Hussars, £300, and we weie particularly fortu-
nate in arcu~ing the Legisiature to the import-
ance of uniforming and equipping the guard at
the expense of the State,

As Lo the amendments and revisions of the
Code, we can truly say that they bave all been
for the best interests of the entire National
Guard, and the moneys appropriated and re-
celyed ave becn absolutely necessary for its
support, for the time has passed in this State
wihien you could go forth and equip a regiment
and uontform it by private subsciiption. It has
been doue in the past. but it is not likely 4o be
doue In the future, and our legislators, recog-
nizing the duty iimposed upon them by the Cou-
stitution of the State, which Coustitution repre-
senls the views aud sentiments of the people,
and which aiiects that the Legislature shall
provide by law for the organizing and disclplio-
Ing of the mllitia, have verformed tbat duty
Larinfully and willingly, anda as the result the
Natlonal Guaidsman in this State Is not uow re-
quired. avd I don’t think will ever again be, to
buy his owu uniform and equipments aud serve
the State in addition, without compensation,
We are now, as always, willing to give our ser-
vices without pay, but we Ehould vever rest uu-
1! the State pays all of the actual cost of main-
tenauce.

SECTIONAL FEELINGS REMOVED.

Again, the Tfeeling that formerly existed
ihroughout the State, that all National Guard
legislation was in favor of the commandas lo-
cated In the cily and county of San Fraueisco,
bas, by the efiorts of our association, Leen en-
thiely removed, for of the twenly compaunies
added sines 1884, when this assoclaticn was
organized, nineteen have been Jocatea in other
portions of this State than San Francisco, and
all of these uew companies have been uniformed
entireiy at the expense of the State, aud encamp-
ment allowances have been provided in which
they have sharcd equally with the olaer com-
panies, and a bLetter and more soclable feeling
prevails throughout the National Guard. As
one of the results of our orgaunization the efli-
cleucy of the National Guard has been increased,
and the assoclation 1s eulitled to your hieaity
support.

The Treasurer has given me the receipts for
each year, aud expenditures during the Iife of
he association ! 's: In 1885-86,

; 1887 1889, §340;
Lotal recelpts,
86, $48; 1857, 8479 10;
$381 V0, making tne total
25, and leaving a balauce in
The disbursemeunts hiave be:n
for postage and priuting, aund expenses of coni-
mhtees, full reports of whieh, in detail, have
been made from time to thme (o the assoclation,
aud it is hoped that the dues will be reguiarly
paid, as ilie money is well expended in the inter-
esis of the National Guard,

Our association has no politieal significance
whatever, and has pever had, for whil - we have
addressed circulars 1o members of the Legis-
lature, and thiough our commitiees have
appeaied before commiitees of thie Legislature,
siHl it has ail been done in the interests of the
National Guaid of the Siate, and to acquaintour
citizens, aud particularly those representing us
in he Legislature, with our neces<itles and
reasonable requirements, and I congratulate the
association upon the success which bas aitendea
our efforts,

AN EXTRAORDINARY REPORT.

An extracrdinary piece of work was “‘the
oracle’s” report of that annual meeting of
the National Guard Officers’ Association of
the State of California. The first statement
worthy of wotice is the one that the mem-
bers *‘are connected with one or the other of
the varicus regiments of the State.,”” The
ignorant might otherwise have blundered
into believing that the members of this State
military association are highbinders, or pu-
giiists, or base-ball players, or, perhaps,
the Czar's Kossack regiments, the Pata-
gonian infantry reserve, and, possibly, also
the Mozambique Light Artillery and the Zuln
Zouaves, Colenel Join H. Dickinson did
preside, but he is not of “the First Artillery
Regimeunt, N. G. C.” If he is, who then is
Colonel John W. Guthrie of the First Artil-
lery Regiment, who was at the meeting, and
whut las become of Colonel Dickinson of
the First Infantry ?

Among these present, it is stated, ‘“were
members of the staffs of the six regiments
of the State and a number of Captains of
the various companies of the local regi-
ments.” In the first place there are eight
regiments in the State, of which six were
represented at the mecting, and, of course,
there must be a difference between “‘the reg-
iments of the State” and the “local regi-
ments,” whose various companies, hayving
other officers than Captains, were,in fact,very
well represented also by their First and Second
Lieutenants. In truth, and in fact there was
at this meeting only one regimental staff
officer—a chaplain—because the regiments
and one battalion were represented alto-
gether by field and line officers.

