The General Plans of the Great
Big Show Are OQutlined.

Dimeusions of the Main Buildings—A Mam-
moth International Relizious Preject
Evolved by J. C. Dandson.

CHicAG0, Dee. 4, 1890.—The past week
marked decided progress in the proceedings
of the exposition. After a truly stormy ses-
sion the eommission accomplished the object
of itsmeeting. As a result of its labors the
site question has been finally and satisfac-
torily settied, the classification adopted, the
apportionments and the plans of the build-
inge decided upon. A resolution was passed
to the effect that the incorporation known
as the World’s Columbian Exposition of
Chicago had perforined its undertaking, and
that a suitable site had been secured, and
that the $10,000,000 for the futherance of the
World’s Columbian Exposition was forth-
coming for the use and construction of the
same. Also, that the President of the United
States be instructed to issue a proclamation,
inviting the people of ail nations to prepare
to participate in the greatest of all exposi-
tions in the history of man. This being
done, the great fair can now be said to be
tairly launched. From fhis date the world
will anxiously watch it progress toward
completion.
For a time, dissension and strife belween
the bodies made the prospects for the ex-
position look diszouraging. The National
Commission aud Local Directory were fool-
ishly jealous of their authorities. But a
conference was called, a mmutual under-
standing reached, and the chud passed
away, leaving the sky clearer than before.
A DBoard of Control, consisting of eight
members from each body, has ®een seiected
to seitle all disputes in the future. Thisis
& practical step, as it largely does away
with the commission, and simplifies matters
generally. Bureaus will do the work of
comwittees, and from th® condensation of
power progress will come.
_The Executive Committee of the commis-
sion wiil have a general supervision over
the work of the lady managers. A suitable
building will be erected on the exposition
grounds and placed at their disposal. If
they so request,
THE NATIONAL COMMISSION
Will ask that Congress appropriate an
amount to defray their expenses. By a
vote of twenty-eight to twenty-one, they
voted to close the exposition Sundays.
The Hon. J. G. Blaine, on learning that
an attempt was being made to construe the
otfering of $20,000 by the State Department
\ to secure foreign exhibits into a partisan
movement, immediately withdrew the offer.
A dispateh was at once sent Mr. Blaine by
Hon. T. M. Waller (ex-Democratic Gov-

= —==%r2or), of the Foreign Committee, assuring
him that such was not the case and regret-
ting the casualty.

The following i3 an outline of the appor-
tionment: Largely, the exposition will be
placed at Jackson Park. The trees and
waterways, as far as possible, will be left
intact 1o furnish landscape scenery to form
a contrast and add to the grandeur of the
buildings. A large basin will form the center
of a great court, around which the principal
buildings of the exposition will be grouped.
The banks of the land-locked bodies of water
wiil be finished in appropriate ways, and the
outlines masked in drooping foliage. The
walks will be paved with mosaics of brick
and stone, and eomfortable seats placed
along all resting places.

All public passenger railways are to enter

. the park at the southwest corner, delivering

road will pass gut through the grounds, en-
x '_i tering buildings where advisable and having

stations where necessary. After thus com-
pleting a circuit of the buildings and
rrounds it will return to its starting point.
>bl'hi.s simplifies the task of visiting the dif-
ferent buildings and exhibits.

Visitors once in the fair, after leaving the
Administration Buiiding, will come out on
the great square or court, where ample room
is provided for large crowds. Wheeled
chairs are to be always here. As before
stated, there will be

- The horticulture exhibit will be placed on
4 the broad expause of made meadow, which
affords ample room for a magnificent display.
The live-stock have the most select location.
In general there will be housing for stock
and their attendants, and hospitals for the
animals. Realizing the importance of the
agricultural and live-stock exhibits it is the
iutention of the designers to make these
departments interesting in plan and appear-
ance by all the arts of the npineteenth cen-
tury.

The Government will furnish its own
building and exhibits, among the latter a
line-of-battle ship fully equipped. The
Machinery Hall will be the largest ever
buili, and will furnish the best pessible op-
pertunity for display of the different trans-
portation exhibits,

A building, as beautiful as can be erected
of durable materials, will be dedicated to
the earrying on and propagating, subsisting
and display of water animals.

