0’Brien Hakes a Vain Appeal to Parnell to
Endeavor to Effect a Reconciliation.

Loxpox, Dee. 8.—The anti-Parneliite
members of the Commons made an early ap-
pearance in the House to-day. Thirty-one
entered the chamber in a body and took the
principal places in the first four benches be-
low the gangzway, with the view of prevent-
Ing the Parnellites from occupying their
usual seats. Colonel Nolan and John
Deasey entered later and contrived to secure
seats. Parnell’s seat had also been re-
served, he having at an earlier hour affixed
& ticket to it. Healy arrived later than his
colleagues.

When ke entered he took Parnell’s seat,
but McCarthy wanted him to vacate it.
The party appeared in exeellept spirits.
They cheered loudly when Deasy, anti-Par-
nellite, advanced to the Speaker’s chair and
moved the issue of a new writ for an elee-
tion in North Kilkenny to fill the vacancy
caused by the death of Edward Marum.
The writ was issued.

DILLON AND O’BRIEN’S CASE.

McCarthy, amid the cheering of his sup-
porters, gave notice that upon the reassem-
bling of the House he would eall attention to
the circumstances in connection with the
recent arrest and persecution of Dillon and

~ O"Brien, and would move a resolution in re-
lation to the case.

Wiiliam Henry Smith, the Government
leader, announced, when the House went
into committee on the Land Purchase Bill,
that he would move an adjournment until
January 2d.

Balfour nioved the second reading of the
Land Department (Ireland) Bill.

Healy moved to adjourn debate on the
ground that the Government was treating
the House with contempt in not explaining
the provisions of the bill.

The motion was defeated and the Dbill
passed its second reading. Parnell and all
the other Irish members voted against it.

Balfour’s Irish Relief Bill, which asks an
appropriation of £3000 to enable him to
supply seed-potatoes to distressed farmers,
passed its third reading.

THE M'CARTHY FACTION MEETS.

In response to the call issued by Justin
McCarthy, the leader of the anti-Parnellite
faction of the Irish party, all the members
opposed to Parnell assembled to-day to
further consider the line of palicy to be
adopted. Copies of the call were addressed
to Parnell and his supporters, but none of
them were present. A council composed of
eight members—Messrs. Abrabam, Dillon,
Healy, O’Brien, Arthur O’Connor, Thomas
Yower (’Conuor, Sexton and Sheehy—was
appointed to assist McCartby in deciding
upon the future action of the party.

‘The meeting was presided over by Me-
Carthy. An adjournment to 2 o’clock to-
morrow was then taken.

Before adjournment the meeting unani-
wously authorized MeCarthy to prepare an
auddress to the Irish peopie at home and
abroad. In this, he will give the present
as, ect of the Irish question and outline the
future policy of the party.

A CONFERENCE WITH GLADSTONE.

Professor James Stuart, member of the
House of Commons, who, with Henry La-
bouchere, was charged by Parnell with
being engaged in a counspiracy with the
anti-Parnellite Irish membersof the House,
spent some time in conference with Glad-
stone to-dav.

Willjam O’Brien sent a cable dispatch to
Parnell to-day appealing to him to suggest
some way by which freland might be saved
from destruction, Parnell repiied: ‘It is
now too late to rescue the seceders from
their false position. I shall be glad to con-
sult with vou on your arrival in Europe.”

Parnell has sent a dispatch to Milwaukee,
Wis., declining ap offer of $15,000 for 100
lectures.

Parnell will send a mission to the United
States to place before the American people
his side of the controversy.

WANTS TO FIGHT PARNELL.
O'Gorman Mahon, Member of Parliament
for Carlow County, who introduced Parnell
to Mrs. O’Shea, recently expressed a desire
to challenge Parnell toa duel, but his doc-
tor prevented him on the ground of the
O’Gorman Mahon’'s age, he being §7.
Parnpell goes to Ireland to-morrow. He
will deliver an address at Dublin Thurs-
day ard afterward proceed to Cork, Long-
ford and Granard. He will also make ad-
dresses at Limerick and Waterfora.
The Cork Examiner says Parnell’s En-
lish career is closed. The Examiner thinks
>arnell has over-rated his ability to secure
the return of men to Parliament to take the
laces of the members who oppose his
eadership. Parnell will be accompanied
on his coming tour through Ireland by the
most active of his followers. Before his
departure from England for Ireland he will
issue a manifesto to the people of the latter
country, which wili be signed by his sup-
porters.
BEGGING FOR PEACE.

DusLiN, Dec. 8.—The Freeman’s Journal,
in which Parpell is understood to have an
interest, advocates on its own responsibility,
without recommending the plan to either
side on grounds beyond its reasonableness,
that efforts be made Dby the factions of the
Irish party in the direction of conciliation
and peace. It urges Dillon and O’Brien to
return from the United States to Paris,
forthwith, and that all the Nationalists or
delegates from each section of the party
asseinble in that city.

The Healy Gaelic Athletic Association
has adopted a resolution requesting that
Healy abandon Lis present position and
support Parnell.

The Tipperary Town Commissioners
have adopted a resolution declaring that
they have lost confidence in Parnell.

MISSING EXPLORERS.

