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CHINA AND JAPAN.

Latest News Received by Steamer
Yesterday Movning.

Fearfui Slsughter of Chinese Christiens by a
M:b—Fatel Explosion in a Powder
Mili—Cholera in Japan.

The Pacific Mail Company’s steamship
China arrived from Chinese and Japanese
ports yesterday morning, nearly three days
Lehind time. She was delayed by heavy
weathber off the Japan Coast, but met with
no damage. Tne following summary is
taken from Hopg-Kong papers as late as
November 13th and from Japan files of
November 22d.

. China.

The Chungking correspondent of the
Shanghai Mercury writes on the 25th
Auzust:

The latest and apparently most reliable
acccunt of the trcuble at Ta Chu Hsien is
that it arose out of a celebration held ata
village called Leong Tuy Tsin, distant some
twenty li frcm 1Ta Chu, on the sixteenth of
the sixth mioon, in Yonor of the Lin Kuan
joss, who is apparently the patron deity of
the Ko Lzo Huy, which is a well-Eknown in-
terdicted sccret scciety. After the cere-
mouies, which lasted several days, were
over, and the senlors were duly elected, it
was proposed to inquire of the oracle con-
nected with this joss if it would be safe to
plunder the Christians; the answer was in
the affirmative. So on the nineteenth, that
is on the nineteenth of the sixth moon, the
brotherhood, which is composed of the bad
characters from several of the neighboring
districts, made a raid on a number of well-
to-do Christian families and plundered
thiem, carrving off everything tbhat they
could lay hands on.

This attack appears to have been entirely
unprovoked and unlooked for. The Chris-
tians were taken so unawares that they had
but little opportunity to secrete anything.
The crowd remained in the village feasting
on their plunder until the 28th, during which
time the oracle was again consulted, the
answer being again favorable; so on that
date they made a fresh attack on the Chris-
tians and butchered in cold blood over
twenty persons; nineteen were counted in
the streets, and several are known to have
been cut in pieces and thrown into the river.
The mission buildings and many others were
burned, and the corpses thrown into the
flames. The day following they wentto
another village or market-town also about
twenty li away called Mar-bao-chang, and
there they went through a similar perform-
ance. ‘The Christians fled, and they only
captured one, who seems to have been a
cripple, and whom they imnediately dis-

patched. Some of the head men of the vil-
lage tried to restrain the rioters but were
themselves assaulted and had to run for

tueir lives. There seems to have been quite
a number of well-to-do Christians in this
village, muny of whose houses were de-
stroyed, while everything wmovable of any
value was earried off. This affuir is about
en a par with the Indian raids in the far
western Territories of America.

Cosmo Innes Burton, Professor of Sci-
ence in the Chinese Polyiechnic Institute at
Shanghai, died suddenly, en October 30ih,
of small-pox. He was recently appointed to
that office.

Captain Yankowsky, an old-time naviga-
tor in Chinese water, died at Hankow on
Octover 28ith. He was a skillful entomelo-
gist, numismwatist and botanist, and for years
had Deen actively engaged in collecting for
hiis private wuseun.

I'be cropsin the North of China are on
the whole well reporied of. In the Foo-
chow District, however, the tobacco erop is
said to be in a bad conaition owing to con-
tinued droughit. Tobacco will likely have to
be imported.

About ten miles from Wuhu a Govern-
ment powder-mill exploded, destroying 1000
touses and killing 300 people.

An influential native paper in the North
has a strong article on Corea, calling on
China to strengthen her position on the
Rassian frontier.,

S=veral shipping accidents of a minor
pature and a collision between the blue-
funuel steamer Menelaus and a pilot
schooner, by which the latter was sunk, are
n;r:xlm]i from Shanghai.

