THE RAISIN INDUSTRY.

A New Book That Gives Important In-
formation Concerning It.

Gustav Eisen, who has devoted much time
to the study of the cultivation of the raisin-
grape, has written a bock which has been
published by H. S. Crocker & Co. under the
title of * The Raisin Industry, a Practical
Treatise on the Raisin Grapes, Their His-
tory, Culture and Curing.” This is a bound
volume of over 200 pages, with many illus-
trations, in which Mr. Eisen presents more
about the raisin grapes and the raisin in-
dustry than has ever heretofore been pre-
sented between two covers. He gives an
interesting historical account of the various
kinds of grapes that are dried for the mar-
ket both in Europe and in this country and
presents a great deal of carefully prepared
matter relative to the industry in Califor-
nia, particularly in the San Joaquin Valley,
in the country from Los Angeles to San
Diego, EI Cajon, Riverside and Redlands.
The various processes from the time of
planting the grapevine to the packing of the
raisins are minutely deseribed, and therein
is much tnat is of value to grapa-growers.

“ California,” writes My, Eisen, “enjovs a
climate pecuilarly adapted to the culiure and
curing of the raisin grape. The summers are
warm and 1ainless, the winters are moderately
ralny. The interior 1s free from injurious fogs
aud neavy dews, while the most southern coast
is only visited by warm fogs, which are not
greatly harmful to the grapes. Irrigation |Is
vracticed almost everywhere, except in Eil Cajon
Valley aud in some of the uorthern districts of
the State. The demand for California raisins
has kept pace with the lmprovemenis o curing
aud packing, and .has steadily increased from
year to year. What the future has in store, only
tle future can tell, but it is almost eertain that
first-class raisins will always Le in demand.”

SEA AND SHORE.

Arrival of the City of Seattle
From Philadelphia.

A Crew Disputing Over Wages—Collision in
Oakland Crzek — Launch of the Del
Norte—Southward for Whales,

The new steamship City of Seattle ar-
rived yesterday morning from Philadelphia,
where she was launched several months ago.
She will be placed on the line between Port
Townsend and Tacoma, and will also ply
between other Puget Sound ports. She is
owned by the Puget Sound and Alaska
Steamship Company, and brought as cargo
150 tons of coal, consigned to Goodall, Per-
kins & Co. After discharging the coal at
Oakland Long Wharf the City of Seattle
will leave for the North to enter the new
service at once. In build she is a sister ship
to the City of Kingston, which is now run-
ning between Puget Sound ports.

The steamer Signal, which was in the
Alaska canning service last season, is being
refiltted and thorough!y overhauled at Har-
rison -street Wharf, and will soon be char-
tered and run between this part and Hono-
lulu.

A DISPUTE OVER WAGES,

The crew of the bark C. D. Bryant, which
arrived from Hawaii one week ago, say they
will file a libel against that vessel to recover
wages. Captain Jacobson refuses to pay
them. At Honolulu they refused tc dis-
charge a cargo of 100 tons of Lonemeal,
which bad such a terrible odor that it made
them sick to hardle it. The master of the
bark caused them to be arrested, and while
they were in jail employed Kanakas to dis-
charge the cargo. ‘I'hen they were released
and returned Lere with the vessel. The
captain gave each man $2, claiming that the
remainder of their wages had been paid the
patives for doing their work. The men
want the matter determined in the Federal
Courts,

While proceeding up Oakland Creek yes-
terday morniung, the ferry steamer Alameda
collided with the schooner Robert and
Minnie, which as a result was stranded on
a sand bar, while being towed out of the
creek. The accicent was caused by the
schooner suddenly drifting to leeward and
striking the Alameda’s port paddle-box,
smashing in the,wocdwerk, The schooner’s
bowsprit was carried away, and her bul-
warks were somewhat damaged,

A JUNK PICKED UP.

While passing down with a load of salt
from Rock Islawd Captain Richardson of
the steamer Grace Barton discovered an
abandoned Chiuese junk, near Hunter's
Point. The queer craft was anchored, but
leaking badly, so he towed it to Jackson-
street Wharf, where it still remains tied up.
It seems that the junk was navigated by five
Chinese fishermen, who were arrested by
Deputy Fish Commissioners and taken to
the Alameda County Jail. The officers
went out in another junk called the St.
Patrick, and after arresting the Chinese
anchored their boat and abandoned it.

The whaling-bark Alice Kuowles, owned
by J. W. R. Wing, sailed out of port vester-
day for a winter’s eruise in Southern seas.
Other whalers will depart for the winter
cruise as soon as needed repairs are com-
pleted and new stores received. New
boilers and windlasses are being put in the
steam-whaler Belvedere, at Howard No. 2,
and she will depart about the first of the
yvear. New shafts are also being placed in
the William Lewis, and that trim whaler
will sail for the south in about two weeks.
Some half dozen of the whaling fleet have
already sailed.

LAUNCH OF THE DEL NORTE.

At acost of 860,000 the trim steamer Del
Norte was recently constructed at Dickie’s
yards, and launched {'esterday at Tiburon.
She is owned by Hobbs, Wall & Co., and
will be placed in service between this port
and Crescent City., Her dimensions are 167
feet over ail, 52 feet beam and 13:6feet depth
of hold. She has a capacity for carrying
over 350,000 feet of lumber, and is st Howard
Wharf receiving machinery, including com-
pound engines. Sheo will be equipped for
service in about six weeks, and Captain
Stockfleth of the Crescent City will take
command, and Chief Engineer H. B. Clark
of the same vessel will have charge of the
machinery.

The steamer Crescent City arrived yester-
day, 36 hours from the city of the same name
in El Dorado County. She brought over
350,000 feet of lumber and shakes. The mas-
ter, Captain Stockfleth, reports that he ex-
perienced some very rough weather before
leaving the port of Crescent City, and that
there is still a very heavy swell all the way
along down the coast.

The fishing schooner John Hancock was
towed down from California City by the
steamer Caroline, Captain lLeall, yesterday
aud docked at Section 4 of the seawall. The
schooner is receiving supplies for a cruise to
to the fishing banks near Sand Point, Alaska,
and will seil in a few days.

STILL IN THE NURTH.

The Vancouver Cyclone Will Not Change
the Fine Weather.

The following report was issned last
night by Lieutenant John P. Finley of the
United States Army Signal Service Bureau:

The cyclone of yesterday is still central
near Vaucouver Island, with apparently
little progressive movement. During the
past twelve hours the barometer has risen
considerably in Washington and North-
eastern Oregon. 1f thisrise in pressure
continues it will have a tendency to change
the direction of movement of the storm
center to the southeastward_, and carry the
disturbance over Oregon. The most decided
fall in the barometer since last evening nas
taken place in a direction frem nortliwest
to southeast over Southern Oregon, Northern
California_and Northern Nevada. It is
raining in Northwestern Oregon and Western
W nsl;lngtoxx and heavy cloudiness generally
;»‘re\'allp throughout the north Pacific region.
The winds are brisk to high on the Wash-
ington coast and the storm signals have
been continued there.

Light rain has fallen in Southern Arizona
and along the Mexican border in Southern
California. This precipitation is due to the
drifting southward of cold air fromm the
suow-covered peaks of the Sierras, which,
mingling with the warmer air of the valleys
and adjacent coast, gives rise to heavy
cloud furmation and light rain.
