which lhe public will scarcely admit iuto
their families. Line of these starts, and in
a few weeks boast-, of au immense circula-
tion, which does not Cud credence with any-
In.dv. Of course, the object is to obtain ad-
veiti-euients. To such misrepresentations
The Call does not usually pay any atten-
tion. We will, however, refer to one source
of misrepresentation which frequently oc-
curs in this city. It is a misrepresentation
of The Call's press facilities. The Call
bag one of the very best printing presses
which lias ever been manufactured by the
Messrs, Hoe of New York. Its capacity is
25,000 copies per bioor. The sheet wliich it
prints i- large and the work is equal to any
d. ue I.y fast priutiug presses in the United
States. The circulation of The Call has
been very large for years past, but even
with its large circulation the paper has re-
ceived a new iuipuUe since the election,
when it was seen that it was about the only
morning newspaper published in San Fran-
oi-r.i wliich did uot directly or indirectly
favor lhe election of the ring candidates for
office. The Call, with very little assist-
ance, swept the cormorants out of office.

THE HI I I..iii- OF OFFICE.

Ou Thursday last the Douse of Repre-
sentatives passed a Seuate bill lor the relief
of Charles N. Felton, who, while .Sub-Treas-
urer at this port, had paid out of his pocket
§10,000 to indemnify the United States for
the loss of that sum through a forgery, lie had
beeu guilty of no negligence. He could not
have beeu required by a judgment of court
to make good the money. Mr. Felton was
responsible for the money whicii came iuto
his hands and he paid the amount. That
was under Grant's second term, some fif-
teen years ago. All these years each suc-
cessive Administration has admitted thnt
the Government ought to reimburse Mr.
Felton; but it »s only now that a bill for the
purpose has been passed.

There is a moral in the story, and it is
that the Government service is the worst
employment in whicluacitizen can engage.
It*servants are poorly paid, and if losses
accidentally occur the employe in whose
department the loss occurs is held re-
sponsible. A strict care of the public
moneys requires the adoption of such a rule.
But it works much hardship. When a poor
Paymaster in the army is robbed of money
intrusted to him for the payment of troops
Le or his friends must make good the loss,
or he stands disgraced, or may be dismissed
from the army; and years may elapse before
Congress finds time to repair any Injustice
wliich has been done him. Is it not singular
that such a service should possess such at-
tractions, and that so many bright men
should be willing to abandon their private
business to enter it?

Ollice-seeking is like alcoholism. When
a man once contracts the habit he rarely
gets over it. lt is a demoralizing pursuit,
and the only real successes which it brings
are its failures. For there is no calling
which so surely paralyses the energies and
impairs the mind as the possession of Fed-
eral office. It deprives its incumbents of
the stimulus to exertion which gives value
to human effort. An office-holder has
nothing to work for. Zeal will nol be ap-
preciated by his employers; negligence, un-
less it be very gross, will not be punished.
ne cannot well help s-iving his working time
to the (ioveinment, nnd lie cannot followany
otlier calling while he is in office. At the
end of four years he must expect removal,
whether he has done well or ill. But by
that time he has, to a certain extent, unfit-
ted himself for engaging in a business whicii
requires energy, activity and intelligence,
aud he bestows his whole endeavor upou an
effort to succeed himself, or, failing that, to
get some other office. Those who have at-
tended conventions and noted the weary,

anxious faces ol office-seekers in the lob-
bies or on the floor of the hall can hardly
fail to be filled with commiseration for the
poor creatures, who look to the Government
for tlieir daily bread.
Itis hard work digging potatoes; fishing

for smelt in a choppy sea is not an agree-
able pastime; making boots in a stuffy base-
ment is trying to health and temper; but
no oue of the three is much more arduous or
in. ii* ungrateful than tlie pursuit and pos-
session ofwhat politicians call the spoils.

There are to be two ordnance foundries
in the United States and one will be located
at Benicia. One at Watervliet on the Atlantic
Coast and one at lieuicia on the Pacific Coast
will supply the whole country with big guns.
While the selection of Benicia on the Pacific
Coast site is a great thing for ihat city we
believe it is also a good tiling for the country
at large. Certainly the advantages to a
locality could not be considered to the
detriment of the nation. We want the
foundry at Benicia if that is the best place,
wliich the committee in charge of the mat-
ter believes it to be. There was a wide
range of choice. Seattle and Tacoma on
the north, San Diego on the south, Galves-
ton on the gulf, Indianapolis and Koek
I-land in the interior, all made the best
showing they could. But in the judgment
of the committee Benicia combines greater
natuial advantages than any otlier locality.

TBE DEGIIiA OK THK JOC XNALISTS.

