RECENT VISIT.

One Effect of lhe Divisional Con-
solidation.

No Blockade at Ogden—Retrenchment on the
Tnicn Pacific—Teeting Car-Trucks—Hew

Eatc-Sheet for Caiiforaia.

When Mr. Huntington looked over the
Pacific Ciast system of his road on tlie occa-
sion of his recent visit, and among other re-
forms addtd several divisions to tbe juris-
diction cf Superintendent A. D. Wilder of
Oakland, those interested in railrouding

asbed why the change had been ordered.
The new territory had formerly been under
J. B. Wriaht of Sacraniento. and it was a
matter of considerable surprise that to the
mist important division on she system, and
one which involves a gieat amount of hard
work and close at;ention upon the person
in charge, should he added other work. It
was said that the change was made to equal-
ize the mileage by which each superintend-
ent controlled about 000 miles of road. The
true cause for tbe consolidation haa
just a).reared in the reanangement of
freight runs, Nihich will go into effect to-
morrow, and which will have the effect of
reducing the force of trainmen on the
division aflected by the new departure. The
trains, wliich take freight from Ihe Sacra-
mento li i his kt Si.i-iin for Calistoga via
>"apa Junction, will be discontinued and a
through train fnui Oakland will handle this
class of traffic, tins taking the Xapa Valley
freight through without transfer. The
division under control of Ma-.ter Mechanic
McKenvie has also been changed, and the
Sauta Kosa and Clear Lake branches have
bt en put under his charge, which will give
Mr. MiKenzie a large amount of additit nal
work.

NO BLOCKADE AT OGDE**.
H. A. Johnson, General Agent Freight

Department of the Union TariHc Railway,
yesterday received a telegram fiom S. W.
Eccles, the Union l'acific fcalt Lake agent,
as follows:

In answer to your teiegiam of io day 1 win say
that 1here is in. iruili in llie report Uial we aie
i .. ek.ttril al Ogdeu on account oi dutifully wuh
swiiclimeli at thai point. AilfieiuM is and lias
beeu moved proiupily and we can take care ol
all shipments delivered io us without any delay
WllaU-vei.

This apparently refutes the statements
circulated within the past few days by com-
peting lines to the eileet that the above
mentioned line could not receive freight at
Ogden. A San Francisco mercliant, for
whom the Union Pacific hauls.niany tons of
freight each month, was seen yesterday con-
cerning the inability of this road to take
iieight out of Ogden. lie said: "Myfreight
has been taken out promptiy and 1 do not
think that the slight difficulty with switch-
men las affected traffic at all. My ship-

"ments arc if such character that 1 should
know of an hour's delay if any had oc-
curred. The telegrams of whicii you speak
probably originated with some enterprising
agent of a rival corporation, who hoped
thereby to secure business for his road. I
have been doing business will) railroads for
a great mauy year-, aud am at quainted with
the tricks in this strange profession, so I
am never worried by reports."

It is said that this agency
vvili alsu be abolished.

Indications of the Approach of Another
-""—" Cycloiif*.

Lieutenant John F. Finley of tbe Signal
Service Office issued tbe following bulletin
last evening:

In spite of tlie rapid rise In tbe barometer dur-
ing the afternoon of the 12U) and Hit mornlug
nf the l.'lth auoiher decided fall bas occurred on
the Washlugton coast. Indicating the approach

ol auother cyclone olf Vancouver Island. The
winds have shifted to south and east In Western
Washington and Western Oregon, and threaten-
ing weaitier, with fresh to bttsk winds, are le-
ported fiomtbe Washington coast, where storm-
Hlgnais have beeu ordered to-night. The fall in
the barometer bas extended southward over
Oregon luto Nevada and Northern California,
but It is 100 early yet to forecast accurately the
dlreciluu of tbe progressive movement of ibe
storm-center. Suow Is leported fiom the moun-
tains in Eastern Washlugton and threatening
we.aher. with light rains, along the uorthwesl
coast of California.

During the week the weather has been
very cold for San Francisco. The followiug
taken from the Signal Service records gives
the minimum and maximum temperature
for each day: Sunday, December 7tb, miv.

A Meeting of the State Board of
Prison Directors.

A Coal Ccmpany's Objection to Accepting a

Contract—Enit for Royalty Brought by

a Former Friioner.

The State Board of Prison Directors met
yesterday at San Quentin, Director Devlin
presiding. Directors Craig, Reddy and Sonn-
tag were present.

E. J. McCutchen, attorney for the Black
Diamond Coal Company, represented to the
board that tlie company would not supply
the prison with any more coal unless new
proposals fcr bids are made. He argued
that inasmuch as contracts for coal were
awarded on July Ist last, and the award was
delayed until September sth by the test, the
company could not be forced to carry out its

bid.
Director Devlin explained that in order

that the surety checks might be returned to
the several bidders while the ccal test was
being nrranced, the dealers had sigued con-
tracts which agreed thnt the dealer lo Nvhom
the award would be made would then fur-
nish the necessary bonds.

THE CONTRACT NOT UNDERSTOOD.

Mr. BlcCutchen said he did not think
President Cornwall had a proper knowledge
of the contract, or he would not have per-
mitted its signature.

The Directors devoted half an hour to
investigating tlie matter ana then postponed
action until another meeting.

A petition was presented from M. J.
