HOMELESS BUXS,

Reports of Two Catholic Institutions for
i Their Care.

According to thie quarterly report of the
Youtiis” Directory, issued yesterday, ihe
following results have been accomplished by
that institution:

The number of boys in the directory at
the commencement of gquarter, September
1st, was 51. Keceived during the quarter
from dissipated and unfortunate parents,
38 friends of the boys, 18: City Prison, 9;
streets of the city, 5; Aid Society, 1; Alms-
house, 1: Scciety for Prevention of Cruelty
tv Children, 6. Disposed of during the
quarter to St. Vincent's Orphan Asylum,
30; Infants’ Orphan Asylum, South San
Franeisco, 10; returned to parents and rela-
tives, 25; howes with families, 13; left with-
out permission, 2; hospital, 1, Remaining
in directory December 1, 1890, 48,

FREE EMPLOYMENT BUREAU.

During the past three months there were
148 applications for work. Of these, 137 se-
cured employment.as follows: Factories,
21; shops, 44; stores, 35: offices, 21;
farms, 16.

A report from Father MeKinnion of St.
Vincent’s Orphan Asylum, San Rafael, pub-
lished with the preceding one, shows that
at the beginning of the present year 551
boys were in the house; since that time 213
were received and 174 discharged, leaving
603 in the house at the present time. In the
techpical schiool at the present time 43 boys
are learning trades. . Of the 603 boys in the
house thereis a large number for whom no
State aid is received. Those for whom the
State pays average 23 cents each per day;
bat it has been found that the institntion
cannot support, clothe, feed and educate
them for less thun 32 cents, Besides this,
repairs and improvements, etc., are con-
stantly needed, involving in the aggregate
large sums, for which the State allows neth-

ing.

f‘athcr McKinnion makes an eloquent ap-
peal for aid to establish a large technical
school, which in time would become self-
supporting, and also teach the boys useful
trades.
