SEEKING RELIEF.

The lime, however, had become crusted
inside the eyelids, and the doctor with the
crude implements at hand was only able to
remove the turturing substance slowly and
with mucht difficulty. The doctor apoiogized
to Parnell for causing him so much pain,
but' said it was unavoidable. Parnell re-
plied: “Never mind the pain. Do your
best. Don’t let me lose my sight.” Find-
ing he was unable to remove all the lime,
the doctor urged Parnell to drive with all
speed to town, and this was done, Arriving
at Victoria Hotel Parnell had to be led from
his wagoveite to his room. He reclined in
an armchair, apparently sightless and suffer-
ing the most intense agony. He still re-

~miains in the hands of his doctor, Surgeon
Hackett, who attended Parnell along the
road, stated to-night that ali the lime had
been removed, but the patient was still suf-
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fering intensely. He said he did not antici-
pate from present appearances auy perma-
nent injury to Parneli’s sight. 3

At alate nour to-night the phvsician said
Parnell was better and would be able to go
out to-morrow,

A SCRIMMAGE AT CORK.

The
priests who tried to pacify the people were
brataliy atlacked, and Canon Lyons, who
is 70 years old, was knocked violently to the
ground.

PARNELLITES THE AGGRESSORS.

Loxpox, Dee. 16.—The Daily News’ Kil-
kenny correspondent declares that in to-
day’s fights the Parnellites were the agres-
sors. e contrasts Parnell of to-day with
Parnell of a year ago. He says when Par-
nell was denouncing Tanner and Davitt his
teeth gleamed and bis words issued fero-
ciously. It was not the low, refined voice of
Parliament. Parnell’s face was thinner than
the correspondent ever saw it before. His
gesticulations and familiarities with his fol-
lowers were utterly different from anything
known in his demeanor before.

CAPTAIN O'SHEA’S MOVE.

Loxpox, Dec. 16.—Captain O’Shea writes
to the Times that he is taking measures to
secure the neeatul consent of others to pro-
duce docaments to refute Healy’s false
statements about the election contests at
Liverpool in 1885 and in Galway in 1856.

BALTIMORE, Dec. 16.—The committees of
Irish-Awericans to arrange for the reception
of the Irish envoys to-morrow night have
passed resolutions recognizing Parnell’s past
services and eulogizing O’Brien’s position in
seeking for the reconciliation of the Irish
factions.

It
is hardly too much to prophesy

that the resnlt of the Kilkenny eleczion
wiil entail the collapse of his present um
profitable campaign. ~ If the majority is sue-
cessful, and the odds are greatly in their
favor, Parnell will disappear from the
scene broken, exhausted, incapacitated for
further effort, and having succeeded only in
wrecking by wanton egotism the work of six-
teen years of a noble political struggle.
GLADSTONE’S GLOOMY VIEW.

PANIC-STRICKREN GUESTS.
Pecple Forced to Jump From the Windows of
a2 Burning Hotel in Ireland.

DusLiN, Dec. 16.—The Hotel Royal at
Kiikeel, County Duown,was burned lastnight,
The fire broke out while the inmates were
asleep. The proprietor and his family occu-
pied rooms on the upper floors, Finding it
impossible to descend by thestairs, he threw
his son out of the window. The lad-was
caught by a man on the ground and escaped
without injury. The proprietor and his
wife then jumped from tue window, receiv-
ing slight 1njuries. One girl jumped from
the upper window and was so badly hurt
that she will die. The other occupants were
rescued by means of ladders.

GOUFFE'S MURDER.

Hichael Eyraud and G:brielle Bompard
on Trial for the Crime.

PAris, Dec. 16.—The trial of Michael
Eyraud and Gabrielle Bompard for the mur-
der of Gouffe began to-day. Great interest
was manifestsd in the case. The court-
room was densely crowded. During the
reading of the ivdictment both defendants
showed emotion. The President of the
court gave in detail the history of Eyraud’s
career, showing him to have been a bad char-
acter since early boyhood. When Eyraud
was brought to the stand he narrated how
Gabrielle proposed to entice Gouffe to her
house, murder and rob him. He gave every
detail of the crime, telling iow Gouffe was
sitting down with Gabrielle on his knee and
fondling her, when the noose with which he
was strangled was thrown around his neck.
Gabrielle declared that all the details of
the murder were planned by Eyraud, and
that he influenced her. In a colloguy be-
tween the defendants Eyraud maintained that
Gabrielle was throughout cognizant of the
intended murder. The woman stoutly
denied his assertions. Later Eyraud told
of his visit to America in company with
Gabrielle. The latter asserted that when
they arrived at San Francisco they were at
the end of their resources and Eyraud con-
templated murder and robbery with a view
to getting a fresh supply of funds. Eyraud

