____80_rS KoR THK VETO.

The order granting a franchise over certaiu
sucu-ts to Henry Moflatt, J. B. Heinstetn and M._

Eisner was vetoed, for the reasons that it
auihorizes tlie operation of the toad by means of
elect, ie motors, which Is clearly ln violation of
th.it section of the CivilCode which provides that
"in no case must peimlsslon he (-ranted to
pro. el cars upon such tractss otherwi-e than by
horses, mules or win ropes miming under the
vi..uud ana moved by stationary steam en-
gines."

_M tliat firiy years Is too long a term for any
kind ol a lianchlse. This franchise 'seems to

have been granted," adds Ihe Mayor, "lor the
purpose oi Being up routes of travel, as it covers
some twenty different streets, or parts of
streeis." The opposition to tno franchise by so
many prop_it_-owners along lhe route is re-
t-arded as a sound objection to it.

"Anoiher stione reason why the franchiso
Should not be grained is Ihat Devisadero street,
along winch ll is proposed lo juu lhe road, is llle
only wide siieel running across the Western Ad-
dition, and should he reserved for a diiveway.
for which It was originally Intended. A railroad
along ilwould defeat this Inleulloo."

TWO _T___B VET.F.S.

B'Tlie oilier two veiues of the franchises granted
to this same company weie on suhstautlally ihe
same grounds, rue thud oue pro, osed to ruu
over blue diOeient streeis, uot oue ot which is
opened.

Tlie fiancliise granted to J. \V. Haitzell,
Ueliieud Joost au_ W. F. '1 bonus was also
vetoed on accouut of the clause I'lovidiug for
elecinc-niolor power and the term of nfiy tears.

The same obj.-.ion was uiged against the
SulUjr-sueet fiauchlse for an exteuslon of its
present foik street line. The vetoes will take
the usual course, mat is be published three tunes
and uu next Tuesday uighi the oiii.js will be
passed m spite of his disapproval by the dis-
giaced "Solid Xlue.

Carroll and his wife were charged
with cruelty to children, while their little
cues, the ehiest of whom is not quite 9 years
of age, were detained temporarily until the
Society for tlie Prevention of Cruelty to
Cliililreu took charge of tbem.

Tina miserable familj lived in a basement
ou Authonv street, near Mission, in wretch-
edness, lil li and the poveriyof a drunkard's
home. Carroll himself bas been in prison
before for his cruel neglect of his children.
Itis said by the police officers that he drinks
liabitu:illy to excess, joined by his wife. On
these occasions, whieii are almost daily, the
children are allowed to run about the streetslinli-oak-d audfamisliing from hunger.

Ye-terday morning husband and wifewere lound in a drunken light, while thechildren roamed around the street almost
naked.

The N»- „\u25a0 Ferry Depot.
Operations will soon be begun at tbe foot

of Market street by the Harbor Commission,
and iv the near future a handsome depot
will occupy the site of the present build-
ings. Meanwhile traffic will not be inter-
fered with materially. The depot willbe of
two aod three stories, built of iruu, steel,
glass and concrete, with very little wood
used—no more being used than is necessary.
The dimensions willbe about 800x150 feet-
There will be a ceutral elevation to be nsed
as a cluck-tower. All the ferries will useone building, which willbe ample to accom-
modate all there are. Itwill cost over half
a million, and willbe reached by passengers
over a steel bridge extending to the west
side of Sacramento street and connecting di-
rectly with the upper decks of steamers.

HATCHET AND CLUB.

Murderous Assault Upon Ex-

J-iil'-i* Rogers.

" Now you take your medicine."
These words aroused John Rogers, the ex-

Chief Jailer, as he was dozing on a lounge
last night in Thomas Coyne's house ou Scot-
land street, a small thoroughfare running
from Filbert, between Mason and Powell.
Rogers had scarcely opened his eyes when
he received a heavy blow on the side of the
head. Coyne was standing overhlm with a
club in one hand and a hatchet in the other.
Boners was momentarily dazed by the blow,
but retained sufficient presence of miud to
avoid a full stro(p from the hatchet. The
edge of the instrument, however, grazed his
face and cut away a small piece of llesh.

