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THROUGH A BRIDGE.

Accident to a Freight Train on
the Sonthern Pacific.

Loaded Cars Thrown Into a Siream and
Dashed to Splinters.

A Lively Contest Between Candidates [for

the United States Senate Before the
Iiaho Legislature.

Epcclal to THE MORNING CALL.
ALBANY (Oregon), Dee. 16.—The south-
bound freight train on the Southern Pacifie,
due here at 2 o’clock this afternoon, went
through a bridge one mile north of the city
at 4 o’clock. The train was two hours late.
A force of bridge ecarpenters were repair-

ing the bridge, and several ties
Were yvet to bs spiked, leav-
ing the rails without support for

a short distance, when the delayed train ap-
preached. Two torpedoes and a flag had
been put out to warn the train of danger,
but when the signals were reached the engi-
neer was unable to stop the train. As the
bridga went down the engine was supported
by the rails sufficiently to carry it across,
and it plunged up on the embankwent on
the opposite side, still remaining in an up-
right position on the ties and displaced rails.

Threa flat cars, one loaded with railroad
iron and two with lumber, fell into the
stream twenty feet below and were crushed
into splinters. The remaining vortion of the
train was detached and stopped upon
the brink. No one received the slightest
injury. The fireman says the danger signals
were put too near the bridge, the torpedoes
being placed 1440 feet away and the flag 450
nearer the bridge. The foreman says
the signals were at the usual distance.
The bridge was being rebuilt and had
new pilinz and timbers. The track is_torn
up for a distance of 250 feet. The engine is
not badly damaged. A wrecking train was
sent to the scene and a force of men com-
menced at once to yepair the break. They
expact to have the road repaired in time for
trains to pass over in the morning. Passen-
ger trains will lay over at the break until it
is repaired.

SENATORIAL CANDIDATES.

A Bitter Contest Thr:atened in the Idaho
Legislature,

Boisk Crry (Idaho), Dee. 16.—W. H. Clag-
gett, W. J. McConnell and J. R. Delamar,
candidates for the United States Senate
from Northern Idaho, yesterday addressed
an open letter to the Republican members of
the Legislature and to Governor G. L.
Shoup and Fred T. Dubois. They assert
that the Republicans are at a deadlock on
the Senatorial question, and that the com-
plication arises largely from the fact that
the Legislature is called upon to elect three
United States Senators at the present ses-
sion. They propose as a soiution of the
problem that when the Joint Convention
meets Wednesday, the 17th, the voting for
Senators shall proceed until from among the
varions candidates two Senators shall be
elected—one from North Idaho and one
from South Idaho—to fiil two vacancies now
existing, and that the election of a third
Senator for the full term commencing March
4, 1891, shall, by resolution passed by the
two houses acting separately, be postponed
until after those elscted to 1ll the existing
vacancies shall have reached Washing-
ton and drawn for the long and short term.

Governor Shoup and Dubois replied they
were not authorized to speak for the mem-
bers of the Legislature, but they proposed
as a counter proposition that the Republi-
cans go into caucus and all the parties sub-
mit to the majority vote of the caucus.

The proposition was not accepted by the
northern men, and 1t is now probable a
bitter contest will ensue.

DETERMINED BURGLARS.

A Saf: Elowa Open and Rifl:d at Michigan
Bar,

SACRAMENTO, Dec. 16.—On last Friday
night the safe in the store of John Heath at
Michigan Bar was blown open. The safe
had resisted three similar attacks in years
gone by, but the burglars seemed determined
to do a successful job this time. Crowbars,
chisels and a siedgehammer were taken from
the village blacksmith-shop and an entranca
to the brick building was effected by prying
off the iron doors. The knobs of the door
of the safe were knocked off with the sledge-
hammer and holes were bored through the
door, into which a large amount of powder
was stuffed. The explosion not only blew
off both the inner and outer deors of the
safe, but the small office in which the safe
was located was almost completely wrecked,
the glass being shattered and the light parti-
tions broken. The thieves took the iron
drawer coataining coin to the banks of a
creek, where they stopped and divided the
booty. The amount secured was $600.
There were a number of notes and ehecks in
the safe, but theSe were not molested. The
robbers rather overdid the thing, as a con-
siderable amount of gold dust was scattered
over the floor by the force of the explosion
and, of course, they could not get away with
it. The next day the precious particles were
swept up and *“panned out.” There is no
clew to the perpetrators of the robbery, but
they were probably the same individuals
who Dblew open the safe at Sutter Creek,
Amador County, a week or so ago.

