BCBXKBBS AND PABTIE9.

An Ea-tern Derm cratic contemporary dis-
poses of the argument of a Republican jour-
nal that the existing financial Hurry was
caused by the success of the Democratic
party at the receut elections by the asser-
tion thai ever}' one knows tliat the election
did iiirt give power to the Democrats to re-
in al oi in the least degree to alter existing
linanrial legislation for years to come. The
assertion is net strictly correct. Within
le-. tiun a year from the present time
the FiftT-second Congress will be in ses-
sion with an overwhelming Democratic
majority in the lower House, and a very
small Republican majority in the upper
House. It is well known that tliree Re-
publican Senators voted against the Me-
Kinr.y tariiT, aid the inference Is fair that
they would support a not too radical a meas-
ure to succeed it Should the two Houses
egree upon ataiiil bill at the next session, a
Presidential veto oniy would then Mand in the
way ft it- becoming a law. Whether or not
the I'resideut would veto a bill that seemed
to meet public approval on the strength of
Lis own views of its impolicy is a matter
upon which no opinion can be expressed. It
appears, however, that after the November
elections a reasonable prospect of the ret eal
of the McKinley TariffBill presented itself
tn the average business mind. Now. tbe
country had just passed through two years
of business uncertainties. The Republicans
pledged themselves in IHBS to revise Ihe then
existing tariff. That pledge was kept late
in 1881 Tne result of the elections taking
place a month later indicated another two
years of uncertainty. The country knows
what the Fi ty-fir9t Congress did. What will
the Fifty-sec >nd Congress do? What is the
Democratic party pledged to di? Can any
one define tlie probable Democratic policy
in tue event of its continued ascendency?
Does it favor a tariff for revenue only, or
absolute free trade? The bare possibility
that either policy would prevail was a warn-
ing to business men to put their houses in
Older.

HI'MCirSL ELECTION!!.

In Boston the municipal election tikes
place about a month after the State electiou.
One consequence is ihat municipal tickets
are supported partly on their merits. In
ISSS Mr. O'Brien, the Democratic candidate,
was defeated, although the Democratic
ticket had been successful the preceding
month by SiOOO majority. The Republican
joined with a citizens' movement, andnomi-
na'ed Mr. Hart on a distinct pledge of non-
partisanship in municipal politics. Mr. Hart
found some difficulty in fulfilling his
pledges, mostly aris ng from the fact that
the I'tard of Aidennen and the Common
Council were generally composed of parti-
sans. A Boston contemporary suggests an
amendment of the charter, making the Mayor
pmctii ally independent of the twoboards in
the matter of ai pr ititments, bnt this remedy
supposes that the Mayor w ill be a man wbo
may be implicitly Intrusted with fullpowers-
The Boston municipal elections are at best
but balf separated from national politics.
The municipal parties are designated by na-
tional rarty names. The bulk of both par-
ties vote for the candidate nominated by the
party with which they act in national and

State election.. The instance we have Riven
of Mr. Hart's election over his Democratic
opponent immediately after a Democratic
Sue-ess shows that but five or six thousand
Democrats voted the Republican aud Citi-
zens' ticket. What cities need is a clear di.
vorcefrom national parties. There isno rea-
son why a municipal party should call itself
Republican or Democratic. The issues Which
detcnnihe a citizen's relation to either of the
national parties do not enter into a muni-
cipal election. Municipal patties shoulu be
formed on municipal Una. So hug is tbey
are named after n«tional parties each will
rally to its support the voters of the national
party who-ie name it bears. Mayors, Super-
visors and beads of departments will be

elected or defeated, as the case may be, as
representatives of one of the national par-
ties.

FOX lAKTISAN KFrglT.

