A FRENCH TRIAL.

It is always instructive to study the ad-
ministration of justice in other countries,
Just now the trial of Eyraud and Gabrielle
Bowpard for the murder of Gouffe is going
or at Paris, and it is full of surprises for an
American lawyer. The reader will remem-
ber that Eyraud and Gabrielle were living
as man and wife, when the latter captivatea
Goufle, who was a rich man, and induced
Lim to come to her room. There he was
strangled, bis body cut up and sent as
freight to Lyons, while Eyraud and Ga-
brielle made their escape to this city. Re-
turniug afterward to Paris with one Gar-
anger she confessed the crime, surrendered
tou the police and gave information which
led to the arvest of Eyraud. They are now
being tried together, being either unable un-
der the French law to sever their defense
or being unwilling to adopt that course. In
this country there would have been two
trials, which would have increzsed the cost
of the yprosecution and involved more
chances of a defeat of iustice.

The trial begsn with a sketch of Eyraud’s
life drawn by the Presiding Judge. He de-
seribed hun as having leen a reprobate
from his ycuth, speaking from private
scurces of information. He does not seemn
to have intimated that evidence in support
of his dimaging charges would be laid be-
fore the jury. Having thus piejudiced the
minds of the julors sgainst the prisoner,
tle Judge ordered that person to take the
stond and tell bis stery. We bhave always
Leld in this State that a prisoner may be
heard in his own defense, but that he shall
not testify for the presecution, except as
State’s evidence, in which case he pur-
chases imnunity, or at least favorable con-
sideraticn, by giving testimony to convict
bis accowplices. No such assurance ap-
pears to have Leen given to Eyraud. He
told his story so clearly that bLis own con-
viction seems inevitable. That he must
have realized. But his only concern was to
mazke cut a case against Gabrielie.

When he was through he was turned out
of court, while Gabrielle testified. A con-
viction obtained in the absence of the ac-
cused would uot stand the test of an appeal
in this Siate. It is different in France,
Gubrielle told her story, the only variation
between it and the story teld by Eyraud
being that each accused the other of being
the tumpter. Eyraud swore that Gabrielle
planned the muider and incited him to com-
it it; Gahielle swore that it was wholly
devised by Eyraud, and he compelied her by
the influence be had acquired over Ler apd
Ly threats of viclence to become his ac-
complice.

W Len Gabrielle tcok the stand the Court
tvok a Land in a fashion which would be
deemed indecent in this State. As with
Ejyraud, the Presiding Judge introduced her
to the jury with a brief biegraphical sketch,
in which she was pictured as a sort of eross
between Lucretia Borgia and Ninon de
I’Enclos. He informed the jurors that
sbhe bad been expelled from school. He
fiercely twitted ber with having relations
with a man who was old enough to be her
father. He asked her why she did not leave
Eyraud when be beat her. She replied,
probably quite trutnfully, that she could
not leave him, he had acquired so much
ivfluence over her. To tbis the Judge re-

“torted: “You know to the contrary. If
‘you can’t present a better argument than
that to the jury, 1 don’t think they will be-
lieve you.”

We must always beware of setting up our
own standards as the only standards which
are right and perfect. We bave no right to
condemn French procedure solely on the
ground that it does not tally with ours. The
ounly true test of its merit is whether or no
it is caiculated to attain the ends of justice
by eliciting the tiuth. And it is far from
being certain that in this particular our plan
is superior to that of the French. Out
courts would not allow the uutecedents of
a prisoner held on a criminal charge to be
laid before a jury, from the mere hearsay
of a Judge, and without conuecting them
with the case on trial. That seems to us
unjust. DBut after all, a jury is assisted in
forming an opinion of the guilt or innocence
of a prisoner by knowing the sort of life he
has led; and again, our procedure holds it
o be unfair to condemn a man out of his
ewn mouth. The people cannot put a de-

fendant on the stand and ask him questions
which might lead to his convietion; and yet,
he of all men knows best the truth touching
the events which are being inquired into.
Is it for the interests of justice that the
mouth of the Dbest possible witness should
be sealed through a sentimental concern for
the rights of the accused ?

