THE CaLL asserts that the bare possibility of
the Democials getting iuto power has competled
business wes to puttheir houses iu order—by
goiug into baukrupicy we suppose. The busi-
ness of ithe eountry must be rather rotten if it
cannol siand government in a republic by the
majority., The CarLpn seems to think that mi-
vority ruie Is 1he thing to make trade lively.

Of ccurse Tor CALL asserts nothing of
the kind. THE CALL does, however, think
th:t under the rule of the Democratic
pariy prior to the Rebellion, when the South
virtually had free trade, the price of labor
was not more than from one-half to two-
tlirds what it is at present. The trouble
wi'h the public generally at the present
tinie in the United States is that a few men
heve controlied legislative bodies by the use
of mouney. In otier words, thev have cor-
ruptly influenced members of the Legisla-
ture and Supervisors in our cities to pass
faws and ordinances by bribery. Instead of
legislative business being managed in the
interests of the people, they have been con-
trolled, to a certain extent, in the interests
of men wiho have their millions. Money
used in rominating conventions has influ-
enced such men as Buckley, and candi-

a:

~dates have been elected to office who were

totally unfit. We have seen large fortunes
suddenly accumulated by a few men
through trusts and other combinations.
Here is whbere the difficulty originates.
These men obtain advantages, hence they

“accumulate great wealth. The inhabitants

of the United States as a whole are very
rich, but a few men after all have a laige
vo:tion of the money of the country. When
overtrading bhas been carried on for a few
vears and a slight stringeney occurs then
nearly all of the money is locked up. Busi-
ness men cannot obtain it, hence failures
take place. If there were no such extraor-
dinary fortunes, which have been accumu-
lated by fraudulent syodicates, etc., there
weuld be less failures. Fifty or one hun-
dred persons in New York, who have ep-
ricbed themselves by means of various
frauds, can make money scarce at any
time; but if the coinage of silver could have
been stopped we may imagine how much
worse the finances of the country would
now be.

AMERICAN MONETARY

ENCE.

CONFER-

Presidest Harrison has issued a call for a
meeting of the International Monetary Com-
mission at Washington on the first Wednes-
day in next Janvary. There has not been a
time since 1872 when the conditions were so
fivorable toward good results from this
cenference as at present. The existing
financial difiiculties have praectically demon-
strated the necessity of an increuase in the
metallic money of the world. Gold is passed
fiom hand to hand among the great banks
of Eurcpe and America to enable them to
make a show of cash. When one bank has
passed a crisis it hands over its go!d to an-
other and that to a third, - The more gold is
carted around in this way the greater the
l:ck of confidence. England, which assumes
to be the financial center of the world,
saved its credit by putting an embargo on
the export of gold and borrowing from its
neighbors. All the American nations meet
under these conditions to consider measures
to establish a common silver dollar which shall
be a legal tender in each country, and other
weasures to establish silver as the money of
the countries. It is not at all improbable
that before the conference acdjourns the
United States will have passed a bill en-
tering upon some new policy in relation to
silver coinage. The American Commission
can therefore proceed on the assumption
that it is mapping out the policy the whole
financial world will finallv adopt.

>

BEHIND 1HE AGE.

The Grand Jury’s report is pronounced
Ly one of Buckley’s organs to be *‘miles be-
hind the age.” One proof of its silurianism
is found in its condemnation of the poultice
pavement. Probably this condemnation
touches the Buckley organ in a tender spot.
The poultice ring promised well at one

time. When the Supervisors had by resolu-
ticn doubled the cost of laving stone pave-
ments there seemed a prospect of a harvest
for the poultice combination. But the Buck-
ley organ should look abroad. San Fran-
cisco is not the only city which has con-
demned the poultice. A New York journal
complains that *‘horses slip and slide on
them in a most distressing fashion,” and
that **falls are of entirely too frequent oc-
currence.” This objection to the poultice i_s
apart from the common objection that it is
a short-lived pavement at best, and con-
stantly in need of repair, and costs en-
tirely too much as ordered laid in this city.
In one respect the Grand Jury’s report is
behind the age—it does not recommend an
issue of bonds to make improvements cof
which private rarties get the principal
benefit, :

STREET COMMISSIONERS.

