HOME-MADE OPIUM.

Molasses and Flour Mixed Sell
fer a Big Sum.

Interesting developments were made
yesterday during the preliminary examina-
tion, in Police Court 1, of George M. Wade,
charged with grand larceny at the instance
of Wong Woo On, a Chizese doctor.

Wade is accused of having grabbed a sack
containing $2400 in gold coin, a check ana
Lills from Wong Woo On’s safe at 766 Clay
street, and ran away with the treasure.

The defendant’s attorney stated in court
{'e:tetdny that this money bhad been paid
Vade by the Chinese for what was repre-
sented to be smuggled opiuw, but when it
was discovered that the material sold to the
doctor was only a worthless nitation of the
costly drug Wong Woo On ran to the bank
and canceled the check, saying that it had
been stolen with coin from his safe.

Louis Metson, the sailor who was arrested
bv Police Officer M. J. Conboy about a year
ago for smuggling thousands of dollars’
worth of opivm from a steam schooner into
the Chinese quarter, swore that he had sold
opium twice to Dr. On, the prosecuting wit-
ness, and that the big 1ot seized by Officer
Conboy at 714 Comuercial street was in-
tended for the doctor.

An expressman named Anderson testified
that he had delivered for Wade three lurge
boxes of upium weighing 200 pounds to Dr.
On at 776 Clay street. This was on the day
of the alleged robbery.

Leong Al Lam, manufacturer of opinm at
122 Waverly place, an intelligent Chinese
who speaks English fiuently, and who ad-
mitted a wide knowledge of money-making
schemes, testified for the defense. He said
that an expressman took three boxes of imi-
tation opinum weighing about 200 pounds
from his place of business for Wade. Lam
was paid §100 for the goods, which he said
were made of molasses and flour mixed 1o-
gether.= He considered $100 & fair value for
the stuff. The defendant had told him how
a Honotulu mercnant had cheated him
(Wade) and now he wanted to cheat the
trader,

Metson’s memory failed him about places
in the Chinese quarter, and he was taken by
a -policeman to different stores. While
awaiting his return Attorney Van Duzer,
for the defense, stated that Wade was given
the money, and because the material sold
was not good optum his client was arrested
and thrown into prisen without being
charged. It was two days later when «
charge of grand larceny was made on the
Chinese doctor’s complaint.

“Your Houor sees there is somethinz
crooked in this case,” continued the at-
torney.

“‘It looks that way,” replied the Court.

Tke dro!l answer in connection with the
circamstances created hearty laughter.

Van Duzer stated that Wade had been
acting for another party, and was innocent
of any knowledge of smuggling. He elaims
that the Chinese are guilty of perjury in
swearing to the complaint, and, if not, Waae
cannot be cenvicted anyhow of grand lar-
ceny. It is too late now for the Chinese to
accuse Wade of obtaining money by false
pretenses.

The case was continued till 2 o’clock
Tuesday sfternoon.
