A CASE OF KISSING.

HE IS A FOOTPAD.
Arrest of a Tonne Man Who I.eil a

Double Life.
In Andrew Ileucr, a young man, the de-

tectives have in the City Prison an indi-
vidual whom they consider a verydanger-
ous member of society. He is believed to
be the fellow who has been standing people
up at night with a revolver and robbing
them.

Last SaturdV Ileucr was sitting on a
bench In Union Square beside two young
men. After a while tho three became ac-
quainted and spoke familiarly with one an-
other. Heuer told them with s..me hesi-
tancy that he had an easy way of making a
livinc,and ifthey would joinhim they would
aoon have plenty of money. Then he said
he was stopping people ou quiet streets at
night and taking their money.

The two strangers conseulcd to join him,
and arrangements were n.ade to meet in the
square after dark. One of the young men
quietly informed Captain Lees, and Detec-
tives Seymour and Hanley were detailed to
watch at the rendezvous. Heuer was punc-
tual, but the other fellow did not meet him,
and then the detectives placed him under
arrest.

In tbe prisoner's pockets were found two
letters written on Russ House paper, st . ting
that he was about to commit suicide, being
frieudless, homeless and without means of
support The detectives are of the opinion
that the letters are "fakes." Heuer wrote
that he was born In1870 in Bavaria, and had
friends in four Eastern cities. He also had
a letter of introduction from the Y. M.C. A.
employment bureau to a Sutter-street res-taurateur, and also from a lady onVan Ness
avenue, who bad given him money.

Tbe Great Structure Across the American

River.

American River, above the Folsoni prison,
was laid to-day.

The great shutter which is to be placed on
the top of the dam and which willbe raised
or lowered by hydraulic rams at the water
in the^iver varies, will not be placed in
position untilnext season.

"Show me tbe California bouse that has made
money ou shipments of dried fruits to Hie
East?" exclaimed J.P. Thomas yesterday, as an
angry frown distorted hlicountenance.

"Ifone makes $100 en a car occasionally, a
rrjeotiou willdefeat bis proflts on ten cars. This
house lias received some pretty severe setbacks
from these business sneak-thieves. For Instance,
there Is lo Texas a concern calllugitself , 'The
LiveCommission Bouse.' As per its order, we
shipped them a car-load of potatoes. They re-
fused 10 receive them tor some cause, without
having Ihe grace to uotiry us of the fact, tue firstwe Heard ol It being through lbe railroad au-
tlioitiles. who sold the potatoes for freight.

"The fact that the car brought only about $40
less than the invoice price, although sold lvtlie

usual peiemptory manner, is evidence enough
that the goods were uot Ina very bad shape. Not
only does a rejection Hurt the snipper here, but
oue lejectiou Is usually followed by others on
the part or merchants who lecelve and pay for
their tioods, for they are unable to compete witli
the rejector of the fruit car, who has received a
rebate."

THE COMPLAINT IS GENERAL.
Tbla complaint of Sau Francisco's pioneer

pmato merchant is said to be one echoed by
eveiy fiu t-dealer ou the elty front. The method
pursued by Eastern meichauts Is one for which
there is practically no remedy. An order is re-
ceived by a California dealer to ship a car-load
01 diied fitilt loan Easieru house, lbe ordinary
contract provides thai the consignor shall be re-
-B|:onsiblo for ihe safety aud quality of the goods
until placed on the train, from wlilcli moment
the liabilityIs unified upon the consignee.

Au agreement lv which the consilium contracts
to deliver his meichandise In good condition at
tlie place of destination Is a rare one, as the
rales charged are limner. Usually therefore the
property in the merchandise passes trom Ihe
seller to the buyer on delivery Into toe hands of
tue railroad company, and uo mailer what the
faie of tlie tooUs the buyer rein uns liable. Not-withstanding tills tune-worn mercantile prin-
ciple, ifthe goods through any chauee are iu-
juied in transit, or in case ihe maikel has fallenso as lo cause a loss to tlie buyer, the latter ic-
jects the goods, throwing them upou the bauds
of.the railroad company to sell for freight

FUTILITYOF THE REMEDY.
The Injured merchaut iv this case das tils

remedy at law; but as the rejections take
place daily, and as the parlies are separaied by
hundreds of miles ana are in dlllereut Jurisdic-tions, the luliliiyof pursuing such a course Is
appaiem. There Is, theiefoie, but one alterna-
tive to siibiiiiul-.iK to tuts outrage, viz., closing
up shop and going out of business. In this way
the diy-tiuit trade, which is eanied ou In Sau
Fiauci-eo more extensively than anywhere el»e
Inthe United Slate-, Is constantly curtailed and
rendeiid iiuprolilable.

Che merchants of the Coast have passively
stood this outrage for many years, thinking Itmore piofllnble to use great discretion In the
choice of those Willi whom they irade and to
submit to fiequent loss ratln r than attempt any
plan of defeating It. At present, however, a
silong disposition isevinced to form a merchant'sprotective society, which would enable tbuso of
the city to cum blue ivsome scheme to defeat therejectors.

Hie plan discussed Is to place on a black list
all the so-called "chronic lejectors

"
and to re-

fine to trade wlih those whose names are so
black-listed. Many merchants leftise to ship
their goods until the price has been remitted iv
advance; hut as so muny aie lv favor of the
former plau itIs sale to conclude that us adop-
liou lvLilts neai fuluie is certain.
