A Veteran Who Has Gained Distinction
at the Bar.

A Distinguished Pleader and Brilliant
-"orensic Orat<ir.

Mr.Highton came to California in 1819,
at the age of 13.

His spare moments were devoted to the
study of the law, to which he applied him-
self with the resolute determination which
always insuressuccess. In18.W he removed
to San Francisco, and after serving for a
brief period as a journalist he resumed his
legal studies and was admitted to the bar in
1860. His career us a lawyer has been
marked by a long series of successes. De-
voted lo his profession, he has steadily de-
clined political preferment, and has been
rewarded for his constancy by many legal
triumphs. He confines himself to no special

branch of jurisprudence, but is equally suc-
cessful in civil as in criminal* practice,
although in the latter class of business ho
usually appears for the defendant.

He was sent to
St. Iguatius College and studied under the
able tuition of Fathers Varsi and *Neri,grad-
uating in 1875.

Having determined to become a physician,
he entered the medical department of the
University ofCalifornia, and after the usual
course received his decree, ln order to ac-
quire a practical knowledge of his profes-
sion Dr. Pescia spent several months subse-
quent to his graduation in the wards of the
City nnd County Hospital. Not content
even with this practical and theoretical
training he went to Europe resolved to ac-
quire the most thorough professional knowl-
edge and experience which could be ob-
tained ou the Continent. He visited suc-
cessively the hospitals of England, Ger-
many and France, and proceeding to Italy,
entered ihe Superior Institute of Florence.
The matriculation at tliis college requires
tlie possession of an Italian University de-
gree, and so strict are the reculations inre-
gard to admission that Dr. Pescia was not
permitted to become a member until he had
furnished undoubted proofs of his compe-
tence. The course at tlie Superior Institute
extended over a period of two years, and at
Its termination Dr. Pescia received his di-
ploniA, graduating first inaclnss of seventy,
a feat which proves the extent and sterling
character of his acquirements. His career
as a physician has been marked by the same
success which distinguished his college
course.

Dr. Pescia's political history began in18S5,
when his name appeared on the Democratic
ticket for School Director. His popularity
was evinced by the vote he received, which
was larger than that of any of his associates.
The ticket, however, was unsuccessful. His
candidature at the next election was more
fortunate and he was elected to the Board
of Supervisors, again receiving the largest
vote. In1888 he was triumphantly re-elected,
and he is honest and one of the most active
and capable members of the outgoing board.

A l'liyslclanof lll^lr Standing and Culti-
vated Tastes.

He himself was born in Montreal, but re-
ceived his education in Illinois, where bis
father, an eminent physician, was engaged
in the practice of his profession.

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GEORGK A.KNIGHT.

An Eminent Jury Lawyer Who Carved
His Own Way to Success.

George A. Knight, whose oratorical abili-
ties have won him recognition in every cor-
ner of the Golden State, Is a native of
Worcester, Mass. He came to California,
with his parents, at a very tender age, and
with them settled down inHumboldt Coujftf.
Ills education was commenced iv the#ttle

years and a half in the mines he moved to
San Francisco, where he has since lived
continuously. He has been engaged in busi-
ness in this city for the past twenty-eight
year*,and during this long period bas occu-
pied a foremost position in commercial cir-
cles.
