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A LUOK AT
STUTTGART.

A German Town in Which People
Are Mueh Like Americans.

Its Schloss Platz With Its Many Statues of Men
Kanown in History—The Big Uni-
versity at Tuebingen.

"W TUTTGART is about the most Jiva-
3.0 ble town, or the most habitable city,
2N ,:3 as you like, in Germany.

In the first place the climate does much
toward this end. The town is protected on
three sides by hills, on the fourth it opens
upon a suburb, Kanrstadt, situated on the
river Neckar, which here becomes navigable.
Hence, *‘es liegt im Kessel,”” as the Germans
say, and by reason of its lying in this nar-
row little hill-vordered basin, it does not
suffer from the cold and chilling blasts
which sweep over and through the cities of
the plain, such as Munich and Augsburg.

In the second place, the small cost of liv-
ing induces many foreigners as well as Wur-
temberges to come here to pass the winter.
Yet Stuttgart does not overflow with the
English-speaking people, as does Dresden,
for instance. One thing is noticeable, how-
ever, viz.: The large number of attractive
and contented faces seen, a circumstance due
perhaps in part to this lessened® cost ot liv-
ing.

It will be at once and correctly surmised
that the third reason for this livableness is
to be found in the many and varied educa-
tional advantages. They are as good as
those of the Saxon capital above mentioned.
The opera, however, is by no meauns as good
as it is there, though both music and drama
are very worthily represented kere as com-
pared with cities of the same size and rank
in other countries. They satisfy any one
not spoiled by the metropolitan attractions
of larger places.

The majority of travelers, too, will likely
unite in the judgment that Stuttgart is the
most beautiful of the German capitals, as
well as the most picturesquely situated.
The new Royal Palace isthe building which,
by reason of its size, if not of its hitectu-
ral merit, attracts the first attention. Its
interior, too, must be worth something,
aside from tl tions, for Napoleon said
it was the most habitable palace in Europe.
He ought to bave known, for he tried most,
whether they belonged to him or not.

posite to this the opera-house. The fourth
s de is occupied by what is known as the
Koenigsban, a long Ionic colonnade, the
magnificent portico to a building devoted,
the lower story to shops, the upper to exhi-
The eiicect
of the massive pile as seen from a distance,
however, gives the stranger the impression
that it can be nothing less monumental than
a court-house or museum. At all events it
recalls the idea of those edifices which must
have bordered the Roman Forum.

Adorning this Schless Platz are some re-
markable modern statues. In the middle
stands a column, sixty or seventy feet high,
surmounted by a gigantic Coneordia. On
each side aie exquisite fountains which,
appropriately encugh, are like those of the
Place de la Concorde in Paris. Then comes
the peopling of the place by splendid
bronze statues of pust rulers. The mar-
ble bust of the sculptor Dannecker is
quite the equal of tliese, and is a pleasing
contrast. In the adjoining square, really a
part of this, stands Thorvaldsen’s siatue of
Schiller, erected by the nation to adorn this
town, so associated with his youth., For it
was here at the Karlsschuie that Schiller,
when 16 years old, began his medieal stadies.
Here he wrote his first drama. Here he be-
came “Medikus” to a grenadier regiment at
18 tlorins a month. And from here the
young man, now 23 years of age, in whom the
voet hind becone stronger than the doctor,
deseried and fled to Maunheimm because his
liege lora had forbidden him ever again *‘to
write comedies or such like.”

‘The most interesting] adornment of this
Schioss Plalz, however, is the old Palace
stauding diagonally with the newer and ad-
Jacent buildings, asd so abutting but a cor-
ner tower into view. Albeit a bitgloomy, it
is one of the most picturesque buildings
going, with its great arcaded court, its grim
outer facades and its huge towers. It does
uot require much streteh of the imagination
to fancy doughty old Duke Christopher there
now. le must have matched the palace.
BTUTTGART POSSESSES NO MEAN GALLERY
That is if they made a boufire of nine out of
every ten pictures. The rest would then
form a very chcice collectiou. As to the
latter, there is" a grotesqueness about the
naming, though many mistakes have be=n
rectified. It seems that thas late King bought

a whole row of supposed Titians, Most of
them are, indeed, very remarkable and
beautiful pictures, but more modern

eriticism bas discovered themn to be Palmas,
Giorgiones and Bonifazios. And why not?
They ougiit to be still as valuable, for were
not these less-known artists as noteworthy
in their way as the mightier Titian? The
gems of the coliection, however, and also
of that in the library not far away, are
found in the works of Zeitblom, a German
painter of the Nuremberg school and living
in the age of Duerer. \Whatever restoration
may have done or spoiled, there still remaius
the marvelous meaning, realism and beauty
of that far-away thinker who painted and to
whom the histories of art have done scant
justice.

