DUEL IN OLDEN TIMES.

A Most Remarkable Combat in
= the Forest of St. Germain.

Le Coup de Jarnac That Was Given in the
Presence of the King—The Tool of a
Royal Patron. :

It was the summer 1547, and a great mul-
titude of people had assembled in the forest
of St. Germain to witness a spectacle that
was never again to be seen on French soil.
All Peris was there—nobles, merchants,
soldiers, artisans, black-robed lawyers,
students, priests; they had poured in thou-
sands out of the narrow, ‘crooked streets
into the fragrant greenwood. And among
them, says a writer in Macmillan’s Maga-
zine, were many gaunt figures in doublets of
a fashion a quarter of a century old,
mounted on lean and limping horses; pov-
erty-stricken nobles from distant provinces,
who had wandered out from their ruined
manors and empty granges, moved by.a
strange curiosity to look for once on the new
court and King.

For the King was there: it was in fact a
royal gnarrel that was to be settled on the
green sward in presence of those eager spec-
tators. And with him was Diane de Poi-
tiers, the pale woman, twenty years older
than the young soverign about whom she
had woven her mystlerious spells. It was
for Diane’s gratification that the chivalry of
France had gatnered under the great oaks to
assist at a duel between two combatants so
unequally matched that the result was a
foregone conclusion.

The courtiers of Francis I, headed by the
Duchesse d’Estampes, had considered a
woman of 40, captivating a Prince of 20 a
fair mark fer their wit. They had flung
their insults at Diane lightly for some years,
forgetting that kings do not live forever.
But the funeral ceremonies of Francis were
scarcely over before Diane took measures to
%rove to these imprudent peoplie that La

ieille, as they called her,was not to be rid-
iculed with impunity. ‘The Duchesse d’Es-
tampes was banished to Brittany, with a
twofold charge of heresy and treason hang-
ing over her.

Among the warmest friends of the Duchess
was a certain-M. de Jarnae, who had long
been destin to receive the blow aimead
actually at#Diane’s rival. Everything had
been in train for a long time. A year or
more ago the docile Henry had put into
circulation an odious slander about De
Jarnae, which came, of course, in due time
to the victim’s ears, when he exclaimed
hotly that it was an infamous lie, whoever
h:ad uttered it, Then it appeared that the
highest personage but one in the kingdom
was responsible for the story.

The Dauphin could not, of eourse, take
up his own quarrel; but he had no d.fliculty
in finding a champion. Francoisde Vivonne,
Seigneur dela Chataigneraie, begged eagerly
to be allowed to act for the Prince. The
King was applied to for permission to settle
tie matter uccnrding to ancient custom, by
wager of battle. Franeis refused the re-
quired permission, and for some months the
subject was dropped. Francis died in the
spring of 1547, and Henry had vbeen King
exactly three weeks when the Secretary of
State signed an Order of Council sumwmon-
ing De Jarnac to meet Chataigneraie in
judieial combat in three monhs’ time.

This eharacteristic institution of the mid-
dle ages had already be:ome haif obsuvlete.
The laws which regulated it were con-
demned for their barbarity even in that age,
which cannet be accused of being over-sen-
sitive to human sufferifg. They provided
that the combat should terminata only by
the death or surrender of one of the com-
batants, who in either case remained at the
absolute disposal of the victor. Chataigne-
raie was a man of seven or eight and twenty,
of widdle neight, square set, strongly built,
an athiete venowned for his surprising
feats of arms. He was something of a bully,
but no one cared to quarrel with him, for
his reputation both as a wrestler and swords-
man was well established, and he stood high
in the King’s good graces. De Jarnac was
older than his opponent, a tall, slender, del-
cate man, alittle wanting in perve, certainly
with no passion for fighting. I'hey had once
been comrades in arwms, and no oue knew
bettér than be Chataigneraie’s imimense su-
periority. He made one melancholy attempt
to arrange matters with Mme. de Poiliers,
who informed him coldly that the wine was
drawn and must be drunk, adding that the
Kipg was interested in the matter and

WOULD NEVER YIELD.

De Jarnae then began to attead to his soul
in preparation for death; but at the same
time he engaged an Italian swordsiman to
give him lessons in feucing, hoping very
faintly that the professional would be able
to teack him some new Dbetie which might
disconcert his formidable antagonist.

