SEA AND SHORE.

Report of the British Ship Tox.
* teth, From London.

Arrival of the Steamer Australia—Latest From
the Wrecks at Santa Rosalia—Mu-
tiny on the Carondelet.

Among the arrivals yesterday was the
British ship Toxteth, Captain Whiting, 146
days from London, with a cargo of general
merchandise for Meyer & Wilson. The
captain reports that off the Horn the ship
encountered a succession of northwest gales,
and was 25 days from 50° south in the At-
lantic to 50° south in the Pacific. Made
Piedras Blancas on December 19th, and had
to beat up to port against northeast winds.

Captain Whiting also reports that on Nc-
vember 224, in latitude 15° 52" south, longi-
tude I01° 25" west, Charles Scott, a native of
Wales, 36 years of age, fell from the lower
maintopsail yard on to the bridze leaaing to
the poup deck and was killed instantly. He
was buried at sea.

The weather was hazy at Point Lolos yes-
terday and the wind all day light from the
peoriheast. The Larometer read: At 8
o’clock in the morning, 30.15; at noon, 30.15;
at 5 o’clock in the afternoon, 30.09.

THE WRECKS AT SANTA ROSALIA.

Captain T. P. H. Whitelaw, the wrecker,
returned on Thursday evening from Santa
Rosalia, Mexico, and was on ’Change yes-
terday. Regarding the wrecked vessels,
Selene and A. Thiers, which he recently
purchased down there, the veteran- wrecker
says that their hulls are so badly damaged
that it would not pay to haul them off the
beach and repair them, and his wrecking
crew is now engaged in stripping the vessels
and saving the anchors, chains, rigging and
everything that can be salved.

The Selene had on board when she went
ashore 400 tons of coal and coke and 40
tons of copper matte and the Thiers had 500
tons of coal. This has been saved and
sold, the coal for §8 per ton and the coke
for $10. The vessels are high and dry, a
sand-bar baving formed around them by the
action of the waves, aud it is probable that
the hulls will be broken up and brought to
this eity and sold for old iron.

The steamer Australia, Captain Houd-
lette, arrived yesterday, seven days from
Honolulu, bringing: thirty-nine cabin and
fourteen steerage passengers. Among the
cargo she brought were 9344 bags sugar,
5208 of rice, 7090 bunches and 818 boxes of
bananas, one merry-go-round, 144 cases
betel leaves, thirty-three cases fruit and ene
box coin ($1520.)

MUTINY ON THE CARONDELET.

The ship Carondelet left Port Townsend
on Weduesday for Port Pirrie, Australia,
with 1,000,000 feet of lumber, valued at 811,-
360. On Tuesday a non-union crew that had
been shipped refused to obey orders, taking
umbrage at some action of Bovle, the cliief
mate. The men refused to turn to until he
was discharged and the assistance of a
revenue cutter was called and the men were
all placed in irons. They broke their irons
after the cutter left and tcok charge of the
ship. ‘Ube revenue cutter was again called
on and the mutinees wete itoned hand and
foot separately. Six volunteered to work
and were released and the vessel towed to
sea, the recalcitrant ones being still in
irons.

The steamer Jeanie, Captain Porter, ar-
rived yesterday, 11 days from Seattie, and
the steamer Empire, Captain Butler, 10 days
from Departure Bay. Both veéssels put into
Neah Bay on account of the recent heavy
gales on the coast, and were five days com-
g down frem there,

Captain Fuss of the man-of-war Sperber
unveiled a monument at Apia, Samoa, last
month to the memory of the men lost during
the hurricane on the Germau war-ships two
yvears ago. Consul-General Stuebel and all
the German residents in Samoa were pres-
ent at the cereniony.

BOUND FOR ST. VINCENT.

G. W. McNear bas secured the British
steamner Stratbelyde to lozd a full eargo of
wheat for St. Vipcent for orders. This is
the first steamer chartered for wheat load-
ing at this por t in upward of a year. The
last previous steamer for this purpose was
the Southern California, whicl sailed henee
for St. Vincent November 14, 1889, This
steamer was brought cut from Engiand for
the coual trade between British Columbia
and Wilmington, but was found unsuitable,
and was sold to parties in Europe and sent
back after having been here about two
years. ‘The Soutliern California was the
first steamer to leave this port for Europe
with wheat between Octlober 10, 1886, and
November 14, 1889,

In 1881-82 there were seven steamers
loaded and cleared from this port for Eu-
rope. One of these, the Escambia, capsized
in crossing the bar and proved a totai loss.
In November, 1882, the big steamer Silver-
town left this port with the largest eargo of
wheat ever tauken out. There was a wleat
steamer hence in 1883, two in 1884, one in
1885 and one in 1886. ‘I'he next was in 1889,
and the oue now chartered will not go away
until 1891,

Tne steamer Mexico sailed yesterday
morning for Guaymas and other Mexican
ports. She carried fifteen cabin passengers
and an unusually large cargo of merchan-
dise.

