Their Effect Upon the System When
i : Rightly Used.

Salt is an absolute essential to the diet of
man.- It promotes health in various ways.
Many of the functions of the body go on
better under its influence, and without it

coniplete deprivation of salt would produce
disastrous results, an excessive use of it
would scarcely be less harmiul. In large
doses it acts as an emetic; in quantities be-
vond the requirements of heaith it irritates
the stomach .and intestines and sometimes
purges. . Those whe nse’ salt unusually
freely almost always suffer more or less

1 from constipation.

To drink lurze quantities of water daily
should be the rule with those who suffer
from constipation. -Each day the system
needs at least two quarts of waler, as about
titat quantity .1s used up or thrown out of it
every twenty-four hours. Fruits and vege-
table food contain much water, and in tea,
coffce, soups,: ete., considerable is taken
habitually, - e

In ‘all wayg, as stated, about two quarts
of water should -enter the stomach daily. It
is-a good plan‘to drink one or two giasses of
water from -half an-hocr to an heur before
And it may be either hot
‘or ccld, as preferred. Whichever be used,
the “water should be slowly sipped. Ta
-deluge the stomach with celd water would
be to invite -dyspeéptic troubles.—Boston
Herald. . i

Imabouttwo_
hours he began to breathe and then-I trans-
ferred him to a large tub, where he has con-
tinued to improve so ravidly that now ha
swims about as stout as any carp in the
Potomac River.—Washington Star.
