NAVIGATING THE ZAMBESL.

T¥be First Ocean Steamer Enters It
Through the New Channel.

It has long been known that the Zambesi
River is the third: or fourth largest river in
Africa. In its central and upper portions,
however, it cannot be navigated on account
of rapids and falls. Its lower course, also,
has mnolL been savailable for navigation

from the sea, because, a&s far as
was _known, mnot one of the streams
which form its delta could be navi-

ia;.ed Ly a sea-going vessel. Two years ago
. Daniel Rankin surprised geographers

reporting that the Chinde mouth of the

muvesi could be traversed at all states of
the tide by ocean vessels.  The news was
received with considerable incredulity, but
Raokiu was known to bea eareful man, and
his report upon his discovery was exhaust-
fve and seemed to be conclusive. He sur-
veyed the Cuhinde River, and his map was
widely published.

On tue recent expedition of H. H. John-
ston he proved the accuracy of Rankin’s re-

rt. He ascended the Chinde mouth of

Zambesi in a steamer drawing thirteen
feet of water, and had no difficulty at all
in reaching the main river. Her Majesty’s
ship Stork, in which he made this journey,
Is certainly the largest vessel that has yet
on the Zambesi. He left the Stork
when she bad steamed forty miles up the
river, as it was not deemed advisable to
take bher beyond the tidal influence; The
gat of his journey up the Zambesi and

ire rivers was made in small boats,

The old route to the Shire was along the
Quﬁa River, from Quilimane, a journey
requiring several days of tedious travel in
eanoes until they reached Mopea, where the
muad is separated from the Zambvesi by

miles of flat and swamp. At this point
all the goads had to be carried overland to
the Zambesi, involving a great deal of work,

Now, Mr. Johnston says, the trip which
formerly required seven days from thse sea
to the mouth of the Shire River can be made
by steamer on the Chinde and Zambesi In
three days, and small ocean-going vessels
ean travel frow Europe and penetrate Africa
for a consider.ble distance In this direction.

It has therefore been discovered that the

Zambesi will be more useful to commerce

than was supposed.—N. Y. Sun.

CONDITION OF TRADE.

The Characteristic Features of
the Close of the Year. -

A Review of : t__he Coal Trade—Produce Very
Dull-Merchandise .Has a Holiday Quigt-
ness—Cereals Firm,

" This being holiday week, -trade is dull.
It always is at the close of the year. But it
usually picks up after the turn of the year,
and it is not probable that the beginning of
1891 will prove an exception to- the rule.
The past year -has been. highly prosperous,
and if 1891 keeps abreast of it nobody ought
to complain,

The close of the year has two character-
istics. - One is a close money market, though
funds are not sufficiently tight to preduce

any material advance in rates of interest.’

The other is a general dullness- in all lines
of ‘producé which are dependent on Now
York and other Eastern purchasing centers.
The financial panic in the East is practically
over,’but its effects are yet visible in a wide-
spread trade stagnation which seriously in-
terferes with the distribution of cur hides,
hops, wool, dried and canned fruits, raisins,
ete.. This condition will work itself right
again in due course of time, and as it 1s
merely transitory, cur people need have but
a little patience.

GROCERIES AND PROVISIONS.

Groceries of all kinds are quiet, chiefly be-
cause stock-taking has enczrossed the atten-
tion of the trade. Sugar is in fair demand
at last week’s prices. The Oxnard Beet
Sugar Company, which now has a large aud
successful beet sugar refinery in operation
at Grand Island, Nebr., will erect in time
for the beet harvest of this vear on the Chino
Ranch, San Bernardino County, a refinery
of a capacity of 500 tons of beets daily, or
fifty tons of sugar. Oue million dollars will
be spent in this euterprise, and the factory
will be one of the largest and best equipped
in the United States. The owner of the
Chino Ranch has contracted for the planting
of 5000 acres in beets, 2500 acres of which
will be immediately sown.

Dry goods are not exempt from the prevalil-
ing lull. Coal is about the most active
artigde in the market. Prices show no
fu r change, but their general tendency
is downward, as the winter is half gone and
increased supplies are on the way.

Tue labor troubles at the Wollongong collieries
are not yel settled, lience no vesseis are being
loaded in Syduey.. Theie are over 30,000 tous
of coal now en 1oute trom Newcastle, Australia,
all of which will come to a good market, asthere
Is avsolutely none in stock, and every cargo en
route has aiready passed out of first bhauds,

The same authority gives the receipts of
coal at this port during the year at 1,197,250
tfans, against 1,351,957 in 1889, and 1,386,463
in 1888, Of this year’s receipts, 440,571 tons
came from British Colambia, 194,725 tons
from Australia (against 408,032 tons in 1889),
and 482,080 tons from coast miaes. The
sharp falling off in the receipts from Aus-
tralia were the chief cause of the recent
and current high prices, though the Well-
ington strike was an important factor.

