SANDERSON'S ADDRESS.

INTERNATIONAL COPTBIORT.

An international copyright bill slumbers•
in the Senate. A similar Milhas once passed

\u25a0 the Senate, but was amended In the House
\u25a0 an(J consequently willcome up for a second

consideration in tne Senate. There does not
seem t.i be so much interest ininternational
copyright as there was beforo a provision
was attached to the bill in the Senate re-
quiring that all books copyrighted In the
United States si,nil be printed from typeset
in.the United States or from plates made
therefrom. The pith of this provision will
reaiilybe seen. Without it the books of
foreign authors might be printed from type
Bet in foreign countries, or the books might
}"•i-;siied in foreign countries and ought
over here as freight. With itall the labor
of.publishing a book from manuscript must
be done Inthe United States. The provision
removes one objection from international
copyright, but still leaves the principle open
toIadverse 'criticism. The compcns;itiou toforeign authors is not objected to, but thereare weighty reasons why exclusive rights to
Iforeign work should not be given to any

.firm. Authors may be compensated tor their
work without depriving the American pub-
licof cheap books. The compensation au-
thors receive, excepting writers of excep-
tional popularity, varies from5 per cent to 10.
Unknown authors in till? country are glad

• to rot their books before the publicby surren-
dering the copyright the law gives them. A
wise .md just international copyright law in
the interest alikeof the people and of writers
would give to the latter the rate of compen-

. sntiou

afforded Anmrican authors without

investing a publishing firm with the sole
n«ht to publish a foreign work, by meansor which the prices of books may be trebled
without any advantage to th« writers. Tluinternational copyright proposition has been
backed by two parties— home publishers,
who want exclusive control of foreign works',
and foreign publishers, who want to do the
mechanical work of printing b;ok3 for the
American market. A bill which deprives
copyright of the.-c features would not find• muih support iv Congress or out. The In-
justice to authors of using the product of
their brains without compensation is not so

•live a. subject to publishers as some form
of law which will give them a monopoly of

.foreign books. The Interests of a writer
may. be easily eared for by a law authoriz-
ing trie confiscation of an American issue of

.a f jreign book that does not bear on the
title page of each copy a stamp purchased

.from the author. Writers of repute wouldprofit vastly more by such a law than theycan profit by one which elves a single pub-lishing firm in each country the exclusiveright to printa foreign workin that co uutry

Supervisor* of lilecllon shall be S3 per d*>"'
service, nut to exceed tea nays.

THE PARTITIONING OF AFRICA.

Itis announced from Berlin that the Em-
peror of Germany proposes to proceed
methodically ivith the colonization of East
Africa, and to dispute with other powers
the L;ike region. He purposes to imitate
the policy of his predecessor when Poland
was partitioned; if there Is to be any
spoliation of the heathen lie will have his

a hare.
It is just abcut twenty years since the

powers of Europe declared that Africa was
an undiscovered Country, mid that it was
open to settlement by Christian nations.
At that time Puitugal claimed sovereignty
over a large tract of sea coast, withunde-
termined bait country in Angola on the
west and Mozambique on the east roast-
France heid Algeria, and England Cape
Colony, with unknown boundaries. Some
ten years ago each European power began
to stretch out for territory. J.i gland moved
her outfosts north and east fromCapetown,
and e\entunlly claimed the coast with a
slice of bark country as far as. the Portu-
guese settlruents inMozambique. France
pushed her ling west and soutli, enveloping
a anifh colony near Cspe Blanco, and
now weeping down into the Gulf of
Guinea. Germany laid her hands on the
territory in the mainland opposite the
island of Zanzibar, aud put forth armed
colonies north, west and south. Italy
planted her flag at the mouth of the lied
Sea, with indefinite territorial pretension.*,
and simultaneously Belgium, operating
under the tkg of the Congo State, laid
claim to the valley of the Congo and Its
tributaries.

