LAITY NOT WANTED.
Membership of the Academy of

Sciences Restricted.

A Measure That WillPractically Ostracize All
Who Are Not Scientists— of

the Animal Election.

As but ono set of nominees were In the
field at the annual election of officers of the
Academy ofSciences, held yesterday at the
new Academy Building, ilia contention at
the polls hinged upon this question of the
proposed amendment to the constitution.
The polls were opened at It o'clock in the
morning, the votes coming in slowly until
their closing at i> in the afternoon. Although
no disturbance Interrupted th« proceedings,
there was noticeable a decided hostility be-
tween the supporters and opponents of the
proposed measures.

The present membership of the academy
consists of persons enjoying equal privileges
in every respect, but i'.ip movement now on
foot is to restrict the lightof suffrage toMich
only as are scientists. This chango willnot
affect those non-scientific persona who have
already been admitted, but only such as
may apply subsequently to the passage of
the act.

On beiDg questioned regarding the reason
for the proposed change, Inspector of Elec-
tion Charles A. Keeler said :

"The present prosperity of the academy
lias attracted a grot number of non-
scientilic persons, who desire to become
members. Formerly they have either op-
posed or exerted their iiilhieiice against us
by insulting and sarc».»lic references to our
fork, but they now wish to taLo the man-
agement of the academy in their own
Lands, as undoubtedly can be done should
we admit them to fall privileges, as they
would greatly outnumber us. Not being
naturalists, mil beiuj: unfamiliar wit our
objects, they aro in no position to governus, and we therefore propose to strict
their right to vote.

KNOW TIIEin OWN WANTS.

managers as men of business, lint the pre-
vailing opinion seems to be that naturalists
better understand their own wants that)
outsiders possibly can."

"Why do Ioppose the nipftsnre?" ejacu-
lated 1. K. Thair, us he cast a withering look
upon the reporter who propounded the
question. "Why should we now exclude
the public from an institution whose pros-
perity we owe to it? When we straggled'
lor support, the beneficence of the public
stinted lifted us upon our l*"et, and now
when the Uiouglitfulness of a citizen has
placed us beyond the necessity of lookiui; to
others, it is proposed to shut our doors to
them. The title of 'associate member'
amounts to nothing more than no member-
ship at all, as the person bearing Ii vilibe
merely a spectator to our actions. \o, sir,
it is not right, and 1 shall ippo eit to the
last."

The measure is one adopted by all other
institutions of the kinIin America, the
strongest reasons urged being the difficulty
of making the aim of scientific labor in-
iei:ii!ibio to the general public. Following
is the amendment:

The
lady divided her time between the sick people
aud the deck, aud for tour days she navigated
the ship. Then the captain got a littlebetter aud
was able lo come ou deck again.
