THE AVSTRALIAN BAI-LOT BILL.
I

A billproviding for tho adoption of the

Australian system of votingwas printed in

Wednesday's CAix. It>» understood that

the bill was d«lted by exJudge Mature
and lamas 11. Barry and that itmeets the

annrovTo/ the Federated Trades. The bill
provides that all ballots shall be printed at

public expense; that nominations for office
may be made by any political party which at
the last election polled 3 per cent of the en-
tiro vote of the State; that candidates may
br nominated otherwise than by conventions
providing that the certificate of nomination
be signed by 3 per cent of. the votes cast at
the last preceding election; that all certi-
ficates of nomination for State offices shall
be filed with the Secretary of .State- and all
municipal nomination* with the Clerk or
Secretary of the legislative- body of incor-

porated cities and towns, and for all county

offices with the County Clerks; fiat n0 cer-
tificate of nomination shall contain more
than one name; for the Issue of "sample

ballots" printed on plain white papei. and

for a booth in which the voter may prepare

his ballot There are thirty-four sections in

the bill but its chief features are those

mentioned. The bill is evidently drafted

with the changes other States have made in
the Australian •ystem kept in view. The
two most important changes are those mak-
ing nominations possible without the inter-
vention of a convention and the secret bal-
lot Under the present law no candidate

WATERMAN'S FAKKWELL iI>I>KESS.

Nothing became the late Governor of
California so much as his way of giving up
the political ghost iv office he was a sor-
row and a shame; but as be laid down the
reins of power lie rose to the occasion, and
furnished one more illustration of the possi-
bility of death-bed repentance. Not all
of his statements are true, nor are all
his views sound; but there is truth and
soundness enough in His last words to eu-
ti'le tinm to consideration, and to make peo-
ple marvel that one who could, when be
chose, be 90 reasonable should have been
generally so foolish.

His warning ngain.st indebtedness is ju-
dicious. Tiicrc is, as he says, a d^ciiled
tendency on the iarlnot only of county Su-
pervisors but of the Legislature itself to
incur debts for public Improvements, such
:s iirigation s hemes, drainage schemes and
plans for iniuouuding debri=. Uniform ex-
perience teaches that when once the consti-
tutional barriers azainst runuinc in debt
are broken down there will be no limit to
t'.e appeals for c u'ltv or State aid, and the
maintenance of the public credit willdepend
on th \u25a0su ,-- of the enterprise for which it
ha^ been pledged. The main feature in the
case willbe that most of the schemes will
be really unworthy of encouragement.
There is a demand before the public for

ii'V for the Chicago exposition, to enable
California to cut a proper figure. Mr. Estee,
who la- drawn the bills for the purpose,
niodpstly asks for S300.000; but Governor
Waterman thinks that $1,000,000 would be
none too much. Everybody wants Califor-
nia to make a good showing; but if we be-
gin to v t." away .State money for shows,
where shall we stop? Ifpeople are prepared
to assist,' why not put their hands in their
own pockets, and not in other people's, and
provi le the money reii tired by general sub-
scription?

Governor Waterman is opposed to the
State sub-treasury -'.>;\u25a0\u25a0!)], under which the
mo cy paid for taxes a held until it returns
to the cl annels of trade through disburse-
ments, li.1 recommends that itbe Indued
inbank, and that tuu bank which holds it
pay interest on the current balance; but
this willhardly command the assent of the
Legislature, fur banks sometimes fail, and
the dinner Is that ton very banks which.are
least secure would be the most likely to be
in favor with politicians and to be chosen
as State depositories. We have tried such
experiments with Palmer. Cook &Co. and
others, anil to the injury at the public.

The Governor has definite notions on
the subject of State officer* lie says that

more than $300,000 is paid every two years
in the support of special commissions with-
out the smallest benefit to the material In-
terests of the State, and be recommend!
their anolition. J?ut lie recommends the
creation of a new commission, to be known
as a Board of Examiners, to supersede the
present ex-officio board, and to exercise a
supervision over the State Capitol, the
charitable institutions and generally every

Institution ana department of the State
Government. The board, would, in fact,
discharge the duty which now devolves on
the Bo ird of Censors in China.

In reference to Yoseiuito Park, he con-
tents himself with giving a flatdenial to the

arses of mismanagement that have been
brought against the State Commission.
Whether the Stats has or has not violated
the conditions of the deed of cession is a
matter of fact to be determined by evidence.
Inview of the assertions that itlias, and of
the high character of those from whom they
have emanated, itmight be proper for Gov-
ernor Markham to order an officialInquiry
to be conducted by impartial men, familiar
with the management of parks. No report
coming from politicians of either party in
this State would command attention. The
public want to know the truth. California
owes it to the u.itiuu anil its own good re-
pute to preserve the Yosemlte Park in all
its beauty. IfItis not doing go, but on the
contrary has allowed itto be used a* a show
place in which strangers are fleeced, and has
permitted its attractions to be curtailed,
remedial measures are necessary, if,on the
other hand, the charges brought against the
present commission prove to i,- groundless,
somebody owe, an apology to California and
to Governor Waterman.
