1In 1854, Li Hung-Clang, the progress-
ive Viceroy, persuaded the central Govern-
me to sanction the introduction of rail-
roads in principle, and even to begin the
construction of certain lines, their strategie,
political and economical importance hav-
ing been Lmpreesed upon the authorities
by the Frenel war. A line was proposed
from Pekingto Tientsin, another from Tient-
sin iward to Chin Kiang-fu, another to
-connect Nanking with Hangchow or Shang-
ind a fourtn to connect Canton with
, near the southern frontier. In
Governiment authorized the econ-
struction of a railway north of the Peiho
from Taku to Tientsin, being a continua-
ticn of the coal line, and in 1888 the road to
a length of about cighty-six miles was com-
pleted from the Petang River to 71 ientsin
via Taku.

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tober, 1888, An imperial decree was issued
ordering 1ts extension to Tungchow, twelve
miles from Peking, but the project was aban-
doned, and again declared azainst when it
came up for discussion in 1889. On August
27th of that year an imperial decree was is-
sanctioning a railroad from Feking to
w—a length of neariy 800 miles—to
18 soon as possible. Then it should

Poer-LAureaTe—T. S., Lovelock, Cal.
The custom of crowninz a poet with laurel
originated among the Greeks, and was
adopted by the Romans, who borrowed this,
as many other things, from their more cult-
ured neighbors of the East. The English,
who in turn have inherited many of these
customs, have by a graceful fiction awarded
the laurel to the best poet of the passing
geveration in the shape of a yeariy pension,
and hence the phrase “‘poet-laureate.” With
the ancients, the peoets who received the
crown were the ones who succeeded in the
public contests. la the twelfth century the
custom was revived in Germany by the Em-
i eror, who invented the title of poet-laure-
ate. Petrarch was crowned in 1341 at the
Roman capital, which event attached new
interest to the titie, The early nistory of
the laureateship in England is traditiooal,
the story runuing that Edward 111, in 1367,
aud emulatingz the coronation of Petrarch,
granted the office to Chaucer, with a yearly
pension of 100 marks and a tierce of rars
Malvoisie wine. In 1630 the laureateship
was made a patent office in the gift of the
Lord Chamberlain, and the salary was in-
creased from 100 marks to as many pounds,
and a tierce of Canary wine was added,
which in Southey’s time (1813-43) was com-
muted for £27 a year. I'he performance of
the annual odes was suspended after the
final derangement of George I1I, in 1510,
and siuce the time of Southey the poel-
laureate has written what and when he
chose. Tennyson is England’s poet-laure-
ate since appointment in 1850, but has writ-
ten little for the distinetion.

Fixep BY THE CoNsTITUTION—J. B. F.,
San Luis Obispe, Cal. ‘The Q. C. will con-
cede that according to the Constitution
the Governor holds **his office four

“years from and after the first Monday
after the first day of January sub-
sequent after his election,” and also that
the sesszions of the Legislature commence at
noon “on the first Monday after the first
day of January next succeeding the election
of its members,” still it is not an incompre-
hensible thiug that the Governor's adminis-

tration should also date from and after this
one and same day, even though the returns
of the election for Governor ‘‘shall, during
the first week of the session,” be opened and
published by the S{;eulmr of the Assembly
1u the presence of both Houses of the Legis-
lature, and that the publication necessarily
cannot be made until after the noon hour of
that same day. If, instead of cuuo»ntraun';;
your mind solely upon the supposed mare'’s
nest which you have discovered, you would
have read further the Constitution, you
wouyld also have found that Section 20 of
Article XX provides specifically that the
terms of the offices provided for by the Con-
stitution ‘‘shall commence on the first Mon-
day after the first day of January next fol-
lowing their election,” adwitting of no
further contention. Section 2, Article V,
does not mean that the Governor shall bold
office bezinning on a day four years from
and after the first Mooday after the first
day of January subsequent to his election,
but for four years beginning with that first
Monday.

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ENDED HIS SUFFERING.

Julius Goetz Cut is Wrists and Inhaled
Coal Gas.

8 Goetz, a well-known accountant
sgent, was found dead yester-
day morning in a room at 320 Mason street,
where he bad lived for several years. An
examination of his body and the condition
of the room indicated plainly that he had
committed suicide by gas asphyxiation,

As an extra precaution and to make death
certain, he cut the arteries of both wrists
with & penknife, Three of the four gas
jets in the room were found turned on full,
and from the fact that the suicide had a
handkerchief tied about his moutb, it is sup-
posed that he placed his nostrills over the
gas and deliberately inbaled it until he be-
came unconscious.

