INDIAN PROBLEMS.

Will ithe Present Sioux Outbhreak
Last Six Months?

A Veteran Army Officer Tells of the Wrongs
of the Red Men and of a Plan for
Their Civilization.

There is a diversity of opinion among the
army officers stationed at the Presidio in
reference to the probable duration of the
present Sioux outbreak. Some assert that
under the vigorous policy of General Miles
the trouble wili be quickly quelled, while
those who have been longest in the service
predict the war will yet last six months.
Various solutions of the Indian problem
were advanced by officers to a CALL re-
porter yesterday while the question was be-
ing discussed, but that outlined by Colonel
Anson Mills, who is in command at the Pre-
sidio, uppears to be the most feasible. He
has been in the service fer thirty years,
and during the last twenty years has taken
an aclive part in subduing Indian out-
breaks, particularly while serving under
Generals Crock and Custer.

*“Yes,” he said, while speaking of the
present troubles with the Sioux tribes, *'I
spent eight years among the Sioux while in
the Department of the Platte. It was in
69 or ’70 that I was last stationed among
the Sioux, and I remained there untii’78.
My headquarters were at the Spotted Tail
Agency, the largest reservation. I was
then in the infantry and my regiment, the
Eighteenth, was in the field during the
Phil Kearny and Custer massacres. Have I
participated in many battles with the red-
skins? Well, I should say 1 had, but I
would rather some one else would tell of
them.

A NARROW ESCAPE.

*“While in commmand of a battalion—I was
a captain then—I had a pretty tough battle
on the outskirts of the viilage on the Lit-
tle Big Horn, where the gallant Custer was
killed a week later. We were reconnoiter-
ing when the Indians attacked us. General
Crock ordered me into the village and 1 was
greatly disapointed when he quickly coun-
termanded the order, but I soon learned
that had Iled such a charge I should have
met Custer’s fate,”

*“What are your views on the Indian
question ?” was asked.

* My idea on the gquestion is that neither
Congress mnor the people understand the
Inaian. TIie has rights as well as the white
man. Because we are all powerful we
assert our ways of living are right and his
are wrong. The Indians arve here, and have
been living for generations in a certain wayv;
thatis, they are nomadic and havenever been
taught to labor, and if they are tanghtitmust
be in some of the simple methods. 1 con-
sider the idea of teaching them to become
farmers all wreng, for to be a farmer one
must be something of a philosoplier; that is,
know how to lay stores by for the winter
and calculate wonths ahead. There are few
of the most eivilizcd who ean do this, most
preferting to have daiiy occupation where
they can have daily returns. The geoeral
public sentiment, and ihat of those who
don’t understand the Indian, is, in short,
that he mu-~t be made to work or starve, aud
the most diflicult vocation, that of farming,
is selected for him, and as a rule the most
Lorsaken lands to cultivate,

he
il

AN IMPOSSIBILITY.

* It is utterly impossible for the Indian to
make himself seli-snstaining under such
cenditions. It would be no less impossible
for ti ined people of this city to be taken
by a more pewerful race, stripped of their
clothing and bedding and placed in tents
withoui chimneys or floors, elad in smock-
clouds or skins and required to earn their
subsistence in the same manner as the In-
dian has done heretofore or starve, The In-
dian, as he is now situated on the reserva-
uon, is surrounded by the worst elements ot
our society. He is given the precent cf no

example. His children are taken North
and educated and five or ten returned to
villages of thousands, where they are
dressed in our style of clothes, with our

books in their hands, some of them having
been taught to be shoemakers and carpen-
ters, with the task before them of turning
all these thousands of savages to our ways,
them to build houses, make shoes
r have no use fo nd to read
in ten days after their arrival
they are ridiculed &nd degraded into the
breech-cloth, and become worse than they
would have been had they remained with
th tribe. I think that people not ac-
quainted with the ways of the red man
would best understand the utter impractica-
bility of the present inethoa of civilizing the
Indians by an illustration of this kind:
AN ILLUSTRATION.

“For twenty vears the Jamesand Younger
boys held Clay County, Mo., in a state of
terror as outiaws. Hundreds of people
were Killed and many of Pinkerton’s best
detectives were assassinated in trying to
capture them. It would have been justas
feasible twenty years ago to have taken ten
nice young men from Boston of superior ed-
ucation and good moral standing and com-
missioned them to goto Clay County and
reform by precept and exampie the outlaws
there.”

“In my judgment the true method of
civilizing these Indians would be to take
them forcibly from all their wild haunts in
the West, break up entirely the tribal re-
lations and the evil influence of the medi-
cine men and carry them in families of
twenty-five and fifty to the best-ordered
manufacturing towns in the East. I wonid
then place them under Federal supervision
and support for a time. ‘T'bey would be sur-
rounded by better intluences, where all,
even the young children, could procure daily
employment, with soflicient compensation
to house, feed and clothe them well. In
attending and feeding the many small auto-
matic machines for making such metallie
articles as cartridge shelis, spoons, knives,
forks and the millions of smail pressed
articles that are in daily use in inanufactures
they weuld find interesting employment.
‘I'ibere the Indian would not be allowed to
cariy arms and the policeman on every
street corner would give him the same pro-
tectionas all others.

