Painters Yssue an Address to the
Craft.

Molders Still Receiving Support and Expect
the Strike to End Soon—National Mari-
time Federation,

Day.

At a meeting of the Brotherhood of Paint-
ers and Decorators last night it was decided
to hold a publlc meeting on Saturday night,
the 24th inst, at St. George’s Hall. The
question of demanding that eight hours
constitute a working day was discussed and
the plan approved. It was decided to issue
the following address and distribute it
among all their fellow-craftsmen in the
CIty:

To the Painters and Decorators of San Fran.
cisco—FELLOW-WORKERS: In every direction
we see wealth accumulating in fewer hands, and
Lthe employers beginning to wield a vower greater
than tney have as yet possessed. Uunless we are
to be reduced to a more subordinate position
even than that which we at presenl oceupy it is
pecessary that we should combine together for
wutual benefit and for mutual protection.

1f we look around upon the other trades we
see that the best orgauized receive the highest
rate of wages aud work the least numuver of
hours. 1t is the absolute duty of every working-
man to belong to bis unlon, because i thns way
alove can be make anything like a decent pro-
vision for Limselt and family, and only in this
way coes be siand the siiglitest chance of maln-
Lalning bis rights.

STEEL WHALEBACKS.

A Large Ship-Yard to Be Established on
Puget Sound.

The Duluth (Minn.) Herald of December
29th has the following items of interest to
shipping men on this Coast:

Captaln McDougall of Duluth, general manp-
ager of 1he cowpany, starts for the Pacitic Coast
fn about two weeks, where lie goes on authoriza-
tion of the company, imnade at ils meeting 10 €s-
tablish on Puget Sound a large yard for the
building of steel whalebacks for the Pacific
coasting trade. The yard will build ships for a
great trafiic in coal, wheat, lumber and merchan-
dise. 1:1s also expected that the company may,
al that yard, contract with the Navy Department
for turtleback ships [or the uavy, plans of such
vessels being now Dbefore 1he departent af
Wasbington. Captaln MeDougall denies that
avoiber yard will be established in the East,
where a large part of the lake business of the
company will be done. There is no probability of
the startiug of auy Atlantic Coast yard for soms
time.

“The Barge Company,” sald Captain Me-
Dougall to-day, “will make some large additions
Lo i{ts busloess during 1891, the most 1mportant
of which will be the establisbment of a yard on
Puget Sound. We have not yet decided on a lo-
cation, although there are several uuder con-
sideration. Tue Puget Sound yard will be much
large: than the Lake Superior yard, and will cost
In tbe neighboriwod of $1,000,000. The one
here I8 woirlh over $§500,000, Iao the new yard
we wiil be prepared to bulld any Kind of ocean
vessels, and do the woik quicky. We can now
bulid a sbilp Lere io less tiwe than any yard in
the country, ¥

“By next season we will have boats running in
the Pacitic Coast trade. At the opening of navi-
gation we will sena thiee barg sto the West
cvast via Cape Horn from here, and they will be
used for beavy cargoes. Willin another year
we expect Lo be butidivg boats ln Washiogton.”

THAT SEIZED OPIUM.

Collector Phelps Decides That It Must
Be Returned.

The opium seized by Deputy Sarveyor of
the Port Gaskill and posse in Chinatown on
Saturday night will be returned to the * of-
fended ”” Chinese next week.

Collector Phelps has examined into the
merits of the case, and though, as he says, a
Chinaman can prove anything by plenty of
witnesses if you only give him twenty-four
hours, the evidence produced has to be ac-
cepted as bona fide, unless perjury be
proved, and he has determined that none of
the seized opium ean be held. The owuers
proved in every instance that it had been
nnported prior to the 1st of October, when
the McKinley bill went into effect.

After rendering his decision the Colleetor
remarked that he had written to the Treas-
ury Department that a ruling may be made
whereby all unstamped opium seized in the
future shall be liable to coufiscation for not
the Government stamp. The
opium, before being handed over to the
wily Chinese, will be made the snbject of a
$10-a-pouand impost by the Coliector of In-
teroal Revenue

The Merritt Estate Almost Ready
for Distribution.

Township Consolidation Gaining in Favor—A
Pickpocket Surprised-Samuels’ Mother

ready to terminate their trust by distribu-
ting the property. There are only three
heirs and they all over age, viz.: Mrs.
Garcelon and the two nephews, All the
olhex:s are legatees, and for the only one
v!lxo 1S & minor, Samuel Merritt Smith, Judge
Lllsvyurth yesterday appointed Stephen W.
Purrington as his guardian. The share of
the two nephews, under an agreement re-
cently entered into, is understood to be
$500,000, or which $100,000 is in cash and
$400.M in property. Mrs. Garcelon, Mr.
Merritt’s sister, principal heir and resi-
dary legatee, who is greatly attached to her
erhe?\ 8, will pay this out of her share.
She did not objeet in the least to the ar-
rangement, and many suppose that when
she dies the nephews will be her only heirs
and inherit ali the property. The $400,000
worth of real estate is taken by the nephews
at the appraised valuation, and is said to be
worth really half a million. Awmong the
property to be receivea by the nephews is
the Market-street block, six or seven houses
on Madison and Oak streets, a ranch at the
head of Lake Merritt, another at Livermore
au_d some San Francisco property. It is
said that Mrs. Garcelon will fully earry out
the directions about paying a certain part
of the revenue of the estate for charity.

Mrs. Burns and Mrs. Russell claim the
broperty of the late John MecGee, the old
Junk-peddler, who died suddenly of heart
disease on Monday afternoon. Mrs. Rus-
sell claims that McGee made a will giving to
her his property. It has not yet been found.

TOWNSHIP CONSOLIDATION.

The proposition for the eonsolidation of
three townships into a city and county gov-
ernment is meeting with a great deal of en-
couragement in Oakland., Already the per-
sonal signatures of citizens representing
over §30,000,000 of property have been se-
cured iu its favor.

POLICE PENSION LAW.

A Novel Point Submitted to the Courts
for Decision.

Judge Levy has granted a peremptory
writ of mandate at the suit of Mrs. Eliza-
beth M. Meagher, widow of the late John
Meagher, detective of the Police Depart-
ment, citing the Police Commissioners to
show cause why they should not pay her
£1000, pursuant to the provision of tue Po-
lice Pension Act passed by the Legislature.

The act referred to provides for the pay-
ment of the sum named to the widow or sur-
viving family of any deceased police officer
who had served eontinually more than ten
and less than twenty years. Meagler was a
veteran officer, having been on the force
moere than twenty years.

The matter, which will come up on the
234 inst., has been referred to City Attorney
Durst for decision, and it is understrod that
the peculiar reading ot the law is due to the
intent of the framers to cowpel police offi-
cers who had served between ten and twenty
years to take advantage of the pension law
and retire from the force. Meagher did not
do this but continued in active service up to
the time of hix death.

The application raises an interesting
point, as several policemen now in active
service have been officers for more than
twenty years, and the Commissioners con-
tend that the law does not aliow the pay-
ment of the insurance in their cases.
