Wiit-hington's fortune, as
we have said, c tine principally from land
grants, hence no persons were wronged by
Ins accumulations. How different is the slt-
uation at iTtMent. Some of our wealthiest

from the ri-e in landed property, in citiesand In the country. Olhers have secured
wealth by trade, while a few like tho
Adamse* in Massachusetts have becomederately wealthy by the prudent manage-
ment of their savings. TiieAstors have be-comerichby Investments in city propertyIhere are now millionaires lv tlie UnitedStates, perhaps, by hundreds of thousandsmade wltnin the past tiiirty and forty years!
Some of tliese men have accumulated their
wealth by mininp interests. The greatest
number of millionaires in the United States,however, of late years, are those persons
who have bandied railrcaJs. .Most of these
individuals have been unconscionable. Somehave received "subsidies from t!i" GeneralGovernment, some from State* and others
ftoin cities, and even irom individuals wiio
desired to have railroads rass near their
holding* of land. Tlie country is full of
millionaires who have enrUhed'tliemselves

through what is known as the watering-
tock iroeess, which means for every dollar

Invested there have beeu shares of tlie com-
pany issued to them tothe am taint of double,

treble and even, In s. me Instances, to ten
times tbe amount of money invested. Mill-
ionaires are counted in this way, and some of
ihf roads which am run upon this principle
are drawing extraordinary revenues from
the public in the form ol excessive charges
for freights and fares. Farmers and others,
realizing how rapidly millionaire railroad
managers have sprung up, are becoming

dissatisfied with tlie way things have been
managed, and this is why we begin to hear
of the organization of Farmers' AUinnces,

etc.

principal employment. He would take and
deliver American h'khls, but could Mardly
be expected to recommend them to pur-
chasers in foreign countries. As foreigners
have set the example of subsidizing foreign
steamship Hues, and thus enabling I.r.i^n
ship-masters to underbid American ship-
masters on freight rates, itis but just to our
shippers that Congress place them on, an
equal footing.
