SACRAMENTO, Jan. 23.—Joseph Morrow,
an account of whose mysterious shooting at
Elk Grove was published yesterday, has
been taken to the County Hosyital. He has
four wounds, none of which are fatal. The
shooting was done with a pistol of small
caliber. One of the bullets passed through
one of Morrow’s hands, another is buried in
his shonlder, a third struck the back of his
head, but did ot penetrate the skull, and
was extracted from the back of one of his
ears, and the fourth bit him on the forehead
and glanced off. Had the weapon been
larger Morrow would have been killed.
About ten years azo Morrow killed aman
at Chico named Daubenspeck, He wassen-
tenced to eighteen years in the State Prison.
Then his sentonce was commuted to five
years, and aboat a year ago, through the in-
fluence of Senator Jones, it is said, he was
pardoned out. Morrow says he is certain
that his assailant was a brother of the man
he killed. lie says he resembled Dauben-
speck, and besides he was informed that the
brother of the dewd maun wuas on his track.
The man who did the shooting has so far
eluded capture, though the constables have
scoured the country in the vicinity of Eik
Grove.

SEATTLE'S HARBOR.

THE PARISIAN
PAWNBROKERS.

A Place Where Valuables Are
Pledged Deseribed.

How the Wonderful Mont-de-Piete System Is
Carried On Under the Management of
the French Government,

M. Liekbatscheff, Mayor of St. Peters-
burg, and Privy Councilor of the Russian
Empire, has lately returned home from
Paris. During his stay here he visited a
number of pubiic functionaries and publie
institutions; but what appeared to interest
him most was the Paris Mont-de-Piete sys-
tem, and to this, I hear, writes a contribu-
tor to the London Graphic, he paid very
special attention, going so far as to make re-
peated visits, net only to the chief office in
the Rue des Blanecs-Manteaux, but also to
various of the offices in different parts
of Paris, so as to be able to convinee him-
self on the spot as to the working of the
system. On the whole he expressed him-
seif satisfied as to the public utility of
the Paris pawnbroking system under Goy-
ernment management, and stated that he
should use his best endeavors to have asim-
ilar inetitution founded in St. Petersburg,
wiere, as is well known, the business of
lending on pledges is to-day in the hands of
a number of private individuals, with whose
character and methoeds of business the terri-
ble novel of Dostoiewsky, ** Crime and Pun-
ishment,”” has made us familiar., I had the
advantage of accompanying M. Liekhats-
cheff on two of his expeditions. The first
was on his visit to the Rue des Biancs-Man-
teaux, and the second, a day or two later,
was to a pawnshop in the Rue Buffault,
which, situated in the midst of a very busy
quarter of Paris, offers the most character-
isties,

We arrived there at 2 o’clock in the after-
noon, and after climbing three flights of
stairs and going down a long passage, found
curselves in a large room divided into two
parts by a long wooder counter. The part
reserved for the publie was simply furnished
with a low wooden bench, in the center
stood a stove, and against the walls, colored
in distem per, were various notices referring
to sules of pledges. The counter was di-
vided into two departments by means of a low
rail.

* Engagewents,”” the other ** Degagements”
—that 1s, the one for the pawning and the
other for the redemption ot pleds The
office was very full when we entered, aud

The doors usually open at 9 in the morning,
but long before that hour you ecan see a
crowd of seedy-looking individuals waiting
about outside. These men make a specialty
of their business, which consists in getting
hold of the best pluces—thut is, those nearest
to the auctioneer’s desk—and selling them to
late comers. In cases of sales of any im-
portasce, sueh as on jewelry days, good
places fvtch as much as 4s or b, while even
onordinary days at least 2 francs can be
earned by this business.” ¢

*“ How long are pledges kept before being
sold ?"* asked Mr. Liekuatschert.

“About fourteen months—that is to say,
when no interest has been paid. Toward
the end of the fonrteenth month the Diedge
is covsidered forfeited and i3 marked tor
sale. It usually comes under the haunuer
about thiree months later.”

** But if the inter.st is paid ?”’

“‘I'he pledze is kept for a long time.
There are some pledges in the store-rooms
at the Rue des Blanes-Manteaux which have
been there for years and years. You have
heard the story of the umbrella that was
pledged in 1864, and the interest of which
has been paid regularly every year since.
This is quite a true story, and the umbrella
is there still, for when the old man who
owned it died i1t had zot so shabby and was
80 old-fushivned that, rather than sell it, the
then Director of the Mont-de-Piete redeemed
it cut of his own pocket and has kept it as a
curiosity. Nubody ever knew w hy the old
gentleman never redeemed it or why he
wenti on paying in yearly interest six tunes
the value of his pledge. Sowme eccentrie,
doubtless, as there are thousands in Paris,
On one occasion a visitor to the Mont-de-
Piete, hearing of his story, sent a message to
the owner 1o say he would redeem the un-
brella for him, an offer which was most
fudignautly refused.”

