BITTEN BY A PET SNAKE.
Sad Death of a Young Girl at Freedom,
Pa.—An Owl the Innocent Cause.

Miss Katie Wilk:ns, daughter of Dr. J. B.
Wilkins, is dead from the bite of one of two
pet snakes, says a Freedom (Pa.) special to
the Globe-Democrat. ILate in the fall a
trawp who had captured two large copper-
head snakes sold them to Dr. Wilkins, who
intended to send them to the Ziological Gay-
dens at Philad: Iphia. The snakes were put
in a large glass jar, the top being secured by
a covering ol wire gauze, and the jar was
placed on a bracket in a corner of the doctor’s
office in the village. Last evening the
doctor and his daughter were returning from
a visit to the country, and the deector had
occasion to make up a prescription. They
both entered the office, and tha doctor hghted
alamp. A large owl was attracted by the
light and flew in over the transom of the
door. It struck against the lamp, scattering
the oil and broken glass in every direction.
I'lie bird seemed frantie, fiying and dashing
about, and a crash of bottles was heard.
Meantime the doctur struck a mateh, and just
then his daughter, with a loud ery, sprang
into his arms. The owl had upset the jar
from the bracketand the snakes were at large.
He called loudly for help. It seemed hours,

but scarcely five minutes elapsed before
several ladies and gentlemen pushed in,

Miss Wilkins was insensible and was being
cared for by the ladies, who were terrified
to find one of the snakes wound around one
of the giri’s legs. All drew back with hor-
ror except a farmer named Thomas, who
seized the snake and choked it to death. It
had bitten the girl between the aankle and
knee. She was taken home immediately
and every known antidote for poison was
administered by her father. It was with-
out avail, for at 7 o’clock this morning
she died. Kate Wilkins was almost 18
years of age and a favorite with all the
people in the village. After taking the girl
home some of the men, knowing there had
been two snakes, returned to the office and
killed the other. The body of the young
woman was swollen to an enormeus size and
gpotted much hike those of the snakes. The
owl that caused the trouble is a large and
beautiful specimen of the snowy tribe. It
is now in the possession of Farmer I'homas.
The dead girl had become quite attached to
the snakes, and had been in the habit of
ieeding them. They knew hLer voice, and
her presence seemed always to be known to
them. She would sometimes handle them,
and seemed to have no fear of them.

THE VALUE OF A SCALP,

An Incident Characteristic of Indian Su-
perstition.

A young squaw fleeing from the advancing
Sioux reached the inclosure pursued by half
a score of painted devils, their hands already
reeking with Pawnee gore. Seeing escape
impossible shs tell flat on the ground and
pulled her blanket over her head to lose sight
of the descending blow. It came from a
tomahawk that glanced off her skull with-
out penetrating it. The whites were within a
few rods, firing as the ran, and one of the
Sioux braves fell, shut dead, beside the pros-
trate woman., Another, however, jerked the
blanket from her bleeding head and with
haste born ecf fear cut around and crueily
lifted her sealp, she conscious all the time,
but never uttering a sound. The savage fled
with his bleody trephy to rejoin his com-
rades, The troops came to the rescue of the
sadly outnumbered Pawnees and together
they sueceeded in putting the Sioux to rout.
When the panic subsided the wounded
squaw was borne into the mission hospital
and her injuries dressed. In spite of the
scalping she bade fair to recover. Strange
to relate, however, her friends showed great
reluctance to her receiving medical treat-
ment, claiming that according to all Indian
precept and example a scalped person
should be dead, and her recovery would only
bring **bad medicine” to her tribe. The
woman acquiesced in this opinion and ex-
pressed perfect willingness to be sacrificed
to the ancient customs. The next morning
the squaw’s cot was empty and the patient
nowhere to be found,

Two days Jater some troopers hunting a
stray horse ¢n the river bank, miles away,
were startled to hear groans coming from a
neighboring thicket. Thinking that some
wounded Sioux liad been abandoned to die,
uw{)cnunously approached. There, buried
all but her face in the drifting sand, was the
scalped squaw, stiil alive and consecious.
They dug her out and brought her vack to
the mission, thoroughly cured of her willing-
ness to die. She told how she had been
stolen from the hospital by her own family
and buried by the river bank. She now
wanted to live, and a close watch was kept
to prevent her being again offered as a vie-
tim to savage superstition, Once afterward,
when walking in the yard, she was spirited
away by the Pawnees and hidden in a tepee,
that, when night fell, she might be buried
more securely. Again she was restored to
the mission, and, upon strong threats of
military vengeance should anything occur to
her in future, the poor creature was allowed
by her tribe to live out the remainder of her
duys.—Cor. N. Y. Times.

THE FIRE BILL.

Views as to the Appointment of
Commissioners.

The Fire Department Bill now before the
State Legislature is a topic of general dis-
cussion in political circles. Some weeks
since E. S. Pillsbury, Irwin C. Stump, Judge
Waymire and two representatives of the
Ma phattan Republican Fire Association met
in Mr. Stump’s oftice and Jdiscussed the
drafting of a bill,

Mr. Stump very emphatically declared
that the most effective way to reorganize the
Fire Department and keep it out of poli-
tics would be to have the Governor appoint
the Fire Commissioners, us the State was
more likely to go Republican than the city
and a more conservative and practical com-
mission would be appointed.

Mr. Pillsbury thought the appointment
should be left to the municipality. He had
strong doubts of the legal power of the
Governor to appoint, aifd said the case of
Edwards and Mahoney, now pending before
the Supreme Court, would be decided soon,
and the legal proposition involved would
then be known. He said he had studied the
matter thoroughly.

Another member thought the power to
appoint Coumissioners should be vested in*
the Mayor.

The conference then adjourned and has
not met as a body since, though it is said
that three of the Conference Committee pre-
pared a biil, which has been introduced in
the Assembly, providing for the appoint-
ment of three Comwmissioners by the Super-
visors, one by the Mayor and one by the
I'reasurer.

The original act for the organization of the
present department provided that two Comn-

missioners should be elected by the people,
two appointed by the Fire Undérwriters and
ove by the Supervisors. In 1570 the Legis-
lature legis ated the Fire Underwriters’ ap-
pointees out of office, and the Governror
filled the vacancies until the ensuing elec-
tion. In 18 thie power of appointing a
Comimissioner was taken from the Super-
visurs and given to the Uuderwriters. In

875 the law was so anended as to provide
that three Commissioners should be ap-

pointed by the Supervisors, one by the
County Judge and one by tie Judge of the
Ciiminal Court. That is the law as it now
stands. ‘T'he courts menticned have been
legisiated out of existence. The Supervisors
assumed the power to fili vacancies, uutil
a year ago, when Governor Watermaun con-
tended the power was Jodged in bim and
uppointed Messrs, Parsons and Clark. Ed-
wards and Mahouney refused to vacate and
Judge Shafter, on a suit being iustituted,
decided against them, and Parsons and Clark
took their seats. An appeal was tuken to
the Supreme Court, which is now pending.
