Muldoon will keep Kiirain, so to speak,,

George, It is suggested that the athlete
cover bis chatge with a blanket of foe when
reporters aud men of si ortiug proclivities
pay a Visit to Kilruin's training station for
the purpose of "sizing up" the man who
willsell as favorite In the pools when the
time for an exchange offistic compliments
falls due. Years have made many changes
in San Francisco since Billy Muldoon and
Clarence Whistler drew the wool over tlio
eyes of the lovers of sport in this city who
paid high prices to witness the hippodrom-
ing wrestling matches at the Mechanics' Pa-
vilion.

Muldoon was then a popular athlete, and
would have continued to hold the high esti-
mation in which lie was held had itnot been
for the expose of Whistler, who stated
openly that he had to agree to Muldoon's
terms or go without eating. Of the many
pugilists who have trained for contests
within close proximity of this city, there
has not been a single case mentioned of a
fighter who objected to people visiting the
training-grounds when the pugilist had
completed his routine work. Of course, if
Mr.Muldoon objects to having people visit
Kilrain while the latter is in training, his
wishes will. be respected by the sporting
element of this city,,which, as a rule, does
not desire to tread on forbidden ground.

An Australian paper remarks: "No doubt
Jackson is a scientific boxer, and against
most men he would come out of a contest
with flying colors but with sturdy
resolute boxers of the Slavin and
Goddard type, men who are indifferent to
punishment and can serve out body blows
with terrific force, Ithink he will always
be second. W. Fanran beat him fairly
enough both times he met him, and the Vic-
torian blacksmith wore him out merely
through sheer pluck, indifference to punish-
ment, and repented visitations with his right
to Jackson's body. I'oor Farnan received
ten times the punishment that he.admin-
istered to Jackson, but he could stand it
while Jacksou could not, and whenever the
latter meets Slavin he will take special
care to keep away from that dangerous
right which knocked out McAuliffe. After
his bout with Goddard Imet a north coun-
tryEnglishman who thought they should
have been allowed to fight a couple of
more rounds. 'If they hand,' said he,
'why Goddard would ha' knocked 'un oot.'
'Wait till he meets Slavin,' said I.
'What?' rejoined the north countryman;
'I'll lay the tend pands to a sieveriu he
never willmeet him.' Many people are of
ihe same opinion. They declare Jackson
does not care for the job, and lie will keep
out of Slavin's way until lie is actually
forced to meet him."

The victory of Fitzsimnious over Dempsey
once more calls to mind the latter-day
supremacy of Australians in nearly all
branches of athletic sports. Itmay be true
that they do not hold the world's records for
running and jumping, but it can be token
for granted that if put to test they would
at least prove themselves equal to any of
their rivals from elsewhere iv these two
sports, while in boxing and sculling itis ap-
parent they are away ahead, and in bicy-
cling are tolerably well up. Many people
put the excellence of the Autipodeausdown
to the credit of the climate of the country in
which they live. Doubtless there is reason
for this conclusion, but there is more cause
for attributing it to the sturdy stock from
which they spring, to the free, yet abstemi-
ous, life they lead, to the love of sport that
pervades nil classes of the people in Aus-
tralia, and to the encouragement that Isgiven
to the development of man and beast.

Ithas been admitted by all who witnessed
the great international middle-weight battle
between Dempsey and Fitzsimmons that
Dempsev was easily whipped. The reason
that Fitzsimmons accomplished the trick
with marvelous dexterity lias been little
more than hinted at, and yet itis not hard
to find Dempsey did not gain his title of
"The Nonpareil" without accomplishing
it Atone time he was undoubtedly the clev-
erest of his age, weight and stature in
America, ifnot in the world. To-day be is
a wreck. His ability is as great as ever, so
far as that means the handling of his bands,
but the power has gone. He held La
Blanche cheaply aud uealected the proper
precautions. He was defeated.

Wheu he signed articles to fight Fitzsim-
moiis he was in the midst of a round of dis-
sipation in Oregon. Like every other state-
ment of the kind, this'will be denied. But
it is true. In condition in days gone by,
Dempsev knew he could beat any man that
c aid get within a few pounds of his weight.
He was right, he coull. But years had
slipped along and dissipation had accom-
plished Its natural ta-k. ButJohn L.Sulli-
van had dissipated, more than lie, and at in-
tervals hid continued his victorious career.
That fatal argument ofexceptions!

