That is, they
charge for each book as if it had been singly
sent through the mail from tbe printing
office, whereas they actually receive the
books by Ireight. He thought it would be
weill to let the matter stand as it was, as
there is little doubt that a law will be
passed making school-books free, and a bill
1ur that purpose has already passed the
wepate.

WATER LEGISLATION.

Just before the Senate adjourned to-day,
and when half of the seats were emply,
Mahoney of San Francisco asked permission
io introduce a bill out of order. Permission
being grauted, he sentup a bill the titie of
which gave no suggestion of its contents.
Tae bill will be nice Sunday reading for the
Spriug Vailey Water Company. Toe con-
pany wiil probably eall it a hoary-headed
“cineh,” but others may find a milder term
to designate it. 1t provides that all copor-
ativns, companies or persons supplying water
{0 any city and county, city or town, must
furnish pure water at reasonable rates for
family use without distinetion of persons,
and for all municipal purpuses free of
charge. An abundant supply must always
be on hand. The rates the company shall
chiarge shall be determined by the Board of
Supervisors so as to allow such corporation
a profit on its business not to exceed 6 per
ceut per annum in cities of 100,000 inbabi-
tanis or more, nor more than 8 per cent
‘in  cities of less population, on a
cssh value of the real aad personal
property of said corporation and over and
above the actual and nocessary expenses in-

curred in the legitimate and economical
management and carrying on of such busi-
ness, Meters only shall used at the op-
tion of the consumer or on a permit granted
by the Supervisors, and a permit shall only
be granted in cases where conclusive proof
is given by the corporation of an excessive
use of water by the consumer. Such corpo-
ration shall furnish a detailed statement,
attested by the President and Secretary,
showing the actual“cash value of the prop-
erty necessary to carry on the business and
the cost of operating, and no water rates
shall be collectea until such statement is
made. The Board of Supervisors shall have
the right to examine the books, accounts
and real and personal pro perty of the corpo-
ralion to verify its statements. Officers,
agents or employes of a company making
false statements to the examiner for the
Supervisors are punishable by fine of not
less than $200 or more than $1000, or im-
prisonment for not less than ninety days,
and the company shall forfeit all rignts
under its charter to carry on business. In-
formers shall receive half of fines collected.

CHECKING THE NEW COUNTY FEVER.

Secretary Berry has frame d a bill that, if
passed, will have a tendency to allay the
existing fever for creating new counties.
The bill was introduced in the Senate to-
day and provides that before a new county
can be formed a petition signed by a major-
ity of the freeholders outside of the cities
desiring to create a new county must be
presented to the Board of Supervisors of the
county from which the largest portion ofthe
new county is to be taken, specifying the
name of the new county; that the new
county-seat petition shall then be sent to the
Governor, who shall appoint five disinter-
ested citizens as a commission to acquaint
itself with all matiers appertaining to the
creation of the new county; they shall de-
cide whether by creating a new county an
injustice would be done any other county,
and shall decide what portion of the in-
debtedness of each county from which the
new county was fermed, the new county
shall pay. If the Commissioners report in
favor of creating a new county, it shall pro-
ceed to organize under the County Govern-
ment Act; if the decision is adverse, no
further proceedings in the matter can be
taken for four years.

A GOVERNOR'S RESIDENCE.

Another bill was introduced appropriating
$70,000 for the purchase of a building for a
residence for the Governor. The bill does
not specify what portion of the city the resi-
dence shall be located in. It places the
funds for the purpose in the hands of the
Capitol Commissioners.

Senator Campbell of Solano to-day pre-
sented a bill repealing the act appropriating
$160,000 for the purchase of jute machinery
for San Quentin, The appropriation was
made in 1859, but the Directors used but a
few hundrad deliars of it, and Campbell
thinks it betier to put the money where it
cannot be reached except by an act of the

LIVERMORE.

Developing the Mineral Industry
of That Section.

Editor Morning Call : Let it not be sup-
posed that the sole wealth of the Livermore
Valley lies in its vast grain-fields, its incip-
ient orchards or even in its famous vine-
yvards. The renown of Livermore hay and
wheat has sounded to the length and
breadth of the State; it has recently been
demonstrated that oranges will grow here
without irrigation, bearing good crops of
fine-flavored fruits, and the products of Liv-
ermore vineyards have spoken for them-
selves in no uncertain tones.

