CLEAR AND COLD

Weather Predicted by tlie Signal Service
Officers.

According to a special bulletin issued last
evening by Lieutenant John P. Fiuley of
the Signal Service, the cyclone, which had
been nearly station over British Colum-
bia for the past four days, has finallypassed
eastward beyond Washington. Its disap-
pearance has been folio wailby a rapid de-
scent southward, over Washington, of an
anti-cyclone, bringing with it a large mass
of cold, dry air. As a consequence, the fall
in temperature in Washington is the most
remarkable of the season. The rain turned
to snow, with winds shifting to northerly,

and lempeflature fell from 10° to 20° in
twenty-four iiours. The barometer has
risen rapidly In Northern California,
Oregon and Washington, and in the latter
State the rise has been nearly half an inch
in twelve hours and nearly three-quarters of
an inch in twenty-four hours. The tem-
perature has generally fallen in all districts,
and it the anti-cyclone above roterred to
continues its southerly course California
willexperience the coldest weather of the
season during the next twenty-four to forty-
eight hour?, accompanied by high northerly
winds.

inirinc the past twenty-four hours light
rains, turning Co oave fallen inall
districts except Arizona. All amounts re-
ported are less than half an inch, and most
of them less than one quarter of an inch.
The precipitation in thi3 city amounted to
.40 of au inch.

The lonu continuation of the cyclone
north of Washington had the effect of
uradually reducing the barometric pressure
throughout the Pacilio Coast states without
the ceuter of the storm moving southward.
Under this :-.llui-iit'e Die wiuds gradually
shifted scUierly in all districts with in-
creasing uloud formation and slowly rising
temperature, until condensation took place
in the form of light rains. Precipitation
wa«, therefore, mostly at night, of short
durAtiou and small in amouuL Clear und
colder weather will prevail throughout
California within the next twenty

four

hours.

REAL ESTATE.

Rapid Transit Needed For Sub-
urban Districts.

What ItHas Done For Outside Lands in St.

Louis—Blackmail Titles Considered— .
New Concern-Notes and Sales. ';,.,

This -week the bill granting corporations

the right to use electricity as a motive pow-
er for street railroads will be considered by

the Legislature at Sacramento. Action on

it is awaited with some anxiety by real es-

tate agents and people interested in the out-
side lands of this city, as its passage will
mean bis things for them. Nor will the
artisan or seeker of a cheap home within
easy and quick reach of business centers be
less benefited should the billbecome a law.
What San Francisco needs that its environs
may be settled with homes is rapid transit.
The Chicago Herald has said the same for
that city in the following words: "What
the city needs is better transportation facili-
ties. If the alley elevated road proves a
success others will be built and people will
soon prefer to live in the suburbs. The
great objection is that trains are too slow,

poorly lighted and crowded. When those
difficulties have been overcome there is.no
reason why there should not be a tremen-
dous business in suburban property."

When the busy toiler can leave his work
in the evening and half an hour later enter
his own home near the ocean or close to the
county line, rapid transit will have demon-
strated its benefits. Homes willbe within
reach of nil, and the vast unsettled and In-
accessible tracts now lying between the city
and the ocean willbe the abiding place of
many families. As a matter of course, this
property will increase greatly in value,
which accounts for the deep interest taken
by real-estate men in this all-important mat-
ter.

AS ITIS IN THE EAST.
Inintroducing rapid transit San Francisco

wouid only be following in the footsteps of
Eastern cities. St. Louis, for instance, is
changing the motor power of its street-rail-
wnys running into country districts, and
where rapidity is necessary electricity finds
favor.

Regarding a recent meeting of the Rail-
road Committee of the City Council there,
the St. Louis Post-Dispatch says: At the
last meeting of this committee, held Tues-
day afternoon, there was a very large at-
tendance ot persons interested in this enter-
prise, including among them a great
many owners of property along the line,
and a more enthusiastic and unanimous
crowd never expressed itself favorable to
the granting of any franchise. Numerous
speeches were made, ami the main point of
each of them was that the company had
consulted with interested property-owners
as to every feature of the bill providing for
the proposed change. There is not an ob-
jectionable clans- init. From beginning to
end tho billwas warmly indorsed by all the
speakers, who said that Jt was- just what
everybody wanted, and it was hoped that
the Railroad Committee would recommend
itsadoption. The presumption now is that
the bill will bo passed at to

-
morrow

night's meeting of the House of Delegates.
VALUES ENHANCED.

Again it give's the followinginteresting
account of how rapid transit is enhancing
values around Tower Grove Park, St.
Louis: "This section of the line will open
up a large area of very desirable residence
property which has already been purchased
in anticipation of increased values to be
created by the advantage to the section of
rapid transit. There is now an electric
road on Arsenal street all along the south
side of the park terminating at King's high-
way, where property inRuber place which
has been provided witha complete system of
high-class public and private improvements
is held at S4O a foot— that is, for lots facing
the park. Before this property was reached
by an electric road it coula have been pur-
chased at §25 to £30 a foot, and a good deal
of itbought at those figures has since been
improved with dwellings costing from
$4000 to SIO.OOO each. Atthe auction lnst
summer there was considerable of the Tyler
place ground fronting Shaw avenue, just
north ofTower Grove Park, where there are
no improvements, which suld at $30 a foot
and upward. Next spring, when the electric
road is being operated along there, it is more
than likely that these Shaw avenue lots in
Tyler place willsell at $40 to $50 a loot, and
that those on King's highway, opposite the
park, where the improvements are allmade,

j will be in demand at £50 to SGO a foot. With
these two electric roads and the People's cable
line alon£ Grand avenue, runuing 10 Tower
Grove, that section of the city will bo well
provided with rapid transit, and it is antici-
pated that an immense amount of building
will be dune in that locality next summer."

The relative merits of motors, or the
special claims of a proposed electric road to
the ocean, south, of the park, present
n other aspect of tins case, but itis certain
that rapid transit is needed beyond the
present cable-line termini.

BLACKMAIL TITLES.

A measure introduced in the Senate pro-
poses that the grade of certain medical of-
ficers of the army below that of Surgeon-
General shall be as follows, namely:

The
people of Dowuievilte were alarmed when
they saw the huge snow-ball in: down
noon them, but when it struck a miner's
shanty it burst in two and Thompson
stepped out unhurt.
