SACrRAMENTO, Feb. 5.—Shanahan’s bill
repealing the sections of the Constitution
creating the Board of Railroad Commission-
ers came up for action in the Assembly this
afternoon as the special order of business,
Dibble promptly moved to postpone consid-
eration of the measure until Monday.

Doty warned the Assembly that the meas-
ure would not down; every farmer in the
State and every Farmers’ Alliance in the
State have declared against the worthless
commission.

Di said he was strongly opposed to
the al n of the commission. He did
pot think it would be wise to precipitate a

struggle over railroad rates and fares in ev-
ery Legislature that meets. The commis-
sion bad leen created to take such discus-
sion out of the State Legislature. The effect
of repealing the commission would be to
make the railroad take an interest in every
election in the State, aud the Legislature
would be cowmposed simply of railroad and
anti-railroad men,

Mattlock said the commission had been
under the control of the railroads ever since
it was crganized.

PAROLE OF PRISONERS.

Senator McGowan has introduced a biil
for the creation of a Board of Commission-
ers for the parole of prisoners at San Quen-
tin. The salaries of the Commissioners shall
not be more than $300 per annum each.
The Comuwissioners shall meet at stated
times at San Quentin, and any prisoner who
has served the miniwum term preseribed by
law for the crime of which he was convicted,
or has served one year for a crime for which
there is no minimum preseribed, or who has
served six months of a term so preseribed,
or five years of a sentence for life, when

- there is no minimum term prescribed, shall
be given an opportunity to appear before the
commission and apply for his release on
parole, and in like manner prisoners at Fol-
som may apply for release on parole. If the

Commissioners believe the applicant for re-
lease on parole has reformed and wili be
&ble to support himself and wiil obey the
law, then bis release on parole shali be au-
thorized ; but he shall be under control of
the board and subject at any time to Le re-
turned to prison. "If the prisoner paroled
shall leave the State he shall be deewned an
GZC’;‘Ped Prisoner and may be arrested as
such. .

CHINESE EXCLUSION,

Senator Maher has iutroduced a Chinese
exclusion act similar to that which was in-
troduced by Mr. Young in the Assembly
‘uurday. and of which an extended report

as given in yesterday’s CALL. The most
preminent feature of the bill is a provision
that all Chinese in the State shall be regis-
tered and given certificates of residence, and
any Chinese found after a stated time with-

“out such certificate shall be deported.

Another provision of the bill prohibits the
captain or owner of any vessel from landing
Chinese at any port In the State; and also
a_rohlbn.s any railroad or stage company

om bringing Chinese into the State. Sena-
tor Manher believes the bill is constitutional,
and if passed will accomplish the object for
which it is iutended, Senator Maher
says he introduced the bill at the request of

& Government official. This may account
for the extended visit Collector Phelps paid
“ the capital at the opening of the session.

Senator Simpson has introduced a bill to

. extend the jurisdiction of the Board of State

Harbor Commissioners over KEast street,
San Frapcisco, between Paclfic and Folsom
streets, and withdraw the same from the
jurisdiction of the Board of Supervisors.

. HYDRAULIC MINING.

. The hydraulic miners displayed their
strength in tlie Assembly this afternoon.
Early in the session Clark introduced a con-
eurrent resolution calling upon the Govern-
ment to appropriate $1,000,000 to improve
‘the pavigation of the Sacramento River and
protect dwellers on its banks from over-
flows. The resolution, as introduced, stated
4t the river was being choked by mining
debris, and against this statement the hy-
draulickers lifted up their voices and pro-
tesfed. In committee the resolution was
«mended to read that the river was becom-
ing unnavigable and was a nsenace to prop-
erty through the peglect of the National
Government, This afternoon when the

resolution came up there was a minority re-
port in favor of the resolution containin
the obnoxious words ** mining debris,” whic
had been carefully eliminated from the reso-
lution formed by the majority., There was
a long debate over the matter, and the As-
sembly, by an almost unanimous vote,
adopted the resolution of the majority, but
amended it to read that the trouble was
caused by neglect of the National Govern-
ment and ** other causes.”

Gould’s Investigating Committes, on ac-
count of the absence of a member, did not
meet to-night. Gould has obtained from
Camron the name of one of the lobbyists
who approached him for the sack.

