The I!:iinand tlitiCrop Prospects.

A Notable Wedding.

Editor Morning Call:The total rainfall
for January lias only beeu .20 of an inch,
the smallest known since records have been
kept in California. The rainfall for the
season lias been a fraction over 4 inches,
against 'X odd inches at the same date last
year. However, it is not too late for heavy
rains yet One of the highest freshets ever
known in this valley was as late as April,
and the winter of 1851-52, to which this is
compared, had no greater ruiufaH up to this
(late, but in March and April the storms
came and were sufficient to insure good
crops. The outlook for a good year was
never better in this section. Adry year fol-
lowing a wet one is most always a good one.'
but a tliiid or even a second dry winter in
succession will not be conducive to good
fruitreturns. Last year's rainfall was un-
usually liiraf, anil following upon two dry
winters the first crop (with the single excep-
tion of almonds) showed unusually fine re-
turns. It looks very strange to still s<e the
brown hills at this time of year. Pasturage
is very scarce ant high, and so is hay; prices
being in the neighborhood of 818 per ten.

What rain has fallen has every bit of it
been of use, and the land ha* been in good
condition for the plow at any time within
the past month. The soil may readily be
compared to a sponge, if water be poured
upo:> a dry sponge the most of itwillrun
off, and itwilllane somo time for the water
to be absorbed ;but, once get itmoistenedwell, and itwill take up every drop poured
upon it until It is filled. So with the soil.
The first rains find the ground hard or
lumpy. The rain runs into the lowest spots
and evaporates, or filters between the lumps
or down gopher holes or angleworm holes
and may dv good later in the winter by be- .
ing ihe source of the deeper routs' supply.
But let the surface soil once be filled with
water and each successive rain penetrates
every lump and filters slowlydown, keeping
the whole moist. Now the plowman knows
this, and stirs the ground well after every
rain, so it shall not lump, and that it may
be in condition to receive and absurb every
drop tintmay fall.

Orehardists have finished pruning and sev-
eral gentlemen are still experimenting
"with different washes and with dif-
ferent methods of pruning. The moor-
park or hemskirk variety of apricots has

me but one crop in this neighbornood in
seven years, so the two or three people who
still have, trees of that variety are not cut-
ting them back a3 they do with other apri-
cots, but are thinning the trees or.', only. It
willbe two or three years, however, before
itwillbe possible to determine what may be
the results, and at present Indication*'the
moori'iirk crop promises to bo extremely
good this season.
