PRACTICALLY ACQUITTED.

Eleven of the Jurors Voted to Liberate
Lundquist.

The jury that sat so patiently through the
long trial of Carl Lundquist for murder, and
then spent tweuty-five hours and ten min-
utes trying to agree upon a verdict, re-
ported to Judge Hebbard just vefore 35
o’clock last evening that it would be impos-
sibie to do so, and then was discharged.

The jury stood on the last ballot eleven
for acquittal and one for conviction. This
in fact amounts to an arquittal, since Lund-
quist has stood four trials and there is ap-
parently no possible hope of conviction.
The next proceeding will probably be a mo-
tion by the District Attorney to dismiss the
charge for want of evidence to convict.

On the 9th of December, 1887, the crime
for which Carl Lundquist has been tried so
often was perpetrated. IHe was a sailor by
vocation, and fell in love with Minnie
Loehne, who, with Joseph Soutl, ran a sa-
loon on Folsom street. Pretending to re-
turn his love, she induced him to advance
her money enough to buy out South’s in-
terest in the saloon.

_Afterward, however, South refused to re-
linquish his place and Minnie appeared to
sid= with him. Carl and Minnie quarreled
and the result was the tragedy. Lundquist
afterward claimed to remember nothing at
all of the killing and said that it must have
happened during an epileptic fit.

Upon bis first trial the jury disagreed.
The second trial resulted in a verdiet of
murder in the second degree,with a sentence
of thirty-four years’ imprisonment. The
budpreme Court reversed this judgment and
ordered a third trial, which was never con-
cluded, for one of the jurors was taken
seriously ill, and the trial was discontinued.

SEA AND SHORE.

The St. Paul Loses Her Foremast
in a Collision.

Long Voyage of a Bottle Over Three Years a{

The falling “'I:eck
smashed the starboard side of the bridge
and broke one of the bcats in two, besides
carrying away part of the rail and slightly
damnaging the wheel-house.

Captain Erskine was on the bridge at the
time and had a very narrow escape, only
saving himself by jumping to the deck. It
was a miracle no one was hurt, asthe decks
were full of passengers at the time of the
accident. The St. Paul will have a new
mast stepped before geing to sea again.

A STEAMER SUNK.

A dispateh from Anacortes states that on
the night of the 11th some persons cast
off the little steamer Uunion from the wharf
and the vessel drifted off and sank in thirty-
five fathoms of water.

The scow’s bowsprit
kuocked out the alter window and bent the
iron plates of the tug’s deck-house. The
Nettie escaped without a seratch.

VOYAGE OF A BOTTLE.

A vessel recently arrived at New York
from Central America reportea that on the
158th of January she picked up a small bottle
at Ambergiskey, a small island elose to the
coast of Yucatan. A slip of paper was in
the vottle on which was written: *“This
bottle was thrown overboard from the
Cunard steamer Cephalonia, on the 24th of
Neovember, 18587, by W. C. Lippard, when
the ship was about 400 miles from Boston.”
The bottle had been over three years at sea,
aud during that time had traveied over 6300
miies, an average of about six miles a day.

Pacific Coast Wool Trade.

The yearly circular of Thomas Denigan, Son &
Co. says: “The wool trade of 1890, on the whole
was satisfactory to producers as well as to con-
sumers. Owing to the very severe winter of 1889
90, and consequent large losses of stock In the
mountainous districts of this State, every one pre-
dicted a large faliing off in the wool product; now
since the season has ended we are glad to record
rathér an Increase over the production of the pre-
vious year, which is largely attributable to the
plentiful feed and good lambing in the #wuthern
and middle counties of Caltfornia. Receipts from
Nevada, Oregon and Washington on the other hand
were cousiderably less than {p 1889. Theellp of

these States being short from losses of sheep, and
aside from this fact direct transportation east from
there cut off from our market a large share of our
usual supply. Prices during the year mnay be said to
have been quite favorable to producers. In the
early part of 1890 a disturbed Eastern wool market
and cautious purchasing by manufacturers kept
prices steady; few fluctuaglons and no excited
market can be recorded. The trade was looking
forward to changes in tariff legislation of our Con-
gress, and until such bad been arrived at, matters
remalned in a state of uncertainty, and eautious
eperating was the result, A decldediy more active
market was the outcome of the new legislation, and
in October our wool market was brisk, and prices
advanced for a short season, say until December,
when the money panic commenced. While the
crisis in money matters lasted there was littie or no
demand for wool, as it was at the season of the
year when manufacturers are busy stock-taking;
Sherefore It can be understood that the marketat
all points ‘-was unusually dull. It is fortunate for
the wool futerest that holders during the panic were
not forcedl to saerifice wools, and that they came
out of the excitement financially strong, with hopes
ef an active demaund at fair values for all good wools
on baud, and this demand has been quite pro-
nounced within the past fifteen days, during which
time the bulk of all choice wools bave found buy-
ers, so that, as we write. stocks of wool have been
very mich reduced. The condition of the clip of
1890 was all that could have been expected. Ia
fact, the spring San Joaquin wools and the north-
ern falls were particulariy good, and found in-
mediate outiets at full rates. Asto what the con-
dition of our incoming spring clip may be, itis
quite uncertain, though up to the middle of January
everything bid fair to have it equal to the previous
one, and if we should get late raius yet, there is no
reason why it should not be good, as the open,
warm wiunter bas been particularly favoravpie to-
ward keeping stock fat.”” 7The circular givesthe re-
ceipts 1n San Francisco in 1590 at 38,690,980
pounds, of which 5,810,240 pounds came from Ore-
gon and Washington. There wers 4 81 pounds
shipped East from interior points: 1 52,613
pounds from San Franciscu, of which 5,650,871
pound® were scoured. The consumption of local
mills was 1,250,600 pounds, and the stock on hand
Jaunuvary 1, 1591, was 7.397,000 pounds. The esti-
mated number of sheep in the United States at this
date is 45,000,000 to 46,000,000 head.