The next astounding piece of intelligence
is that ““considerable time was occupied in
discussing military matters.” Perhaps these
military oftficers should have discussed the
McKinley Bill, or perbaps the latest dis-
covered Charlie Ross in New York, or may-
hap also the crop prospeets, the twenty-one
puzzle, the President’s message, King Kala-
kaua’s arrival and other interesting topics
moving the great American people, but too
numerous to speeify. The next bateh of
studied misstatemen:s is as follows:

No little time was spent considering the sum
to be appropriated by the next Legislature for
mtiitary purposes. The general opinlon among
those preseut scemed Lo be that a sum similar to
that appropriated by the last Legislature to de-
fray the expenscs of the Natioral Guard would
not be suilicient to meet the bills to be incurred,
The uniform:s of the members of some of the
regiment's are in a bad coudition, and need to be
replaced by new ones. The armorles, too, need
10 Le furvished a little better, aud, in faci, cvery-
thing conuected with the running of the militavy
organization needs to be replenisned. In order
that this may be done, a larger sum than that
approp:iated by the last Legislature shall be
asked for. It was not decided as to what the
sum to be asked for should be,

‘The matter of the appropriation was only
incidentally alluded to, and the considera-
tion of the amount 18 only a matter of caleu-
lation, The opinion was, and the fact is,
that a less appropriation is and must be
sufficient for wmeny and obvious reasons.
The appropriation of four years ago wus
the larges ¢ver made in the history of the
National Guard of California, for obvivus
reasons,

NEVER BETTER UNIFORMED AS A WHOLE,

The National Guard of California, as a
whole, was never before better uniformed,
and there’s no present need to replace the
uniforis by new ones—albeit, there may be
some whichare in **a bad condition.” The
State never has and dees not now *“furnish”
the armories. They are furnished by priv-
ate mon eys, and most of them could not he
better furnished. The “oracle’s” premises
being false, it necessarily follows that the
deduction—a larger sum than that appro-
priated by the last Legislature shall be
asked for—is also faise, A very decided
stand wus taken on the subject of a re-
duced appropriation, and the sentiment was

hand of

practically unanimous. The appropriation
must necessarily be less, for at cne swoop
there’s an item of $36,000 for uniforms and
equinments, out of the question; another
o? $500 to #quip the Gatiling Battery, an-
other of $2000 for the Light Battery, and
ancther of $300 for the Hussars, ete.

None of the things quoted as having been
considered were considered, because so well
understood, yet *‘the oracle’” in its hee-haw
wisdom deciares that the things consxdercg
were *other subjects of minor imyortance.
The organization of signal corps, per diem
and horse hire at camp, an increase of the
limitation of a company’s encampment al-
lowance, change of muster day, eleetion of
Generals of brigades instead of by ap-
pointment by the Goveinor, ete., matters
which * were considered and favorably
recommended, are, foresooth, ‘“‘subjects of
winor importance.”

Nor was acticn on any matter “finally
postponed until the next meeting,”” because
such is not the mode of procedure. so that
*‘the oracle’s” report was accidentally cor-
rect in just four things: (1) Thata meetivg
was held on a certain date and at a cer-
tain place; (2) that it was the weuting of a
certain ossoeiati n; (3) that a certain dis-
cussion took place regarding regimental
drum corps, and (4) that, being a weeting of
military officers, *‘considerable time was
occupied in discussing military matters.”

The amusing hiut is also given of the as-
sociation “increasing the term of office of
line commissionea officers,” whereas the as-
sociation reconuhended such action by the
Legisluture. There never was a line cfficer
who was not a commissioned officer, but a
*line commissioned oflicer” is one ¢f “‘the
oracle’s’” wenderiul and fanciful creations.

BRIGADE SIGNAL CORPS.

One of the thinks which will undoubtedly
result from the officers’ recent convention
will be to rescue the signal corps from their
present anomalous condition—corps without
corps cfficers, yet under direct command of
Majors—brizade signal oflicers—with regi-
mental signal efficers—¥irst Lieutenants s
wakeshift corps efticers. Two of the signal
cfticers presei:ted pians, but being the sug-
gestion of euthusiasts were for jractical
vurposes too cumbersome and involved the
formation of a battalion with all the atrend-
ant evils of wore officers as high in rank as
Lieutenant-Colonel, and goodness knows
there is a surfeit of cfficers now and not one
private too much. The plan of General Cut-
ting is perhaps the most feasible and will in
all probability be the cone chosen. It pro-
vides tor a signal corps in a brigade, and
pot exceeding ten members; there shall be
a Seeond Lieatenant, one Sergeant and two
Curporals; when of more than ten members,
but nut more thau twenty, a First Lieuten-
ant, a Second Lieutenant, two Sergeants and
four Corporals; when of more than twenty
members, and this mweans the corps of the
Second Brigade (10 men representing a regi-
ment of a brigade in a corps and tuere being
four in the Second), a Captain, First and
Second Lieutenants, three Sergemnts aund
six Corporals, The commissioned officers
shall be elected by the eniisted mien and
qualify as other company officers do; the
non-conimissioned officers appointed by the
Erigadicr on the recommendation of the
brigade signal oflicer and the corps to be
mounted. This plan, obviously, would har-
monize the corps withh the other branches of
the service. The regimental signal officer
will ther be in the sawe box with Joln
Chinaman—he must go.

At the officers’ convention on Monday
evening the fatigue uniform was supposed
to have been worn. Notalldid so, but a
brigadier, at least two coleneis and not a
few captains and lieutenants wore decora-
tions. Paragraph 202 oi General Orton’s
“ Jittle red book” has the following con-
cluding sentence in i1talics: ** Decorations
should not be worn upon the undress coat.”
Relevant, is it not?