All heating and lighting, as far as possible,
will be by electricity. Arrangements with
the city of Chicago will be made to furnish
the exposition with water.

The dimensions of the main buildings, as
they uow stand, are: Horticultural Hall,
200x1400 feet, fish, 125x1000; Government
building, 200x300; general exhibit, 750x2000 ;
mines, 500x550; agriculture, 600x800; elec-
tricity, 500x550; machinery, 500x200; loco-

motive machinery, 500x800.

The entire plans are too elaborate to be
given at one writing, but in scope and ex-
tenstveness they dwarf all expositions of
the past, and when completed will form a
work of which this generation of men may
torever look back to

NEW CABLE ROAD.

Two Cross-Town Lines Nearing
Completion.

Work on the new engine house and the
cross-town branch of the California-street
Cable Railroad has made such progress
that the company expects to commenece busi-
ness on the new line early in February or,
if the present favorable conditious continue,
the latter part of January. The road-bed
from Jones and Market streets to Hyde
street and the bay, aud uhe short branch on
O’Farrell street are complete, with the ex-
ception of une block on Hyde street, between
Pine and California,” where work is still
goingon in conneztion with the engine house.

With the exeeption of a small strip of land
on the extreme southwest corner, the build-
ing will cover a full fifty-vara lot. It will
be a three-story structure, handsomely
designed, with pressed brick front and
granite trimmings. On the Hyde-street
side, however, in consequence of the differ-
ence in street grades, it will present the ap-
pearance of a two-story and basement
structure. The walls are now about half
way up, and already give an idea of the
style of architecture which was adopled, as
well as the care which is being taken to
secure thé building from damage by fire,
earthguake or other destructive agencies,

The whole of the Hyde-street basement is
to be occupicd by the driving machinery.
At present the main shaft and the immense
sheave or driving pulley are.the only ma-
chinery to be seen, but the preparations are
complete for the reception of the engina,
40-ton fly-wheel, the four driving wheels,
boilers and other paraphernalia belonging
to the department. The immense weight to
be put in here demanded that the floor should
be of extraordinary strength. 1t is of solid
concrete, tweive feet tnick, capped at the
points of greatest strain by biocks of granite
tirmly boited into place by thiek iron rods,
which run to tie bottom of the concrete
foundation. The walls here are quite mas-
sive, and in order to make the compartments
thoroughly fire-proof the ceiling is built of
iron girders and brickwork, covered with a
thick layer of concrete.

Immediately behind the engine-room is
the depot of the California-street cars, with
an entrance {rom that street. The cars for
the new line will be housed above the en-
gine-room, which will be reached by a slight
incline from Hyde street. The rest of the
building will be occupied as offices and
shops for painting and repairs.

The most interesting feature of the estab-
lishment, when completed, will be the
triple-expansion engine which is to supply
the power. It will be the first of its kind

ever introduced into a building on this
Coast, though they are not entirely un-

known here, as most ¢f the ocean steamers
ars provided with them. DBy its means the
loss of steam power will be reducéd to a
minimum by which a considerable saving
will be effected in the runuing ex-
peuses. It was at first feared that
the increased consumption of avater
would more than counterbalance” the
saving in power, as 15,000 gallons an
hour would be required for the condenser.
A way out of this difficulty has been ar-
rived at by a simple contrivance whereby the
sealding water will be pumped to the roof,
cooled In shallow pans and used over and
over again as needed. In this way 95 per
cent of the water is saved, and an artesian
well on the premises will more than supply
the loss by evaporation and waste. Water,
however, 1s considered of such value that a
large concrete tank is provided in the base-
ment to catch that which has been used in
washing the cars, as well as the rainfall
from the gutters, Not a drop of waler that
can be saved will be allowed to go to waste,

The cars for the new road are almost
ready to be turned over to the company.
They wilt be of the double-ender variety,
the closed portion being in the center. They
will be considerably lighter than the pres-
ent cars, but, owing to the introduetion of
several mechanical devices, equally as
strong. One marked difference between
them and ali other cable-ears will be the ab-
sence of the small front seat, which the
management considers dangerous, because
it frequently obstructs the gripman’s view,
and in case of a collision is even a source
of danger to the occupant,

When the road is in operation cars will
run aiternately to the two new termini, and
a single fare will pay for a passage to any
part of the system.