A Party of Russians Thought to Have Par-
isted in Thibet.

PARris, Dec. 8.—The greatest fears are

entertained for the safety of the Russian

-~ —axpedition which set out in March, 1889, to

continue the exploration of T'hibet, and if
possible to reach Lhassa. Geographers and
frieids of the missingexplorers have nearly
given up all hupes of hearing that they are
alive and well. It is feared that the entire
party, which numbered twenty Russians,
have perished. It is understood the Rus-
sian Government will im:uediately send a
party out to see if any traces can be found
of the party.

The Churen’s Position.

RoMmE, Dec. 8.—Cardinal Rampolla, the
Papal Secretary of State, has written a let-
ter in regard to Cardinal Lavigerie’s recent
declarations in tavor of a Rzpublican form
of Government, saying the Roman Catholic
Church is not inimical to any form of Gov-
ernment, The church applies itself before
all else to the progress of religion and there-
fore thinks it is right for the faithful to
participate in public affairs when such
action Is demanded by the interests of reli-
gion.

Sma'l-P-x Raging in Guatemala.

New York, Dec. 8.—The South American
correspondent of the Starsays that in Guate-
mala emall-pox is raging and for the first
time in the country’s history the Govern-
ment is compelled to make rigid quarantine
regulations. Already hundreds of deaths
have resulted from the disease and no abate-
ment in the virulence of the epidemic is

Assumpsit Suits,
CHicAGO, Dec. 8. — Pierre Wibaux, a
wealthy Montana cattleman, to-day began

two assumpsit suits, aggregating $90,000,
against Nelson Morris, the pvacker. The
suits were for breach of contract and for
damages for alleged failure to carry out an
agreement whereby Morris was to take from

e plaintiff a large number of cattle at a
certain price.

RUINOUS COMPETITION.

Plans Suggested for the Prevention of
Railway Rate-Cutting.

NEW Yorxk, Dee. 8.—The Journal of Fi-
nance to-day made publie, for the first time,
a lengthy letter recently written by Chair-
man Walker of the Interstate Commerce
Railway Association to the various railroad
Presidents on the general condition of rail-
way affairs, and a plan for a reform in the
present methods. He says the present leg-
islative attitude of Congress and the States
is injurious, but the railroad difficulties are
not wholly due to that cause, Competition
as it now exists among carrters is ruinous,
is simply war. This situation, he says,
pleases the unreflecling publie, and the nec-
essary inference is that the railroads are
playing their adversaries’ game.

e refers to the fact that during the past
fifteen years about one-third of the railway
mileage in the United States has been re-
organized or passed through foreclosure
proceedings. He does not believe this sui-
cidal process is beyond control, but says
radical changes are required. He points
out that wars in passenger and freight rates
are brought about by scalping, secret agree-
ments, rebates, ete., und says 90 per cent of
all the tariff changes wade are reduciions;
necuses them of systematic passenger rate
cutting and calis it “‘competition gone mad.”
Such wild and reckless methods are not in
the interest of the publie and are ruinous to
the railway systems. He calls on the Presi-
dents to recegnize the essential unity of the
railway iuterests and make a new treaty
based on disarmament, .

He says tlie first few months of the life of
the Interstate Commerce Railway Associa-
tion is commonly referred to as a period of
comparatively successful administration
among western roads. It was really an
armed neutrality, Every lire maintained
its fighting force fully armed and equipped.
The lines should rid themselves of the na-
chinery for rate-cutting, either open or
secret. The fundamental principles of the
association should be the concentration of
authority and the unification of interests.
A traffic division should control the actual
handling of that business. A rate division
should have exclusive right to contract with
connecting roads in respect to the exchange
of business, division of joint rates, and with
shippers at all points cutside the associa-
tion’s territory. Joint ageucies should re-
place the innumerable separate agencies
now in vogue. This might be exiended
ultimately to competitive points upon the
lines of members. The work of the trasic
division also might very properly embrace

he Clearing-house idea, under which it
would receive copies of all billing, adjust
accounts between companies, settie all loss
and damage clalws, ete. Under such con-
centration of methods the danger of rate-
cutting, either secret or open, would be sub-
stantially eliminated, the net revenues of
every line protected and the publie better
served.

THE UNION PACIFIC.

NeEw York, Dec. 8.—Dow-Jones Com-
pany’s Boston special says: We hear
on the best authority that the Union Pacitie
officials are not disturbed over the financial
condition of the Uuion Pacific. We are
told the floating debt is much less than cur-
rent reports credit., It seems the alliance
with Geould was formed only after Vauder-
bilt and Drexel, Morgan & Co.’s support had
been refused.

Dillon has been interviewed by the Com-
mercial Advertiser. He said: *7Tue Union
Pacific is in no more danger of a receiver-
ship than the United States Government.
These ruwors are thie most nonsensical that
have been circulated in Wall street for a
long time. Who originated them or for
what purpose I cannot tell, but they are ab-
solute lies. The Union Pacific under the
new management is getling into shape. The
road is all right. Its action will be satis-
factery, and 1 expect to see a receiver in the
White House before there is one in this of-
fice. Tie Union Pacific was only one of
the number of stocks the prices on which
fell last week. These temporary changesin
the market are frequent. Nobody can ac-
count for them.”