The idea of farming out the native taxes
in the Kwanglung province has been aban-
c¢oned. The imperial customs and the
pative customs will colleet the tax,

Every Governor, Vize-Governor and Tar-
tar General throughout thie whole empire
hias been ordeied by the Board of Works to
make an accurate survey of the land within
his jurisdiction for the purpose of enabling
the board to makea new and reliable map
of the Chivese Empire. In accordance with
those instructions all such persons have
issued the necessary orders to their own
subordinates, the District Magistrates and
Tipaos, eachi of whom will measure the land
under his control and make a planof it. Al
those plans, after due examination and com-
paring, will be sent by the District Magis-
irates to their respective Governors, at whose
hands also they will undergo a thorough in-
speetion, after which they will be sent up to
Peki where they will be finally tested_ by
the Board of Works, and when all the sepa-
rate plans have been examined and com-
parcd—a pendous labor—a map of the
wiole empire will be drawn up from them.
At present there are eighteen provinees in
China, pot counting Kirin Sinki g, Ning-
goo-teh, Mongolia or Kashgaria, which are
ail to Lbe put in the new map. Requisitions
bave been forwarded to Tientsin, Shanghai
and Foochow by the Peking authorities for a
pumber of talented stude:sts and eclever
draughtsmen to make the new map and com-
pute accurately the present area of the
Chinese Emp.re.

Hong-Kong.

It has DLeen proposed thatthe censidera-
tion of the estimates be entrusted to a spe-
cial commitie?, niore especially with a view
of dealing with the salaries of officials.

The Mer antile Marine officers have re-
plied to the Chamber of Commerce, stating
that they do notapprove of the proposal that
individual officers should apply to owners
for exemptien from Sunday labor. They
consider that the total suppression of Sun-
day labor in the harbor 1s the only means of
relief.

A meeting has been called to consider the
best means of celebrating the Colony’s jub:-
lee, which occurs in the beginning of next
year.

An animated meseting of the China Borneo
Company wis held last week., Exeeption
was taken to several items in the accounts,
and dissatisfaction with the manager was
freely cxpressed. A committee of share-
holders was avpointed to confer with the
Directors as to the future carrying on of the
business.

The China Mail hzs moved into new quar-
ters after thirty years’ stay in one building.

The Hong-Kong Telegraph says: We are
in receipt of correspondence from the North
conveying the inteliigence of the appoint-
ment of Mr. Greathouse, late United States
Consul-General at Yokohama—who lately
vaid a flying visit to Corea—to sowmething or
other in the service of the Corean Govern-
ment, It is said he will become Foreign Ad-
viser vice Judge O. N. Denny. We hold
over the publication of the correspondence
pending further advices from the Hermit
Kingdom, the political affairs of the mush-
room State being, apparently, on the verge of
a serious crisis,

Japan.

The Sanitary Bureau in the Home De-
partment reports that the number of per-
sons attacked by cholera throughout the
empire from the commencement of the epi-
demic.to the 11th inst. was 44,008, resulting
1n 30,611 deaths. ;

Iu consequence of the recent storms in
Kagoshima Prefecture 1330 dwellings, 2 vil-
lage offices and 6 schools were destroyed, 97
boats being lust and 16 persons Kkilled.
Much damage was also doue to crops. 2

The Japanese Diet was to open on No-
vember 28th.

Mr. Kawakita, who was recently recalled
frem the post of Consul to San Franeisco,
has Leen appointed Secretary to thbe Lega-
tion in Seoul. b

News of serious disaster comes from Oka-
yama. On the 9th inst. several railway
trucks, conveying material for a line in
course of construction, overturned, and 26
persors were in consequence either killed
or wounded. The proportion of fatalities is
not stated,

Armed Dburglars last year entered 41
houses in Hyogo-ken, and in addition 7855
Lhouses and 183 vessels (including junks)
were visited by thieves, the stolen property
amounting in value to 29,471 in coin, $2081
in cereals, $16,796 in clothing, $233 in live
stock apd $23,260 in other miscellaneous ar-
ticles, givimg a total haul for the light-
fingered g ntlemen of $72,742,

The British steamer Strathiclyde, from Ba-
tavia, with a cargo of sugar for San Fran-
cisco, put into Yokohama on November 13th
for coal,

A Gratifying Dccrease.

Collector Phelps has received the follow-
ing returns of the Chinese arrivals on the
steamer China: For San Franciseo, 47;
Panama, 10, and Havana 11, making a total
of only 68 arrivals. The collector feels
quite pleased over this great decrease in the
Chinese influx, which he attributes mainly
to the hard and conscientious work of the
departient in closely investigating all the
departures aud arrivals. Many of the appli-

cations for permission to land are believed
by him to be fraudnient, but in the absence
of positive contradictory proof quite a num-
bLer of them are ennbled to circumvent the
law on perjured testimony and become resi-
dents of California.

rightful prerogative of the founder of the
Lick Observatory.