We observe that our contemporary, the
Chronicle, contains au announcement that it
is rumored in New York that Mr. de Young
is going to take charge of one of the great
morning papers of that city. "Certain par-
ties," says Mr. de Young in his newspaper,
"are making great efforts to get him to lo-
cate in Xew York, and the general belief is
that they wiil make inducements strong
enough to tempt him." In his proposed
hegira Mr. de Young is following the exam-
ple set by Mr. Hearst of the Examiner, who
is understood to be in treaty for a New York
daily, and to intend, when the transaction is
consummated, to trausfer himself, his Lares
and Fenates. his steam launch aud his men-
agerie to the Kastora metropolis.

lt goes without saying ihat these au.
noiincenients have filled the public mind
with apprehension. This community has
borne up against the loss of many eminent
citizens, but it is not at nil certain that it
could survive the simultaneous eclipse of
two *uch luminaries as Mr. de Young and
Mr. Hearst. AYe can recall no similar catas-
trophe, unless the departure of Coriolanus
from Lome can be regarded as a parallel.
The p 111) lie have been so used to look to
tin se eminent editors not only lor guidance
in political affairs, but for an example of

pure life and examplary conduct, that their
departure would leave mo?t people without
a leader of opinion or model of good be-
havior, lt would plunge society into con-
fusion, and would convert it into a flock of
sheep witliout a shepherd.

Hut, in the vicissitudes of human life,
what is one man's loss is often another
man's gain, and if the light of our civiliza-
tion is quenched by the departure of these
distinguished eitizeus. Xew York will bo
the gainer by their advent. If two of the
great Xew York dailies—as, for instance,
the Sta and the World— should pass under
the control of the exiles from San Francisco,
the metropolis of the East would experience
a uew seu-ation in journalism. The Hun
would have to call in that famous sentence
in whicii it denounced the publication of
paid advertisements as read iug matter;
and Mr. McAllister's Four Hundred would
have to be pretty careful whom they omitted
iv their invitation lists, if they did not waut
to be roasted in editorials. Good taste, good
grammar and common sense might cease to
be characteristics of the sheets purchased;
but instead they would contain itrsonal
scandals, prurient gossip and newspaper
fakes enough to satisfy tbe most open-
mouthed liy-gobbler. llow the Xew Yorkers
won id like the change may perhaps be a
question. But it would bea novelty, aud
novelty, the pioverbsays. Is pleasing.

If the migration of the journalists maybe
assumed as a fixed fact, a parting word of
advice, with suitable blessings, may not per-
haps he out of place, 'ihey will find that in
Xew York it is not considered good form
for a journalist to devote his spare time to
celebrating the social or public perform-
ances of himself and the members of his
family. Tiiat is considered shoddy and
brings both the paper and its owner into
contempt. Nor is it regarded as good judg-
ment in Xew York to publish day after day
fakestories whicii are the invention ofsome
imaginative reporter. They are odd fellows
in the East, and one of tlieir oddities is not
to mix fact aud Oction, but to take them on
separate plates. Xew York is a large city,
and, like all large cities, it is liberal and it
forgives mnch. But even there a man who
o: enly sets at defiance tlie laws of society
aud the rules of morals is apt to find the at-
mosphere chilly.

There was a stage in the history of New
York when the lines were not drawn as
strictly as they are. and newspapers flour-
ished which would have realized the ideal of

. the gentlemen who, it is said, are about to
leave us. But the Eastern metropolis has
outgrown that stage aud a newspaper editor
is now held to the same accountability as
ucrsons in olher callings.

THE TINAMCIAX I l.idil : V.

There is an apprehension in one part of
the financial world that there is too much
silver which may be converted* into money.
At the same time failures are taking place in
both Europe and tlie United States because
good property cannot be turned into money.
The financial strain is said to be caused by a
lack of confidence. What causes the lack of
confidence? Is not lack of conlidene justi-
fied when the spectacle is afforded of estab-
lished and well-conducted busiuess houses
making assignments with assets considera-
bly larger than the liabilities? Would not
confidence be restored if the volume of real
money were so increased that real money
could be had in any required quantities upon
sufficient security? The inherent vice of
the credit system is that it does not work
when its work is most wauted. The busi-
ness in nil gold countries is mostly carried
on with paper currency in oue form or an-
other. When the financial skies are serene
this paper money passes from hand to hand
aud thereby fulfillsnil the functions of ieal
money. But when anything happeus to im-
pair confidence people want lhe real money.
Now, while the cry is everywhere for real
money, there are thousands of millions of
real money lying idle In tho form of silver
bullion. It neither passes from hand to
hand in the form of coin .nor serves as the
basis of paper currency. It lies idle because
the fiimneial world cannot agree upon the
exact relative value of gold to silver.
Tue Call has no doubt tbat for
s time the free coinage of silver
would send gold to a premium. The
idea has been to buy the silver in the market
in 6uch quantities as would increase its
valne to 129 per ounce, at which it would Ue
on a par with gold. Another proposition is
to coin all the silver offered or to store a
portion and issue Treasury notes against it,
thus adding to the extent of the supply of
silver lo the real money in the country. Bi-
metallism may be reached in either way.
The idea to get rid of is that there is too
mil. b silver in the maiket. Tho trouble is
that there is not half enough. If all lhe
silver that is *tored in Europe and Amer-
ica were put in the form of mouey there
would still be a scarcity of tlie circulating
medium. But the restoraticn to circulation
of what silver there is would ease the money
market. People would see a larger volume
of real money held to redeem paper cur-
rency with. The National Executive Silver
Committee has taken the true ground in
demanding that idle silver be put in circula-
tion. There is perhaps a choice in the
methods proposed. One Is that silver shall
be made the dollar of commerce, even if
goltl is held at a premium; the otlier that
silver be purchased as offered by the Gov-
ernment at the market price and that Treas-
ury notes be issued for the full amount that
is purchased, excepting of course the portion
that may be coined.