denied this,

CoNSTANTINOPLE, Dec. 16. — Whitelaw
Reid, the American Minister to Paris, and
Mrs. Reid, who are making a tour of the
East, spent several days here, and were the
recipients of marked attentions. Reid was
pteseunted to the Sultan, and afterward was
the guest of Lonor at a dinner given by his
Majesty. The Sultan conferred upon Mrs.
Reid the order of Shefkat, the highest Turk-
ish decoration that can begiventoa woman.

MORE FIGHTING.

Two Oficers and Fifty Hen Re-
ported to Have Been Killed,

Rumored Attack by Indians en a Command
of Cavalry in Dakota.

The Redskins Repul:ed With Heavy Loss.
The Hostile Indians in the Bad Lands
Surrouzded by Troops.

Epeclal to THE MORNING CALL

DENVER, Dec. 16.—A News courier from
the camp near Daly’s ranch has the follow-
ing from Rapid City, Dak.: “A rancher
has just arrived in great haste to our com-
manding officer and reports that a command
of cavalry had been attacked and two offi-
ciars and fifty men kiiled, but the
Indians were repulsed with lheavy loss.
The number of Indians killed is
not known. The Indians were put
to rout. This report is not authenticated.
It is not known whose esmmand it was, but
it was probably that of Major Tupper of the
Sixth Cavalry and his three troops of 140
men. Our command marches to their as-
sistance to-morrow.”

HOSTILES PENNED UP.

CHICAGO, Dec. 16.—Nothing but some de-
tails of the fight at Sitiing Bull's camp was
received at army headquarters in this
city regarding the Indian situation to-day.

Speaking of the dealh of Sitting Bull, Ad-
jutant-General Corbin said to an Assoclated
Press.reporter that it was most probably
the beginning of the end of the trouble. He
said that as Sitting Bull is dead the Indians
who had great faith in him as & medicine
man would come ints the ageney within the
next two or three days, when they hear of
his death. If they do nut, General
Brooke has things in shape to make
short work of them. They are penned
up in the Bad Lands, where nobody
lives and wiiere they can do no danger.
‘1f the Indians shculd insist on fizhting,”
added Colonel Corbin, **it will only last a
few days. There are very few ranches in
the vicinity of the Bad Lands, so it will be
impossible for the hostiles to make raids.
General Miles has left St. Paul and will be
at Standing Rock Agency to-morrow. No
more outbreaks are looked for by the offi-
cers, except, perhaps, figating with the
remuant of Sitting Bull’s band. Daring the
week the commauding officers at the differ-
ent agencies will ba instructed to ask the
surrender of all hostile  Indians. Sitting
Bull was able to keep the young bucks ex_
cited with the Messiah craze, but now that
he is dead, Colonel Corbin believes Lostili-
ties will soon stop.”

THE DEATH OF SITTING BULL.

St. PAUL, Dec. 16.—To-day’s advicos from
Standing Rock are to the effect that the ar-
rest of Sitting Bull was decided upon by
Agent McLaughlin when he heard on Sun-
day that the wily old chief and his followers
were about to set out for the Bad Lands,
Oance there it would be a long time and there
would be much hard fighting before any of
tLe Lostiles could be taken or starved out,
Therefore orders were given to the po-
lice and they set out Sunday night, the
troops following. By early morning the po-
lice had reached the camp, with the cavalry
three miles in the rear and the infantry
much farther. Oun reaching the camp the
police found the campers almost ready to
wove. Sitting Bull was seized, placed un-
der arrest, but not bound, and the police
quickly started for the agency. But the
followers of the old man soon got over their
surprise and a sharp fire was at once
opened onthe police. The police responded
in kind, and several fell from their horses,
among the number Sitting Bull and his son,
Black Birda. The old medicine man had
tried to direct matters for the time by loud-
ly shouting orders, but his fall upset the
hostiles. They at once rallied, however,
and surrounded the police, who fought
bravely and well, but would soon have been
overpowered had not the cavalry, who had
been sent for, arrived on the scene. The
police were at that time almost out of am-
munition, and were fighting hand to hand,
buat the sight of the svldiers and the roar of
the machine-guns alarmed the hostiles, and
they fied up Grand River. The cavalry fol-
lowed for but a short distance, and then re-
turned to camp and took possession of the
bodies of Sitting Bull and his son. Four
policemen were killed and three wounded,
and it is thought altogether eight of the hos-
tiles were killed. Crow Fuot, the twelve-
year-old son of Sitting Bull, and asnumber