The ex-jailer then sprang to his feet
and grappled with his assailant, securing
possession of the club and the more danger-
ous weapon. Coyne, who wits maddened
with liqtmr, still showed light, and Rogers
used the club with such forcible effect that
bis antagonist was soon lying unconscious
on the floor, with blood pouriug from four
ugly scalp wounds.

Rogers left the house and reported the
case at the Central Station. The patrol-
wagnu brought back Coyne and his wife,
the latter being uuder the influence of
liquor. Mie was locked up for drunkenness
and her husband's injuries were dressed in
the Receiving Hospital. He was subse-
quently charged with assault to commit
murder.

Rogers' version of the circumstances con-
nected with the assault was as follows:
Coyne is a sailor boarding-house runner, aud
Monday night became so drunk that he was
iucapableol takiugcareof luuiseli. Rogers,
who knew hiiu well, volunteered to guide
tiie inebriate to his home. Coyne insisted
upon l.'-gers remaining over ni_ht in the
In use, nn.i as the street-cars had ceased
running the ex-Deputy Sheriff Consented to
dost. Rogers remained at the Coyne resi-
dence yesterday, aud the head of the house
.otitiutted to drink heavily. Rogers also
drank to some extent, but claims he was not
affected by the liquor. During tbe day
Coyne assaulted his wife, blacking her eyes,
but Rogors did not interfere, lv the after-
noon R.-gers fell asleep on a louugo and was
awakened by the attat-K ujion him.

According to Rogers the prisoner bears a
hard record, having kilted a man in New
York and served time iv San (.ueutin f.jr
murderous assaults.

Sogers served soveral terms as Chief
Jailer at the County Jail under Democratic
admiuistiations. fie obtained unenviable
fame during his term of office as chief hang-
man in a number of notable executions at
the jail.

A Report Filed by tbe Countj

Grand Jury.

Graduates of the High School—Ko Change

Noted in the Btrikc—A Propo.-ed Mar-

ket Building—Appointment!.

The Grand Jury filed its report yesterday
and was discharged. It junketed around
among the various State and county institu-
tions and gave them clean bills, lt found
that the new Unitarian Church is five feet
on the sidewalk at Fourteenth and Castro
streets, instead of three as permitted by tbe
City Council, and condemned the Council
for giving its permission to use that much
of the property of the public. It recom-
mended that the proper authorities take
steps to remove tue obstructions. Itfound
the office of the County Clerk aud
Auditor in a confused condition,
and some of the records of the
Board of Supervisors in an incomplete state
since October, ISB9. It stated that the
present County Clerk nnd Auditor is at
work placing everything in proper shape.
The recommendation was made tliat the
portion of the charter providing for the
Board of I'ubllc Works be repealed or the
Mayt't sh«>uld appoint members especially
fitted for the position who would devote
tlieir time to the duties lor the pay allowed.
Itdid not think tlie jail should ever be left
in the charge of one mnu. It believed tliat
the advertising of street work should be al-
lowed the fullest competition. It recom-
mended the appointment as a Superintend-
ent at the Home for the Adult Bliud of a
man who could see instead of a blind man
as at present.

The expenses of the jury were about
53500. Tlie per diem anil uiiloago alone
was ovc* S2OOO. It did not find one indict-
ment One of its members admitted that
the system was a good deal of a farce, and
tbat the juries are generally dominated by-
one or two. The entire work of the nine-
teen men could have been accomplished by
four or five, and the expense to the people
would have been three-fourths less.

The jury complimented the Chairman, W.
T. Gibbs, by presenting him with a gold-
headed cane, and tlie Secretary with a gold
chain and locket._________ STREET OPENING.

The suit of Edward Gill, the nurseryman,
against Uie city of Oakland was ou trial yes-
terday before Judge Greene. The plaintiff
demurs to the award of damages allowed
him by the Commissioners for the opening
of Filbert street, through his nurseries, be-
tween Twenty-sixth and Twenty-eighth.
Itwas in testimony yesterday that the value
of plants, green-houses, et-., now iv the pro-
posed street is $10,407, at wholesale prices,
and that a number of large plants, valued
at about 84000, including large magnolias
and camellias, could not be removed without
total loss. This waa testified t.i by nn old
nurseryman of San Francisco.