Decision in the Cont:mpt Case Brought
Against the Sacramento Bee.

SACRAMENTO, Dec. 16. — Judge A. J.
Buckles of Solano, who sat in the contempt
case brought against the managers of the
Bee at the instance of the parties boycotting
that paper, to-day rendered a decision in
favor of the Bee. In the suit for a pre-
liminary injunction against the boycotters
before Judge Armstrong, the facts alleged
in the complaint of the Bee were conceded
for the purposes of the action, and, after
argument, the matter was taken under ad-
visement by the Judge, The Bee published

ovember 12th, while the matter was under
advisement, a number of affidavits showing
facts of the boyeott taken under instructions
of the court, but rendered unnecessary be
tause the facts of the complaint were co:-
reded. When the boycotters were arrested
for disobeying the order of the court they
retorted by having the Bee managers ar-
rested for this publication, claiming that it
was done to corruptly influence the decision
of Judge Armstrong. Judge Buckles holds
that as the facts of the complaint were ad-
mitted, and no question bzing before the
sourt on that issue, the afiidavits could not
bave influenced the court, and no such in-
tent was shown. P

TERRIBLY MANGLED.

A Chraman’s Limbs Crashed by a Failing
Branch of a Tree.

SACRAMENTO, Dec. 16.—Ah Sung, a
Chinaman, was brought over from Wash-
ington to-day and given a cot in the Keceiy-
ing Hospital. Both of his legs are horribly
mangled, and the unfortunat: man in-
sisted that he was going to die,
a prophecy that will doubtless come
to  pass. One foot was literally
torn off at the ankle, and above it the leg
was mangled and the bones frightfully
broken. The other leg was also horribly
mutilated. When the poor fellow was be-
ing brought over in an open express wagon
on a stretcher he preserved a stolid
demeanor and his features showed
no sizus of pain, although he must have
suffered terribly. After he was placed upon
a cot in the hespital e began to exclaim de-
spondently: ‘Me heap die: me heap die.”
Subsequently he wanted the jailer to kill
him, and tried to tell of the awful pain he
suffered. Ah Lung was epgaged in cutting
an enormous limb from a cottonwood tree
in Washington. IHe was in the tree some
distance above the ground and had the
branch about cut through, and it seemed
about to fall from him, when of a sudden a
draft of wind seemed to cateh it and it fell
upon him, crushiog him as described.

SATISFACTORY RESULT.

Official Test of the Capacity of the Santa
Cruz Water Works,

SANTA Cruz, Dec. 16.—An official test of
the capacity of the new City Water Works,
for the purpuses of fire protection, was
made to-day under the supervision of . W.
Barton, Surveyor of the Pacific Coast In-
surance Union. Mr. Barton’s arrival was
unexpected, and the fire:nen were called
upon without previous drill or participation.
The first hose attached showed a pressure at
the nozzle of ninety pounds and additional
couplings were made until five streams were
playing at once, without showing any di-
minution of the pressure. Two lines of hose,
each 500 feet in length, were attached to one
hydrant, and the two streams reached far
above the highest building in town. Walter
was reached from the hydrant in five sec-
onds, showing a pressure of seventy pounds
at the outcome. A stream passing through
500 feet of hose was thrown 130 feet in a
horizontal direction: its perpendicular
beight could only be estimated, but there
was no difliculty in drenching the gilded
ball on top of the flagstaff on the Masonic
Temple. The insurance men present ex-
pressed themselves as highly pleased, and
the citizens were enthusiastic over the dis-
play made.