The debate in the liouse en the Appcr-
tionmi-nt llill leaves littledoubt of tlie pur-
pose of the attack upon the census. The
Democrats want to defeat the reapportion-
ment at the preseut session of Congress. To
carry their point they have made an attack
all along the line. Xew York has been the
most persistent in its demand for a recount,
and is veiy properly represented in the de-
bate by a mau named Spiuola, who pro-
nounces the letter of the Secietary of the
Interior to Governor Hill the letter of a
blackguard " unworthy to emanate from
any man calling himself a gentleman." An
Ohio member Is angry because the census
reports Illinois as the third Stale in the
Union. The Ohio Bepresentative is con-
fident that Illinois had uot grown so rapidly
as reported, nor had Ohio fallen offas was
made to appear. As both Illinois and Ohio
are classed as doubtful States, the political
purpose in advancing one at the expense of
the other Is not apparent. Representatives
from other Slates jolliedcomplaints against
tlie census. ii__. Dunuell, who lias charge

of the bill, rebuked the New York member
for his gross attack upon the Secretary of
the Interior and remarked that it had never
teemed reasonable to the committee that
Xew York should be granted special privi-
leges.

THE INDIAN CAMI'AIGN.

Stories ot battles with the Indians must
he received with caution. It is possible
that the savages, who, at latest dates, were
flying up the Grand Kiver, may have turned
on their pursuers, but it is not probable.
The death of Sitting Gull deprives the In-
dians of their most trusted and most cun-
ning leailer; it is hardly likely that they
willrally under another chief; if they do, the
rising w illprobably be merely local, and their
country is vow fullof troops, wilh General
Miles at Standing Beck Agency to direct
movements.

AYe can now followthe operations ofthe last
week with nn accurate perception of events.
General Miles must have satisfied himself
that the head and front of the uprising was
Sitting Bull. He was encamped on the
Grand Hirer, either within or just without
the Standing Rock Reservation, a few miles
south of Fort Yates, ou the Cannon Hall
River. Some hours before daybreak, on the
14th, an expedition for his capture sallied
forth from Fort Yates. It consisted of a
strong bo dy of uiounted Indians, well clad
and armed with Winchesters; next came a
small troop of cavalry uuder Captain

Fouchet, with two machine guns; behind
these followed a small body of infantry
under Colonel Drum. The night was very
dark and intensely cold, so that the progress
of the expedition was slow. Day hud broken
wheu the advance party came iv tight of

Sittiug Bull's te:its on the river bank. The
Indians spurred their ponies to a gallop.
dashed into the village, and making straight
for the chief's topee, drugged him from his
bed, and set him on a pony, llis f.llowers
were lor a moment paralyzed by the sudden
swoon; but one of them, recovering cour-
age, shot the man who held the chief's bri-
dle. A score of allots instantly replied; one
of these took effect on Sitting Bull, who
swung from side to side in his saddle, then
fell to the ground dead. Abrisk engagement
ensued over his body, aud the advantage was
with his followers, when Ifouchot's cavalry,
attracted by the filing, came on at full gal-
lop, and quickly changed the fortune of the
day. Ihe Indians broke and lied, heading
up the Grand. They were pursued by the
cavalry until the horses showed signs of ex-
haustion.

The net results of the operation are, first,
Ihe elimination of Sitting Bull, who was
the life and sonl of Indian insubordination ;
aid second, tl.e driviug of the hostili-s away

from tho settled portions of Dakota toward
the Bad Lands. Itis hardly likely that, for
some lime lo come, the Indians will get a
lender of equal sagaciiy and influence to

fc-itting Bull. Aud as to the young braves,
who kept threatening war, they will lind in
the Bad Lauds a place in which iheir hot
blocd will ctol. The section of country

which is known by this ill-favored name is
nothiug more than a vast lava bid, the de-
posit of some ancient group of volcunos.
Itcovers a large portion of Eastern Mon-
tana and Western Dakota. Itgoes without
saying that there are no farms and no set-
tiers there; no agiiculture is possible, and
even game cau find no food on that inhos-
pitable de.-ert. The Indians who go there
will starve, aud will have to sue for read-
mission to the nearest reservation.