It may souud harsh for a Judge to inter-
pellate a prisoner, and ask him what he bas
to say in explanation of an item of testi-
mony against bim. Butif he is innocent
he must have an answer ready, and he ought
to be glad to have an opportunity of uttering
it before the jury. 1t is only the guilty who
are benefited by the suppression of pertinent
testimony.

THE

PRINTING STEAL.

The Grand Jury regards the action of the
Board of Supervisors in awarding the print-
ing contract to the Report as removing
whatever doubts may have existed as to the
character of the Solid Nine. 7The jury can
find no justification for such action and is
consequently constrained to regard it in the
nature of a steal. .The jury refers to the
letting of this contract, to the purchase of
Shag Rock, to the granting of certain street
railroad franchises, and asks: *‘What will
stop this filthy tide of local legislation?”

The answer is, Time. The period for
which the Solid Nine were elected has

nearly expired. Fortunately, some of their
acts will come up for review. The printing
contract 15 clearly illegal. The Solid Nine
dcubtless fulfilled their contract to award
the printing to the Report, but they did it
after the faslion of men who wash their
hards of a bad job.

IN A (ORNER.

Senator Eustis of Louisiana threw Sena-
tor Dolph of Oregon off his line of argument
by supposing a case. Suppose Chinese imml-
gration had not been prohibited; suppose
there were a million and a half of Chinese
in Oregon who had the right of suffrage and
who had at some future tiine established in
Oregon a Chinese State government; then
suppose that the white people of Oregon
had overthrown that Chinese government
and re-established white political suprem-
acy, would Senator Dolph in such case ad-
vocate the enactment of a law by Congress
the intent and the effect of which would be
to encourage, stimulate and sustain those
Chinamen in their efforts to recover their
political power? Mr. Dolph might have
answered with a brief *“no,” but he did not.
He wanted apparently to give the series of
suppesitions with the final conundrum more
thought than he could with the interrcga-
tive face of Mr. Eustis turned toward him.
Putting supposititious cases which have
points of resemblance but are essentially
unlike is a favorite mode of argument among
advocates of a cause which will not stand
on its merits. No degree of success on the
part of the Chinese in establishing local
government woula affect the fact that they
are an alien race. Now, when an alien race
takes advantage of its local numerieal ma-
jority and establishes a government after
the fashion of its own people it is in effect
guilty of insurrection, and as such calls for
interference by the National Government,
whose authority is disregarded. Foreign-
born voters might combine and carry elec-
tions, but their government would have to
be on the American plan. But Mr. Eustis
supposes his million and a half of Chinese
in Oregon to set up a Chinese government.
The political supremacy of the colorsd
people does not necessarily follow the as-
sertion of their right to vote for members
of Congress. The Federal Election Bill goes
no further than that. The Federal Election
Bill does not require colored voters to vote

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THE WASTE OF MONEY.

The Grand Jury declares that the rev-
enues of the city are sufficiant for its needs,
and proceeds to show that nearly every de-
partment is in a Jamentable ecndition. The
inference is that there is criminal waste in
the use of the city’s money. Pubtlic build-
ings are allowed to fall into decay; the
Morgue is in a horrible condiiion of negleet ;
the County Jail is unfit for the purpose to
which it is devoted; the Keceiving Hos-
pital i3 in a better conditlon, but is not
what it should be; the City and County
Hospital has thirty patients to one nurse;
the House of Correction is not fully utilized,
but is well kept: the Industrial School has
cne salaried oflicial for five inmates, which
makes it a somewhat expensive boardimg-
house for young people; the Fire Depart-
ment is deficient in many respects, and so
on through the list of publie institutions.
In view of the fact that appropriations are
prenounced sufficient, there must be a leak-
age somewhere.