There is a combination of men in this cily
without distinction to party to secure the
opening of streets through private property
in advance of a public demand for such en-
terprises. That San Franclisco will at some
future day cover ten miies of the north end
of the peninsula from ocean to bay is among
the things we consider certainties. DBat
there is mno hurry about pushing streets
through this at present unoccupied terri-
tory. The method of doing this work is
worse perhaps than the work itself. The
first thing is to create a lot of cffices and
appoint men to fill them. The Grand Jury
made brief reference to this practice. Pre-
cisely how many men are now living upon
salaries paid for work which they propose
to do a year or two hence is unknown. The
first thing done in the way of extending a
street is to appoint a board of commission-
ers at handscme salaries. The machinery
which the schemers want is a board ef pub-
lic works. A board of public works with
absolute powers would pat these so-called
much-needed improvements through in
short order. Pretty much all the men
who bave purchased land between the city
and the Pacific Ocean, extending several
miles toward the main land, have set their
hearts on a board of public works., Mean-
time, according to the Grand Jury, there
are many public institutions in the city
proper which need looking after. It will
take two or four years of honest administra-
tion to put these neglected public institu-
tions into decent condition.

THE sUBSIDY BILL.

There is a prospect that the Steamship
Subsidy Bill may become a law, though this
is the short session. The committee has
agreed upon the details, and the friends of
the bill rather than have it fail will prob-
ably refrain from jeopardizing it by insist-
ing on amendments. What the country
wants is to place our mercantile marine on
an equal footing with the mereantile marine
cf Great Britain, France and Germany, and
it is pot particularly concerned atout the
way it is done, if it is done. Whether the
old idea of calling a subsidy an allowance
for carrying the mails, or the new idea of
calling it a subsidy, conditioned upon the
right of the Government to press the vessels
receiving it into its service in case of war is
best, people are not concerned to inquire,
What they wan! is that inducements shall
be held out to place steamers on the berth
between American ports and foreign ports.

Now, on the question whether the United
States wouid be benefited, as a whole, by a
new develcpment of our mercauntile marine,
such as would follow the passage of the Sub-
sidy Bill, we, in San Franeisco, are in a po-
sition to judge. Tbis 'is the only great
American seaport fscing the Pacifie. Itis
from this port that foreign nations on the
Pacific sbeould naturally receive the goods
they Luy alroad, and to this port that they
should send their surplus preduce. Propin-
guity cught to insure this result. But, in
fact, our trade with these nations is far less
than that of Great Britain. For instance,
according to latest returns, Peru imporis
$865,000 from the United States and $3,489,-

0CO fr om England, and ships $509,060 to this
country against §7,981,000to England. Chile
imports 40,600 from the United States

against §£20,463,000 frem England, and ex-
ports 82 450,000 to the United States against
abeut £:5,000,000 to England. China imports
merchandise invoiced at 30,302,000 taels from
England and 3,145,000 from this couniry.
She exports geods worth 16,700,000 taeis to
England and 8,962,660 to this country. Japan
sends more merchandise to this country than
to England, #s the Eunglish have never been
consuwmers of Japan tea, but she imports
§25,6¢3,000 worth of goods from England as
against £5,673,000 from this country.

Oppouents of subsidy billsaccount for the
inferior position of Americans in these
foreign countries by stating that our manu-
facturers do not care to make the goods
these foreigners want, nor to sell them on
the long credits they require, But it is evi-
dent that these are seeondary causes. The
main cause of the difference is the fact that
in every foreign port England has four
steamers to our cre and owing to the sub-
sidies granted by the British Gbvernment
the British vessels can afford to underbid
us in freights. People ship their produce in
the vessels which sail oftenest and charge
least for freight. They buy their goods from
the nations with which they are in elosest
commercial intercourse. 1f we had as many
vessels at Valparaiso as the English have,
and they charged the same price for freight
as the Euglish steamers charge, we should
get a larger share of the foreign trade of
Chile, because San Francisco is nearer Val-
paraiso than Liverpool is. And the multi-
plication of our merchant steamers in the
port of Yokchoma would bave the same
effect on the foreign trade of Japan.

Twenty years ago there was no steamship
line between Venezuela and the United
States and our commerce wilh that repablic
was only £3,300,000 out of a total of $28,000,-
000. A few years ago a steamship line was
laid on from New-York and now the Ameri-
can share of Venezuelan foreign trade
amounts to $13,000,000, nearly one-half of
the whole.