There Is no university at Stuttgart, al-
though there is a notable polytechnizal
school. The great University of Wurtem-
berg is net far from Stuttgart, at Tue-
bingen, the poet Uhlaod’s home. One thou-
sand to tnirteen hundred students are in
atiendance and the professorial list of the
unpiversity comprises nearly a hundred
names., The meaical and theological facul-
tics here are most prominent. Indeed, the
** Puebingen School” is known everywhere
among theologians. And what scholars,
such as Melanchtbhon, Reuchlin, Baur, this
university has numbered in its professors.
Very romantically situated is Tuebingen,

with it in this respect save Heidelberg.

fwo things are centinually impressed
upon the stranger in Stuttgart; one, that
he is in as essentially a court city as any,
the other that he is in the midst of a people
who seem more like Americans than any
other Germau race,

As to the court itself, it may or may n
be on its last lezs. However attached the
Bavarians or Wurtembergers may be to their
royal bouses it cannot be denied that in: com-
parison with that of Hoherzollern these are
decrepid. Indeed, to the friends of

THAT NOW IMPERIAL RACE,

As well as to the friends of Prussian cen-
tralization, or better, German uunity, it is
desirable that these subordinate royalties
cease holding too many strings of temporal
power. no matter upon how many heart-
strings they may play. Still there areenough
local fires to burn a long time yet.

But in spite of subo:dipation Stuttgart im-
presses one as being In its very essence a
court city. There is a certain effective group-
ing of royal buildings about a commion cen-
ter. From the New Pulace, indeed, a great
roval yark extends two miles right through
Stuttgart, if you please, to Kannstadt, and
then, when you are at that Neckar-town,
there are a series of roval if very charming
villas, the Berg, the Rosenstein, the Wil-
helma. At 12 o’clock every day it Is the
royal parade in the Schloss Platz, which
absorbs every one’s attention. Why, there’s
a royal proteciion 10 every endeavor and
charity! Stuttzart seems to exist but by
the grace of the King.

And vet, strange to say, even judged from
a republican standpoint, nowhere does this
pervasive monarciical sentiment and ex-
pression seem to be preposierous,out of place,
disagreeable. ‘T'here’s a comfortable assur-
ance about every one’s talk thatafter all the
thing’s quite right, at all events the best un-
der the circumstances. Possibly ono reason
for this responsiveness is thatthere has been
some genuine lookiug out for the enjoyment
and profit of the people. That tells in the
long run.

Itis then even stranger that this monarch-
jcally inclined folk should remind an Ameri-
can of his countrymen. The reason, how-
ever, is found in the prevalent and enlight-
ened industry, whether in the country in
the production of field and vineyard, or here
in this city, whose most prominent branch
of labor is that of publishing. Indeed
Stuttgart ranks only after Heidelberg in
this regard. The wide-awakeness of head
as well as hand industry naturally leaves
its inipress in the faces of the Stutrgarters.
They seem, as a clitss, more refined and in-
teresting than elsewhere. Young and old
seem more alive, impressionable, vivacions.
They are not apparently just going to sleep
nor just waking up. Indeed, one mi%lu go
further and say that with the possible ex-
ception of the Swedes the Wurtembergers
seem constitutionally readier to be assimi-
laied into America than any other race of
the Vld World.—Correspondence Clevelaud
Leader.

Since then, however, the lodze has been
highly prosperous, aud is now in a most
flourishing condition.

America was 105t
to Great Britain during his reign, T'o July
belongs the omyx, which excites melan-
chely and  vain terror to the wearer,
but fortunately the month also pos-
sesses cornellan,  which  cures these
evils and also secures success, particularly
in law suits. To Auvgust belongs the sar-
donyx, which brings riches to the wearer.
To September belungs the chrysolite. To