While De Jarnac was visiting various
churches and commending himse!f to various
saints Chataigoeraie was foing bragzing
about, says De Vieileville, in a manner in-
telerable to those who were not of his party.

The day fixed was July 10th. The lisls
were erected on the large and lofty plateau
of St. Germain. Pavilions nad been pitehed
for the grand people; the poor nobles from
the provinces lodged contentedly in the shade
of the forest trees. For the courtit was a
delightful sort of picnic, a sylvan festivity,
of which Diane was the cold, implacable
queen,

It was warm summer weather, and early
rising seems to have beemin vogue. At6
o ’clock in the morning, before the dew was
off the grass, ali was ready, and the specta-
tors in their places, the restless, excitable
Parisian jopulace pressing into every
available space, eager for a good view of
the tragedy. Among the lovkers on were
some whose nawmes are conspicuous in the
disastrous history of the next thirty years.
They sat trauquilly together, enjoying the
brighit sunshine and the fragraunt air.

1he heralds summoned the challenger to
appear, and Chataigneraie rode into the
lists, accompanied by Frauneis of Guise, his
sponsor, and 500 other gentlemen, all

ravely dressed in white and crimson. They
made the circuit of the lisis, saluted the
King aud Queen, and then Chataigneraie
returned to his tent.
dowe, unwilling to remain quite in the
background while Guise occupied such a
position, and sorry perbaps for De Jarnac’s
forlorn atiitude, offered o act as iis spon-
sor. The King peremptorily forbade his
cousia to confer so much henor on De Jar-
nae, whereat Vendome, indigoant at the
prohibition, arose and tovk his departure,
foliowed by the rest of the Bourbous. De
Jarnac had to fall back on M. de Boisy, the
Grand Equerry.

Then lLollowed a long delay in the pro-
ceedings. The challenged had the right of
choosing the weapons to be used in the duel,
and, according to a curious and highly in-
convenient custom, he was not obliged to
announce his choice till the day came. The
chatlenger had, therefore, to provide him-
self with a large mi-cellaneous collection of
arms, in order not to run the risk of finding
Limself without the appointed weavons at
the last moment. The serivus outiay thus
incurred was pronounced by cuntemporary
writers to be one of the worst features in
these affairs. Brantome, indeed, tells a story
of a poor but very worthy nobleman who
was put to such expense on a similar ocea-
sion that when the combat was over he was
obliged to juin the Order of St. John of
Malta, that he might not starve in his old
age. ‘‘Thus may a man save his life and
his henor,” is the writer’s plaintive com-
ent, *“only to live in indigenceand distress
ever after.”

De Jarnac’s professional fricnd had given
him some fencing lessons. What proved to
be of more importance was his discovery of
the fact that the redoubtable Chataizneraie
Lad, like other people, a weak peint. Au
old wound received at the siege of Canis, in
Piedmont, had left a slight stiffness in his
right arm.

The Duke of Guise generously erected a
handsome monument to his memory, with a
long inseription *‘in the antique Roman
mode,” narrating the virtues of his un-
fortunate friend, and adjuring the passer-by
not to let *one tritling defeat’” blot out the
mewnory of his many achicvements.

There were no more judicial combats in
France. They were forbidden a few years
later by the Council of Trent, and public
opinion supported the ecanon. But the in-
cident lefi a permanent mark uvon the Ilan-
guage of the pation, and the memory of it
i1s preserved iu the popular phrase—Le
Coup de Jarnac.

There is no
greater trial to a Franch lady going on a visit
to another land than having -to do- without
her professional hair-dresser. She can have
bis help once a day for about 40 franes a
month if he is to come in the forenoon, and
for about 70 franes if the visits are to be in
the evening. - it is far better for her to be
dressed in cotton than in silks and laces, if
with the former she has her hair done up
by him, whiist with the finer apparel she
has to trust entircly to her maid. The
femme de chambre has not the lightness of
hand or invention of the professional hair-
dresser, who dresses a few score of heads
daily, and varies his mode according to the
individual, and takes into account the toilette
which is to go with every coiffute. One
must have seen the transformatious capillary
artists work to believe in them. Aninstance
cecurs to me of an American lady fresh to
Paris. Coming here, she had her hair, which

He
raised and expanded the head so as to dwarf
the nose, and lightened and enlivened the
hair, bringing out it3 ournished tinges and
fine texture. Before he operated Le exam-

I kpow no sight more interesting than
that presented by a French beauty and her
belongi gs when she is being done up by M.