VESSELS IN TROUBLE.

A dispatch received at the Merchants’ Ex-
change yesterday from Port Townsend
says: The Helen N. Kimball, with lumber
from Humboldt, put in with cargo shifted
and loss of sails. Fart of the deck-load will
prebably have to be dischiarged.

The British ship Fort George, which ar-
rived late on Thursday night after a smart
passage of 124 days from Cardiff, exchanged
signals with the ship Earl of Dalhousie,
hence, in latitude 24° 13Z north, longitude
125° 5 west.

The trial trip of the new ferry-boat
Ukiab, owned by the San Francisco and
North Pacific Railroad Company, will be
wade on the bay to-day. She will have on
board a party of invited guests and will.
make the run to Tiburon and back.

The barkentine Eureka, from San Diego
for Grays Harbor, put into Grays Harbor
with loss of sails.

The ship Gleniinart, for this port, was
spoken on September 25th in latitude 37° 45
south, longitude 51° 28" west.

The steawmer Gaelic, hence, arrived at
Yokohama on Wednesday.

American violinist, who, a few morrths aga,
startled her friends bLoth in Europe and
America by suddenly engaging herself to
George Thurshfi-ld, a young barrister of
Lincoln’s Inn, and then sensationally run-
ning away on the eve of marriage. All
sorts of stories are told about Miss Carpen-
ter’s coquetry, but not a word of scandal is
breathed sgainst her. It is said that the
younger son of a British nobleman is pay-
ing her very flattering attention and that
be has hopes of wedding her and of in-
cidentally becoming her manager. When
Nettie ran awsy to escape the mar-
riage bonds she took refuge at the
house of Mr. Whistler. She has since been
chaveroned by the doctor’s wife. For a
while everything went smoothly. She had
spoiled love’s young dream, yet her spirits
were apparently as buoyant as youth, heaith
and pleasant surroundings could make them.
For tiddling for half an hour in the Albert
Hall or playing a couple of tunes at some
swell private concert in London Miss Nettie
got £100 a night and sometimes more. She
drove asmart trap in Hyde Park, and it
was quite a treat to see the piguant, inde-
rendent American in the Eromslon during
the late London season bowing to the dan-
dies and moguls of fashion, every one of
whom she knew and the majority of whom
had patronized ber.

During Nettie’s courtship it was observed
that her mother, Mme. Wesley M. Carpen-
ter, of the Villa Sarasanettie, Dieppe,
France, was conspicuous by her absence
from London. The fact that Mrs. Carpen-
ter, whno is the widow of Dr. Carpenter, the
weil-known microscopist, was still absent on
theeve of her daughter’s proposed wedding
excited still further gossip. It has since be-
come known that mother and daughter had
become estranged. Nettie 1s high spirited
and resented maternal control. Days would
elapse during which, though living under

the same roof; neither would speak a word,
One day Miss Nettie announced her inten-
tion of taking up her residence at the Mid-
land Grand Hotel, the host and host-

ess of which are her great admir-
ers. Nettle became, in a literal sense,
their guest. Of  late. as  stated

she has lived with the Whistlers, where her
lines fell in pleasant places. About two
months ago, however, her pursuit of pleas-
ure was interrupted in a most disagreeable
way. George Thurshfield turned up. In-
stead of the robust youth of six months be-
fore, Nettie saw a thin, puny boy, who was
apparently in the last stages of consump-
tion. They met at Dr. Whistier’'s house.
George almost forced an entrance, There
was a touching interview, but Nettie was
obdurate. George went away,and his part-
ing threat was that if Nettie did not marry
him he would shoot himself. He haunted the
neighborhood. A day or two afterward he
and Nettie met face to face on the street.
George said:

“*Come, I want you to go with me. We
will go to the drug-store. I have a preserip-
tion hiere which we must both take., It will
end my troubles and yours.”