WHERE TALKING WOX.

A Fellow Fit For Nothing Else Is Sent
to Congress.

I was talking to Judge Payson the other
day about some of the astonishing things of
the last election, says a Philadelphia
Telegraph reporter. “A few years ago,”
e said, “there lived on a place of forty
acres adjoining that of mine at Pontiac a
man who was known throughout that
part of the country as a ne’er-do-well.
Though his farm was hardly larger than a

They did
not have tims to spare for a hopeless Tan-
vass. But my neizhbor had the time, so they
gave the nomination to him. Thus he found
himself with official warrant for talking
labor and ecapital.

When those votes were counted
it was found that my ex-neighbor had been
elected to Congress by a majority of over
10,:)00.”

SEA AND SHORE.

Arrival of the Bark Ferris §.
Thompson in Distress.

o

The Officers and Crew Protest Lgamt Pro-
e’~ding in: a Leaky Vessel-'— More
Trouble for the Ship C. F. Sargent.

-

Great surprise was oceasioned among ship-
ping men on ’Change yesterday wkhan the
news was posted on the blackboard that
the bark Ferris S. Thompson was entering
the port, as it was known@hat the vessel
had left Nanaimo about a month ago, bound
for Kahului, Hawaiian Islands,with a cargo
of coal. When Captain J. R. Howard came
ashore it was found out that the vessel had
encountered the rough gales that lately pre-
vailed off the coast, and being damaged, it
was deemed best to return to port to repair.
The caplain made the following report of
the bark’s experience after leaving Na-
naimo:

**Sailed from Nanaimo December 3d;
passed Cape Flattery December 8th at 11:30
at night. At 1:30 on the morning of the
9th the vessel sprung a leak and we soon
fpund two feet of water in the hold: put
both pumps at work, and after three hours’
continual pumping got the water out. We
then found that one pump would keep her
free aud continued en our course.

A VIOLENT GALE.

“ On December 11th, 12th and 13th bad a
violent gale, beginning at the southeast and
veering to the west-southwest, with a tre-
mendous cross sea running. The vessel
most of the time wa§ entirely submerged.
The forecastle, galley and carpenter-shop
were complotely flooded. A number of sails,
were split, the boats were stove and also
the forward cabin windows. A large
amount of water came into the cabin. Ths
barometer fell to 29.40. The vessel was
leaking all the time at the rate of 2500
strokes of the pump an hour. Since then
moderate, variable winds up to the 26th,
from southeast to south-southwest; the
wind then hauled to the westward, very
moderate and a smooth sea, the vessel not
i;eaking more than three hundred strokes an

our.

**On December 25th the officers and sea-
men protested against my proceeding any
further than the nearest port on account of
her leaky condition, so I shaped my course
for this port and came in. Saw a bark on
the 10th and a barkentine on the 17th, both
bound south.” Captain Howard states that
after the bark entercd the bharbor she made
no water at all. At sea she was leakiug
round the rudder post.

The weather was cloudy at Point Lobos
yesterday. Early in the morning the wind
was light from the southwest. At 9 o’clock
in the morning it hauled around to the
northwest and kept increasing until at 3
o’clock in the afternoon it was blowing at
the rate of forty-four miles an hour. The
barometer read: 8 o’clock in the morning,
29.96; noon, 30.03; 5 o’clock in the evening,
30.07.

PUT BACK TO PORT AGAIN.

Exchange yesterday from Port Towusena
says: The ship C. F. Sargent put out and
returned leaking badly.

‘T'he Sargent is having very bad luck.
She loaded at Tacoma with coal for this
port and going to Port Townsend to clear,
sailed from there on the 17th inst. Off Cape
Flattery she encountered heavy gales, dur-
ing which the cargo shifted, several sails
were blown away and Captain Moore was
dashed to the deck by a heavy sea and had
tworibs broken. She then put back to Port
Townscnd to trim cargo and repair dam-
ages. Now shie has had to put back again.

The Pacific Mail Company’s steamer City
of New York, Captain Frauk Johnston,
with a “t,” ar'ived yesterday, 18 days from
Panama and way ports, bringing 36 cabin
and 46 steerage passengers. She was not
expected until to-day, but made a good trip
up. Among her cargo from ports on the
Coast-were 1860 bags coffee, 832 boxes limes,
40 boxes oraunges, 34 packages vld copper ana
brass, 6 crates pineajples, 4 packages shark
fins and 51 packages treasure, value $62,960.