How enormous an area of territory is
thus claimed to be tinder European sov-
ereignty may be inferred from the preten-
tious lately Bet forth by the partitloners of
the Dark Continent. Itwillbe remembered
that the area of Alrica is 11,900,000 square
miles. The "conquered" territory Is as
follows:

Tiiere is but one nation iv the world whose

area exceeds thatof this African grab, and
that Is Itussia, whichby counting in its Si-
berian deserts figures out an area of 8,13K,-
--000 square miles ot territory. The total
»iea of the United States, exclusive of
Alaska, only slightly exceeds S,ooo,ooo square
miles. Seven Kuropenn nations thus pro-
pese to annex or have actual*)- annexed a
territory which is two and a half times as
large as the whole of the United States, and
Which is capable of supporting 11 denser pop-
ulation than ours.

There is no sort of reason why we should
object. We are not believers in this coun-
try in the doctrine ifthe balance of power,
and certainly In European bauds, under
European laws, and withEuropean provis-
ions lor the preservation of peace arid order,
Africa willbe a more useful portion of the
globe than it has ever been In the hands of
the descendants of Bain. The conquerors
may find that in acquiring these vast
stretches of territory they have incurred re-
sponsibilities and involved themselves ivex-
penditures which the glory ofterritorial ex-pansion will not offset. But that is theirbusiness, not ours.

A FKENCII CRITIC.

Leon Say has contributed to the London
Times a caustic review of American politics.
The Farmers' Alliance seems to have put

him in a bad humor. lie certainly pays
more attention to the resolutions of that
organization than statesmen ot one country
usually pay to untried parties incriticizing
the policy of another. He does not stop to
\u25a0inquire whether the resolutions adopted by
the Alliance are likely to be accepted by
any considerable iroportion of the people,
lie discusses these resolutions much as he
would if they constituted the platform of a
successful political party. Mr. Say says :"

The fart of the situation is that protection
must inevitably cause an increase in the cost
of living." Adniitiingthls conclusion to be
correct, which it is not, the fact is not dis-
couraging. The great trouble in Europe is
that tin' cost of livinghas been reduced too
low. The cost of living represents labor.
Incountries where a dollar a week willpur-
chase the necessaries of life thu workers who
furnish these necessaries must work very

cheaply. There is no especial advantage to
people who have to rain their living, in a
very low cost of living. People who have
fixed iucou.es may profit by cheap goods,
but itis the worker the world over whose
interests should be consulted. Itis better
for the worker to earn £'-' a day and pay S3
a week for his board than to work for SI a

day and pay $1 a week for board.
Itis not true that protection must Inevitably

cause an increase in the cost of living. The
fundamental idea of protection la to promote

home industries. Now, such articles as a

nation may produce loadrautace may, when
the industries are faJrly,estnbllstie«], be pro-
duced as cheaply in the country ofconsump-
tion as in any other country. There are
many articles of manufacture which are
now produced as cheaply in the United
States as elsewhere. Protection does not

apply to articles we must import. Ifreve-

nue is derived from such articles itIs not
for protection, but for revenue.

The most palpable error Mr. Say lias
fallen into i- the assumption that the people
ol the United States cannot carry on their
industries without Kuropean capital. The
employment of foreign capital has probably
caused a more rapid development of our
agricultural and mineral resources than
would have been possible ifrestricted to the
use of home capital, but there is much
reason to doubt if this rapid development
has been to our permanent advantage.
Capital expects to be paid, and it is a ques-
tion if,In the long iuu, it would not be
better to develop more steadily with home
capita than to send the profits of industri»s
abroad, There are so many people of this
way of lliinkinK that it is quite probable
that the next Congress willseriously con-
sider measures to repress the tendency of
foreign capital to come this way.

Mr. Sa\y continues: "Unless a reaction
shall take place iv public morals, American
creiiit mnnot recover trom its abasement."
What abasement? When did it overtake
us ? When has American creditbeen higher
than now ? Individual failures there have
been in this country as in France, but an
(K-.asional occurrence of this nature has no
natioirnl significance.