About 11:30 o’clock the occupants of the
house were attracted to his room by the
odor of escaping gos, and breaking open the
door found him lying on the carpet in a
pool of blood that had flowed from the
wounds in his wrist. Goelz was aged 49
vears and a native of Germany. He left
nothing to indicate that he intended to take
his life.

It is known, however, that he had suf-
fered greatly from neuralgia for some time
and was very despondent in consequence,
For some time he acted as business agent of
the Jacobs estate. His remains were turned
over to the Coroner.

Sketch of the Latest Engine of War to Keep OF
the Enemy and Ships,

Secretary Tracy in his annunal report made
few references to naval increase, beyond the
suggestion that a huge coast defense vessel
of unusually powerful ordnance be con-

engines will be only of modern ability, for,
as the depariment says, its duty will not be
to run away.

The advancement in war vessel construe-
tion, to be traced in the succeeding ships of
the new navy, will, in the case of the pres-
ent monitor, appear iu the ordnance. As
appears in the sketch, there are four tur-
rets, two on the main deck and two on an
armored superstructure. Each turret will
contain two 13-inch guns, capable of a con-
centration of a tremendous broadside fire,
or even a ““fore-and-aft”’ fire, more damaging
than most so-called vessels of war.

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Men Who Have Risen o Distinction in
San Francisco,

Joseph F. Atwill-George C. Perkins—Rev, W,
A. Alexander—Marcus C. Hawley—Dr,
McAllister-Dr. W. B. May,

This week THE CALL presents the like-
nesses and the biographies of men who
have gained distinction in their several sta-
tions and profe-sions. Among the list is
oneof the old Argonauts, who has witnessed
all of the important changes tnhat have
taken place in San Francisco since he first
landed on the beach at Montgomery street.
Anotlier has served the cause of education
and religion by a long life efficiently spent
in both teaching and preaching. The medi-
cal profession is well represented, and so
are the manufacturing and commercial in-
terests.,

JOSEPH F. ATWILL
Was born in the city of Boston on June 4,

1811. His father’s name was Ebenezer At-
will. Atan early age the son marched from
the public school boy’s desk to the printer’s
case, setting his first stickfol in the office
of the New England Farmer. Two vears
after he abandoned the *‘case’ for a c'erk®
ship in the musie-store of Dickson & Hewitt,
and there learned music engraving and
printing. There he remained until 1828,
when he loeated with Mr. Hewitt in New
York City and continued in his employment
until 1832, Having attained his majority he
went into business on his own aecount,
establishing a music-siore at 201 Broad-
way, New York, where he did a
thriving business un'il the dawn of
the golden era in 1842, Mr. Atwill left
New York for Chagres, September 15, 1849,
on the steamship Crescent City. Among the
since notables on that voyage may De men-
tioned the names of David H. Haskell, 1.
C. Woods, John Center, Theodore Payne,
E. P. Flint, W. K. Van Alen, H. M. New-
hall and the ubiquitous Ned McGowan.
From Panama, after « detention of eight
days, they sailed for Culiforniain the steam-
ship Panama, Bayley commander, which

reachei San Franeisco October 31, 1849,
Mr. Atwill, therefore, being a pioneer
and now a prominent member of
that society. After a brief experience
at the mines Mr. Atwill, returning to
San Francisco in Septembver, 1830, took

possession of the store on the northwest cor-
ner of Clay street and Brenham place, for-
merly occupied as the banking-house of
Argeuti & Co., and also as the Postotlice,
It was koown as ths Old Zine Build-
ing, and until recently remained as
one of the oldest landmarks of
the city. In this Dbuilding he escaped
the two great fires of early days. In De-
cember, 1850, he retuined to New York,
where he remained a year purchasing goods.
Before going East, however, and in the
same year, he was elected I'resident of the
Board of Assistant Aldermen.

In 1851 Mr. Atwill moved again to the
north side of Washington street, near Ma-
guire’s Opera House, where he conducted
Lis business as an imp rter of pianos and a

dealer in other musical instruwments until
1560,
In 1852 he was elected Alderman and

President of the board. Beiween
1855 Mr. Atwill was elected Alderman. of
the city of San Francisco four times and
President of the board. He was also a mem-
ber of the first Board of Education of San
Francisco. During this period the Mayor’s
chair was occupied by Brenham, Harris,
Webb and Garrison.

In 1854 Mr. Atwill erezted a private resi-
dence on the northeast corner of Clay and
Powell streets for his fawmily that had ar-
rived from New York. The building was
erected at a cost of €10 and $12 a day to
each workman,

By the grading of Clay and Powell streets
Mr. Atwill’s house was left thirty-five feet
in the air, absolutely destroying its value as
a family residence and forcing the owner to
sell at a great sacrifice.