WOULD FORGET,

“They would soon forget the supersti-
tions that are now instilled into them by
the medicine man, and learn to take an in-
terest in our civilization and blend their
customs with ours. They would be useful,
too, although it i3 probable thatsuch a move
would receive some opposition from those
wlho ery out against cheap labor; but some-
thing of this kind ought to be done for the
general good of the country and for both
races.”

“What do vou think ct the present out-
break at Pine Ridge Agency ?”

It will probably require six months’ hard
work to subdue the revolt, and when it is
done, if the Indians are left in the same
places and under the same conditions, with-
in ten years we will have anothier war, with
great suffering and loss of life. It wiil also
occasion great expense and greatly retard
Western progress. I have been stationed
among nearly all tribes of North American
Indians, and have made a careful study of
their customs. Thev are all human and dress
alike, all are afflicted with the same
supergtitions and all conscious of the bitter
wrongs, whichany one who knows anything
about their history will fraukly admit, In-
stead of cursing the Indian, as we do for his
supposed wickedness, we should rather ad-
mire him for his brave resistance of what he
knows is utter extermination. Look which
way be will, under the present management,
Le sees nothing but extermination in s'ore
for his race. It is true that eivilization
cannot stop for this, but it is also true that
it should halt at least long enough to pro-
vide some more humane method of remov-
ing the Indian out of the path of progress.”

INDIANS DEFRAUDED.

“During your stay at different reserva-
tions bhas it ecome under your observa-
tion that the- Indians were ever defrauded
cut of what is allowed them by the Govern-
ment?”’

“Yes, frequently. I will cite an instance
at the Spotted Tail Ageney in the winter of
1876. One Howard, who has since eropped

“up somewhere down South as a very rich

man, was the agent there. 1 was very
friendly with old Spotted Tail, and ho fre-
quently complained that his people were de-
prived of their rations to such an extent
that many were starving. I investigated,
and found that although not actuaily starv-
ing, many were dying of diseases caused by
bad aud insufficient food. To the Indians I
issued thousands of dollars’ worth of mili-
tary stores upon my own responsibility to
keep them frowm starving.
AGENTS GROW RICH.

“ Indian agents receive a salary of $1500 a
year, and to grow rich, as they frequently
do, they must ‘stand in” with the contractors.
Upon my report a contractor tor the Sptted
Tail Ageney, named McCann, was convicted
in a United States court of Idaho and sen-
tenced to ten years’ impriconment. He
secured a new trial, however, and escaped
punishment. The agent was, no doubt,
equally culpable, but there was no proof
against him, The teachers employed at the
Indian schools often misrepresent the true
state of affairs by writing East and telling
of the wonderful things they have accom-
plished in the way of civilization.”

It seems that Colonel Mills’ views on the
best solution of the Indian troubles were
recently given to General Miics, the two
officers having been close friends for wany

years. General Miles, however, did not ap-
prove of the plan, and while declaring it
impraeticable, did not suggzest a befter one.

SIXTEENTH STREET.

The Commission Ascertaining Real KEs-
tate Values.

Commissioners Nealon, Clunie and Me-
Mahon, appointed by the Loard of Suver-
visors to assess the cost of extending Six-
teenth street over the proposed new lines,
met again last night at the New City Hall
The agent representing the interests of
George Hearst valued tbe four lots in Block
11 of the Flint Tract, owned by his prineipal,
at $1C0 per iront foot, they having a front-
age of 150 feet, H. W. Hathorne, owning 60
feet front in the same block, valued his
property at $100 per front feot.

These being all the property-owners repre-
sented last night, the Commissioners held an
executive session to hear the report of the
real estate agents who were appointed by
the commission to value the property pro-
posed to be condemned. This report will
not be made public for some time, as other
properiy-owners are expected to come be-
fore tbe commission and value their prop-
ertv.

It was stated piior to going into executive
session that the real estate experts have so
far made their estimates on nearly half of
Ilhe proposed extension line, or about 3000
eetl.

A FATAL QUARREL.

Killing of a Railroad Man by an
Infuriated Waiter.

The Oakland Mole the Scene of the Tragedy.
Brakeman Samuels the Vietim—The
Murderer’s Remorse.

A sad homicide oceurred at the restaurant
at the end of the Cakland Mole at a little
past 6 o’clock yesterday morning, when
Robert McGregor, a waiter, aged 18, stabbed
and mortally wounded a brakeman named
C. S. Samuels, aged 23, with a bread knife:
The young men had attended a dance on
Saturday evening and had a falling out,
which was continued until Sunday morn-
ing at breakfast and was not concluded
until yest erday, when it ended in Samuels’
death.

CAUSE OF THE TRAGEDY.