“ What is done with the funds realized by
the sales of unredeemed pledges?” “Tue
Lalance, if any, that remains over after ull
expenses have been paid,

THE AMOUNT OF THE LOAN

And the interest therenupon having been de-
ducted, is handed to the borrower, This
money is called a boni and is payable about
six munths after the sale of the pledge and
until within about eighteeen montis of this
sale. After that it is forfeited to the estal-
lishment, a very rare occurience.” “Are
these boni ever very considerable ?” “Very
rarely. The amount lent usually represents
the market value of the article, allowing for
the interesi, the expenses of the sale and
the natural deterioration that the pledze
must undergo. In many cases there is no
boni at all. The brokers bid too low for
that. At the same time, there are ocea-
sional surprises at these auctions as at all
others, and occasionally a pledge is known
to fetch really more than it is worth.”
**How much is usually given?” “The
valuers, as a rule, estimate a pledge at
about one-third of its real value—that is to
say, that is the amount that they recom-
mend the paying clerk to advance. In
cases where the pledges are geld or
jewelry, and where there is less fear of
loss—for I must tell you that sometimes,

far from leaving a surplus to be paid over

iu the shape of Loni—the Mont-de-Pieteloses
by the sales at auction—a more iiberal esti-
wate is wmade, and perhaps about three-
feurths of the value advanced. But listen,
here Is just a case in pcint.”  As he spoke a
man stepped up to the pledging counter and

handed a gold wateh to the pledging clerk,

The clerk handed him a number printed on

a piece of ivory and took the wateh iuto the
adjoining room, the door of which remained
open. He then returned to bis seat at the
desk behind the counter. *He has taken it
to the valuer; you will hear him call out his
estimate in a minute or two,”

*“What surprises me,” said M..liekhat-
scheff, looking round, *‘is the extreme re-
spectability of most of the people here and
the entire sans-gene with which they trans-
act their business. In London and in other
European cities a sort of iznominy is sup-
posed to attach to these transactions. Peo-
ple are ashanmed ot being seen in the pawn-
shops, and what is here quite a public traffic
is there clandestine and hidden.” * On,
here in Franee,” said M. Richard, “nobody
is ashamed of dealing with the pawnbroker.
Tradesmen in a small way will come here to
make up the amount of a pressing bill; the
small manufacturer uses it as a bank—it is,
fndeed, the only credit establishment to
whieh the poor can apply. The money is
by no means always wanted for actual
necessaries of life or to make up for waste.,
Many people borrow here for the pur
of smail commercial speculatious. As o
the Mont-de-Piete is the poor man’s bank,
Last year, just befere the exLibition, thou-
sands of additional

TRANSACTIONS WERE REGISTERED,

And in almost every case the pledges were
redeemed after the close of the exhibition.
That meant that hundreds of people want-
ing money for various speculations con-
nected with the exhibition came here for
the necessary funds, succeeded and then
withdrew their piedges, paying for the capi-
tal advanced to them very muech less than
they would have done anywhere else.”

“What is tiie rate of interest?”

“All considered, it amouuts to about 9
per cent per anuum, pavable at the end of
the year, and this rate will be still further
reduced us soon as it is possible to do su.”

*‘And the profits?”

““Lhe proiits, which are by no means very
large, are paid over to the Director of Pub-
lic Assistance and go in charities.”

Just as M. Richard nad finished speaking
we heard the voice of the appraiser eall out
through the open dvor;

“Number seventy-vight, a gold watch; 63
franes.” :

** Sixty-three franes,” repeated the paying
clerk, lookmg toward the man with the

ivory number in his hand.

*1t’s very little,” grumbled he, rising and
stepping up to the counter.

“*Couldn’t you

The clerk stepped into the valuing-room

and presently came back and said: *‘Sixty-
five, if you like, but not & penny more. It
is very thin.”

*Ob, tant pis,” said the customer, “I
take it.””

Ile was then requested to give his name
and address, and these having been regis-
tered, he was asked to show his Papers.
*Papers?” he cried, **what papers?” :

*“It is a rule here,” said the paying clerk,
“‘that before advancing any sum superior to
15 francs we be satistied as to the identity of
the pledger.” .

“l haven’t any papers,” said the man,
80 you had better give me back my wateh.”

“No, I cannot do that,” said the paying
cleck; “that is against the rules. We are
obliged to detain this pledge until you sat-
isfy us as to your identity. Then we will
advance you the money or return the pledge,
as you choose. The law is formal.”

The man grumbled very much, but at last
acquiesced and departed, carrying with him
a receipt for the pledge, **Try and bring us-*
your papers at ouce,” cried the clerk after
him, ** or, if you have no papers, bring two
certificated persons who know you to speak
as to your identity.” M. Liekhatscheff
watched this scene with greatinterest. *“A
wise precaution,” he said; * but come, 65
franes seems very little for such a handsome
wateh.” “On, watches are Literally a drug
in the market. Do you know thal on an
average 1200 watches are pawned every day
in Paris, giving a total of over 400,000 in the
course of the year?”’

WORLD'S EXPOSITION,

States Getting Ready—Tower of
Babel to Be Rebuilt.