AllAmerica has been boasting for years
that Sullivan is pusHistically the greatest
man in the world, lln has been nearly
whipped, and, in consenting to a draw, has
practically capitulated ;but to-day he is re-
garded with as much reverence as ever. If
he were to go into a fight to-morrow ninety
out of a hundred people on this continent
would expect to see him win, and the other
ten would ask long od is before they would
give consent togiv« practical expression to
their contrary opinion. And Dempsey im-
agined he had tho recuperative physical
power of the fool-god of America. He dis-
covered his mistake and was beaten. Fitz-
simmons, whose ability js undoubted, will
go the same way. They all do.

This is the way Macon sizes up th« now
famous middle-weight champion, Fitzsim-
mons:

Well, FitzMminons Is better than Ja'<e Kil-
rain, Jack Ashton, Joe I.aiinon and George God-
frey, and bis frame Itas large aseithei's. Up to
the time that liedefeated BillyMcCarthy hi Cali-
fornia be was as poor as a chinch mouse. He
did not have the money to pay for even a steer-
ace passage from Melbourne to Hits count jr, and
tin came heie as * stowaway and worked Ills
passace after bis discovery on the ship by wash-
tug down the decks and such ll«e employment.

Excellent Duck Shooting to lie Had.
Game; Urlls-.

The preliminary examination of Foote,
the market-banter, who shot and killed a
game-keeper named McKenzle on the Sui-
sun marches recently, took place atFairfield
on Thursday. Twomembers of the Sports-
men's Protective Association of this city,
Messrs. Stack and Millish, visited Suisun,
Ostensibly to have an interview witiFoote
aid to learn the fullparticulars connected
with the shooting. The prisoner was not
permitted to see any person, but the repre-
sentatives of the Sportsmen's Association
state that the feelings of tint residents of
Suisun, Benicia, Vallejo and those towns

in the vicinity of the marshes are strongly
against preserves and those who favor
them. The lawyers who are defending
the man who shot McKenzio have
been engaged by the residents of
the locality in which the. shouting
was done. Business men of Suisun and
Benicia state that the keeper was in me
habit of flourishing a pistol over the heads
of pers us who entered the marsh for the
purpose of having a little quiet sport and
that on moonlight nights itwas a custom of
the keeper Inshoot with lilies at the flushes
of guns used by hunters when shooting onponds. Particulars of the hearing have not
been received, but it is quite probable that
Foole willhe held to answer.

Old sportsmen do not remember a winter
that has afforded better duck-shooting than
the present. A glitttce at th" game stalls ofany of the markets will convince th« mostskeptical that "the ducks must be in" aud
that hunters, such as they are generally
termed, are having gala sport on the mud
flats. Ihere is only one drawback to duck-slKiotini; on grounds that are partly sub-merged bysalt water and that is the food
upon which the birds principally exist,
which gives them a rank aud fishy flavor
which is not pleasant to the palate. The
flavor of me quii'-kors does not, however
cut any figure with the man who slashes
through the mud Hats and who has
only one object in mind— size
of the bag he will show up to his friends on
the return from the day's shoot. The flavor
of marsh ducks may not be acceptable to the
hunter's wife aud children or friends, but
for a' that the lover of the pastime has his
enjoyment, irrespective of how the birds
taste or tho in.inner iv which they may be
treated by tlioiu to 'whom ithey are con-",
signed nt the end of the day's cannonading.

Sportsmen, and market-hunters in par-
ticular, will bear in mind that a law was
passed by tho Supervisors of this city a few
months ago which was Intended for theprotection of tlie broad-bill family during
certain mouths of the ye ir. The law as itnow stands roads: . . .

Any person violating the above provisions

shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and

punished accordingly, and the sportsmen of
this city willask Chief Crowley to instruct
the police officers to have a sharp lookout
for persons who violate this law after
March Ist. . .

The sloughs and creeks are now literally
swarming with salmon that are waiting an
opportunity of going up to their spawning-
beds in fresh-water streams. Ifthe weather
continues dry there willbo very little fishing
next summer, as there is scarce water
enough in the glens to wet the appetites of
the bull-frogiyind the basso toad. When
the next storweomes it is safe to presume
that an incessant downpour will be the re-
sult and that both fish, fowl and farmers
willbe made happy.

Avigorous effort has been made In New
York to establish a hospice or home for
dogs.

Tests of the
Small-iSoru Kill.-.

The California Schuetzen Club willhold
its monthly medal shoot at Harbor View to-
day.

Bad habits and dissipation of nil kinds
must stand back away from the enthusiastic
and successful rifle shot: they have no
place with him. Fur this reason, ifuo other,
should boys and young men be taught to
practice and form a likingfor this art. As
a health-giving exercise and an incentive to
seek the open air, it is greatly to be recom-
mended, Small-bore rifle-shooting can be
indulged in by both sexes; the weak as
well as the strong ran handle the small
iill",and one may derive as much pleasure
as another from its use.