Not suo much is known, however, of the
mineral wealth of this section, though those
familiar with the region are not slow to de-
clare that it is rich in mineral possibilities.
Gold, silver, quicksilver, coal, coal-oil,
building-stone, chrome, suiphur and marble
have been all discovered hereabouts, but
with the exception of the stone and coal
but few attempts at practical working have
been made with these. From time to time,
since the first discovery of coal in Murray
Township, which was as early as 1860, by
Captain O’Brien, who formed a company,
on working the vein found by him in Corral
Hollow, coal-mining enterprises have becen
set afoot here, but only to be abandoned
whelly, or in part, for lack of adequate
facilities.

Tne mines opened and operated by Cap-
tain O’Brien’s comiany were after a few
years sold to W. T. Coleman of San Fraa-
cisco, and under his ownership allowed to
lie idle. Other fine veins have been discov-
ered since then, and more or less success-
fully worked—a clean, pure, excellent bitu-
minous coal being taken out, which makes
a very hot fire, with bat very little blaze or
smoke, and is capital for steam purposes.
In no instance, however, have the possibil-
ities of the many veins in the immediate
vicinity of Livermore been developed to
anything like perfection. Comvanies have
been formed and large sums have been in-
vested to bring from a distance coal of an
inferior quality, when rigot here, within less
than fifty niiles of our greatest city, lies po-
tentially the most profitable and prosperous
coal-field on the Coast.

A npew epoch is dawning for the mines of
the Livermore region, however. About ten
miles from town the Eureka Company is
sinking a shaft, and will soon begin operat-
ing the Eureka Mine, an enterprise which,
it is estimnated, will put a large amount of
first-class coal upon the market, while at the
same time it will redouna to the immediats
benefit of this town, bringiug, as it will,
from fifty to a hundred fawmilies within our
borders, while the local market will receive
its share from the $20,000 or $30,000 which
it is anticipated wiil bs paid monthly to the
wage-carners of this new accession Lo our
population.

In this same connection another enter-
prise for which Livermore’s rustling citizens
are working is a road up the Arroyo Mocha
to avoid the difficult and for many purposes
inaccessible Crane’s Ridge, whicli presants a
formidable barrier to the development of
the very important section of country which
the proposed road would open up. There
are desirable timber tracts to be thus
reached, a chrome deposit excelling any
other ever found hereabouts, while at the
head of the Arroyo Mocha are extensive de-
posits of manganese -that can never be
worked until an outlet is afforded for the
product. A pumber of other mines, with
this road further outleted, could also be
profitably woerked, and our thriving town
would enter upon an era of pnew and as-
sured prosperity. Matfers about town have
been very quict of late, 3

The demand for Livermore hay is slowly
but surely emptying the warehouses, large
shipments being made almost daily. Quite
an amount of building is going on. J. H.
Pagat’is adding a substantial two-story
building to his shop facilities, and various
other improvements are making in different
parts of town.

The Catholics, under the able generalship
of Rev. Father Powers, are building a beau-
tiful new edifice, to cost, when completed,
between $17,000 and $18,000. It is expected
thiat the building will be dedicated about
March 17th. Four beautiful memorial win-
dows are to be put in the building, the gifis
of Mrs. Hupers, Mrs. M. Mulqueeny,
Mr. James Concannon and Mr. Peter
McKeanv.

One of Livermore’s best-known residents,
Hon. James Beaz=ll, is again about aiter a
painful and dangerous illness. Mr., Beazell
was obliged, about two months agn, to
undergo amputation of an arm. Blood
poisoning set in and he has been critically
ill. There is no more popular man In the
county, and his friends are rejoiced to see
him about again.

Since Junuary 1st daily services have
been neld in the Methodist Church, with
large attendance and excellent results, A
large number of pastors from San Fran-
cisco and Oakland have been present to
assist Dr. Haswell in conducting the mest-

ings and the interest has been well sus-
tained.