COUNTY SCHEMES,

Bruner introduced in the Assembly this
morning a bill designed to throw obstacles
in the way of enterprising individuals and
associations who are at present expending
their mental energy on schemes for cutting
the State up into little counties. This bill
provides that whenever the people of a cer-
tain district desires to organize their terri-
tory into a county they must first send a
petition signed by 500 qualified electors re-
siding in the district, who must also be tax-

ayers, This petition shall set forth the

oundaries of the vproposed county, aud
state the number of inhabitants, which
must be not less than 5000. The petition
must also show that the creation of the new
county will not reduce the population of the
old county from which it is taken or of any
of the counties from which it is taken below
8000. The Governor shall then appoint a
commission of three disinterested persons.
These Commissioners shall divide the pro-
posed county into election districts uml) a
special election to decide whether the
new county shall be organized and the
location of the county seat shall be held,
and if two-thirds of the ballots cast are in
favor of the new county it shall be organ-
ized. The portion of the indebtedness of
the old county which the new county shall
bear shall be determined by a Board of
Commissioners appointed for that purpose,
and if there is any property in the new
county belonging to the old 1is value shall
be added to the portion of the indebtedness
of the old county which the new county
must pay.

DEFINING PAWN-BROKERS.

Ames has introduced into the Assembly &
bill whick classes among pawn-brokers
many who do not now aspire to that dis-
tinction. The bill provides that any person,
corporation or firm who loans moeney on de-
posit or pledze of personal property, or
other valuable things o{her than securities
or written or printed evidences of indebt-
edness, or who deals in the purchas-
ing of personal property or other
valuable thing on condition of selling the
same back apain at a stipulated price, or
accepts or exaets personal property on de-
posit or pledge as seccrity for the payment
of a promissory note or other evidence of
indebtedoess, is declared and defined to be
a pawn-broker.

COMMITTEE REPOKTS,

The Assembly Committee on' Roads and
Highways recommend the passage of the
bill appropriating $30,000 to build a free
road from Mariposa to the Yosemite Valley.

The Assemply Committee on Claims will
report faverably on the bill authorizing the
Board of Supervisors of San Francisco to
pay John J. Conlin §54,015 due him on con-
tracts for work done and materials furnished
in improving the public streets.

The House Committee on Elections and
Apportionment will report the Apportion-
ment Bill and five election bills betore 1t to
the Assembly to-morrow without recomenda-
tion.

Tne Assembly Commitiee on Reforma-
tories will favorably report the bill chang-
ing the name of the Whittier Reform School
to the State School of Industry and Agri-
culture,

The Senate Comuittee on Corporations
has amended the vill requiring all telegraph,
telephone and eleetric light wires piaced
underground. It shall bediscretionary with
the Boards of Supervisors whether the wires
be put underground or not.

The committee also heard what Sam Short-
ridge had to say against mutual insurance
bills, but took no action. Shortridge also
spoke a§.-msl the Assembly insurance bills
b:fure ihe Assembly Commiitee on Corpor-
ations.

The Senate Judiciary Committee played a
rough juke on Assemblyman Dibble last
night. He had passed throughn the Assembly
a biil pruviding that every elector is eligivble
to the office for which he is an elector, ex-
cept where otherwise specially provided ;
and no person is eligible who is not an
elector, except where otherwise specially
provided. 'This act differs but little from
one now in the Code, but in tha Code the
word “such’ appears before the word person
in the last clause. The committee could not
penetrate the air of mystery that surrounded
the omission of the word, and they voted to
amend the bill by reinserting it.

The Judiciary Committee will recommend
the bill providing tkhat the Attorney-General
may appoint a clerk, a phlonographic re-
porter and thirteen deputies.

The Senate Judiciary Committee also
recommended ths bill authorizing the At-
torney-General to dismiss actions pending
in the Superior Court of San Francisco, in
which W, A, Phillips, W. H. Knight and
William Blanding are defendants, on paying
to him for the use of the State such amounts
as by the cash-books of the Harbor Cowm.-
missioners appear to have coms into the pos-
sessiou of such board, and have not besn
paid to the State, or Lo accept in lieu from
each defendant his just proportion of said
amounts,

The Assembly Committee on Insurance
will report favorably to-morrow thebill pro-
viding thal insurance companies must pay
the full values of their policies.

THE COTTONWGOD TRAGEDY.

Examination of E. H. Hals for the Huider
of Mrs. McTowell

Los Bawos, Feb. 5.—The case of the
people of the State of California vs. E. F.
Hale, in the matter of the murder of Mrs.
Perry McDoweil, near Cottonwood, Janu-
ary 8, 1891, was before the court to-day.
Turner of Modesto and Fowler of Merced
are attorneys for the prosecution; Breckin-
ridee and Peck for the defense,

The first witness, T. F. Middleton, being
duly sworn, testified as follows: That cn
the 8th day of January, 1891, an unknown
person approached the honse of Mr. Middle-
ton, near Cotltonwood, and shot through the
window and instantly killed Mrs. Perry Me-
Dowell, daughter of Mrs. Middleton and
wife of Perry McDowell.