In bLis orders to the Fifth Infantry to
hold the annual school of instruction for
non-commissioned officers, Colouel Fair-
ban ks requires his company conupanders to
repoit weekly in wiiting to him during the
current month, outlining the course of in-
siruction and giving tue pames of all
present.

UPTON IMPROVED UPON.

One of the morning pajers had a gem the
other morning in the account of the depar-
ture of the First United States Inlantry
Regiment for the seat of Indian troubles.
The gem nierits reproduction, and is given
verbatim:

Loug lines of solalers separated from the main
body and soon the whole regiment was formed,
wilh the gups 1esting ¢n the ground.

Lieutenant Tom Barryls voice raug out above
the noise on the dock:

* Suhoulder arms!”

Up went the guns of Company A.

Then more orders until the rities were on the
right shoulders,

*“*Fours left! Left rours |”

“ Forward, mareh!”

The dock shook with the tramp of the com-
pauy.

The whole regiment must have been either
at **in place rest,”” or “parade rest,” or at
‘‘attention,” if the guns were resting on the
ground, and any man in Company A, who,
on Lhe order “shoulder anms,” came up o a
right shoulder arms” from any of the posi-
tions stated deserves to be shot by Indians.
But it govs without saying that the Lieuten-
ant neither first gave the order, *shoulder
arms,” nor *“:houlder arws” at all; vor did
he give any order as *‘Fours left ! left
fours! forward, march!” The junior Cor-
poral of a cow-county company of the Na-
tional Guard would not even be guilty of it,
beeause it is no command and is ridicalous.
If such a command were given, even the pa-
tient army mule wouldn't budge,

Those who are always ignerantiy praling
of sending National Guard troops into the
field in heavy marching order, instead of
railroading them to some settled camp, may
derive some comfort from the pedestrianism
accomp ished by twenty men of Company A
(San Diego) of the Ninth Iofantry. ‘Ihey
were off one week, and during the time the,
were out covered 130 miles. On Saturday
night they cawmped at Linda Vista and
marched from that place to the armory, a
distance of fifteen miles, by noon on Sun-
day, and on Friday covered twenty-three
miies. ‘Their mareh was to the mountains,
but probably not with the soldiers’ cam-
paigning outfit,

*"T'he line of march was given as beginning
at Pacific and Kearny, proceeding to Ciay,
and thence to Montgomery and up the latier
in the direction of Market street, We were
on havd at the hour named, and as we
turned info Montgomery strect we were
greeted with another shower of antique
eggs from a mob of roughs. I had taken
care toaim every one of my men with a
pick-handle, ana I ordered a charge on the
mwob. We cleaned them out io one, two,
thiree order, and in their flight they left
about fifiy of their number behind with
Lroken heads. 1 was arrested at once and
taken to the police station, but befere 1 had
been an hour in hands of the ofiicers half
the prowinent business men of the city had
called and volunteered their services as
bundswen.”

FOR A FICKLE WOMAN.

A Ounce Brillinnt St. Louls Attorney
Now a Worthless Vagrant.

Mixxearoris (Minn.), Nov. 27.—James
Pierce, a vagrant who came up in the Mu-
nicipal Court one’ day last week and was
given a ten days’ sentence, has a history.
He wouldn’t be & bad-looking fellow if re-
fined by a Turkish bath and fitted out with
clean linen and a new suit of clothes. There
was a time when he affurded good clothes,
and plenty of them. He was a St. Louis
attorney then, voung but successful—in
fact, he was regarded by the older members
of the St. Louis bar as one of the most prom-
ising young atiorneys of the Mound City.
But be fell, and as a woman caused his fall
it is interesting. Pierce graduated from
Princeton. and, if he is to be believed,
“*Jumes Waldo Pierce,” besides writing the
closs poem, a grand effort, ranked third in
the class of seventy-six, His father was
a wealthy St Louis merchant, and being
old when young Pierce graduated and took
up law, sold out and retired. The son be-
came connected with an established law
firm, and soon was getting along nicely. He
enjoyed society and soon drifted into its
innermost ecircles. There he met Maubel
Trafford, and the meeiing marked the be-
ginning of his fall. Pierce fell mwadly in
love with her at fitst sight. Miss Trafford,
Pierce says, was a blonde, and if she felt no
especial heart-swelling for Pierce made be-
lieve she did. Auyway, like the will o’ the
wisp, she led him a chase. His love for her
made him more ambitious,and he labored hard-
er than ever in his practice, all for her. After
a few months’ acquaintance he proposed.
They were at a gay summier-night ball, at
which tihe scciety of St. Louis had assem-
bled in ull its grandeur. After they had
danced a second waltz, Pierce and Miss
Traiford strolled onto the lawn, and soon
found a secluded seat ’'neath three large
massive oaks, upon whose rough bark vines
had clung so-thickly as to render the rustic
seat within hidden from all without. There
ke proposed.  Miss Lraiford arose from the
rustic bench upon which they sat, laughed
gently and replised that she had never in-
tended that the acquaintance should ever go
so far., While she was very sorry, she
thought he would recover in a day or two.

“She cven told me she thought a cigar
would belp me out then, and left me alone
to smoke one if I Iiked,” said Pierce, as he
related the story.