DIFFLRENCE OF MINDS,

It Is Greater Than Extremes of Out-
ward Appearance.

Rev. Dr. Stebbins delivered ap interesting
discourse last evening at the First Unita-
rian Church, taking as the themse of his ser-
mon the words of the prophet: “I am
debtor both to the Greeks and the barba-
rians.”

His introduction was to the effect that a
religion for the world must be a religion for
all changes of society, for all sorts and con-
ditions of men, for the few and the many,
the weak and the strong, because God is the
author of religion and of the world, and it
has been so since the beginning,

It has no country no more than gravita-
tion has a country. It has dealt with power
and poverty, distress and sorrow, the in-
tellect and freedom.

Continuing 1n his discourse Dr. Stebbins
spoke of the assertions made by some men,
who understood religion very strangely, that
it was dying out of the world and would
have disappeared at a time already past.
But that age has come and religion is as
much needed now as ever. *J am with you
to the end of the world.”

The iliustration of the text was the divis-
ion made 2mong men, but aceording to the
prophet this separation, which divides out-
ward conditions, is not so vast as that which
exists in men’s minds. Christianity never
misses the issue; it never gets befogged in
minor facts; it takes the citadel of the mind
and recognizes that the difference of men is
not in their outward appearance, but in
their mind. The outward distinetions are
not so strongly marked asin the mind, The
contrasts of the minds of men are greater
than the extremes of outward appearance,
but not so great as between those who can
know and see and those who eanuot know
or see. The difference is between what one
class sees and what the other class cannot
see, nor ever will be able to see,

VETERANS' HOME.

New Improvements Will
Completed This Month.

The regular monthly meeting of the Di-
rectors of the Veterans’ Home Association
was held yesterday at the home at Yount-
ville. The Directors present were: Messrs.
Watts, Mann, Ruddick, Smith, Hobbert,
Deal and Secretary Rockwell. In the ab-
sence of the President Director Deal pre-
sided over the meeting.

The Commandant’s report showed that
the present number of inmates was 254, of
whom 23 were gick in the hospital or in
their quarters. During the past month 4
deaths occurred at the home, old age being
the cause in each case.

Bills amounting to $2400 were audited and
ordered paid. <

The new bospital building was inspected
and found to be nearly completed, and will
be ready for occupancy before the close of
the year. The work has been done in a
most satisfactory manner, and the Direct-
ors complimented the contractors, W. P.
Corbett & Sons of Napa, very highly. When
the hospital and the addttion to the main
quarters are finished there will be room for
100 additional inmates, of whom there are a
large number anxiously waiting admission.
The new buildings will be dedicated by the
Directors before the 1st of January next.

The reservoir is also nearly completed.
It will have a capacity of 200,000 gallons,
and will afford perfect protection against
fire, besides furnishing what additional
water supplies are needed at the home.

The general health and morale of the in-
mates was found to be most satisfactory by
the Directors, and the econdition of the
home reported by them as having never been
better than now.

INTERIOR TOWNS.

A Collection of Items of Interest
From Various Points.

The Spraying of Fruit Trees—Pruning the
Vines—Effact of the Glorious
Rain—Plowing.

Editor Morning Call : The very welcome
rain has come. Tuesday last the wind be-
gan to blow in the forenoon, rising to quite
a gale by midnight, when the,rain fell in
torrents, and up to Friday morning more
than two inches had fallen—quite an un-
usual amount for the first storm of the sea-
son., The dusty roads and the dry and dus-
tier orchards are things of the past. Farm-
ers are busy pruning and soon will be ready
to plow and put in a bit of “garden truck.”