To a remark by the reperter, “ It was ex-
vected when you became President that
Union Pacific_ would go way up,” Dillon
answered: ‘' Evervthing can’t be done in
one day. Neither Gouid nor any man can
advance the stock at Lis pleasure. The
Union Pacitic is in such a condition to-day
that there c.n be no lasting troubie alout
its .\’Y")ck. That’s all" 1 can say on the sub-
ject.

Bostox, Dee. 8.—Directori Ames of the
Union Pacific said 1n au interview: “The
floating d+bt of the Union Pacific was fully
explained in last year's report. [t has been
reduced the past year by $4,000,000, and is
now about $11,500,000. Mr. Gould knew all
about the floating debt when he entered the
Directory and has discovered nothing new
about it. He agreed to take care of it and
has provided for the Januarv ist require-
ments, which are less than $2,000,000. Mr.
Gould expressed great satisfaction at the ap-
pearance of everything connected with the
property. He has no more idea of a receiv-
ership for the property than I have for the
Ames DBuilding. I do rot know of any
scheme for funding the Union Pacific debt.
We can easiiy pay it when the raiiroad bond
market revives.”

The meeting of the Executive Committee
of the Union Pacifie to-duy appointed S. .
H. Clark, now General Manazer of the Mis-
souri Pacifie, as General Manager of the
Union Pacitic. At a meeting later of the
Union Pacific Board of Directors Clark will
be elected Vice-President. H. W. Ioleomb,
the present General Manager, has been made
assistant to Clark. Mr, Clark will remain
in charge of the operating department of
the Missouri Pacitie, but will receive the
help of the Assistant General Manager, who
has not yet been decided upon. .

CALL FOR A MEETING.

J. Pierpont Morgan sent a telegraphic in-
vitation to the Presidents of all railioads
west of Chicago to meet at his house in this
city on the 15th for the purpose of discuss-
ing the railroad situation, with the view of
renewing the ** President’s agreement.”

THE TREASURY,

A large AKcceptance of Four-Per-Cent
Bonds—DBlard's Legal-Terder Bill,

WASHINGTON, Dec. 8,—The Treasury De-
partment tc-day purchased 685,060 ounces
of silver at from $1.028 to $1.0350. The
amount of four-per-cent bonds accepted to-
day was £4,501,0€0, for which the disburse-
ment of about 5,550,000 in money will be
made. The Secretary of the Treasury said
this afternoon that in view of the present
conditions he would accept additional of-
fers of fours at reasonable prices of suffi-
cient amount to make the total purchases
$8,000,000, for which he said the expendi-
tures would be nearly $£10,000,000. The
Secretary said further that it was mani-
festly impossible, unaer existing conditions,
for him to use the fractional curreney now
in the Treasury in the purchase of bonds,
for the reason that it would at onee be re-
turned to him In exchange for greenbacks,
and leave him with a deficiency instead of a
surplus. There is now about $19,000,000 in
fractional currency in the Treasury, of
which all but $2,000,000 is in silver half-dol-
lars. As it is legal tender to the amount of
$10 only, it is regarded as part of the avail-
able cash balance. The Secretary said he
would like very much to get it into cizeula-
tion, but ne certainly should not do so at
the expense of the lumited available surplus.

Bland to-day introduced a bill authorizing
the Secretary of the Treasury to prepare a
new serles of legal-tender notes or green-
backs which, when the ordinary revenuas of
the Government are not sufficient to meet its
requirements, he is to pay cut in sufficient
sums to meet all demands and dues.

OMAmWA, Dec. 8.—A special from Rapid
City, S. Dak., says a band of Indians from
Little Wound’s camp has been raiding de-
serted rsanches, killing and running off
stock, burning hay and grain and stealing
household goods. To-day twenty armed
men left Rapid City for the Indian eamp.
They will be joined Ly a number of ranch-
men, and if they are not intercepted by the
troops will attack the Indians.

A special from Custer says that not far
from Buffalo Gap, T, M. Warren, a rauch-
man, with four of his men, attacked a raid-
ing party of Indians and killed four. This
stery is not verified.

A DBee's Pine Ridge dispatch says: A
scout came in to-night and reported that no
sooner had the hostile chiefs returned home
from the council held yesterday than they
proceeded to move their camp several miles
deeper into the Bad Lands, instead of coun-
seling a movement therefrom as advised by
General Brooke.

HIGH EXCITEMENT.

GutHRIE (0. T.), Dee. 8.—Couriers arrived
this afternoon bringing information thatun-
civilized tribes of Cheyennes, Arapahoes
and Comanches just west of the Oklahoma
border are in a state of high excitement over
the ghost dance, started by runners from the
Dakota Siiux. Their attitude is very
threatening, and Governor Steele has asked
the Legislature to take immediate action by
which the citizens can organize a militia
company for protection. The craze among
the tribes east of here hassubsided.

SLIGHT SKIRMISH,

CicAco, Dee. 8.—Gereral Miles re-
ceived this morning a telegram from Buffalo
Gap, S. Dak,, saying: * Ranchmen and In-
dians bave had a slight skirmish.