The wishes of the family appear to be to
have the remains interred in San Fraucisco
at Laurel Hill.—San Jose Herald, Dec. Stl.

CO-OPERATIVE LARCENY.

How an Agent Gave His Principal Dead
Away.

One day last week a carpenter named
Alonzo Hamjiton had offered to him a quan-
tity of carpenter’s teols, worth about 8250,
for $20.

Ile was found to be®an ex-2on vict
who had been pardoned out of prisun, but
e said he was only an agent of the thief in
San Francisco, who is engaged in the busi-
ness of robbing earpenters’ chests at night
and carpenters’ clothing during the lunch
hour and shipping the proceeds to interior
towns to be aisposed of. He promised to
give the thief away if he was not prosecuted,
and the sgreement was made. He returned
a lot of stoien tools to San Francisco by ex-
press and Sheriff Sweigert informed the
police in San Franecisco, and the man w:s
arrested. He made a full confession. He
had been in that Kiud of Dusiness several
months, and his name is Charles Schmidi.—

SUED FOR BONE,
An Interesting Question in the United
States Disiriet Court.

The suit of W. H. Kelly et al., owners of
the schooner Jane Gray, vs. W. E. Jones
et al. and a certain portion of the cargo of
the schooner Oscar and Battie was argued
vesterday afternoon in the United States
District Court before Judge Hoffman,

The wain action is one of possession in Ad-
miralty torecover the value of 1680 pounds of
whale-bone. The bone was on the Thomas
Pope, tenderof the Arctic whaling fleet. The
tender was wrecked in thie northern seas
and her cargo, alter salvage, sold. The real
issuec of the suit is the power to set aside
the sale and return the bone sued for to the
real owners. Six other suits of a similar
nature hinge on the decision of the present
one.

Pending the filing of certain stipulations
as to the value of the bone and the services
of the salvors, the Court withheld its de-
cision.

The Garfield Monument,

The judgment in the case of Giiffith vs.
Happersberger, the sculptor, was reversed
vesterday by the Supreme Court on appeal,
and an order was made directing the trial
court to enter judgment on the findings in
favor of the plaintiff for $1950, the unpaid
balance due for work on the Garfield monu-
ment in Golden Gate Park. 7The suit was
the result of imperfections in the concrete
foundation, which was afterward relaid by
the sub-contractor and for which the original
contractor refused to pay.

Circus Vagrauts Jailed.

Edgar Chesnutt, James Keene, John Kel-
ly, W. H. Brannan, William Brown and
William Hennessey, young toughs who left
the circus when it was here a few months
ago, were arrested yesterday by Officers
Conboy and Furlong on a charge of vagran-
cy. Since they deserted the circus they
have been loitering about the Barbary Coast
without visible meaus of support. Owing
to their alleged bad reputation they were
taken from the streets.

John H, Delaney’s Wills.

The Delaney will-contest case has termi-
nated by Judge Coffey deciding that the sec-
ond will, which begueathed all the property
to Mrs. E. A. McDuffee of San Diego, is the
one to be admitted to probate. A brother
and sister of the testator wouid have been
the Leneficiaries by the first will. T'he estate
is valued at about $2600.

A New Trial Asked.

Alice Edith Dickiason, whose claim to the
estate as widow of the late Thomas H.
Blythe made her oue of the prineipals in the
celebrated trial before Judge Coffey, has
moved for a new trial. The motion will be
based on all statutory grounds and affidavits
to be filed hereafter.

BIG APPETITES.

Great Capacity of the Local
Agents for Commissions.

A Letter Frcm the Southern Pacific Com-
pany’s Passenger Depertment to Eastern
Railway Managers.

The following is a copy of a communica-
tion recently addressed by General Passen-
ger Agent Goodman ¢f the Southern Pacific
to the G eneral Managers of all roads com-
veting for ticket business out of San Fran-
cisco. In several cases these letters have
been returned frem Easiern headquarters
to agents in this city, presumably for the
vurpose of making the local agents ac-
quainted with the estimation in which they
are held by the Scuthern Pacific’s Passenger
Department.