OHNKKSHII' OF K.'ll.ltOAbS.

Mr. Powderly, in his remarks before the
Farmers' Alliance in Florida recently,
brought forward the propriety of the United
States owning the railroads, or regulating
the prices of freights and fares. These
(juestions are likely to become of great im-
portance ere long, not only with farmers,
but with Dusiness men generally. To regu-
late the prices of freights and fares will, of
course, be bitterly opposed by railroad com-
panies, but an advance has been already
made by the passage of tiie interstate law.
More, however, will have to be done, or the
farming as well aa the manufacturing and
commercial interests willbe greatly injured.

As affairs now stand a railroad may cripple
any interest it pleases for the time being.
Itmay make its freight charges so high as
to depress the price of farming lands. This
condition cannot, of course, last always. As
to Government ownership of railroads, it
would be well to control a few great lines,
and It is likely that such a result will ulti-
mately become popular throughout the Un-
ion. In Belgium the ownership ofrailroads
by the Government lias worked admirably.

GOLD AT ISO.

The Portland Oraionian says:
1ree coinage of silver would not help matters,

because as silver became abundaDt gold, the
moi o valuable money, would take its flight.

So mauy predictions as to the result of
coining silver have failed of verification that
the most lar-seeiug cannot venture to con-
jecture. Gold advocates predict with eoufi-
deuco that in the event of the free coinage
of silver gold willbe drawn from the coun-
try, while silver advocates are equally confi-
dent that gold would remain in tlie country
until silver should reach parity with gold.
After that dollars of the two metals would
be interchangeable, and the offer of either
would be a legal tender. Should a Free-
coinage Bill be passed the immediate effect
would be the substitution of silver for gold

as the standard and the advance of gold to a
premium. Instead of gold being quoted at
100 ana silver at SO silver would be 100 and
gold 120. But gold would not leave the
country on that account. It would be held
here by the premium. So much of our in-
debtedness is payable in gold that we would
have to bid high enough for it to keep il
here. Money of the two metals would thus
be kept incirculation, though foratmie their
commercial value would not be equal. Pre-
cisely what proportion of our indebtedness
would bo held to be payable in gold the
courts would decide. The Supreme Court of
the United States has declared a specific
contract to pay gold binding, but questions
might arise in States that have no specific
contract laws. Would the fact that a debt
was created when sold was the standard re-
quire payment in gold after silver became
the standard? This condition would, how-
ever, be temporary. The greater u*e of sil-
ver would in a short time, it is urged, cause
the appreciation of that metal to its old
ratio to gold. Such at least is the opinion of
silver advocates.

RAILWAY AFKAII-9.

The letter of Chairman Walker of the
Interstate Commerce Kailway Association
att the general condition of railway affairs
ignores one prime factor in the problem.
He says that during the past fitteen years
about one-third of the railway mileage in
the United .State* has been reorganized or
passed through forei losure. From this ho
would uaturally deduce the fact that tlie
present rates of compensation are not suf-
licicnt to pay running expenses and interest
ou the capital invested. Bnt this deduction
does not necessarily follow. There are
other canst s for the failure of certain roads
to meet expanses besides low rates of fare
and freight. First among these reasons is
the vast difference between the actual invest-
ment ami the stick and bonds Irom which
dividends and interest are expected; second
is tue large salaries paid to railway mana-
gers and the enormous fees paid to railway
lawyers. When a rich criminal Cutis that
he cannot dodge a summons into court, he
proceeds to fee a lawyer in proportion to the
magnitude of his offense. lie does not ex-
pect tbe higher grade of lawyer tn take up
his case for a moderate fee. Somewhat in
the seme way the railway companies hav-
ing loaded themselves down with watered
stocks and bonds, sold at heavy discount,
lii d it necessary to employ men to run the
business iv that line. Lawyers are employed
to steer the companies through difficulties
resulting from au attempt to pay dividends
on capital that has never been paid in. It
is not expected that Chairman Walker will
view railway affairs through this side light,
lt is his business to make the railroads pay
interest on all ihe capital the managers may
assume to have been invested in their sev-
eral properties. It is not certain, however,
tbat the railway affairs can be settled on the
basis Mr. Walker has mapped out.