of otkers were wounded. Sitting Bull’s fol-
lowers when they fled up Grand River, left
behind them their tents and fawilies, which
will be turned over to the agency.

SCATTERED IN ALL DIRECTIONS.

After going a shortdistance up the river,
the fleeing redskins scattered and went off
in all directions, trongh the country toward
the Bad Lauds. Some of them may try to
reach the Indians of Two Strikes’ band
farther south, while others will seek to
escape to the north. However, there is
little chance for them iu any direction.
Soldiers are located all aronnd the Bad
Lands, and the Indians will have little
chance to get at the few runches that are
located in that district. Even if they at-
tempt to go on small raids the soldiers are
so placed as to head them off.

The effect of the death of Sitting Bull is
problematical. He was: not chief in the
sense of being the leader in battle, and neyer
has been addressed as chief; but the wily,
ambitious old rascal, with having more of the
politician in him than is ordinarily credited
to the savage. by working on the supersti-
tions and fears of the Indians, gained
whatever prestige he had, and just how
those who survive him will take his death
cannot be estimated. Other leaders who
hated him will surely not seek to avenge his
death. Still, he Lad gained considerable
following among the ghost d; ers, and
these may attem pt something in Tevenge.

BODIES BROUGHT IN.

A Bismarck (N. D.) special to the Pioneer
Press says: But little word was obtaina-
ble from Standing Rock to-day or to-night.
As the ironclad non-intercourse rule of the
military holds their rein over the militar
telegraph, all the newspapers are cut o
from any communication by wire with the
agency. A mail driver from Winona this
evening knew nothing more than what was
published this afternoon. The bodies of
those slain in yesterday’s engagement—fif-
teen in all—were brought to the post to-day
and viewed by a large crowd.

Two troors of cavalry from Fort Lin-
coln, with three days’ rations, started for
the crossing of the Government trail over
the Cannon- ball River, about fifty-five
miles southeast of here, and will establish a
camp there. A number of teamnsters and
wagons were sent from here this afternoon
to follow them with supplies.

SETTLERS ALARMED,

The people around Bismarck and in the
neighborhood of Standing Rock Agency are
greatly wrought up over the killing and ex-
press fears for the outcome. They think
the followers that Bull had at the time of
his death will attack the scattered settlers
along the frontier, and kill whom thay can.
The scene at the agency to-day was in-
describable. The death of the 1ndian
pslicemen, the flower of the tribe, will
be mourned by the squaws tor weeks, and
old warriors will join in mourning for the
rresent. It will be a grand Indian funeral
hese policemen will have, and the death
song will continue for weeks.

ANOTHER ACCOUNT.

St. PAvUL, Dec. 17. — The Pioneer Press
has jost received from Sianding Rock
Agency, by courier to Bismarck, the first
authentic account of Monday’s battle that
has been received. ‘The faets regard-
ing the trip of the police and soldiers
have been already given. The police were in
camp over night near Sitting Bull’s cawp,

and in the morning, under command of Bull

Head, the Lieutenant, and Shave Head, the

First Sergeant, went in aud made the arrest.

Sitting Bull expressed his willingness to 2o

I‘imth themw, but said he wanted to get ready
rst.

The two leaders went with him into his
tent after he had ordered his horse to be
gotten ready. While the old chief was get-
ting ready two bucks, wrapped in blankuts,
entered the tepee, and throwing off their
blankets opened fire on the police. Sitting
Bull’s wifesetupa l?wl outside,which seems
to have been the sigfa! for the assault. In
the fight which followed, Red Tomahawk
killed Sitting Bull. Maay of Sitting Bull’s
followers were killed, and Bull Head
and Shave Head were desperately
wounded, and will undoubtedly die. The
police were now surrounded, but the
military arrived, and and after an hour
and a half of hot skirmishing the Indians
took to flight and disappeared in the timber.
Four police were killed and two mortaily
r\'ouuded. Seven hostiles were killed at
east.