MONEY AND TRADE,

Silver Legislation Suggested to Provide for
the Present Financial Crisis.

WasHINGTON, Dec. 16. — Windom 1is
quoted as saying: ‘*‘The financesare bright-
ening, and 1f nothing is done in the way of
legizlation calculated to unsettle confidence
being restored, it will not be long befere
matters have assumed their natural con-
dition.”

SILVER LEGISLATION.

NEW York, Dec. 16.—Heunry Clews has
addressed an open letter to the Secretary of
the Treasury in which he makes one or two
novel suggestions about silver legislation.
Mr. Clews says: *‘Congress ought to amend
the present silver laws=by inserting a clause
giving the Secretary of the Treasury au-
thority to change at his discretion the period
of the purchase of silver. At present the
law provides for the purchase of 4,500,000
ounces each month, which is absolute.

present money crisis a substitute, at the
Secretary’s diseretion, giving him authority
to purchase double the amount in Decem-
ber, equal to 9,000,600 ounces, and the same
for January, February and March, and to
suspend the purchase entirely for the same
in the months of April, May Juune and
July next.  What is important for the
people of the country to know for a
certainty is that thoy can rely upon
the present law being permanent and not
subject to changeat the convenience of every
Congress. When the present law has been
in existence a year, it wiill bring out new
silver money aggregating in amount about

60,000,000, and each year thereafter an
equal sum, and in ten years from the date of
the passage of the act the amount of this
money will be about $600,000,000. This
annual increase, I am of the opinion, will be
ample for that class of money, and it would
be unwise toincrease it. It certainly will be
sufficient if Congress will also pass at an
early date Sherman’s bill, which provides
for national bank bills to be issued up to tha
par value of United States bonds. ‘I'his will
1ncrease that class of money about $15,-

MORE FAILURES.

CLEARFIELD (Penun.), Dec. 16.—The Clear-
field County Bank closed its doors this
morning. The depositors are made safe by
a mortgage on tha real estate for threetimes
the amount of depcsit. The owner of the
bank is ex-United States Senator William
A. Wallace. The liabilities are $350,000 and
the assets are $850,000. The excessive tight-
ness of the money market caused the fail-
ure. The Clearfield County Bank was a
private concern. It was several years ago a
State institution, but now does a collecting
and exchange business. The depositors
have been sccured by a judgment bond and
mortgage of valuable eoal lands in this
county, 'The deposits aggregate £475,000.
The security doubles the entire indebted-
ness. Senator Wallice's interest is §400,000
and his assets are placed at §600,000.

MiNNEAPOLIS, Dec. 16.—The Journal’s
special from Huron, S. Dak., says: The

ome National Bank suspended this morn-
ing, because of the withdrawal of 860,000 of
the deposits. ‘The bank officials declare
that provision has been made to pay every
dollar due creditors and depositors.

The depositors have been steadily with-
drawing-their money for a month past, evi-
dently scared by the financiil stringenecy.
Individualdepositssubject to eheck dwindled
down to less than $20,000, and certificates
for deposit in the same ratio. The bank
could not stand the strain. Thers is general
confidence in the bank being able to carry
out the promise to make good all deposits,
No statement has yet been made.

GENERAL A. H. TERRY,

Brevet Major-General Alfred H. Terry, on the
retired list of the United States Army, died at
New Haven, Conn., yesterday morsing from
Bright’s disease, from which he had suffered
for three yrars past.

He was
breveted Major-General March 13, 1865, * for
gallant and meritorious serviees fn the capture
of Wilmmgton, N. C.”; Major-General of
Volunteers August 26, 1864, for ‘‘merl-
torlous and distinguished services during the
war.” He was honorably mentioned by a vote
of thanks In Congress for his generalship at Fort
Fisher.