Tiie loss of Sitting Bull is not a calamity
to be deplored. De was a uinn of courage
and ability, but be was emphatically a bud
Indian. He was loyal to his race, but his
Intellect was too narrow to enable him to
measure its piesent e< ndilii lis or to recon-

cile him to its altered circumstances. He
had said he would die fighting, and he did.
lt was tie bc-t thing he could do. He com-
pares very unfavorably with such Indiaus
as Weathersford or Teeuiuseh, in both of
whom there were elements of statesmanship
as well as soldierly \irtue. (Silting Dull
was not only no benefactor to his people—
he was a positive detriment He was op-
posed to improvements, opposed to educa-
tion, opposed to honest industry; he be-
lieved that the true destiny of the Indit.n
was to live by hunting and to cherish all the
vices of tlm savage. Consistently enough,
he argued that tbis destiny could only be
achieved by war against the whites, and he
prayed for war as ether men pray (or peace.
He got what he wanted.

Dlt. l-.oill> l;£_Jl__-Y.

Notwithstanding the precautinns which
have been taken by Dr. Koch and his assist-
ants, an analysis ol his remedy for con-
sumption has been made al l'aris, and it is
found to consist of glycerine, cyan ure of
gold and the "ptomaines of tubercular
bacilli." Glycerine is employed to preserve
the ptomaines. What object the gold is to
serve does not appear. The ptomaines are
designed to cure tuberculosis homeopatlii-
cally. Tbe first thing, therefore, whicli the
public want to know is, what is a ptomaine?

A ptomaine is a chemical compound,
classed as a cadaveric alkaloid, which re-
sults fiom the putrefactive decomposition
of organic matter, and is usually highly-
poisonous. The poison contained in de-
cayed meat, fish, milk and other organic
foods is a ptomaine. Ftomaines are found
in the sti innclis of corpses, and they also
exist in decayed tissues and wounds in
which gangrene has set in. There is a par-
ticular ptomaine in which tbe tubercular
bacilli breed. Generated in this congenial
soil, the bacillus multiplies, spreads through
the system, makes its way iuto the biood
and causes the disease which we call con-
sumption.

Dealing with ploniaines as the true source
of pyemia and septicemia, physicians have
fought tliem with antiseptics, especial atten-
tion to cleanliness, and the administration
cf drugs which nre calculated to arrest fer-
mentation. Ihe calculation has been that
if decay and fermentation could be arrested
the ptomaines could be sloughed off and no
habitat left for the bacilli which they
engender. Dr. Koch, it seems, pursues pre-
cisely the opposite course. He proposes to
inoculate patients who are in the early stages
of tuberculosis with poisonous ptomaines,
on the same principle that Jt nner inoculated
healthy patients with cowpox in order to
protect them against the severer forms of
varioloid. Koch proposes to introduce tuber-
cular becilii into the system in a harmless
form, in order to prevent the same bacilli
from making their appearance in numbers
and under c.nJitions which would endanger
life.

The logic of his method is perfect, pro-
vided lie can be sure tliat lii. bacilli will
prove as liannless as lie reckons. If his
subcutaneous injections nre attended with
no m ore effects than vaccination, and the
tuberciilnr bacilli disappear in tlie face of

the bacilli he calls into being, he has solved
the problem of the age. Hut to the common
lay mind, the-conditions involve difficulty.
Why shoul I the tubercular bacillus, which
has i s-alilished a domicile ami is spreading
through lhe blood and ti.sue*., take to l_ig.it
at the appearance on the scene of another
member ofhla own family? And again, how is
Dr. Koch goina to make sure that his ba illns,
which he introduces into the human body,
will prove a harmless aud benign creature:

There are probably good and sufficient
answers to these questions, which Dr. Koch
will give to the public in his own way and
at the proper lime. In the meantime, he
must have main out a prima facie case, or
so prudent and eminent it man as Dr. Jacobi
would not have inoculated eight patients at
the Mount binai hospital in Xew York with
the lymph he received from Berlin. On a
superficial view, it se.etus dangerous business
tn mix with the blood of a human being a
substance which is aa venomous as the
poison of a rattlesnake. But the modern
pharmacopeia leans more and more every
-day to the u«e of poisons as remedial agents.
Our best medicines to-dny are deathly poisons,
if taken in large dose*. It will be a curious
illustration of the flexibilityofscience if the
chief cause of zymotic disease should turn
out to lie tho best remedy for other organic
maladies.