BURIED ALIVE.

Two thoughts naturally oceur to the ordi-
nary mind in conneetion with death. One
1s the juture of the spirit, the other the con-
dition of the bcdy. When the question of
cremation was under discussion the other
day, a proniinent man, not given to morbid
apprehension, said he had not wuch choice
between burial and cremation; the only
thing that gave him concern was the possi-
bility of being buried or burued while in a
trance. Probably a great many peopls ex-
perience the same dread. “They would like
to be assured that they will not be pro-
nounced dead until consciousness has gone
never to return through the medium of the
body. A non-professional view of thie pre-
mature burial problem is that consciousness
could not long remsin after the body is in-
closed in modern coffins. Air is necessary
to life, and the supply in a coffin would soon
be exhausted. The sensational reports
given from time to time of the horribie suf-
ferings of persons buried alive are, there is
reason to believe, oftentimes imaginary.

THE OUTLINES OF A PLOT.

The Los Angeles Témes apparently has not
unlimited confidence in the political straight-
forwardness of Governor Waterman. The
Legislature of California will meet on the
5th of January and the Times observes that
the inauguration of Governor-elect Mark-
ham is not to take vlace until the 8th, three
days after. In these three days considera-
ble business can be done by a strictly busi-
ness Guvernor. The Times outlines the
thines that way be done in the following:

T00 MUCH MMONEY.

A local contemporary takes exception to the
statement of an interior journal that there
can never be too .ivch money, and cites as
an instance of tco much noney the Confed-
erate issue ol paper currency. Writers on
finance should distinguish between money
and paper currency. The interior journal
which a city contemporary corrects did dis-
tinguish between the two, and it doubtless
referred to real money when- it said that
there cap never be too much money. Of
paper cuarrency there may, easily be too
much. Whenever currency falls in market
value below the coin it represents there is
too much of it. The difficuity with the gold
standard is that it does not furnish enough
money to mainiain public confidence in its pa-
per currency. The remedy liesin making more
real money. As the supply of gold is lim-
ited there is an abselute necessity to convert
silver buliion into money.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

The efforts of the Czar to crush out Nihilism is
making existence very uncomfortable for the
Térrorisis in Russia. Perhaps the most sensa-
tional of all the cases tried recently before a
section of the Senate was that of Sophie Guenz-
burg, Stollanofsky and Friefeld, civilians, and
Dooshefsky and Crolchko, artillery officers, all
of whom were suspected of working to the same
end with her, sbe belng charged with having
placards in her possession annvuncing the death
of Alexander 1IT and with having one or more
bombs ln her apartment. BShe, Stoilanofsky and

Friefeld were couvicted aud condemned to be

hanged, although the tribunal recommended
commutations of sentences in behalf of the two
men. Sophie Guenzbuig is described as a girl of
rare beauty, keen mind, careful edueation, un-
bounded pride and amaziug enthusiasm. She
was borp in a Southern Russlan village twenty-
one years ago, her father being a considerable
lana-owner. Unable to obtain at home the de-
sired instruction in medicloe and civil govern-
ment she was educated at Berne, but on return-
ing to Russia she was Interrupted in her work
aund threatened with arrest. She again made her
home in Switzerland, where In response to a
query Liebknechi the German Social Democratic
leader, on being asked whetber he advised the
use of force In political emergencies, told her it
was unnecessary in Germany, where bloodiess
revolution was possible, but * in Russia, where
all is so black, it is the only hope.”” Early last
year she returned to Russia with a mass of
revolutionary literature, and resorted to various
expedients to becodwink the authorities. Re-
cently, while shopping, she forgot a littie hand-
bag fllea with revolutionary pamplilets, which
was turned over to the police, the result being
her arrest and speedy conviction as a chiet actor
in a plor to Kiil the Czar. Many of those who
have interceded in her behalf fear that the dread
sentence will be executed.