A BAD BANK FAILURE.

The banking-house of S. A. Kean & Co.,
Chicago, has closed its doors. Within ten
days the bank had paid out about $200,000,
and the managers thought the time had come
to quit paying deposits. The bank had
plenty of securities, it was said, but just at
the present time they are nct marketable.
1t appears, however, that liabilities amount
to £1,400,060, while assets only approximate
$1,353,600. Liabiiities never shrink, but as-
sets sometimes do. In the present case as-
sets are Iargely in the form of land scrip,
the market value of which is variable. It
appears zlso that the banking firm bad de-
posited £800,000 of their best sccurities with
other banks for lcans. The deposits,
amounting to $300,000 or thereabouts, are
thus left unprotected, or protected only by
the lard scrip. Admitting this statement
to be correct, the Kean bankers would seem
to have been doing a large business on little
or no capital. Their available funds were
the deposits. They would have gone along
nicely for some time longer if tue depositors
l:ad not shown a disposition to take charge
of their own money. 1his is what is called
a lack of confidence, We are constantly
assured that there would be no finanecial
trouble if the public would only let their
money lie in the vaults of the banks. The
public will not be greatly surprised to
learn that the proprieter ¢f the bank and
his cashier have vbeen arrested for receiving
deposits while the bank was kuown to be
insolvent. The bank managers must have
known that their sole capital was their
credit. With a deficiency of 50,000, to say
nothing of the depreciation of securities,
they might reascnably have anticipated that
a time would come wher the depositors
would be inspired with a lack of confidence,
Of course, people will be expected to sympa-
thize with Mr. Kean. He appears to have
been cruelly interrupted in a very profitable
business, It is intimated that he has private
property which 1s not liable fur the debts of
the bank, Men who do a large banking
business cn credit are generally gifted with
suflicient foresight to suggest the policy of
putting some of their profits where creditors
cannoi get them when the period of l:ick of
confidence sets in. In view of such failures
as this the utility of financial panics becomes
apparent. There needs to be an occasional
settling day when financial frauds arecalled
to account. An insolvent bank might go on
for years making money cut of the depesits
and putting the profits where depositors
could not reach them if it were not for these
periodical ; anics, When business is good
the banker argues that the profits are law-
fully his, but when losses oceur, if he has
taken good care of the prefits, the creditors
have to suffer, 3

TARIFFS AND TREATIES.

Senator Sherman has introduced a bill
providing that all existing treaties at the
date of the passage of the McKinley Tariff
Act shall not be interfered with. The bill»
or amendment to the act is supposed to have
especial reference to the reciprocity treaty
with the Hawaiian Islands. Under the old
tariff sugar of low grade was admitted free
from the islands. The same grade of sugar
from other foreign localities was taxed at
the rate of about two cests a pound. Under
the new tariff the tax on-all foreign sugar
of the same grade is removed. Hawaiian
planters are therefore ylaced by the new
tariff on the same footling as other foreign
planters. The bounty which is paid to
American producers of sugar will not of
course be paid to the producers of Hawaiian
sugar. The precise object of Senator Sher-
man’s amendment does not appear in the
brief mention of it made in Washington dis-
patehes. The stipulation that existing
treaties at the date of the passage of the
McKinley act should not be interfered with
would, in the Hawaiian Island case, be in-
operative, The existing treaty provided that
Hawaiian Island sugar should be admitted
free. The McKinley tariff puts all foreign
sugar on the free list, The reciprocity treaty
with the islands will still exist, but its con-
ditions are rendered valueless by the fact
that all other sugar is admitted on the same
footing. It is not probable that Senator
Sherman wili propose to indemnify the Ha-
waliian planters for the especial advantage
the treaty given them under the old tariff by
including them among the sugar-producers
to whom a bounty shall be paid. If the dis-
tinguished Ohio Senator bas any such pur-
pose in view he should submit it in the form
of a bill and take note of what becomesof it.

EDITORIAL NOT%S.