Carpenter,
who was in New York, requesting her to
come atonce to London. Meanwhile Nettie,
moved by her former lover’s coudition and
afirighted by his threats that he would take
his life, had again promised him her hand.
George. was destined to another bitter, hu-
miliating disappointment, for when the
hour arrived for the marriage Nettie for the
second time backed out. Neither the tears
of the boy’s family nor the supplications of
the boy himself, nor the importunities of
her im mediate friends, could change her de-
cision. George, broken in health and spirits,
it is said, is uoinfI to Australia.—London
special to Chicago Herald.

A GREAT ARTIST.

Duke Lorenzo de Medici and the
Boy Michael Angelo.

One afternoon the Duke Lorenzo de
Medici, in walking through the garden,
came upon young Michael Angelo, who was
busily chiseling his first piece of sculpture.
The Duke saw in the stone the face of a
faun which the boy was copying from an
antique mask, but which, with his usual im-
patience of imitation, he was changing so as
to show the open lips and teeth. * How is
it,” said the Duke, drawing closer, **that
you have given your faun a complete set of
teeth? Don’t you know that such an oid
fellow was sure to have lost some of them ?”’
Michael Angelo at once saw the jusiice of
the criticism. Artists are not always ready
to receive adverse comment. Michuel An-
gelo himself was guick-tempered and hard
to move. A hot word to one of his boy com-
panions on a certain occasion brought so se-
vere a blow in the face that all truthful
portraits of Michael Angelo have since had
to show him with a broken nose. But the
Duke’s criticism was kindly given, and was
plainly warranted, and the young sculptor
could bardly wait until the Duke wa!ked vn
before beginning the correction. When the
Duke saw the faun’s face again he found
sowe of the teeth gone, and the empty sock-
ets skilfully ehiseled out.

Deliglited with this evidence of the lad’s
willinizness to seize and act upon a sugges-
tion, and impressed anew by his arustic
skill, the Duke made iuquiries, learned that
Micbael Angelo bad borrowed stone and
tools on bis own account in his eagerness to
begin sculpture (he was first set at drawing
iTom the statuary), and ended by sending
for the boy’s father. Tha result of the con-
sultation was that the Duke took Michuel
Angelo under his own special patronage and
protection, and was so well pleased after he
had done it that no favor seemed too great
to bestow upsn the energetic young artist.
Michael Angelo, then conly 15 years old, not
only received a key to the Garden of Sculp-
ture and an apartment in the Medici Palace
itself, but had a place at the Duke’s table.
In fact, a real attachment grew up batween
Michael Angelo and the Duke, who fre-
quently called the Loy to his own rooms,
when he would open a cabinet of gems and
intaglios, seek bis young visitor’s opinions
and enter into long and confidential talks.—
Alexander Black in January St. Nicholas.

ALONG THE RAIL.

A Southern Pacific Cut-Off Line
Ordered in Texas.

Rumored Changes in the Union Pacific.
Gould’s Traffic Combine— Earnings
of Railroads.

Concerning the latest railway project in
Washington, and one in which California
and Nevada capital is largely interested, the
Seattle Post-Intelligencer has to say the
following:

The object of the Stanley, Cascade and East-
ern Road, newly incorporated, is to construct
and operate a 1ailway from Stanley, in Pacific
County, to or near Norih Yakima, Wash., by
way of the Cowlitz Pass, tapping the magnifi-
cent beds of anthracite coal in the eastern por-
tion of Lewis County, and which the promoters
of the company have secured. The principal
place of business is at Cheballs and the time of
existence of the corporation iIs placed at Lifty
years, with a capital stock of $3,000,000, con.
sisting of 60,000 shares at $50 each. The
names of the first Board of Directors are: H. M.
Yeringion of Nevada, President of the Carson
and Colorado; W. C. Whithorpe, Congressman
from the Seventh Tennessee District; R. J.
Laws, Assistaut Superintendent of the Carson
aud Colorado; O. B. Gentyand J. Y. Coffman of
Chebhalls. Closely allied to this company, and
substantially the same In coiporation, is the
Stanley Land and Improvement Company,
which Is formed to assist in deveioping and
bullding up the city of Stanley and aufucent
parts of Pacitic County. The principal place of
business of the latier company is at Stanley.
The capital steek of the comfuny is §2,500,000,
divided into 25,000 shares of tue par value of
$100 each. The Directors are: H. M. Yering-
ton, O. B. Genly, Charles Holin, J. V. Holton,
W. M. Stawart, Senator from Nevada and
father of the famous Siiver Bill; John P. Jones,
Senator [rony Nevada, and Charles Gilebrist of
Centralia.” A force of engineers under the iead-
ership of R. J. Laws is ou the way from Nevada.