The British ship Ventura, which left
the day before her, met with a fearful hurri-
cane in the North Pacific and hud to return
to this port, and it was feared that the Anna
had encountered the same storm and per-
haps foundered. Those interested were glad
when her speaking was reported yesterday.

Another vessel about which some anxiety
has been felt is the bark Vidette, Captain
Pyle, from Port Madison, lumber laden for
this port. Only yesterday morning a dis-
patch was received from tie mill where she
loaded saying that she was reported to be
lost. In the afteruoon, to the relief of all
concerned, she came safely into port, bring-
ing a full cargo in good condition to E, M.
Herrick.

STUCK FAST IN THE MUD.

Several attempts have recently been made
to tow the barkentine Fremont oft the mud
in Oakland Creek, above the second bridge,
but without success. Her owners, Lynde &
Hough, it is said, have pre-empted some
water lots over there and the barkentine is
holding them down. ‘I'he tug Robarts tried
to get her off, but only succeeded in slewing
her around. Then lke Smith had a try,
carried away his hawser, got @overed with
mud and had to come back to the city for
medical treatment. Dr. Gray fixed him up.
In about nine days there will be a high tide,
L.and then it is probable the bark will get off
her mvddy bed.

There was a good stiff breeze at the north
end of the bay yesterday, and about 3
o’clock the white caps commenced to show
themselves, making it pretty rough for the
Whitehalls. Outside at that hour the wind
was blowing 44 miles fromn the northwest,
and the big British four-masted ship Gen-
eral Roberts salled in a-kiting. She had
her topsails, topgailantsails and: main royal
set and presented a splendid atpearance.
She had made the passage from London in
134 days, and looked as ciean and trim as if
she had just left the dock.

When the wind freshened up & large num-
ber of seabirds came in from outside, and
soon the surface of the water around the
Fishermen’s Wharf was thick with them,
that being their best feeding ﬁmund.
Among them were a number of what are
known as ‘‘Frank Murphy’s gonies.”
These are birds somathing like an albatross
that follow ships far out to sea, and only
come into or near the barbor when a storm
is brewing.

THE BELGIC SAILS.

Among the departures yesterday was the
Occidental and Oriental Company’s steamer
Belgic for Yolfohama and Hong-Koug. She
took a large list of freight and a small list of
cabin passengers. The steerage passengers,
all Chinese, were 571 in number. Of these,
484 were registered on the dock, ten were re-
manded by the courts, and seventeen were
in trausit from other ports.

The Coal Trade.

The annual report of J. W. Harrison, Coal broker,
for 1890 says o Coal:

“This has proved a very profitabie year to all en-
Rraged 1In this trade, especialiy to the Coast col-
lieries, as the ruiing figures for the past six months
have left them a very handsome margin over the
cost of production To evidence how marked have
been the fluctuaiions duriug the year, spot cargoes
of Australian Coal changed hands in January last at
$6 75 per ton; some cargoes of a similar grade were
sold last month at $11 50 per ton, and only & lim-
ited quantity was procurable at that figure. These
exceptionally high figures were not the resul!t ot
any combination or trust among the dealers: simply
the demand exceeded the supplies. From May 15th
to September 10th no Coal was shipped from the
Wellington mine, and from August 25th to Novem-
ber 10th no cargoes were loaded in Australia, With
these two principal sources of supply cut oif, and at
@ season of the year when most in demand, the in-
crease of values can be readily explained. The
labor troubles having been amicably settled, ship.
ments are now coming forward freely and values
are declining, English and Australian cargoes veing
offered at lower rates for future delivery.”

The circular gives the reeeipts for the year at
1,197,250 tons, against 1,351,957 tons in 1889 and
1,386,463 in 1888. The receipts of Australlan Coal
this year were only 194,725 tons, against 408,032 in
1889. The receipls of Coast Coals this year were
482,080 toans, against 460,114 tons in 1889.

The prices for Australian Coals (cargoes) in De-
cember were $11, against $11 50 in November,
showing a declining wmarket. The circular goes on
tosay:

“To insure a correct statement -of. the consump-
tion of the State I have inciuded all the arrivals at
San Pedro, 70,954 tous, and San Diego, 52,358 tons.

“As the freight from foreign ports is the princinal
factor in establishing Coal values it isa query how
our market will shape itself in 1891. A seasonable
ralnfall producing bountiful crops assures us a
large influx of vessels that will be principally Coal-
carriers. This, of course, signifies low-priced fuel,
but the season is pot sufliciently advanced yet to
hazard an opinion. Notwithstanding we are now
recelving 75 per cent of cur Coal from our Coast
mines, the local agents of the northern collieries
reguiate their prices by the import cost of foreign
grades.

“The imperts of foreign Coke for the year.
amount to 18 309 touns, as against 21,624 tons last
year.” |