In the spring of 1860 Mr. Atwill went
to Virginia City, in the then Territory
of Nevada. Here he engaged in merchan-
dising, and was no less than five times
elected Justice of the PPeace. In 1867 he
returned to California, and in 1871 removed
to Oakland, where he has since resided. IHe
is a member of the Veteran Tippecanoe
Club, which took so active a part in Oak-
land during the last Presidential campaign.
It is composed of men who took part in the
famous “Tippecance and ‘I'yler too’ cam-
paign, nearly fifty years ago, and who voted
for the grandson with the same zeal that
had marked their vote for the grandsire.

1851 and
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GEORGE C. PERKINS
Is a representative American merchant. His

past career has been an honorable one. His
social and business position is excellent. He
was born August 23, 1339, in Kennebunk
Port, Maine. When about 12 vears of age
he ran away to sea, and made several voy-
ages as cabin-boy and sailor to all parts of
the world. In 1855 hie came to California as
a satlor. Leaving the ship, he went into the
interior and settled in Butte County, near
Oroville. There he engaged in farming and
mining, and later became a clerk, partner
and finally sole owner of a store in that
place. He still continued farming, and,
while in Oroville, built two flouring-mills,
which he ran for several years. About 1870
he was elected to the State Senate from the
district of which Butte County forms a part.
He was in the Senate of the State for a
period of six years, during four of which he
was Chairman of the Committee on Claims
and Finance. In 1873 he became a member
of the firm of Goodall, Nelson & Perkins.
This firm has since become the Pacific Coast
Steamship Company.

On July 19, 1879, George C. Perkins re-
ceived the nomination of the Republican
Convention at Sacramento for Governor.
He was elected by a large ma ority and
served his gubernatorial term of four years.

He is now engaged in the business of the
firm, of which he is an active partner. He
resides with his family in Oakland on
Adeline street. Ex-Governor Perkins has
a young lady daughter who is a charming
young girl very popular in society.

REV. DR. WILLIAM ALEXANDER
Is a Presbyterian clergyman of rare
scholastic attainment, holding an important
and responsible position in the Pacific

Thueological Sewminary, situated on Haight

street in this city. He Is a native of Penn-
sylvania, having been born in Shirleysburg,
Huntington County, on the 18th of Decemn-
ber, 1831. He is a graduate of Lafayetto
County College. He arrived in California
in November, 1869. His first pastoral
charge was in San Jose. He was impor-
tuned to bring his rare qualifications as a
teacher to the aid of the sewinary of his
own denomination. He now holds the
chair of Eecclesiastical History and Church
Polity, but he als) teaches theology in con-
junction with Dr. Frazer. The Rev.
i)r. Alexander is witliout any pastoral
connection, save one of a temporary nature,
He is supplying the pulpit of the Rev. Mr.
Croaley of San Rafael during that reverend
gentleman’s absence in the East. There is
no restriction placed npon the instructors in
the semicary as to their holding charges, for
the Rev. Robert McKenzie is a professor in
the institution, and he is pastor over a large
and flourishing Presbyterian chureh. For
years the Rev. Dr. Alexander has been the
supply in pulpits temporarily vacant, and
his preaching was considered most sceept-
able. As an orator he is urgent, forcible, dig-
nified. His scholastie temperament being
controversial, he is irresistibly drawn to the
field of dogmatic theology, and, as a writer,
is polemical rather than literarv. Hae is
earnest, sincere, devout, a warm friend, a
man with the eourage of his convictions and
has the respect of all who kuew him. Hav-
ing for so many years been associated with
the late Rev. Dr. W, A, Scott in the educa-
tional field of their denomination, it was
peculiarly fitting that he should have been
chosen to preach the memorial sermon of
the beloved pastorof St. John’s Presbyterian
Church. He is tall and commanding in
figure, impressive in his bearing and courte-
ous in his manner,

M. C. BAWLEY

Is one of the oldest and most respected of
San Franeisco’s merchants and manuo-
facturers. e early went into the hard-
ware business and the farming implement
trade, and has built up a magnificent busi-
ness, entirely by his energy and ability.
He is a New Yorker part of the year, spend-
ing his time between the East and his busi-
ness interests on this Coast. He was born
in Bridgevort, Connecticut, on the 9th of
Januarv, 1834. He is an old Californian
though not entitled to rank with the pio-
neers of 1849, for he did not arrive in this
State until July, 1852,

For years he resided in an elegant house
and grounds on Howard street. He is the
father of a large family, the elder members
of which have reached their majority. He
is a fine looking gentleman of distinguished
presence and affable manners,