The latter’s breakfast had been served
and McGregor failed to give him a knife and
fork. When Szmuels asked for them the
waiter, with an oath, told him he would
have to® wait, and being so angry came
around and grabbed Samuels. The latter
was a robust young man of 6 feet stature
and about 180 pounds weight. After a short
scufile he laughingly laid McGregordown on
the floor and held him there. He let him
up after a while, and the little waiter, who
is only 5 feet 5 inches, with 125 peunds
weight, came from behind the counter again,
and was ngain laid on the floor by the young
brakeman. He was very angry, cursed
Samuels roundly and called him names, till
finally his good nature gave out. Samuels
then got off the stool and started to go
around the counter, when McGregor tlireat-
ened him with the knife with which he was
cut'ing bread. He continued to advance
aud sald to McGregor: “Well, here I am,
stab me if vou dare.”” When he got near
enough McGregor made a lunge and struck
him in the right side, about four inches be-
low and cne iuch to the right of the nipple.

A MORTAL WOUND.

The wounded man stepped back and said,
“You little devil, you have cut me.” To
which he replied: I know I did. 1 intended

to do it, you — ——, and I'll do it again.”
S els staggered back and wonld have
failen, but he was caught by Conductor

Morris of the Berkeley local and J. 1. Pere-
goy and laid down on the floor. The last
words he said were, “°Oh, my Gud, Perrv, I
am killed.” He died in less than half an
hour after he was stabbed.

The knife was a very keen one, and had
been ground down by constant usage until
it was much like a stiletto with a long blade.

J. L. Peregoy, the ticket taker at the pier,
was interviewed regarding the occurrence
and stated thut he was just entering the res-
taurant to get his breakfast as Samuels
stepped back from the end of the lunch
counter aud exclaimed to MeGregor, * You
Jittle devil, you have cut me,” wiereupon
McGregor made the renly above noted.
Alm st immediately Samuels fell back into
his arms, gasping, * My God, Perry, I am
killed.” He was then laid on the floor and
expired in a few minutes,

THE PRISONER’S STORY.

McGregor was placed under arrest shortly
afterward and taken to the City Prison. He
i3 very remorseful and cries a great deal,
saying he does not know what made him
cut his best friend. After a time, however,
lie quieted down somewhat, and between his
sobs told the following story of the oceur-
ence: ““When Samue!s first came into the
restaurant he asked for a plug of tobacco,
which I gave him. Almost immediately he
began to grumble about something that oc-
curred on a former ocecasion, but I said no-
thing. I took his order and as he continued
{o abuse me I stepped up to him and told
him 1 would have no more of that. Being
bigger and more powerful than me he threw
me down and sat on me. Iowned myself
beaten, got up, served his order, but gave
him no knive or fork.

FARMERS IN COUNCIL,

Meeting of the Alliance Execu-
tive Committce.

In the small hall adjoining the rooms of
the State Board of Horticulture, at 220 Sut-
ter street, the quarterly meeting of the Ex-
ecutive Committee of the Farmers’ Alliance
was commenced yesterday afternoon. There
were present: John Dore of Fresno, who
acted as President; Secretary Jesse Pound-
stone of Colusa, David Reid of Monterey,
James Morgzan of Santa Barbara and E. M.
Wardel of Los Angeles: also half a dozen
agents representing firms with Dbusiness
1o be transacted with the committee.

Professor Skinn of the State University
read a pamphiet on the ramie plant, advo-
cating its culture in this State. According
to the paper, the plant is a gigantie nettle,
devoid of stings, belonging to the Uiticacca
family, known to scientists as Boehmeria
Tenacessima. It is a native of the East
India archipelago, and is capable of being
grown in California, even in the alkali beds.
Its fiver is gooa for clothing, specimens of
which were exhibited. About three hours
of the day’s session were devoted Lo a dis-
cussion of its merits,

A notion passed authorizing sub-alliances
to purchase their supplies directly from the
State agent where it is found more advan-
tageous than to buy of the countiry agent as
in the past. This will, it is thought, clear
away a few of the disadvantages experi-
enced in buying from one source and be
more expeditious,

The atternoon’s session was mostly execu-
tive, as was also that held in the evening,
but the questions discussed, it is under-
stood, related to the devising of means for
a proposed extension of the organization.
Tue question of finances was also discussed,
in order to ascertain if it was possible to
make the proposed extension without in-
curring additional expeuse to those in the
order.

The Treasurer stated that money sufficient
was on hand, and it is probable that the
order will proceed at once to enlarge its
sphere of action.

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WRECKING THE SELEXNE.
of the Steamer Whitelaw from
Santa Rosalia.

The wrecking steamer Whitelaw, Captain
Harmsen, which left here on November
25th for Santa Rosalia, in the Gulf of Cali-
fornia, to wreck the British ship Selene,
which went ashore there during a gale and
was bought by Captain Whitelaw, returned
to port last evening and docked at Section 3
of the sea-wall.

Captain Harmsen said it was found im-
possible to save the vessel, and every thing
that could be was taken out of her. Fifty
tons of coke were taken and sold at Santa
Rosalia.

Tue Selene’s anchors and chains,
compasses, binnacles, running gear, ete.,
were brought up in the Whitelaw.

The wrecker also brought up the moorings
from San Pedro Island, which is situated in
the gulf, and from which guano used to be
taken. One anchor weighs three and a half
and the other four tons, and there are 120
fathoms of two-inch chain. It took the
boat a whole day to drag for them and re-
cover them.