Epecial to THE MORNING CALr.

CaIcAGo, Jan. 22.—Anxiety has reigned
among the cfficials of the exposition this
week. The probabie legislation of Congress
is troubling the officials. The report of the
Congressionel Committee, under Repre-
sentative Chandler, has brought about this
cloud. The general opinion is that this cem-
mittee has done no good, buton the contrary
has caused more appreliension and aceumu-
lated more misinformation than auoy other
agency identified with the fair. President
Palmer, Director-General Davis and General
Handy went to Washington to look after
the interests of the fair and make any ex-
planations that might be necessary to kill
any erroneous report. They have aiso laid
before Co ugress their first annual report.

They estimate ihe total expenses of the
National Commissien for the coming year to
be £153,000; Board Lady Managers, $50,000.

Accompanying this report is a document
setting fortn the reguolations for foreign ex-
hibits,

A joint resolution has passed the House
and Seaate at Nashville, Tenn., to appoeint
a cominiitee of fifteen to provide for a Ten-
nessee exhibit at the World’s Fair. Gover-
nor Eagle of Arkansas has recommended a
$100,000 appropriation. Delegates from all
parts of the State have petitioned for
$250.

The Executive Committee of the States

Association met bere. Eight States were
represented.  Favorable reports from all

the States were received, showing that over

5000 were already engaged in the cause of
securing good State exhibits, gral)

The first State to make an appropriation
for the exposition is Wyoming. A bill has
been passed by the Legislature, and sizned
by the Governor, providing $30,000. Ohio is
getting ready. A bill has been introduced
into her Legislature authorizing the Gov-
ernor to appoint a commission of ten per-
sonstorepresent Obloatthe exposition, and
appropriating £100,000 to 8ecure a proper ex-
hibit. 1n his aunual message the Governor of
New dJersey recommends that the Legislature
provide for a greater exhibit of the State’s
products than was made at the Centennial
or New Orleans. Word comes from Olym-
pia, Waush., that a bill has been introduced
in bath houses levying a tax of 24 of a mill
for the next three years on the taxable val-
uation of property to sccure a fund for the
World’s Fair.  This will net §240,000.

It has been suggestad to Secretary Diaine
that First Vice-President Troutman be
placed at the head of a bureau in New
York, representing the Lady Managers.

A recent dispatch from Rome, Italy,
states contrary to geuneral understanding
the Columbian Exposition is attracting gen
eral attention there, and that in all proba-
bility a large appropriation will be made by
the Italian Session, which meets in the near
future. A dispatch from Spain states that
a royal decree has buen issued providing for
the appointinent of & committee to organize
the celebration of the quadro-centenary of
the discovery of Auwerica. Also that the
United States and Portugal be invited to be
present in the committec.

The Board of Architects have been al-
lowed 810,000 each aud necessary outlays,
including traveling expenses, for their serv.
ices in designing the exposition buildings.
After reaching the city they were enter-
tained by the Uuwiversity Club, and then
visited the exposition site. They thought no
better locativn could be selected, but were
appalled at the amount of work to be done,
and thought that it would require all of
Chicago’s enterprise to complete prepara-
tions in two years.

It is expected that the Congressional Com-
mittee, who were appointed sowe months ago
to mspect the progress of the World’s Fair,
will recommend to the House sone radical
changes in the management. It will clearly
define the relations of the National Com-
missicn to the Exposition and Loeal
Directory, also the scope of the work of the
Lady Managers. It will prepose a limita-
tion to the expenditure of the National
Commission. The committee thinks that
the expenses are entireiy too great, and
they wili advise that the salaries be greatly
reduced and many abolished entire]v.

It is about an established fact that the
famous Tower of Babel, as it stood in the
great city of Babylen 2000 years ago, will be
an attractive feature of the Columbian Ex-
»osition.  The Smithsonian Insutute at
Vastington will supp!y the model. [t wiil
be constructed by Dr. Haupt, the great
Oriental scholar. " It will rise in seven di-
minishing columns, impressive from without,
Its interior will be a museun, showing life
and affairs exactly as they were in the
mighty empire of ancient Assyria, includ-
ing the must iemarkable books, works of
art, and curiosities unearthed from the vast
wounds, which are now all that remains of
Babylon and Ninevah.

_An aeronaut from Iowa wants the expo-
sition officials to adopt a plan for a good
balivon-race. In all probability the Ethno-
logical Department will take up the plans
to display the discovery and colonization
of America from the Norse discovery
in the year 1000 to the Declaration of
Independence in 1776. ‘This will include
a reproduction of the Viking age, A. D.
1000 to 1347, consisting of boats, imple-
ments of war, ete, all to be placed in a
Vikiug Hall, to become the nuclens of e per-
manent national exnibit at Chicago. In ad-
dition would be various voyases undertaken
during the reizn of Queen Elizabeth (1558-
1603), the early Duich settlements in New
York and Pennsylvania, the Pilgrims at
Plywouth, the Spanish in Florida, the
French in Canada and along the Mississippi
and many antiquated features.