A new Smokeless iunder is being manu-
factured at the United States Torpedo Sta-
tion in Rhode Island. The formula is a
new one aud is the invention of Professor
C. E. Monroe, the Government chemist at
the station. Quit.- a number of experiments
have already been made with the new pow-
der, and it has been demonstrated to possess
a higher explosive power than ordinary
powder, ten grains being sufficient to drive
a bullet into a pine board a depth of twenty
inches, while seventy grains of service pow-
der will cause a bullet to penetrate, only
fourteen inches. Further experiments with
this new powder willbe watched with deep
interest.

Witn a view to ascertain the probable
character of the wounds which will bj in-
flicted by the new small-bore rifles which
have been adopted in European armies,
some interesting experiments have recently
been made by London surgeons. Tlie human
bodies were arranged so as to represent a
company, with intervals, in renting forma-
tion, and the bullets were finally received in
bigs of sawdust, where at tlieshort range,
they were found unaltered ivshape. \u25a0 When
fighting at a range of about 200 yards the
bullets were found to pass completely
through from four to five ranks; at 400
yards, from three to four r-anns, and at
ranges between 800 to 1200 yards. from two
to three ranks of a company in lighting for-
mation, even in eases where the bullet hid
encountered large bones. In but rare eases
was a bullet found to have lodged, and the
general results prove conclusively that the
new weapons cause greater penetration and
less laceration than did those formerly inuse; so that, in fact, the diminution in bore
rendered necessary on tactical grounds, and
especially the introduction of the "covered"
bullet, is considered a direct step in the
cause of humanity.

SECTION EIGHT
OF THE SEA-WALL.

Specifications Adopted and Bids
tailed For.

The Estimated Cost Will Be About 8111,000.
No Chinese WillBe Employed and Labor-

ers Will Work Only Eight Hours.

AnImportant meeting of the State Board
of Harbor Commissioners, attended also by
Governor Markham and Mayor Sanderson,
was held yesterday morning for the pur-
pose of adopting specifications for the com-
pletion of Section 8A of tho sea-wall, at
the font of Market street Chairman W. D.
English presided.

Chief Engineer Hanson read the specifica-
tions and stated that his estimate of cost of
the construction is £111,420. This estimate
is on the caisson system, whichiiconsidered
the best, and (MMadopted.

Governor Markhnm suggested that the en-
tire work should be under the supervision
of the board, and that no decision by the
Chief Engineer should be considered bind-
ing upon the Commissioners.

The specifications were then amended in
compliance wi;h the, suggestion, and it was
decided to employ ho Chinese on the work
anil that labor should be employed only
eight hours daily.

BIDS CALLED FOR.

Flag of Mohammed II—P. L. J., City.
Constantinople's Moslems profess to have in
their possession the genuine standard of the
prophet Mohammed I; but it may not ba
seen or even touched by Christians. Infact,
only an emir is permitted to touch it. Itis
only displayed in the alay or triumph hIpro-
cession of artisans and others, signalizing
the outbreak of hostilities or war. Ifany
Christian has seen or is thought to have
seen the holy symbol on any such occa-
sion, the story runs that some fanat-
ical Turk is very likely to put
him to death. But the "Sanyak Snerif," or
"sacred flap; of Mohammed," was a subject
of discussion in European newspapers not
many months ago, and these accounts not
only differed as to the whereabouts of the
famous "standard of the prophet," but also
as to its color and design. According to the
.North German Gazette, it is at the present
time in the armory of ths Palazzo Castello
in Turin, Italy. Ithad been preserved in
the imperial mosque of Abou Eyoub
at Constantinople, but Baron Tecco, the
Sardinian Embassador, bought It,in 1539,
and sent itto his King, Charles Albert, who
had founded the museum of artillery in1833.
According to this authority the standard is
of red silk with several verses from the
Koran embroidered in yellow, its height
slightly over 6 feet and its width 454. A
correspondent of one of the London dailies
claimed to have seen the secret emblem in
the Seraglio, aud he described it as of yel-
low silk, and formerly one of the flowing
curtains that adorned the room of the fav-
orite wifeof the prophet. Chambers' Cyclo-
pedia is authority for this: "Eyub is in-
nabitated only by Turks, and here are pre-
served the 'Sanyak Sherif,' or the banner of
the prophet, and the sword of O^man, with
which each Sultan is girded on his accession
to the throne, a ceremony equivalent to a
coronation." This standard may have bean
the one which Mohammed IIhad at the
siege of Constantinople.