Dr. Snediger then being sworn testified
that Mrs. Perry MecDowell came to her
death from hemorrhage, which was caused
by the bullet wound inflicted on the night
of Janaary 8, 1891,

_A. A. Bither, Constable of the Third
Township, testified that on the night of
January 8th T. F. Middleton came to his
house and told him that his sister, Mrs.
Perry MeDowell, had been shot and killed,
and that he (Bither) went home with Mid-
dleton and upon examination found that a
bullet had passed through the west window
and through two doors, and had lodged
against the mop-board of the second roam;
that upon the morning of the 9th they exam-
ined the premises and found tracks leading
in a northeasterly direction from the house
of Mrs. Middleton, and upon following up
the tracks they led to the house of E. 5
Hale, and also that in one of the tracks they
found a rock that had marks of copver tacks,
and that a warrant was then given him
(Bither) for Hale's arrest, which he served,
and took Hale to Los Banos and lodzed him
in jail; that Hale’s boots were brought back
from Los Banos and found to fit the track
that lea to Hale’s bouse from the house of
Mrs. Middleton.

Tie rock with the three marks on was
then given as evidence by the prosecuting
attorneys. It was elaimed the marks on the
rock were made by the copper tacks in
Hale’s boots. This rock was objected to by
the defendant’s attorney as evidence, as
the marks were very dim and the defend-
ant’s attorney claims that the rock showed
streaks of mica instead of the marks of boot
tracks.

Q.—What conversation took nlace between
you and Mr. Hale after you had made the
arrest? A.—He said he would like to go
over to his brother’s to get some one to stay
with his wife.

A‘Q.;vl)ul. he ask you why he was arrested ?
A.—N0, &1r,

Q.—Where did you then go? A.—I started
to the house of Mrs. Middleton.

& Q.—Did Hale suy anything about going to
that house? A.—Yes, sir. He said he was
willing to go if they would give him some-
thing to protect himself.

Q.—Did you go to the house of Mrs. Mid-
dleton? A.—Ny, sir. I went within about
half a mile and Mr. White, who was with
us, went to the house and got his team and
came back to us aud took Mr. Hale to Los
Banos.

Q.—What about this rifle that was found?
A.—I asked Mr. Hale if he had a rifle about
the place, and he said he did not. After Mr.
White started for Los Banos I came back to
Hale’s place and found a rifle in a back
shed behind sowe bales of hay.

Q —What rifle was it? A.—It belonged
to Johnny Edwards, Hale having borrowed
it the day before.

The court then adjourned.

During the afternoon session F. W. Rolley
testified to the finding of tracks commencing
within thirty feet of the murdered woman’s
house, at iutervals, to within fiftesn feet of
the gate of Hale’s house, and Hale’s boots
exactly fitted the tracks; he also noticed a
peculiarity in the walk whicih extended the
entire length of the tracks.

T. F. Middleton, brother of the murdered
woman, testified that the curtain of the
window through which she was shot was
up.

John Edwards testified that he loaned a
Wiachester rifle, loaded, to Hale, on the af-
ternoon of the killing, and saw it the day
after, and then it had the appearance of
having been oiled and fired receatly, al-
though the rifle was fully loaded.

The court then adjourned.

Hampton cannot live. Whaland was not
hurt. Mr. Hanpton has become insane be-
cause his wife deserted him and has wan-
dered away and been lost.

A SHAPELESS MASS

Fatal Accident to a Sailor on
an American Ship,

Thrown From Aloft by a Lurch of the
Yessel and Instantly Killed,

The Body of a Laborer Found Hanging to
4 Bridge—A Resident of Milbrae
Charged With Arson,

AsSTORIA, Feb. 5—The American ship
Reaper arrived to-day, 167 days from New
York, with a general cargo. The vessel
encountered some heavy weather off Cape
Horn and was forty days in getting round.
The passace up the coast was a good one,
While rounding the Horn one of the sailors
met with a terrible death by falling from
aloft. The accident occurred on the morn-
ing of December 26th. The sailor, a Dane
named Peter Smith, was out on the mizzen-
gallant sail-yard, when a sudden lurech of
the vessel eaused him to lose his hold, and
he fell to the deck and was ecrushed into a
shapeless mass before the eyes of his com-
rades.

An Kdditional Appropriation of $103,000
Greally Keeded.