So much has been said and written lately
about the subject of spraying that your cor-
respondent concluded to look up the matter
and find out just what the farmers of this
section had dope and were going to do. The
orchardists of this neighborhood are a pro-
gressive sort of people, and beliave in experi-
menting until they find out just what they
consider the best plan, and then to go ahead,
regardless of advice from thegretical
writers. While the writer of this article is
a practical fruit-grower, the facts presented
are not intended as advice, but as a sum-
ming up of results obtained by the different
growers in the vicinily by the different
methods used. The scale was evidently
brought into this section by an infecied lot
of orange trees, which were brought from
Los Angeles some eight or nine years ago,
and il has ounly been within the past three
or four years that the orchards generally be-
came infected, so the wanner of ridding the
orchards of this pest is a new one to the
farmer in this section. The same spray
that is used upon the orange trees in the
southern part of the State does not seem to
answer for other trees. The apricot and
peach werve the first to be attacked, but this
year they are found on the plum and prune
as well, while sometimes a few may be seen
upon a stray cherry or nut or even a fig, and
it will be only a matter of another season
when all trees will be equally covered.

Of twenty-two orchards personally in-
spected, with the aid of a good microscope,
but one, a young ten-acre peach orehard on
sandy bottom land, was elean, it had never
been sprayed; one other, a mixed eight-acre
young orchard, was also almost clean, one
or two only being found, it had been sprayed
in January with the soda and potash wash,
half a pound of each to three gallons of
water; one large mixed orchard, oid and
young trees, had never been sprayed and
was literally covered; of the others, nine
had been sprayed late, in the last of Janu-
ary or first of February, with soda and pot-
ash, half a pound of each to four or five gal-
lons of water, and were even worse than
last season ; three had been sprayed in De-
cember and January with insecticide, one
pound to tour or five gallons of water, and
were in good condition, comparatively clean;
the others were hard to classify, sometimes
the peaches were clean and apricots bad, and
sometimes vice versa. As the scale has only
hatched out within the past three or four
weeks, many were sure they had none, the
old ones were dead, buta close inspection
usually brought them to view.

The general opinion seemed to be that
either wash weuld do the work if carefully
appled. It must Dbe in calin weather,
neither too hot npor damp; must be applied
either in December or January for the first
time, and ought to be % pound of canstic
soda and 3% pound of caustic potash, 98 per
cent each, to 3 gallons of water, or 1 pound
of the ivsecticide to 4 gallons of water.
Neither wash can be applied Iater than the
middle of February, as it will burn the ten-
der twigs when sap is in them. The cost of
these washes is about the same, from 8 tc 10
cents a tree, which is a heavy expense, aside
from the pumps and labor necessary. Sev-
eral farmers are intending to experiment
with different washes this season and the
results will be watched with the greatest
interest. One gentleman intends to try a
wash made from a decoction of tobacco, an-
other a wash made from gum-tree leaves
and another with a preparation which is
said to work well in other districts put has
never been tried here. A cheap and effect-
ive wash is to be desired and one that does
not burn the worker at his labors.

There are twenty or more orchards in the
immediate neighborhood whiclr were not
examined, and it is only fair to state that
they are probably all of them affected,
though possibly not as badly as they are
across the creek—are younger and are on
newer land. The result of this season’s
spraying will be watched carefully. Farm-
ers are busily pruning, and one or two have
finished and have already sprayed with
perfect success. The sooner the work is
done the more successful will be the results.

A most interesting entertainment was
given in the Town Hall last Friday night by
the Spa:e Minute Circle—a genunine im-
ported minstrel troupe, the mewbers of
which were gentlemen who have attained
reputations in entirely different lines of busi-
ness.

Centreville.

Editor Morning Call: 'This is one of the
pioneer fruit regions of California. Long
before the gold fever had brought the
eager rush of would-be millionaires to this
Coast, our little town was in its incipiency,
with a fertile agricultural region about it,
and the agriculturists of Centreville and
vicinity were among the first to plow up
their grain fields and transform them into
orchards, when the first fruit promise of
Calif ornia’s future province as fruit-grower
for the nation began to be manifest. The
past season has been a most successful one
for fruit-raisers, and Centrevillites are, ac-
cordingly, in an unusually complaisant
frame of mind this fall.