TO EXPERIMENT WITH LYMPH.

NEW YORK, Dec. 8.—Among the passen-
gers on board the steamer Saale, which
arrived Sunday, was Dr. J. Riddle Gofle,
who came directly from the laboratories of
Koch in Berlin. Goffe is in all probability
the first American physician to arrive home
af ter studying the new cure for consump-
tivn. *1 was unable to bring any of the
coveted lymph with me,” says the doctor,
“but I expect a consignment soon. Shortly
before 1 left Berlin Dr. Koch anncunced
that he would have a large supply ready for
distribution about December, and would
divide it awmong the physicians in accordance
with the dates of tlieir application. Half of
Berlin almost took advantage of his promise.
I was fortunate enough to be among the
early subscribers. When I receive the lymph
I shall experiment with 1t in  the
New York Skin and Cancer Hos-
pital. In one of the syringes which
Dr. Koch has invented for making
injections the power is applied by means of
a little rubber ball. By this means nothing
but the barrel of the syringe and air come in
contact with the fluid, keeping it pure and
clean. I wish to emphasize the statement
that the anfortunate people of the con-
sumptive world should not expect tco
much from the cure. As the lymph is an
agent of terrific power, its use in advanced
stages of the disease is dangerous. It can-
not accomplish all that is elaimed for it by
the sceular press. 1t is curative, however,
for cases in the early stages, but its limita-
tions have not yet been determined.”

MURDERED AT SEA.

The Master of a Britich Ship Killed by One of
the Crew.

New Yorx, Dec. 8.—The four-masted
steel British ship Buekingham came into
vort to-day with one of her hetercgeneous
crew, a black barbarian from Mauritius
named Grose, tied to a stanchion on the
main deck forward, with his face turned
to the northerly snow - laden blast,
and a stocky savage of a Lascar, Bhagwan
Dhaas, manacled t¢ an iron deck-lhouse.
The ensign of the ship was at half-mast for
her dead commander, Captain Peter Lyall,
a young Scotchman, whose body lies many
fathows deep off Shetland Islands. The
Lascar murdered him on October 11th, the
first anniversary of tlie captain’s marringe
in Brooklyn to a comely young Scoteli-
woman, who began the voyage to Calcutta
with bim in their hobeymoon, and came
back on the siiip a widow.

MONEY AND BUSINESS.

Effor's of the Treasury Depar{ment to Re-
lieve the Present Stringency.

NEw YORK, Dee. 8.—The Sun prints a
long review of an interview on the financial
situation by its Washington correspondent
with Secretary Windom. The Secretary says
the Treasury Depaitment is doing all it can
to relieve the present stringency, and will
continue on the same line of policy followed
up to this time. The stringency, he says, is
not the result of the contraction of the cur-
rency, and there has never been a time in the
Government’s history, in an era of peace,
when so much mouney was flowing cut of the
treasury into the country. ‘I'ie treasury
has put out over £100,000,600 within theglast
ninetecn months, with no appreciable effect,
and he thinks the money is hoarded. The
$100,600,000 in gold, held as a legal tender
reserve, will never be disturbed with his
consent. He might possibly eall on the
$24,000,000 deposited in the national banks,
but he does not think this would be a very
popular proposition at the present time, In
conclusion he says that whatever he may do
toward allaying the uneasiness in monetary
cireles ho does not propose to let the wreas-
ury become bankrupt.

GOOD RESULTS,

Wall street’s opinion of Secretary Win-
dom’s circular eailing for proposals for the
sale of €5,000,000 of four-per-cent bonds, as
expressed this morning, is favorable, as af-
fording some rel ef itself to the monetary
stringency, but still more so from Win-
dom’s statement to the New York Sun cor-
respondent published this morning, Wall
street regards thi- as an intimation of fu-
ture early action in this direction oo the
part of the Secretary of the Treasury. ‘The
improvement in the opening prices this
morning was attributed as much to this an-

The
silver market is causing sericus trouble
among the Colorado smelters and mines
producing low-grade ores and unless some-
thing is speedily dune by Congress bun-
dreds of low-grade mines in the State will
be compellld to clese down. When the
price of silver went up under the present
Silver Bill low-grade vroducers sent thou-
sands of tons of ore to the smelters, which
was purchased at an advanced price, The
smelters are now loaded down with low-
grade ore, which cannot proefitably be treatea
at the present price of silver. TLey figure
their loss since the decline at 10 ceuts per
cunce on £4,500,00 werth of mineral. Hun-
Greds of mines in the West ate expecting to
shut down.

A Commercial Bulietin Washington spe-
cial says: Some ol the Republican Sena-
to1s do not believe it would be possible to
maintain_the differences for silver in New
York and those in London. This difficulty
is admitted to be serious. DBut the Treas-
ury people believe the price in Lundon
weuld rie when it became evident that the
price here had risen permanently. The ac-
tion of China in beginning sliver coinage is
taken as an encouraging sign, and it is
hoped Austria and other European coun-
tries will increase their consumption of sil-
ver for wonetary purposes when they dis-
cover the United States is beut upon using
it and that the price has risen. Arguments
like these depend upon the favorable con-
sideration_cf a good many circumstances;
but the President and the opponents of
free coinage in the Administration are dis-
posed io at least give a trizl to some such
plan as proposed in the joint resolution in-
troduced by Congressman Taylor Wednes-
day regarding adaitional purchases of silver.