The letter will explain itself and is inter-
esting in view of the late order abulishing
all commissions to agents, also in the light
of a more recent communieation, probably
from the same source, published in a morn-
ing raper, enumerating the great wealth
amassed by several of the Pacific Coast
agents of Eastern 10ads in the ticket busi-
ness in this city., The letter reads as fol-
lows:

SELF-INTERESTED AGENTS.

For years past Eastern railway agents at this
poiut have been accustomed to buy tickets of
our issue at our oftices and to deliver them to
passengers atl their own ofiices or elsewhere, first
Ltuking iLe passengelr’s signatuze to the contract.

While wotkiog in the iuterest of their eni-
plovers, these agents have not been unmindiul
of therr own iuterests. 1ley Lave scught and
obtained comniissions froin the other roads in-
terestea in the Liekets they have bougiht at our
offices. These commissions are beileved Lo have
amounted in Individual cases to quite large
sums of money.

Many of these agents have maintained ofiices
here with quite a stafl of employes. It is gener-
ally Lelieved, if not known, that the expenses of
offices and employes are et and pald, ln some
cases, not by the companies represented but by
the agents themselves out of cominissions ob-
talned.

The agents, not content to work for their own
companies only, have cudeavored constantiy to
corral in their offices all the ttatiie possible, even
though thelr own roads might be interested in
but & portion thereol. As tuey have been al-
lowed to buy thiough tickels te any point over
tbe road, some of thew have come to louk upon
their right to do so0 as abso'ute and beyvoud ques-
uon. Asthey could buy and procure tickets over
oiLher roadsthantheir own, they have inereased
the sum total of commissions recetved from con-
uecilng roads. thelr appetites for commissions
being catered to has iucreased and they have
played one road against apother for such an in-
crease, and 100 often suceesstully.

DIVIDING COMBMISSIONS.

At times, to receive traffie, these agents have
been perfectly willing to divide and have di-
vided thelr comnmission with passengers, the re-
sull beiueg a wore or less tiequent culting of
rates, Our cowpany has sieadily refused to
share in the payment of conunissions cop tickets
Eastward. It may be said, then, to have
littie interest 1n the maiter. We bave, however,
gieat Interest 1o it as far as it coucerns
e mainienance of rates and the proper
couduct of business. We have endeavored hiom
tiwe to time to induee Eastern railway agents
Lere o become partiss to agreements or inemn-
beis of assoclations which couid control the
matter. Success cannot be said to bave felloved
tbe efforts fu this direction, either on our own
port or the part of others. With a view to a
proper conduct of the business and to prevent
suclk: evils as are herein specified, we recently
Issued au order, uuder lustructious from our
Thita Vice-President, forbidding our ticket-
scliers to deliver a Licket of our issue to an East-
eru rallway ageut for delivery (o a passeuger,
unless his road was interested in the ticket as a
carrier. At the sime time cacn agent conce:ned
Was notitied persoually that 1t Le deshied to buy
a ticket over anothier toad than his own bhe must
take the passeuger 1nto our office, where the
passenger could call for aud sign tue ticker, or
he must take the passenger into the office of an
ageul of a road over which the tic.et would
cover passage; Lhal agent te buy the ticket at
our vflice and to deliver it 1o the passeoger 1o Lis
own otlice.

We have reason to believe that some Eastern
ageunts are dissatistied with the oraer and thai
some of ihem propose Lo beat it, If they can, and
others to retallale upon us for s Issuaunce,

Having thus toid you of the situatiou kere and
of this iecent order, we respectiully reguest you
to wustruct such ageuts as you bave in Califorula
10 Lerealter devole themseives 1o your business,
or, iu oiuer words, 1o Lhe business o which your
compauy Is coucerned, aud (o ceasc to act as

ticket brokers or to influence any puSsenger
busiuess in which your cuwpany Is nol cou-
cerned.

We Lelieve you will look upon this request as
a reasonable one, and that you will comply with
It, thus seconding our eflorts toward a maiuo-
tenabce of rates. This much is certain, that if
you are vol positively beuelited there y you will
certaluly not be Injured, while much good wiil
jesult 1o otbers equally tnierestad,