IN A VII HULK.

Tiie London Ztmeg says the monetary
system of tlie l'nited Slates is in a muddle.
Perhaps the Times will point out a country
whose monetary system is not in a muddle.
The demonetization ofsilver from the amount
of lecal-teuder money in the world croates
the muddle. There is not gold enough to
serve ns the measure of value, and medium
of exchange, and if commercial nations are
lo have only gold there will not be until
prices are so reduced that one dollar willdo
the work two have done. Tiie English ad-
here to the single gold standard, but at the
first little jar caused by the trilling loss of a
banking-house in South American spe*ula-
ti"ii, England had to lean on silver countries
to sustain her credit When we consider
the comparatively insignificant losses in the
Argentine Republic, and the widespread
consequences, it is difficult to avoid the con-
clusion that the monetary system of the civ-
ilized world is in a muddle. Confidence will
be restored when the deiuonelized half of
the world's metallic money is restored to its
usefulness.

The lirst attempt Id this country to make
nickel steel for armor proved «o successful at
Pittsburg that Secietary Tracy Is very much
Kiaimed at the success attained. The experi-
ment was made with a Dye-ton heat in a Bessemer
couverler, and the tests give surpitslug results ,
lhe ultimate tensile strength liavin-t been raised
by the nickel alloy to almost double tlie limits
reached in the best i*ta.t\u25a0 \u25a0 s of boiler-plate steel.
In lact.it was demonstrated that the desliable
qualities of baldness, strength and elasticity
were combined lv a wonderful degree In a metal
at gieat ductility. The new alloy Is likely lo en-

ter into the construction of not only armor plates,
kuus and projectiles, but the bulls and engines ol
ships as well, Ibe metal being much fieer from
both corrosiou and loullug. Armor plates will
soon be made of steel aud this nickel steel and
lested In comparison with the two Fundi plates
hied at lv Ihe recent at moi trials at Annapolis.

VOTED FALSE STOCK.
Fraud Charged iv the Sale of the

Amador Gold Mine.

Papers in a suit that, according to the al-
legations, promises to bring to light con-
siderable underhand work on the part of
persons interested in the Amador Gold Mine
were filed yesterday afternoon in the United
States Circuit Court by Charles W. and
William F. Trotters, of the city of Brook-
lyn, N. V., against the Amador Gold Mine,
Amador Gold Mine (limited), tho Pacific
Bank, the Blue Lakes Water Company, the
California Powder Works, the English and
Forcigu Contract Corporation (limited), the
London aud Universal Bank (limited),
Charles Edward Harrison, A. Basil Coch.
rane, M. Fowler and Alexander B. May of
London, li. S. Crocker, Charles B. Crocker,
and Henry J. Crocker (surviving partners of
11. S. Crocker & Co.), E. & A. Gennochio
Edward A. Rix, J. Kirk Firtli and Edward
dc Kuyrer of Xix& Firth, Ira P. Kankln aud
A. P. Braytou of liankin, Brayton & Co.,
et al.

The complaint states that the Amador
Gold Miue was transferred in lieeeiuber.
ISSB, to A. P. Minear. The consideration
was £4*2,000, of which §200,000 was payable
in gold coin, 25 percent of the capital stock
of a corporation to be raised in Euglaud and
SB per cent of said stock to be ot a Dar value
of not less than 5212..000. The complaint
then alleges that F. E. Lutz voted large
blocks of stock which he did not legally
represent, and that the Board of Direc-
tors elected at that time were not legallyelected, and could not mate a valid instru-
ment of transfer.

The complainants furthei javer that the
transfer of the property at that time to
A. P. Minear was fraudulent and void andthat Mineur disposed of the stock tor his
own benefit, the purchasers being EdwardHarrison ana A. Basil Cochrane; that they
have obtained possession ot tho property,
and through the representations nf an agent
wno was sent to London the Treasurer of
the company was induced to deliver a deed
to the property whicii had been placed in
escrow by tho California company without
the payment of $200,000 cash aud one-fourth
of the stock in the English company, which
was the consideration agreed upon for the
transfer of the property.
lt is prayed that tlie Amador Gold Mine

be declared the owner of the property, and
that the claim of the Amador Gold Mine
(limited), its present name, be declared void.
An injunction to prevent the operation of
the mine is also asked for.