MINNEAPOLIS, Dee. 16.—The Journal’s
Bismarck (N. Dak.) special says: It is
feared many families of settlers will faltin
vengeancs to Sitting Bull’s followers.

An enterprising Bismarck merchant thi's
morning offered $1000 for Sitting Bull’s
head.

ANNUAL DANCE.

Cnico (Cal.), Dee. 16.—The Indians of the
ranches near Chico have commenced the
Messiah or ghost dance in the large rotunda
or sweat-house. Remnants of all the tribes
still remaining in Butte County are par-
ticipating. ~The dance is lheld each
year about January, but was hastened this

ear by a strange Indian who came in from
Nevada and told tbe tribes here that their
brethren in the East were dancing and the
Messiah would surely come. Some 300 par-
ticipants will dance. The Nevada Indian
made a long exhortation, and predicted that
the Indians would soon rule Californa
agair, when the Messiah came. They have
an imported Indian who acts as the Messiah.
They call him * Wabacano,” meaning a
crane.

——
PROPOSED INDUSTRY.

Arab Citizens to Form a Silk-Growing and
Fruit-Raising Syndicate.

NEW York, Dec. 16.—At a meeting of
wealthy Arab citizens here last eveningit
was decided to form a silk-growing and
fruit-raising syndicate in this country,
which will give employment to all the Arab
immigrants arriving here. A well-kuown
lawyer, Townsend Scudder, was instructed
personally to inspect certain tracts of land
in Pennsylvania and Arlzona, with power
to negotiate for the purchase of such tracts
as he decided were the most desirable. An
effort is being made to interest the Arme-
nian residents of this countrv, numbering
18,000, in the scheme, The plan is for each
Arab immigrant to cultivate a section of a
tract of land for half the proceeds for ten
years, when one-third of his section wiil be
deeded to him.

POWDER EXPLOSIONS.

Mills Blown Up and Thrze Workmen Killed
and Others Injured.

YouxGsTowN (Ohio), Dee. 16.—Shortly
after noon to-day sn explosion occurred at
the works of the Ohio Powder Company,
five miles north from this ecity.

A Measure for Ifs Thorough
Exploration.

The Matter to Be Brought Befors Congress
During the Present Session.

A Project to Familiarize the Natives With
Raising Reindeer to Supply Them
‘With Means of Subsistence.

WAsHINGTON, Dec. 16.—The bill provid-
ing for a systematic exploration of the in-
terior of Alaska is likely to receive con-
sideration by Congress soon. It provides
that the Secretary of Warshall send a party
into the interior of Alaska and appropri-
ates $100,000 to defray the expenses of the
expedition. Itis proposed that the party
remain three years in order that its observa-
tions may be absolutely trustworthy, and
finally set at rest the various and conflicting
reports regarding Alaska Territory.

The Secretary of War warmly approved
the plan and recommended the passage of
the bill in his annual report. When the bill
becomes a iaw Lieutenant L. W. V. Kennon
will without doubt be one of the army
officers detailed to accompany the expedition,

The Interior Department sent to the
Senate to-day a letter from the Commis-
sioner of Education, and alsoa copy of a
letter from Dr. Sheldon Jackson, United
States General Agent of Education in
Alaska, relative to the impoverished and
destitute condition of the natives, following
upon the destruction of their sources of
livelihood by whaling and fishery of seals,
and suggesting the establishment of an
agricultural and mechanical college of in-
struction, by means of some of the natives,
in the rearing and management of domestic
reindeer for their support, the same to be
introduced from Eastern Siberia and North-

ern Europe.

NEW MEASURES.

Bills Introduced in Congress—A Measure to
Prohibit Gambling in Bu'lion.

WASHINGTON, Dee. 16.—A biil was intro-
duced by Carter of Montana and ordered
favorably reported. It provides that gold
coin may be exchanged for gold bars, but
gives the Director of the Mint power to use
his discretion to impose for such exchange
a charge which shall equal the cost of manu-
facturing them.