TIIK I OAL. DUTIES.

The AHa argue* seriously against the duty
on coal on the ground that such duty docs
not protect any labor interest in California.
The duly was not placed on coal at the re-
quest of the people of ( alifomia. Itwas
voted for by representatives of California on
the assumption that if their Slate protested
against duties that de not directly protect
our interests, the representatives cf other
States would deal with us as we bad dealt

with them. The protective system is na-
tional in scope and character. One section
wants one industry protected and another
State is especially interested in some other

industries. Unless they agree to support
each other's interests the protective system

would be iiimi-acticable. Almost tbo only
thing Congress could unite upon would be a
tariff to provide revenue for the Govern-
ment All parties aud sections agree that
the revenue must be provided, and arc
pretty well agreed that the Custom-house is
tbe best collector.

MOIIE 510M.l.

The gold papers ridicule the idea that the
country needs more money. What the pub-
lic want, tbey say, is more confidence. A
very little money will do if people bave con-
fidence. It ls urged that United States
bonds drawing 4 per cent interest command
a premium which reduces the rate of inter-
est to 2 per cent. Itis stated also that mu-
nicipal bonds in some cases are in demand
at 3 per cent. When money seeks invest-
ment at these low rates it cannot, the gold
advocates say, be very scarce. But the very
fact of a lack of confidence in tlie general

business world drives money to seek such
investments as Government bonds afford.
Tbe element of distrust in the business
world is that there is not real money enough
in the banks to secure the currency that
may be presented for redemption. That
distrust is apparently well founded. The
small sum of £0,000,000 brought from Lon-
don to re-enforce the banks' stock of gold
was regarded as a permanent and positive
relief. And yet 50.0C0.000 is a trifle com-
pared to the daily transactions in which
currency based upon gold is used. An East-
ern contemporary says that thu increase in
banking facilities operates as a substitute
for money to an enormous extent. So long
as a check pays an account there is no need
to handle cash. But tbe moii'ent the idea
gets about that checks do not represent cur-
rency lying at the bank or that the cur-
rency, if paid on presentation of the check,
cannot be turned into coin the check loses
its standing as currency. Banking facili-
ties may dispense with the actual handling
of cash, but only so long as there is a gen-
eral belief that checks represent money
lying at the bank and subject to the order
of the party whose name is attached to the
check. Banking facilities are of real value
to the business community oniy so long as
credit is good. Banking facilities cannot
multiply hard dollars. When a lack of con-
fidence shows itself it can best be overcome
by a show of specie in proportion to cur-
reucy.

IS IT A CHALLENGE?

Fresident Blackstone, of the Chicago and
Alton Bail*,-ay Company, regards the com-
bination of railway companies which Jay
Gould has engineered as a kind of challenge

to the Farmers' Alliance. Mr. Blackstone
thinks such a combination at this time
inexpedient. "Farmers' Alliances are not
likely," he adds, " to view with equanimity
tlie formation of an association backed by
Eastern capitalists, which they look upon as
inimical to tbeir interests." The view which
Mr. Blackstone entertains is shared by men
who liave no railroad interests to protect.

The time dies not seem opportune to forma
great railroad trust, one object of whteh is
tlie advance of the rates of passenger travel
and freight. It is also possible that the rail-
way association forming at this time will
induce men to act temporarily with the
alliance who bave no faith in some of its
projects. Itmay be that in this ca?e Mr.
Blackstone ls wiser than Mr. Jay Gould,
though the latter is sharp enough to take
care of himself. Ifhe seesastorm gathering
he will quietly unload.