Among the items in the Fortifieation Bill,
which appropriates $4,478,803, are $1,000,000
for the eonstiuction of gun and mortar batterles
for the defense of New Yoik, San Franclsco,
Bosten, Hampten Roads and Washington;
$100,000 for the purchase of submarine mines
and necessary appliances tv operate them for
closing the channels leadaing to our priacipal
seaports; $100,000 for needaful casemates and
cable galieries to render it possible to operate
thie submarine mines; $16,000 for improvements
at the torpedo station at Yerba Buena Island;
§500,000 to secure sites for fortifications and
sea-coast defenses; $70,000 tor finishing and as-
sembling 8-ineh, 10-inch and 12-iuch steel sea-
coast guns from forgings procured under the
Fortification Act of 1888; §100,000 for steel
armor-piercing projectiles Ior sea-coast guns;
$1,000,000 for the purchase of oil-tempered and
annealea steel for high-power coast-defense
guns; $164,000 for gun-carriages; $7560,000 for
Improvements and machinesy at ilie army-gun
factory, Waterviiet Arsenal, ana $100,000 for
experiments of the Board of Ordnance and Forti-
fication. It is particularly piovided that the
material shall be of Awmerican manutaeture, ex-
cept when It is to the interest of the Government
to make purchases in limited quantitles abroad.

Chairman Farquuar of the Iiouse Committee
on Merchant Marine ana Fisheries, in submii-
ting the pew Subsidy BIlll, presented a report
which explained thal regarding the distizetion
made in favor of vessels performing voyages of
1000 miles or less, these will be maluly to ports
in the West Indies, Mexico and Central America.
Over sevceuty and under 500 miles the bounty
will be 10 cents, regardless of the exact distance
salled; over 500 and under 1000 miles it will be
20 cents, withoutl regard to precise weasure-
meut. As to the distinction in favor of steam
vessels above eleven knots’ speed and the pro-
portioning of puayments to speed above that rate,
it is Intended thereby to induce tbe building of
larger and swifter steamers thag now compose
our steam marine. °**As 1o the limit of 7000
miles,” it adds, “it was deemed the minimum
proper to be pald in the eriginal biil, and it may
not be sufiicient to encourage the bullding of
large sail ships for the Paeific Coast grain trade,
but may do to begin with, If Insufficient to re-
gain our share of the trade, the amount may be
Increased at a future time.” It is esimated that
the payments under the bill the first year would
aggregate §2,109,880.

While Grant’s desire to secure the annexation
of Santo Domingo to this eountry may not be
gratified it seems probable that a portion of ihe
1sland will shortly come under the eontrol of the
United States Government as a coaling station.
There are two places avallable, Samana Bay and
Mole St. Nicnolas. While the harbor of Mole St.
Nicholas has been recommended by Admiral
Gherardi and otber naval oflicers Secretary
Tracy is said to be opposed to it as entirely un-
fitted for a naval rendezvous in case of war. The
narbor is only a small pocket for ships and in
case of a hurvicane a vessel is liable to be diiven
on the rocks. President Hippolyte, however,
early in 18588 agreed to enter intoa treaty plae-
ing the haibor under the control of our Govern-
ment; but has tfailed to carry out the compaet,
It 1s suid that Blaive has now taken an active
band in the affair aua that Minister Douglass is
trying to gain the desiied advantage.

Representative Langston believes the negroes
themselves will work out 1be race problem.
“The negroes,” said Lie, **are tooking less to the
white politieians for assistance and are doing
more for themselves. They are leavieg the
South and making their homes in ail parts of the
ceuntiy, not in large paities, not iu a manoer to
atltracl altention, but one at a time, each of his
own volition, inspired by a desire to work out
bis own foriuue, In the fairthest outposts of the
West, in the extieme North and East, they are
Lecowing more numerous day by day. They are
finding homes in every part of the country.”