How to make money is a problem that is daily
racking tbe Dbrains of miliions of men. In the
daily walks of life are encounterad those whose
suceess is phenomenal and the story of whose
exverience is often stranger than fiction, for the
goddess of Inck—if tuere is such a personage—
plays the queerest antics and indulges in strange
freaks and fancies. The Chicago Herald In re-
counting the odd experiences of some of the
“ Windy City’s ”  business men, whose dauntless
energy and good luck bave won the title of
‘* Merchant Priuces,” presented some odd con-
trasts. A young man of 32, who employs 200
men and at bis Immense store keeps a stock
large enough to furnish balf of the bomes of a
good-sized city, owed his stait to a lucky bid at
an auction where experienced dealers, deeeived
by bis boyish looks, allowed him to get away
with 2500 yards of carpet for 17 cents a yard.
He believed in the use of priuters’ ink, iuformed
the people in an advertisement where they could
get a bargain, and in a few days made a profit of
$1000, which sent him on the road to prosperity.
Another young man with slender capital 1ossed
up a copper to decide bis future avoceation, and
fate deecided in favor of the shoe business, in
which the energy of himseif and partuers won
phienomenal success. Three real-eslale search-
ers, burned oat at the great fire, saved part ot
their records, Alone they were of no avail, but
combined they estabiished iu uearly every in-
stauce a complete chaln of recoid. They com-
bined, mwade money, and the autborilies were
glad to secure a copy of their records at thelr
own figure. A man whbo drove a wagon for
years, making cnough to keep the wolf from the
doer, one day coneeived the idea that there was
mouey in ao establishment for supplying bar-
bers, and now has one of the largest houses
of ke Kind in Amerieca. These are but a
few of the cases meuntioned. Tlhrre are quite a
number fu this citly whose risa at the wave of
Foituoa’s wand to sudden eminence, wealth and
position was equally if not more remarkable.

The passage of Lhe Printing Deficiency Bill by
the Senate reminds one of the fact that Uncle
Sam runs the most extensive publisbing-bouse in
the couniry. Over a miilion books, printed and
published at Government expense, were sent out
fromn the House folding-reom duiing the first
svssion of the present Congress, and not less

+han half as many more weie sent out from the

Senate foiding-room. Euach member is furnisbed
wiih a catalogue, covering uineteen pages, giving
the names of the ditferent books to which be is
entitied by virtue of his office, aud each title
represents perhaps hundreds, perhaps thousands
of volulbes. Of the agriculturat reports alene
400,000 are published aunually and divided
among the members. The publications fuclude
besides the laws and the Presidenl’s messages
reports of the departments ana bureaus, works
on explorations under Government auspices and
works on entomology, ethuology, foresiry, as-
tronoipy and geclogy. There are several works
on Alaska, several accounts of Arcuc cruises,
books on foreign relations and international law,
4n inlinite number eof volumes ou fish and
volumes of eulogies on all the members who
have died in the service. Some members dis-
tribute not only their quota among their con-
stituents put also buy or trade for as many more
Lo secure the votes of honest farmers.

The fortification of Copenhagen, that has suf-
fered so scverely during the last two centuries
from the effcets of fires and bombardments, Is
agawr the question of the day in Denmark.
While the Goverument i3 in favor of the under-
takiug, there is a large majority of the national
legisiators opposed to it, owing to tke belief
that such a movement would provoke the hostil-
ity of Germany. Tuere seems little ground for
this bellel, however, for General von Loe, one
of the German ecorps commanders, receutly
voiced the sentimenis prevailing in military
circles in the declaration: “We have got to
Lave a strong and indepeundent Denmark; for if
Denmark shouid prove uuable to defend hersell
the Freunch, in-case of war, would make Copen-
hagen tLe base of naval operations in the Baltie.
The country would be compelled to accept an
off nsive and defensive ailiauce with Francs,
which would make it necessary for us to cccupy
Jutland and Tunen.” The Danish capital was
strougly fortified until 1864, when the land
works were destioyed, although the citadel of
Frederikshavn and some ol the batteries on the
sea were left in a condition to admit of belng de-
fended in case ¢f an emergency.