GOULD'S TRAFFIC COMBINE,

The Railway Age is of the opinion that
Gould’s traffic combine of the Western
roads will have the effect of postponing the
extension of the Union Pacific or the Atchi-
son, Topeka and Santa Fe to San Francisco.
The recent issue of this journal contains the
following:

The new agreement between 21l the great com-
panies between Chicago aud the Pacific Coast
will doubtleas have the effect to prevent for some
time the proposed extension of the Unlon Pacitic
and Aichison, Topeka and Sauta Fe lines to San
Francisce, and perbaps of the former to Puget
Sound, where it will come Into competition with
the Northern Pacific. A large amount of money
Lias aliready been expended on a proposed lioe In
Califorula up the San Joaquin Valley, wnich
was undoubtedly backed by the Atchison com-

any, and it was intended to bring It to San

‘rancisco, but work on this has lately be«n sus-
pended. The recent purchiase of a narrow-gauge
road running hhom Qaklind, opposite San Fran-
cisco, about twenty miles inland, by parties ap-
pareutly in the Atehison mterest, is looked upon
as a further indicaiton of the iutentions of that
compay to reach San Fraunelsco, although that
result .3 now likely to pe indefinitely postponed.

ORDERED AT LAST.

A long-contemplated and very importaut
improvement has at last been ordered by
the Southern Pacific Company on its Sunset
Route in Texas, near the junction of the
Pecos River with the Rio Grande, on the line
of the Galveston, Harrisburg and San Anto-
nio road. By surveys recently made the
distance between Shumla and Flanders sta-
tions will be reduced from eighteen to seven
miles, and by this cut-off the road will avoid
one of its most aangerous points, and will
abandon two tunnels and twenty-six bridges,
the construction of which cost more than
$4,000,000. On the new line it will be neces-
sary to bridge the Pecos River, with spans
stretehing 1200 feet, and about 350 feet above
the river-bed. It is estimated that the cost
of the work will be about $1,000,000, and the
contractors, Ricker, Lee & Cu. uf Galveston,
have guaranteed to have the work completed
within nine mionths. On the old route be-
tween the stations above mentioned, the
road sinks from an aititude of 1418 feet to
1006 feet at Painted Cave, and rises to the
height of 1367 feet at Flanders.

RAILROAD EARNINGS.

For the month of November the gross
earnings of the Santa Fe amounted to
$2,723,836, which is an increase of $234,000
over the earnings of the system for the same
month in 1889. The St. Louis and San Fran-
cisco lines earned $607,855 in November, an
increase of §44,643. To the earnings of these
two roads add the gross receipts of those in
joint ownpership, and a grand total of

3,651,812 is bhau for the month of Nuvem-
ber, au increase of $340,650 over the gross
earnings for the same month in 1889, The
earnings of the Canadian Pacific tor Novem-
ber were $1,734,000, against $1,584,000 for the
same month in 1889, a gain of $150,000. The
Northern Pacific «arned $2,560,729 for the
same period, and for the corresponding pe-
ried in 1889 the figures were $2,2.6,731, show-
ing an increase of $333,998.

RUMORS IN CIRCULATION,

The recent annvuncement of President
Dillon’s gpjointment of S, H. H. Clark as
General Manager of the Union Pacific has
set on foot all sorts of rumors concerning
the forces employed by this great system.
It is said that the next step wiil be the
abandonment of the grand division system
of the road, and the consolidation of the ex-
ecutive department and general offices at
Omaha. General agents or division agents
in passenger or freight departmeuts will
succeed the gencral passenger and general
freight agenis now located in Denver,
Cheyenne, Kansas City, Ogden, Portland,
Taccma and all othier division points on the
system. Who will be appointed to these
positions is, of course, a matter of specuia-
tion,

OVER THE NIAGARA.

At the nexi session of the Canadian Par-
liament application will be made for the iu-
corporation of the Ontario and New York
Bridge Company, organized for the purpose
ol constructing a railway bridge over the
Niagara River, ncar the town of Niagara.
Such a siructure would give the con-
temylated road additional facilities for com-
petition with the roads of the United States
without being particularly embarrassed by
the laws under which it will work.