WASHINGTON, ¥eb. 5.-—The members of
the California delegation to-day received
copies of the following communication :

Sir: 1 bave the honor to transmit here with a
copy of a communication from the Hon. D. W
Siryock, Chairman of the commission appointed
by the President under the provisions of the act
of October 1, 1890, eutitled “An act to provide
for the reduction of the Round Valley Indian
Reservation, in the State of California, and for
otlier purposes.” (26 Slas., 658). Mr. Shry-
ock siates that tue present appropriation
should be supplemented by a sum not less
than 100,000, in order that this matter may re-
ceive satisfactory and final action. The atieotion
of the Chairmen of the Commitiee on Indian
Affairs of the Senate and the House of Repre-
sentatives and of the Senate Committee on Ap-
propriations has been called to this subject with
the request that the sum asked for may be in-
::\uded in the Indian deficiency bills now pend-
ng.

As a settlement of thislong-pending question,
Which affeets not only the Indians of the Round
Valley Reservation but the setilers thereon,
secms one in which the Representatives of the
State of California are particularly interested, I
have deemed it proper to bring f& specially to
your attention. Very respectfully,

To Hon. John W. Noble, Secretary of the In-
terior—DEAR Sir: We wiote on the il Inst.
In regard to matiers here. Since that time we
have haa several conferences with Mr. Williams,
the Indian agent. H- seems 1o be familiar with
all the affairs peitrining Lo the interests
of the Government on the reservation, as
well as what are likely 10 be the future wants of
tie Indians, whose homes are 1o be on it. In
the main his views and those of Mr. Hunt and
myself scem to harmonize. Without divulging

to foterested partics or others  what
either he or we may think should be
the outcome of 1he work assigned the

commission, we have gathered facts enough,
however, to confirm all we said in our former
letter in referenee to Lhe lands intended to be in-
cluded within the reservaiion, especially the
valley and what have been cailled ‘“‘swamp
lands.” Some portions of the latter,which are now
owned Ly parsons who bougbt it for £40 per
acie, have been ditched aud greatly improved,
so that Lhey are now highly productive. We be-
lieve that thes<e, with all the remainder of the
level lands within the valley and boundarles of
the reservation, should be In the exclusive oe-
cupauy of the Government for the use of tue
Indians.

We therefore want to emphasize all we said In
the letter above referred to, which Is, that if the
work of this commission i3 to be a success in
closing up all matters of difference In ex-
tinguishing all indilvidual claims, whether of
title to lands or improvements thereon, within
the limits of the territory to be selected and
retained for the use of the Indians, by equitable
aporaised valuation, that should be and wiil ba
accepted by parties as final, aud thereby avoid
further delay, {uture litigation and expeuditure,
the presentappropriation should be supplemnented
by a sum of not less than $100,000, and to this
end no time should -be lost. If this Congress
does not make it, no oue can predict when the
departinent wuufd be able to eflect the consum-
mation, thal to us, who are on the ground, seems
80 necessary to be speedily brought about, that
the reservation and 1ts  occupants should
be placed upon a seli-sus aining footing.
Oonly 1a thiss way wlil the [utuie ex-
penditure  of many thousands of dol-
lars of Government means be averied. In
coupection with this whole subject, we may be
permitted here (0 say that from what we bLave
seen  pessonally, as well as gatbhered from
persons 1a no way nterested 10 1eservation
ands, but who have been here long enough to be
familhiar with tbhe country wuhfn its present
boundaries, that after a suflicient quantity
of “agricultural and timber and grazing
lands” has been selected to be retained, of
the remainder there is at least 30,000 acres in
the northwesters part that is coosidered valu-
able grazing and lmber growlug landy, whieb, if
put to publie sale, properly aaveitised, will bring
a sum equal to all the expenditure n-cessary
growing out of the duties of the commission.

OBITUARY.

MRS. BARBARA BURKE,

Mrs. Barbara Burke passed away at her
residence, 2113 Jones street, at an early hour
'y‘esterda_y morning. Mrs. Burke came from
Tasmania, Australia, to this cily in 1849,
and had resided at North Beach for forty-
one years. Her husbaud, John Burke, who
was Spanish interpre ter in Judge Almond’s
Court, died in 1852, and was interred in the
old Yerba Buena Cemetery. Ten children
were born to the marriage, eight of whom
are now living, and there are tTlirteen grand-
children. Mrs. Burke was a native of Scot-
land, and when Sir John Franklin became
Governor of Tasmania made the voyage to
Australia in the same ship with him and
Lady Franklin.

REV. T. N. HASSELQUIST, D.D.

Rev. Dr. T. N. Hasselquist, for thirty
years President of the Augustana College
in Rock Island, Ili., and for twenty years
senlor minister of the Swedish Lutheran
Church and Augustana Synod of that city,
died at his post of duty Wednesday morning
aged about 75 years.