EMBARRASSED FIRMS,

toberts, Cushman & Co., importers of hat-
ters’ materials, have made an assignment.
Roberts this atterncon said the failure was
not caused by the tariff, but it was the work
of several firms, who dragged them down.
He could not give the figuies, beyond the
general statement that the failure was in the
neighborlkood of §500,000. He was sure all
the creditors would be paid in full,

Their capital was from $750,000 to §1,000,-

The state-
ment last March clainred nssets at $174,000
and liapilities of $126,000. 1t is said the
firm  bought considerably from Koberts,
Cushman & Co. The tight money market
caused the failure. ;

PuirAperrnia, Dee. 8.—The hat-manu-
facturing firm of Price, Sherman & Co. as-
signed to-day. Their assignment was pre-
cipitated by the failure of Frederick S.
Sherman, retail dealer in hats and furs.
Price, Sherman & Cu. were rated from
8200,0_00ltu $300,000, and their general credit
was high.

MEADVILLE (Pa.), Dec. 8.—Reports con-
tinue to come in of new sufferers in the col-
lapse of Delamater & Co’s Bank. A banker
of the city said a cautious estimate of the
liabilities would not be less than $500,000.
1t may reach $800,000. Nothing positive is
known about the assets, but the most san-
guine do not hope for more than 50 cents on
the doliar. The whole city is restless and
excited.

The assignee of Delamater & Co. made &
statement this alternoon, showing the assets
to be $473,000 and the liabilities $545,000.
How much the asscts may shrink canuot be
told, and how many outside obligations the
firm may have, not shown by the books, is
not known. All the members of the E}irm
have surrendered all their personal property.
_EvAxsviLLE (Ind.), ec. 8.—Thomas
Scantlin & Son, leading foundrymen, failed
to-day. ‘The iiabilities are $100,000, with
assets in excess of this amount,

BieMiNG#AM (Conn.), Dec. 8.—Postal
card Contractor Al.

KALAKAUA'S MISSION

———

He Is Here in the Interest of
Reciprocity.

En Ebsurd Sory That He Has &n An-
nexation Scheme in View.

Naval Constructor Wilson to Succeed Him-
self—Reported Suflering Among
Southwestern Indians.

Bpecial to THr MORNING CALL

WAsHINGTON, Dec. 8.—H. A. P. Carter,
Minister from Hawaii to the United States,
left this city to-night for San Francisco to
consult with King Kalakaua on the subject
of the relations between the two countries.
Ee expects to be gone three or four weeks.
To a California Associated Press man to-
day he expressed his belief that the story
sent East last night from San Francisco, to
the effect that the King is here on a mission
of annexation, is an absurd invention of
some space-writing correspondent. He
said: “The King has come to America
simply for his health, and he has no idea of
advancing the annexation idea. He is con-
siderably run down aud needs rest. He
will not leave the Pacific Coastat all. I
have received word from him that he would
be glad to sce me and talk matters over, and
I go to-night. The idea is too ridiculous
for consideration. Hawaii is a constitu-
tional monarcky and the King could no
more sell it than the Governor of Massa-
chusetts could barter off that State.

ANXIOUS TO EXTEND RECIPROCITY.

“The King, I am free to say, is anxious for
the extension of the reciprocity plan to all
the products of the islands, and it is, no
doubt, on that subject that he wants to see
me. He is a firm believer in the benefits to
be derived from general reciprocity and is
very eager to see it consummated. I should
be glad also if thie thing could be done, but I
do not think it wise to take any steps in
that direction just at present, in view of the
attitude of the political parties. It is too
late in this session to expeet that anything
will be done, und it would be useless to do
anything with the next House so over-
whelmingly Democratic. Blaine’s position
is a logical one, and 1 think that it will ulti-
mately prevail. Itis so natural to extend
the system of free trading that has existed
for years between the States that produce
different conmodities to neighboring coun-
tries, between whom and the United States
there is no competition, that I am certain
the thing is simply a matter of time.

EAGER TO GO AHEAD.

*“ Of course it is quite different with
Europe, where the produeing element is so
directly in competition with that here. I
suppose that the King is very eager to go
ahead with the movement to secure the ex-
tension of the system, and he probably
wants to talk to me about that, but I shall
not advise action at this time. As yet no
overtures have been made in the premises
to this Government. You can state very
positively that the King has neither any
authority nor any deszire to sell Lis country
out.”

CHIEF NAVAL CONSTRUCTOR.