In the House to-day Senate bill was re-
ported with an amendment, changing the
boundary line of the Uncompahgre Ute
Indian Reservation, and restoring to the
public doinain certain portions in Utah, to
be disposed of under the homestead laws.
A bill having a similar purpose was vetoed
by the President last session.

Hopkins of Illinois introduced a bill
making it unlawful apd punishable by fine
and imprisogment for any person to agree
to sell and deliver at a future time any gold
or silver bullion, or certificates, representing
deposits of the same with any trust com-
pany or bank, when at the time of making
suth agreement tihe party is not the owner
of the property. It also prohibits any stock
exchange from listing any gold or silver
certificates.

Pierce of Tennessee introduced a resolu-
tion instrueting the Ways and Means Gowm-
mittee to report to the House by January

SOUTH AMERICAN ENTERPRISE.

A New Steamship Company on the West Coast.
Ecaader’s Circulation.

WASHINGTON, Dee. 16.—Information has
been received at the Bureau of American
Republics of the establishment of a new
line of steamers on the west coast of South
America In opposition to the Pacific Steam
Navigation Company and the South Ameri-
can Steamship Company. The ecapital is
mostly furnished by merchants and bankers
of Valparaiso and Sautiago, Chile, and £5,-
000,000 has already been subscribed. The
Minister of the Interior of Chile has recom-
mended the payment of a subsidy similar to
that now paia tothe South American Steam-
ship Company. ‘The burean has also re-
ceived information that the Government of
Ecuador, which hitherto has had nocoinage,
bas recently arranged for the production of
a supply of silver money to be coined at the
nativnal mint of Chile.

FREE OF DUTY.
A Ruiing Regarding Fresh or Frcz:n Fish
Caught by Americans in the Great Lakes.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 16.—Assistant, Secre-
tary Spaulding has informed the Collector
of Customs at Detroit that the department
is of the opinion that fresh or frozen fish,
except salmon, caught in fresh waters by
American vessels or with nets or other
devices owned hy citizens of the United
States, are not debarred from the privilege
of free entry as prescribed by law when
imported. by railway cars from contiguous
foreign countries, provided their ideutity as
such 1s satisfactorily established.

THE SENATE,
Unsuccessfal Attempt to Lay Aside
Federal Elections Bill,

WaAsniNGToN, Dec. 16.—In the Senate to-
day, in the course of the morning business,
Senator Hoar read a letter from John I.
Davenport, making a vigorous denial of the
charges preferred against his conduct as
Chief Supervisor of Elections, and profess-
ing his willivgness-to appear before*a Sen-
ate committee to anawer the charges,

Pasco introduced an amendment to the
prending Elections Bill. It provides that it
shall be unlawful for any person to pay, or
promise to pay, money to induce persons to
vote or refrain from voting; to promise em-
ployment as Superyisor of Election to in-
fiuence a vote; tu receive money or an ap-
pointment with that objeet and to endeavor
to influence employes in their voting, on a
penalty of $500 fine aud imprisonment for
one .year. 1t is required that officers of
political organizations file with the Clerk of
the House the itemized statements of the re-
ceipts and expenditures of the political
funds, and the same statements are required
from candidates for Representatives under
like peunalties.

The vending business was the considera-
tion of Dolph’s resolution providing for an
investigation whether the rignt to vote is
denied or abridged in any State, with the
Vest amendment extending the investiga-
tion to the inquiry as to whether, by State
legislation, auy man is denied the right to
work on public works b‘y; reason of his color.

Morgan, in opposing the resolution, called
attention to the Fifteenth Amendiment to
the Constitution, criticizing it and coniend-
ing that the foundation of the couutry
would be much better had the Government
been content with the Fourteenth Amend-
ment.

Pending further debate, the Senate pro-
ceeded to the consideration of the Elections
Bill. Morgan concluded his speech against it.

The discussion was then temporarily sus-
pended, and Pugh gave notice of an amend-
meat requiring that deputy marshals, ete.,
be of good moral character and able to read
and wrile,

Blair presented petitions from labororgan-
izations praying th at Congress set aside the
consideration ofth e Elections Bill so that
Labor legislation might be acted upon.

After an ineffectual effort to secure an

Flower of New York protested apainst
the passage of the bill and severely sriticized
the census returns of New York City.