The reorganization of the Argentine debt is a
problem that some shrewd financiers are wrest-
ling with. Tue national obligations alone
amount to §131,000,000, withh an iuterest charge
of §7,600,000. Then there are the provincial
debts of almost egual magnitude, enormous
Issues of cedulas or land mortgages aud the re-
cent Buenos Ayres water worss bonds. The
population of the republic is only 1,700,000, and
they are taxed beyoud their ability to endure.
The chances are, however, that the British
boud-holder is doing most of the worrying.

Circular Relative to the Clipping of En-
velopes.

Postmaster Backus has received the fol-
lowing ecireular from N. M. Brooks, Super-
intendent of Foreign Mails, Washington,
D.C.:

The attention ol the department having been
callea to the clrcumstante that the malls re-
cetved in this country from Mexico contain nuo-
merous evvelopes addressed for delivery in the
Uunited States sealed, but with the corners
clipved off, upon which postage was prepaid at
origin at the raie appiicable only to uusealed
packages of “printea matter,” I have to inform
You tbat the envelopes in question are “elosed
agalost inspection” aud are not “so wrapped or
inclosed that they may be readlly and thor-
oughly examined.” 7Tley are, by the provisions
of puragraph a, Article I, and paragraph b, Ar-
ticle 11 of the Postal Convention belween the
United States and Mcxico, excluded [rom ibe
mails unless at leasti one full rate of letier post-
age (5 centavos) was prepaid on each as shown by
the Mexican postage s amps affixed therveto.

In 1hese circumstances the losimaster-Gen-
eral directs that for the future the euvelopes in
question be treasted as unmailable matter when
1eceived at your office in the mails from Mexico,
and that they Le returned by 1he first opportunity
direct to the Mexican exchange oflice which dis-
patched them, muked to show tbat thelr dis-
patch 10 this counury was in coutravention of
Articles I and 11 of the convention because they
were closed against inspection and were not pre-
pald one full rate of lelter postage.

MEDICAL PROGRESS,

“The recent discuveries of Dr. Koch,”
says Dr. Lawler of the Quarautine Office,
“‘have impressed more strouglyjupon me that
neariy ail sciences have made a much more
rapid progress than that of medicine. After
ail these centuries of practice and experi-
ment there is not a single specific known to
tire niedical profession. What I mean is,
that we have ot a single drug or compound
that may be relied on if administered to
produce a certain result.  Quinine is the
nearest approach to it, and yet its effects on
various individuals are widely at variance.
It is supposed, for instance, to possess cer-
tain qualities that will reduce the tempera-
ture ol a feverish patient, and while 1t will
generally do so, it often has the opposite re-
sult and wiil throw a patient into a raging
tever.”

Charles Sonntag thinks he has the laugh
on bis fellow-Directors in the State Prison
Commission. Serving with him are three
widely known attorneys — Pat Reddy,
Lobert T, Devlin and Joseph Craig—and
they are the subjects of Mr. Sountag’s
werriment.

Censorship of the Press.

Under the lottery law framed by Congress and
the instructions given by the Postmaster-General to
his subordinates throughout the country, thereis
serious danger of encroachments on the liberty of
the press that should be rebuked and opposed by
the newspapers of the country without regard to
party lines.

These Postmasters are instructed to act as censors
and Inspect all second-ciass matter, and whenever
the Postmaster finds, what he considers unlawful
matter, or even suspects that articles are of that
character, he is authorized to suppress the publica-
tion and refuse it passage through the mails.

This dangerous innovation is claimed under the
specious pretext of suppressing lotiery advertise-
ments, and so far the public seems to acquiesce
without a protest against this new assumption of
power. If this step meets with popular favor then
the next move will be to examine first-class matter»
breaking the seals of leiters in search of contraband
publications or writings. If that be accomplished
then we will rapidly forget the Louisiana State
Lottery in the muititude of grounds upon which
these Postmasters can act as censors of press and
people.—Lexington (Ky.)