The Naval Appropriations Bill as completed
provides for an expenditure of about $30,500,-
000. Amoog its provistons is an appropriation
for a new triple-screw prolected cruiser, similar
to Cruiser 12, the cost of which is limited to $2 ,.
750,000. In lis recent report Secretary Tracy,
in alluding to the Pirate, wuich the Cramps un-
dertook to construct for $2,725,000, declared
that in Cruiser 12 the deparument has souzht to
prodiice a vessel absolutely without parallel
among the war-ships of the world. The com-
bination here made unites a sufficient armament
with complete protection against light guus,
while at the same time the vessel will have a sea
speed and a coal endurance hitherto unknowu In
ships-of-war. She will be a match for the 10st
swift trans-Atlantic liner afloat to-day, carrying
any armament of which such a vessel is capable.
No merchant vessel that she meets, armed or
unarnmed, can escape from her. By meaus of her
machinery the enormous horse-power of over
20,000 1s developed, the ship being able to make
with one screw and one-third power 15 knots,
with two screws and two-thirds power 18 to 19
knots, and with three screws and full power a
maximuam of 22 knots.

What mirth and revelry wiil hover during the
Christmas bolidays aroutd the mountains of
mistletoe gathered from the apple oichards of
Normandy aud Brittany., One of the remarkable
efiects of the preparations for the season of joy-
ous festivity was lately manifested at the sea-
port villages of Saint Male and Granville,
Fraunce, where were gathercd vast quanltities of
mistleioe en route to Eugland to furnish the
usual sauppiy of this indlspensable article to the
young folks of Biitain, The amount gathered
tlis year bas been unusually large.

The death of Senator Edouard de Lafayette
reminds cne of the fact that the famous family
bas become extinet. It was only recently that
the old Senator, who was a bachelor, on being
twiited declared: “The family is all but dead
but what does that matter? Our name will be
forever associated wilii the greatest republicand
the most powerful nation the world has ever
seen—America.”

MEN ABOUT TOWN.

Stray Stories Picked Up in the
Hotel Corridors.

A Bottle-Chart of the Atlantic Ocean—Chewed
a Pistol-Barrel—Wheat-Growing No
Longer Profitable.

John Taylor, an old sea captain, who is at
the Commercial Hotel for a few days, hasin
his possession a “bottle-chart’ of the Atlantic
Ocean, which is about as unique a specimen
of its kind as could be met with in a sum-
mer’s day. It was printed in 1813, under
the auspices of the Government at Wash-
ington, and was the result of extended
observatiors made by officers of the United
States Navy. Prior to that time, it seems,

all commanders of men-of-war were
required, while on a voyage, to
amuse themselves at stated periods

by beaving bottles overboard containing
slips of parchment showing the latitude and
longitude of the ship at the time. These
bottles, driven by winds and currents,
would, after the lapse of months and in
some instances years, float ashore, and when
picked up the time and ylace of their arrival
would be noted. From these observations
the * bottle-chart™ was compiled. One
instance is cited of a bottle being cast into
the sea off the west coast of Africa which
was picked up among the West India
Islands, while another thrown near the
same spot drifted ashore on the coast of
France. In spite of these eccentric varia-
tious, however, it is probable that much
valuable information was thus gleaned rela-
tive to the ocean currents and prevailing
winds.

“The sight of an old pistol,” said & veteran
newspaper man yesterday, as he carefully
inspected an antiquated Derringer which had
probably seen service in the flush days of
’49, “always reminds me of a once well-
known San Francisco gambler who went by
the nawme of ‘Sick Jimmy’ Rodgers.

That the
issuing of §1,000,000,000 of treasury notes
and loaning it to the people, either dirsctly
or indirectly, at a low rate of interest would
lead to a wild clamor for credii, every
intelligent rson must admit. !l‘lmt no
system could be devised or its opera-
tion so guarded as to prevent par-
tiality and favoritism in its distribu-
tion, first to personal friends of the loaning
agent, next to Lis political associates, every
thoughtful man must foresee. That it would
create a teeling of helpless dependence upon
Government aid by those whom itis designed
to benefit, thereby relaxing their individual
effort, destroying their energy and self-reli-
ance and rendering them helpless mendi-
cants of Government charity, every observer
of human nature must know. That it wounld
lead to thriftiess improvidence, relying on
Government aid or Governmnent forbearance
Ly those whom it seeks to benefit,
and prove a curse instead of a Dbless-
ing, 1s so plainly_ evident that we are
surprised that the National Grangs s ould
allow itself to be carried away by the clamor
of those who hope to gain for themselves
public preferment by holding out a scheme
80 enticing to the iguorant or improvident
debtor and scheming specalator.”