The belief has becone settled innaval cir-
cles that Chief Constructor Wilson, whose
second term of office at the head of the
Bureau of Contruction and Repairs expires
cn the 15th inst., will be nominated to sue-
ceed himself, notwithstanding the state-
ment that Secretary I'racy made early in his
administration that he would appoint no
man to a third term. Just what has induced
Secretary Tracy to change his mind in this
matter is not krown, but it is understood
that the Commodore has so ingratiated him-
self with the Secretary by his recent good
work on the plans of new vessels that the
latter hLas come to reconsider the matter.
There were, in case of Chief Wilson being
out of the race, two candidates who avowed
themselves as such, Constructors Hichborn,
formeriy of Mare Island, and Fernal, now at
the Unicn Iron Works, San Francisco.
Captain Hicliborn has withdrawn his name
from the list since it Lecame apparent that
the Secretary was reconsidering |ll§ former
remarks, and there is now practically no
competition for the position.

SUFFERING AMONG INDIANS,

General Morgan, who has just returned
here from an 800-mile trip among the
Apache, Navajo, Muqui and Pima Indians,
of Arizona, in company with General Me-
Cook, reports to Secretary Noble that the
indians are sadly in need of food and cloth-
ing, and recommends that immediate steps
be taken to relieve their distress.

Instructions were issued to-day by Secre-
tary Noble regarding the Rancho Punta de
la Laguna, which empower W, E. Dargie of
Oskland to make selections of indemmity
lands forall the Leneficiaties out of any non-
wineral unoccupied, unreserved, surveyed
or unsurveyed public lands in California.

INTERSTATE LAW.
Several Amerdments Recommended by the
Commerce Commission.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 8.—The annual report
of the Interstate Commerce Commission rec-
ommends a number of amendments. The
first is that there be added to Section 3 a
provision that the tacilities to be offered by
a common carrier shall include due and
reasonable receiving, forwarding aud de-
livery by every such carrier at the request
of another comnon carrierof throngh traffic
at through rates; second, an amendment to
Section 10, removing ambiguities in Its
language and making criminal remedies
clearly applicable to a corporation, when a
common carrier, as well as to its officers and
agents. A further awendment is also in-
dispensable, the commission says, providing
for the service of criminal process on corpo-
rations and bringing them under the juiis-
diction of the courts. The commisslon” also
recomumends a change in Section 20, 50 as to

enable it to obtain reports from common
carriers when desired, and call for reports
from companies owning or conducting ter-
minal facilities, or roliing stock, ete. The
recommendations made in previous reports
are renewed. The commission says the dif-
ficulty of obtaining direct evidence from
parties who, by means of participation in
illegal acts, Liave a knowledge of the partic-
ulars of such transactions, is invariably very
great, and suggests an amendment to meet
this defect.

Irrigation Subj:ct.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 8.—During the morn-
ing hour In the Senate Casey of North
Dakota introduced a resolution requesting
the Secretary of the Interior to report to
the Senate all information in his possession
as to the progress made in the investigation

CONGRESS.
THE SENATE.

Gorman Argues Against the Passage of the
Federal Election Bill.

WasHINGTON, Dec. 8.—In the Senate to-

2y Jones of Arkansas offered a resolution,
which went over, calling on the Attorney-
General for informaticn as to the Supervisors
of Election appointed for the First and Sec-
ond Congressional districts of Arkansas for
the last Congressional election on Novem-
ber 4th, and tke sums paid out or called for
in connection with the election or with the
proceedings since the electicn, ete.

Casey offered a resolution, which was re-
ferred to the Committee on Agriculture, call-
ing on the Secretary of Agriculture fora
statement of the progress made in the inves-
tigation for irrigation purposes.

Dawes read vortions of a letter written by
Lee, the Census Indian Agent, from Pine

lidge Agency to the Interior Department,
2oing to show there is no lack of food among
the Sioux. He said he had read this to re-
lieve public anxiety and show the Indians
are not on the warpath on account of the
want of supplies.

The discussion was continued on the joint
resolution appropriating £5000 for an inyes-
tigation of the Indian outbreak. It was
finally referred to the Committee on Indian
Aftairs.

A rescolutlon calling on the Seeretary of
the Treasury for a statement of moneys paid
to Davenport, Chief Supervisor of Elec-
tions, each year since 1871, was agreed to.

Hoar moved to proceed with the counsider-
ation of the Election Bill; but al the sug-
gestion of Gray, who was called outside,
withdrew the motion, and asked unanimous
consent to have the time tixed ou Friday
next for taking a final vote on the bill. Gray
meanwhile came in, and the bill was taken

up.

Gray yielded to Gorman, who argued
against the proposition to fix the time for
taking a vete. He recalled the statement of
Hoar at the last session that if the Election
Biil was not then taken up sad disposed of
there would not be time to doso in the short
session. 1t had been the firm eonviction of
the Demoeratic side that after what had oe-
cuired at the last eleetions the Senator from
Massachusetts would not press the bill; so
the denators on his side had not prepared
themselves to discuss it intelligently.