Mills said he believed New Yourk had lost
the representation to which she was entitled,

McRae of Arkunsas gave notice of an
amendment increasing the number of Rep-
resentatives to 359.

Outhwaite of Ohio stated that great in-
justice had been done in his State in taking
the census. Under the census Illinois has
become the third State of the Union. It
was not true that Illinois had grown so rap-
idly nor Ohioc had fallen oft to such an ex-
tent. The whole census ought to be retaken
so the representation could be apportioned
according to the population, and not accord-
ing to schemesof political advancement.

Frank of Missouri earnestly ndvoeated
the bill, which was based upon the bill ori-
ginally intreduced by himself.

« Flower of New York offered an amend-
ment, increasing to thirty-five the represen-
tation from New York.

Spinola of New York said that when the
people of New York found they had been
wronged they applied to the Secretary of the
Interior, but obtained no relief, The Secre-
tary wrote a blackgeardly impudent letter,
which was unworthy to emanate from any
man calling himself a gentieman. The cen-
sus as taken by Superintendent Porter was
a crime against the republic. It was a wrong
L\erpoxraled by the Superintendent, and he

nsw it and his heelers knevw it.

Covert of New York argued in support of
the amendiment providing for a recount of
New York and Brooklyn, and additional
representation for the State, should the re-
count show an increase of 150,000 over the
Federal census.

Lind of Minnesota favored McRae’s amend-
ment. The Apportionment Bill, he thought,
should be satisfactory and just to the
country. It was conceded on both sides that
there was difficulty in regard to the census
of New York Citv. In order to appease the
feeling of New York, considering its large
fraction, it would be but fair and just to
zive that State an additional representative,
The same was true of Arkansas and Minne-
sota, wpd this bill, while it might fit the
arithmetic theory of the committee, did an
injustice to those States.

Biggs of California complained that San
Franeisco had not had a fair enumeration.
Not one enumerator there had been a Dem-
ocrat.

Peel of Arkansas declared that Arkansas
had lost 100,000 by the failure of the count.

Dunnpell, in closing the debate, spoke
earnestly in favor of the bill, and expressed
regret at the attack made on the Secretary
of the Interior by Spinola. It had never
seemed reasonable to Jhe committee that
New York should be granted special privi-
leges. No other city had come here disre-
garding the law, and he regretted that the
venerable gentleman from New York should
let fall from his lips an attack upon an offi-
cial of the Government, to which the latter
could not reply.

The hour of 5 0’ciock having arrived Dun-
nell demanded the previous question.

Blount of Georgia interjected a motion to
adjourn and during the prozress of the vote
the Democratic members took their hats
and overcoats and left the hall, showing a
disposition to break the quorum in the next
vote.

The motion to adjourn was lost—ayes 118,
noes 145.

At the suggestior of Blount of Georgia it
was agreed that after two bours’ debate to-
morrow the previous question should be
cousidered as ordered, and the House ad-
journed.

MEN ABUUT TOWN.

Stories Picked Up Around the
Hotel Corridors.

Sitting Bull as a Lecturer—Convenient but
Cruel—Indian Cunning—Planting the
Islands—Subways for Cities.

F. L. Middleton of Minneapolis, who is a%
the Grand Hotel, says that it was his privi-
lege several years ago to listen to a lecture
delivered by the notorious Sitting Bull, who
was then on his way to Washington to con-
sult with the “Great White Father” rela-
tive to Indian affairs in the Northwest.

“There was quite an audience présent,”
said Mr. Middleton, “and Sitting Bull spoke
for more than an hour on the Indian ques-
tion. He talked rapidly and without hesi-
tating for words or ideas, and his English
was much purer than I had expactéd. Like
all Indians, however, he spoke in a continu-
ous mounotone and without indulging in
gestures of any description. In appear-
ance, as I recall him to mind, he was tall
and athletic in buiid, but his face was a
most unprepossessing one. He was very
dark, even for an Indian, and his hair grew
very low upon his forehead, which, com-
bined with a cruel mouth and square, hard-
set jaw, gave him a savage look that I shall
not soon forget.”

CONVENIENT BUT CRUEL.

A lady now living in this city who spent
many years in India related to a CALL re-
porter vesterday the pleasant method pur-
sued by the inhabitants of that country to
rid themselves of the aged and decrepit
members of the household.