Gorman continued: ‘‘We stand to-day on
a volcano. We have heard the discussion
as to the starving Indians, but take no note
of the fact that the farmers of the land are
meeting and resolving that there is dauger
and trouble, if not starvation, among them.
‘The faces of bankers and merchants are
blanched with fear. No man can tell
whether to-morrow or next day every bank
in the great centers of commerce will not be
closed by the suspension of payments. In
tue midst of such a state of atfairs we, who
come here flushed .with victory, had hoped
that the majority party would give us an
opporiunity to joia with it in preventing the
wreck which is now impeunding, lay aside
this bill which the couniry hus pronounced
against, and let us take up matters which
all ciasses of our fellow-citizens are looking
to us to consider. If you do not—if you
persist in the course marked out by the Sen-
ator from Massachusetts—the responsibiiity
must rest with the party in power. 1f the
Senator from Massachusetts forces the con-
sideration of this partisan measure while
bankruptey and ruin are going on, when he
gets back to Boston he will find the mer-
chants and bankers and men of affairs, as
well as farmers and laborers, will teil him
while le is attempting hostile legislation
agaiust a certain section of the country that
it it had not been for the products of that
section—if it had not been for the moving
of the cotton crop—there would not be a
bank in Massachusetts able to pay its de-
positors. The only thing that Las saved
them has been the fact that they have been
nhl'«'a to draw on the cotton crop and on the
oil.

Hoar replied that for four days the Sen-
ate had Dbeen listening to Democratic
speeches, made for mere delay and obstruc-
tion. If the Senator from Maryland had
another measure which he thought would al-
Iay the panic or menace to the commerecial
prosperity of the country, which had begun
when the elections were declared in favor of
the Democratic party (the country having
been befere that timme in a position of unex-
awpled prosperity), why should be not, af-
ter a fair and proper statement of his rea-
sons for voting against the Election Bill, let
the Senate take a vote upon it? The Elee-
tion Bill was a measure whose sole purpo se
was to submit to Judges of courts of the
United States, against whose integrity and
ofticial honor no wan could bring a charge,
the question of who had jrima facie titie
to a scatin the House of Represematives,
instead of having it declared by ruffianism,
fraud or violence, as has so often been the
case in the past.

Gray spoke briefly in line with Gorman’s
remarks, and then conciuded his argument
against the bill.

Ber1y obtained the floor, and, after a short
executive session, the Senate adjourned.

THE HOUSKE.

Enlce Gets No Batisfaction—Eill for a Rebate
on Tobacco ia Stock Passed.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 8.—The House Com-

mittee on Judiciary reported back the Enloe

resolution for the arrest of George Minot,
one of the door-keepers, for attempting to
prevent Enloe’s exit from the House during
a call of the House in August last. The
committee regorled that the case calls for
no action on the part of the House, and the
resolution was laid upon the table,

McKinley reported from the Ways and
Means Committee and the House passed a
bill providing for a rebate on tobacco in
stock equal to a reduction made in the in-
ternal revenue tax by the last tariff bill.
McKinley merely stated that the bill was
similar to the provisions of the Tariff Bill
Section 30, which had been owmitted in en-
rolling that measure. And on the declara-
tion of Mills ot Texas that it was *“all right”
no opposition was made to its passage. Ad-
journed.

PERILOUS TRIP, '

A Child Carried Away by an Eagle and
Rescued Unhurt.

SAN ANTON1O (TeX.), Dec. 8.—The four-
year-old son of Charles Waller, a prominent
citizen of Italy, Tex., was playing in the
yard of his father’s home yesterday morn-
ing when a large eagle descended and bore
him away in his talons. Mr. Waller pur-
sued the bird on borseba k and rescued the
child iz a deep nwine1 two miles away,

where the eagle had alighted. The echiid
was unhurt.

AMENDED DEMANDS.

Financial Policy of the National
Farmers’ Alliance,

{

A Spirited Debate on the Report of the
Commiltee on Legislation.

Lively Discussicn Over the Sub-Treasury
Question—A Memorial to Congress
Unanimously Adopted.

Special to THE MorNING CALL.

OcCALA (Fla.), Dec. 9.—In yesterday’s fore-
noon session of the Farmers’ Alliance the
financial policy of the order came up for
discussion under the report of the Commit-
tee on Legislation. It contained the follow-
ing amended demands:

First—AUbolition of national banks; estab-
lishment of sub-treasuries in the several
States to loan money direct to the people at
a rate of interest not to exceed two per cent
per annum on non-perishable farm preduets
and real estate, with a proper limitation
upon the quantity of land aund amount of
money ; that the amount of the circulating
medium be speedily increased to not less
than §50 per capita.

Second—Congress shall pass laws to effec-
tually prevent the dealing in futures on all
agricultural and mechanical productions,
preserving a stringent system of procedure
in trials to secure the conviction of offonders,
and such penalties as shall secure the most
perfect compliance with the law.

Third—Condewns the Silver Bill receatly
passed, and demands free and unlimited coin-
age of silver.

Fourth—Demands the passage of laws
prohibiting alien ownership of land and
that Congress take prompt action to devise
some plan to obtain all lands now owned by
aliens and foreign syndicates, and that all
Jands held by railrcads and other corpora-
tions in excess of what is actually used and
needed by them be reclaimed and held for
actual setilers ounly.

Fif:ib—Believing in the doctrine of equal
rights to all and special privileges to none,
we demand that our national legislation be
¢o framed in the future as not to build up
one industry at the expense of anocther.
We further demand the removal of the ex-
isting heavy tariff fromm the necessaries of
life that the yoor of our land must have.
We further demand a just and equitable
system of graduated tax on incomes. We
believe the money of the country should be
kept as much as possible in the hands of our
people, and demand that all national and
State revennes be limited to the necessary
expenses of the Government, economically
and honestly administered.