“When a parent or parents becomes help-
less with age,” ske said, '*the children or
grandchiidren, as the case may be, inclose
them in a large, covered basket, in which
they are sceurely fastened, and convey them
to the bank of the Ganges. Placing them
by the side of the stream they wait patiently
for the tide to convey them away to the
ocean. The tides there, however, are very
variable, and the custom is to leave tho in-
tended victim in the basket until the waters
huve risen three times. 1f it fails to reach
the basket because of low tides, the aged
person is removed and taken home, when
the duty then becomes imperative to care for
lll'lle unfortunate during the remainder of

ife.

INDIAN CUNNING.

C. H. Russell, an old resident of Arizona,
was at the Palace yesterday. In speaking
of the trouble among the Indians he as-
serted that in his opinion the most intelli-
geut, and at the same time the most cun-
ving, of the Western savages are the San
Carlos Apaches. To them, according to
Mr. Russell, is due the invention of the cen-
ter-fire cartridge.

“During the outbreak, some eight or nine
years ago,” he continued, “their arms were
all Winchester rifles of the rim-fire pat-
tern, and they soon exhausted their supply
of cartridges. They had plenty of powder,
bullets and percussion caps, but they were
not available for breech-loading guns. 'T'he
cunning rascals had saved tbeir brass shells,
and with surprising ingenuity they altered the
hawmers of their guns, drilled holes through
the center of the shells for the ecaps, loaded
them and used them during the rest of the
war. It was discovered when they were
captured. They were, I believe, the first of
the kind in use,”

PLANTING THE ISLANDS.

An old sea captain who has reeently re-
turned from the South Seas states that the
Governments of England and Germany are
exerting . themseives to stock all the small
desert islands with cocoanuts. The trading
ships of thuvse nations which ply in that
quarter it seems are supplied with the nuts,
and in passing to windward of a sandy
island cast them into the sea. They are
driven on to the beach of course, and some
of them spring up and grow into trees. From
this beginning they spread over the island in
a few years and make it fit for habitation,

SUBWAYS FOR CITIES,

Charles H. Bailey Jr., a prominent real-
estate agent from St. Louis, is among the
guests at the Palace Hotel, and is spending
his time-n looking over the city.

Said he: *‘1am of the opinion that the
experience of San Francisco will be that of
St. Louis with the network of eleetric wires
that overhang the streets. They became so
troublegome that we were compelled to put
them in underground conduits, and we find
that it works well. The largest subways in
use, however, are in London under the
banks of the Thames and along the princi-
p2l thorcughfares. They are built of brick,
and are 1145 feet high and 7 feet wide, At
tie bottom is the sewer, entirely covered
over, and above this is a tramway and the
gas and water mains and electric wires ar-
rapged on projecting cast-irom brackets.
The subways are ventilated by means of
shafts and are lighted with incandescent
electrie lamps. This system is superior to
all others, and shouid be introduced into
this country.”

NOTHING SETTLED.

Genersl Impression That the Raiiread
HMecting Fell Short of Expectations.

NEW YoRg, Deec. 16.—Tie last Commer-
cial Advertiser says: The general impres-
sion seems to be that yesterday’s meeting
fell short of the expectations aroused, in
that uothing was finaily settled, and the at-
tendance was not comprehensive enough to
insure the execution of the plau of the agse-
ciation conditionally adopted.

THE SHENANDOAH.

Arrival at New York of the Largest Sailing
Ship Ever Built in This Country.

NEw Yorxk, Dee. 16.—The new four-
masted ship Shenandoah, which was re-
cently launched at Bath, Me., arrived here
to-day. She will load a mixed cargo and
sail for San Francisco. She is the larg-
est sailing vessel ever constructed in the
United States and registers 3047 tous.
The Shenandoah is ander command of Cap-
tain Murphy. His officers are: Felix Stin-
son, chief; second officer, Webber, and third
officer, Herd. 'Ihe vessel carries one car-
penter, who is also an engineer; one boat-
swain, one cook, one stewa:d, four appren-
tices, one cabin-boy and twenty-four able
seamen, who are nearly all Americans, The
ship was built more for cargo capacity than
speed. Her speed is placed at fifteen knot
and Captain Murphy doubted if she wil
beat the record of inety-two days to San
Francisco, made by the old ship Flying
Colonel. The Shenandoah is owned chiefly
in Bath and San Francisco.