Sixth—We demand the most rigid, honest
and just State and national control and su-
pervision of the means of public eommuni-
cation and trausportation, and if this control
does not remove the abuses nuw existing
we demaud the Government ownership of
such means of communication and trans-
portation.

A spirited debate followed the introdue-
tion of this report.

Loucks of South Dakota offered an
amendment to strike out the word “farm?”
before products, but after some discussion
charged it to read *‘mercantile” instead of
“farm.” Then Davis of Kentucky offered a
long smendment, and speeches for and
against these amendments went on fora
long time.

President Hall of the Missouri Alliance
declared himself uncompromisingly op-
posed to the sub-treasury plan. *‘Itis,” ne
said, “‘unconstitutional, and it is directly
opvosed to the principles of the order; itis
unjust and inequitable; very extravagant;
and would bring financial ruin to the farmer
aud all other classes of business; It would
have, and is now having, the effeet of draw-
ing the minds of farmers and other laborers
from the greatest curse of the age—eclass
legislation.” In conclusion, lie said, if such
a step was taken it would destroy the order
in Missouri in less than ninety days.

Congressman-elect Simpson of Kansas,
Clark of Texas, and others favored the sub-
treasury plan.

The amendment by Livingston that the
amount of circulation shall not be less than
$50 per capita was agreed to.

Many other speechies for and against the
sub-treasury sclieme were made, and a vete
was finally taken which resulted in the
adoption of the demands as set forth above
by a vete of 99 to 79.

Al the afternoon session Wardell of South
Dakota moved to reconsider thie vote by
which the alliance protested against the
passage of the Election Bill, stating his rea-
son to be the feeling that the protest would
retard the progress of the alliance in the
North and West. On motion of Hall of
Missouri Wardell’s motion was laid on the
table—56 to 32

There was considerable excited discussion
over the matter. The States voting with
Wardell were Illinois, Texas, ludiana,
Michigan, Pennsyivania, South and North
Dakota. There was a divided vote in the
delegations from Arkansas, Missouri, West
Virginia, Florida and Kansas.

Delegate Carr of North Carolina pre-
sented a memorial to Congress heartily ap-
proving and asking the passage of the Pad-
dock Pure Focd Bill, and emphatically pro-
testing against the passageof what is known
as the Cenger Lard Bill, which is denounced
as a measure tending toward more taxation
and unjuast discrimination against cotton-
seed oil of the South and beef fat of the
West and is sectional legislation, against
which the industrial movement declares un-
ceasing hostility. The memorial was unani-
mously adopted.

At the night session a resolution was
passed urging the establishment of a postal
savings bunk. Just before adjournment
Buchanan of Tennessee took oceasion to
warmly denounce those members who had
furnished information to the press repre-
sentatives as “scoundrels, liars, knaves and
traitors.”

After passing the customary resolutions of
thanks, the National Alliance at 1 o’clock
this morning adjourned. The Sub-'Treasury
Bill, as it now stands in Congress, does not
include the provision for loaus on land, but
this feature does appear in the formal de-
mand to-day.

COMMERCE AND INDUSTRY.
Opening Session of the Annua! Convention of
the National Board of Trade.

NEW ORLEANS, Dec. 8.—The arnual con-
veution of the. National Board of Trade
opened this morning, in the Chamber of
Commerce in this city. Frederick Fraley, of
Philadelphia, who has been President of the
organization since 1863, was unable to be
present. At the election of officers he was
re-elected. A number of committee reports
were read.

THE WORKINGMEN.

Annoal Session of the American Federa-
tion of Labor at Detroit.

DeTrOIT, Dec. 8.—FEighty delegates of tha
American Federation of Labor assembled
this morning and were welconied to the city
by the President of the Board, in the ab-
sence of the Mayor. President Gompers «f
the federation responded. Gompers then
delivered the annual address. He advised
the convention to avoid controversial ques-
;imxs and concentrate an effort vpon such
1ssues as the members are most agreed upon.
That sucii a course is best is evinced by the
success of the eight-hour movement agita-
tion for reform, which was successful in
137 cities and benefited 46,000 workmen in
the carpenters’ trade, besides countless
others in other branches of the buildingz
trades. A demand for eight hours may be
made by other trades’ interests, aud its final
success cannot be questioned. The next in-
dustry to make a demand will be the coal
miners. They will move May 1, 1891. Dur-
ing the year the federation lias established
274 local branches, and the National Trades
Unien 913.  7The existing branches have in-
creased 5 to 35 per cent in membership. Thead-
dress declares in favor of a system of national
unions of individual trades. During the
year 1163 authorized strikes have taken
place, uf which 989 succeeded, seventy-six
failed and ninety-three were compromised.
Gompers referred in commendation to the
project of an international labor congress in
1893, coincident with the Worid’s Fair; de-
mands the enforcement of the eight-hour
law in Government work; asks for a suit-
able Federal alien contract-labor law; sug-
gests an extended observance of Labor day
as an annual holiday; warns against child
labor, and declares for an iuternational
copyright and ballot reform.
