London, Feb. 17.— 1n the House ofLords
to-day, replying to questions about the con-
vention between Newfoundland and the
UnitedStates, the delay regarding which is
causing dissatisfaction in Newfoundland,
Lord Knutsford, the Secretary of State, said
t.c imperial Govariimeat had been con.
detuned fir breaking its engagements,
but none were ever given. It may
at some lime be possible to se-
cure for the colony the advantages itdesires
without prejudicing the interests of other
parts of the empire. But imperial consent
tonegotiate separate arrangements has al-
ways been subject 11 a well-recognized prin-
ciple that the imperial Government must see
h.'W far the proposed terms affect other in-

. forests of the empire. Leave to negotiate
does not imply imperial sanction. Tlie Cana-
dian Government bad made a strong protest
against the Newfoundland convention with
the United States, and after mature consid-
eration the Government bad decided it
could not, for the present, be completed.

In the Commons this evening, Vincent
.moved that the Government, at the earliest
opportunity, invite the British colonies to
a conference in London, to debate the best
means of forming a zollverein. lie con-
tended that imperial federation was only to
be obtained through a commercial federa-
tion. A lengthy debate followed, which was
participated in by Sir Lyon Playfair,
Goscnen, the Chancellor of the Exchequer,
and others. The latter believed the increas-
ingdesire for a closer union between En-
gland and the colonies ought to be fostered.
There was no likelihood, however, that the
colonies would consent to a conference on a
free-trade basis. • There only remained dif-
ferential duties, and he failed to see how
tlieycould be imposed. Vincent withdrew
his motion.

GLADSTONES ASSUIiANCES.

An Assertion That They Will Be Given to
the Public Shortly.

London, Feb. 17.— Times declares
that Gladstone has authorized the publica-
tion of the assurances given by him in re-
gard to the Irish land and police questions.
The McCarttiyites do not ad. nil that the as-
surances aro within the same category with
tbe Boulogne negotiations, and fail to see

. that Parncll has any ground to complain of
improper, disclosures.

The Pain lliteand McCirthyite members
of Parliament held meetings to-day. Atthe
meeting of the I'arneilites a resolution was
adopted stating that in the .negotiations be-

tween Parnell and O'Brien, with the view
of settling existing disputes, the course of
tiio former merited -the continued confi-
dence of the Irish. He was capable of
guarding the Interests and honor of the
Irishnation, ami of conducting the nationalcause to a final triumph.

Parnell bad a private meeting of his fac-
tion to-day, at which final arrangements
were made for the campaign in Ireland.
Seven of Parnell's lending men crossed to
Ireland to-night to organ ze meetings where-. ever the niiii-Pitri.fi.it..- have arranged nne.
P.iruell himself goes to Ireland Saturday.
He will address a great meeting at Ros-
common Sunday, and one at Stroke-town
Monday.

Parnell privately communicated to
O'Brien and Dillon yesterday that there
was no good end to be served by carrying
tiie negotiations on any further. Iv this
view Dillon and O'Brien agree, though with
profound sorrow.

ItEBEL. VICTORIES.

Government Troops Defeated at Coquimbo
and Qoillota.

Paris, Feb. 17.—A dispatch from Buenos
Ayres announces that the Government
troops have been defeated at Coquimbo and
Quillota. The insurgent forces are rapidly
increasing in numbers and advancing upon
the capital of Santiago. Only a few towns
remain loyal. The destruction of railways
by insurgents hampers the movements of
Government troops. President Balmaceda•
is well supported in the capital, and is said
to- be hopeful of being able to repel the

;rebel-. It is feared the effect of the rebel-'
lion will be disastrous to the finances and
commerce of the country. During the battle
at Tarapaca, 115 miles southeast of Ho, the
mines were set on fireand afterward flooded
to extinguish the flames. The German
miners have Bed Into the interior. The coal
depots at Coronet have been pillaged by in-
surgent sailors to obtain co.l for the rebel
vessels.

AProspective Wedding.
. London, Feb. 17.—1t is probable that be-
fore the season closes society will be grati-
fied by an event for which ithas long been
prepared. Iiis understood that when the
term of her widowhood is up the Duchess
of Manchester will wed Lord Hartington.
Should the Duchess enter upon this mar-
riage, she willcome to her new Lord almost
penniless. The late Duke by his will be-
haved most handsomely to his relict as long
as she remained in a single state.

Canadian Coast Defenses.
Ottawa (Ontario), Feb. 17.—General

Herbert, Commandant of the Military, has
left for the Pacific Coast, where he will in-
spect the roast defenses. General Herbert,
on cumin;: tiCanada, wa«, it is understood,
charged with the mission of perfecting these
defences and get!i__ the Canadian Govern-
ment to assist therein financially.

B.hring Sea Question.
London, Feb. 17. Inquiries were made

to-day by an Associated Pres3 reporter at
the Foreign Office in regard to the state-ment, published in Vienna yesterday, tnat

-tbe English and United States Governments
bad agreed to submit the Behring Sea

STRUCK A PIER.

Wreck of the Steamer Sherlock
at Cincinnati.

The

Disaster Caused by the Vessel
Becoming Unmanageable.

Two Passengers instantly Killed and
Several of the Crew Missing.

Brave Rescuers.

Cincinnati, Feb. 17.— steamer Slier-
lock struck the Kentucky shore pier of the
Chesapeake and Ohio Railroad bridge, while
going down the river to-night on her trip to
New Orleans. She had on board thirty
passengers and a crew of about fiftyor sixty.

Tbe boat went to pieres and flouted down
toFifth street, where she sank. .The cabin
floated down the river, nnd at Kiverside
some of the crow got ashoro in a skiff.
Some wero rescued atFifthstreet. Itis not
known how many aro lost.

The river was- high, the wind strong, and
as the vessel approached the Chesapeake
and Ohio bridge, those on deck were hor-
rified to see the boat apparently at "tlie
mercy of the current. Iv a moment more,
with a terrible crash, the steamer struck the
stone bridge and was immediately disabled.

James Pickett observed the accident from
the Kentucky shore, and getting all the men
he could, manned several boats and went to
the rescue. He succeed in taking off six
women and seven men, following tin float-
ing vessel as she went down the river. Hi'
saw some of the crew swim ashore, two
were on a raft, and lie thinks hi saw many
struggling in the water.

When the sunnier reached Fifth-street
Wharf the hull sank, leaving the passengers
in the cabin afloat Here some of the peo-
ple managed to get ashore.

The harbor steamer A. L. Martin was
hastily sent after the floating cabin aud
caught itat Riverside, several miles below
this city,mid as many people as were left
were taken hastily aboard and brought back.

Mrs. McLean of Pittsburg was instantly
killed by failing freight when the boat
struck the bridge.

At 1o'clock It is known definitely that
Mrs. McLean of Pittsburg and her grand-
daughter, Margery Brown, were the only
ones of the twenty-one registered passen-
gers lost; of the nine unregistered passen-
gers, whether all are safe is nofsure, but it
isbelieved they are among those who were
rescued by the boats.

Allof the crew, except the cabin aud deck
clerks, are believed to havo escaped, but
there is much uncertainty about the clerks
and some roustabouts who were not on the
official list.

Persons are reported as escaping to the
shore for quite a distance along the river be-
low Covington.

The rescued are so scattered about on
both fides of the river to-night that it is im-
possible to make a .'ally of those missing.

WITH MARTIAL HONORS.

Impc-Ing Funeral of the Late Admiral
David D. Porter.

Washington, Feb. 17.— With martial
honors and with all the ceremony due his
high rank, the body of the late David D.
Porter, Admiral of the Navy, this afternoon
was laid to rest In Arlington. Not since the
burial of Sheridan has Washington wit-
nessed as imposing a funeral, every branch
ofthe military and naval service being rep-
resented. The Grand Army of the Republic
and the Sons of the American Revolution
occupied a prominent placo in the long pro-
session.

All the Executive departments were
closed, and everywhere throughout the city
Bags were displayed at half-mast. The body
of the late Admiral lay iv state at the fam-
ily residence all the forenoon, and was
viewed by a constant stream of people.
The remains were dressed in full uniform,
encase In a casket covered withpurple vel-
vet, lined with white satin and having
heavy sliver bandies, and plate appropri-
ately inscribed.

At 1 o'clock the house was closed to
visitors and Mrs. Porter and members of
the family took their last farewell of the
dead. The casket was closed immediately
thereafter, a large flag was wrapped around
it, and the Admiral's sword and chapeau
were placed on the lid.

The (services were held at tbe house, and
were, conducted by Key. Dr. Douglas, rector
of St. John's.

Occupying chairs on either side of the
casket were members of the family, the
President and Mrs. Harrison, members of
the Cabinet, Justices of the Supreme Court,
members ol the Diplomatic Corps and the
honorary pall-bearers, while behind, them
stood a throng of army and navy officers and
many of the leading citizens of Washington.

After the services the casket was de-
posited in the hearse and the procession
moved toward Arlington Cemetery.

The procession was beaded by llear-
Admiral Kimberly, now the senior officer of
the navy, with his staff. After them came
officers representing the different corps, the
Marine band, a battalion of marines, six
companies of artillery, one light battery and
two troops of cavalry. After these came the
National Guard of the District of Columbia,
a delegation of the Vs. A. X., and the hearse,
drawn by four horse-, with sailors on either
side.

Following the hearse came the mourners
In carriages, the President and Cabinet,
Chief Justice and Associates of tho Supremo.
Court, the Senate ami House committees,
Diplomatic Corps, officers of tbe Navy,
Army and Murine Corps, delegates from
G. A. K. posts and civic societies'. The
number of troops in line was nearly 3000.

The linn of march was crowded with
spectators, and on mauv building., Hags
were displayed nt half-mast Atthe bridge,
crossing the Potomac, all the troops but the
marines and cavalry drew out, and the re-
mainder of the procession proceeded to tho
cemetery. At the entrance to the grounds
the cavalry drew up in line, leaving only
the battalion of marines and carriages toaccompany the remains to the grave.

As the casket was lowered the clergy read
ihe Episcopal burial service, aud the G. A.
K. post of which Admiral Porter had been
a member performed the usual service for
the dead, intho course of which garlands ofroses were strewn on the casket

When the last words were read, Mrs.
Porter stepped to the side of the open grave
and ink a last long look. She was led away
sobbing. Then, nt the word of command,
tlm marines discharged three volleys over
the grave, the Grand Army trumpeter
sounded "lights out," and the assembly dis-
persed.

Needbam, at this time, and for several
rounds after, was not using Ins right.

in the thirty-first Needbam forced the
fighting, and in a clinch Kyan tried to throw
him. Needham received a hot right-hand
smash which swelled his upper lip.

In the thirty-fourth Kyan opened with an
awful right which sent Needbam to the
ropes. The latter then began using his right
again finely, and there was some vicious
fighting.

in the thirty-fifthand thirty-sixth rounds
Kyan got in two more good smashes on
Needbam's ribs, but without doiug much
apparent damage.

In the thirty-seventh the fighting was fast
and luriou j.but ended ivRyan's lavor.

Needbam's face showed evidence of se-
vere punishment, but both men, aside from
that, appeared ingood shape. So Itwent on,
many blows being exchanged without visi-
ble results, each taking turns in rushing the
other until ihe fifty-second round, when
Ryan rushed Needham to the ropes without
effect and narrowly escaped a knock-out
blow, getting twogood smashes in the neck.

Up to this time the spirting men pro-
nounced the light one of the most scientific
ever seen. Nut a foul had been hit or I
claimed.

Atthe end of the sixtieth round, at 1:30
o'clock, the referee announced that he un-
derstood the tight was to be to a finish aud
that be would make the men fight This
stirred up the audience, and a net of $100
that Kyan would win found no takers oven
at odds.

Up
to this time Ryan didn't show a mark of

At2:2o o'clock President Harris of the
Twin City Club announced bis intention of
making the men fight to a finish.

Up to this time seventy-three rounds had
been fought and thomen weresimply walking i
around each other.

In the seventy-fourth round Needham
forced the fighting, but did little damage.
He cot ina smash on Ryan's face and Kyan
returned it,almost scoring a knock-down.

In the seventy-fifth the fighting was lint
and fast, and Kyan scored first blood. The
audience went wild. Desperate infighting
followed. In tho seventy-sixth, Ryan
knocked Needham down with his left. A
clinch, and Needham went down again.
Kyan then upper-cut. right anil left, knock-
ing Needham down repeatedly, ami only
the call of time saved him from being
knocked out. As it was, be was carried to
his corner in a dazed condition.

Belore time was called again, his seconds
threw up the sponge. Kyan's admirers
went wild and as the audience dispersed,
were bugging and tossing him.

Needbam's friends, who burl been exceed-
ingly confident, are down-hearted. Tommy
Kyan is now the champion welter-weight of
the world.

Sarah Bernhardt Poisoned.

was poisoned Sunday by eating canned
mushrooms for dinner at the Hoffman
House. She was taken illsoon after, and
until midnight considerable anxiety was
felt as to the result. All yesterday after-
noon the actress was confined to her bed,
with a physician in constant attendance.
Last night she appeared at the opening per-
formance of Cleopatra, though still suffering
from the effect of the attack. Dr. Gibler
said nil danger was averted and there was
no cause for alarm.

The Journal states that thn reason why
Sarah Bernhardt summoned the police
officials the other day was that she bad seen
in the audience at the theater VictorMace,
the absconding Paris banker.

A Death Blow to Stanford's
Pet Measure.

Action of the Senate Finance Committee
on Kis Land-Loan Bill.

It Is Pronounced Impracticable and Would
Prove Ruinous to the Coun-'

try if Tried.

Washington. Feb. 17.—The Senate Fi-

nance Committee's adverse report on Stan-
ford's Land Loan Bill, which was submitted
to-day, has excited unusual interest among
the members of Congress and newspaper
men at the capital; not because any one
ever thought for a moment that, the bill
stood a ghost of a show to pass, but because
of the bill's novelty, and because, it has
been indorsed by several Farmers' Alliance
organizations throughout the country. The
report was submitted in printed form, and
the few copies to be had were in great de-
mand. The Senators on the chamber floor
were observed intently reading the report
Itis understood that it was prepared by

Morrill, the venerable Chairman of tha
Committee on Finance, who is upward of
eighty years of age, but who retains his
mental vigor to a surprising degree. His
report is regarded by tho Senators as an ex-
tremely able production.

T_IIE r.EPOKT.
Following is a synopsis of the report: •_._L
Semite billentitled "A bill to provide the

Government with means sufficient to sup-
ply the national want of a sound circulating
medium," appears to be intended to supply
a paper legal tender currency, by permitting
any owners of land to give a lien upon the
same for twenty years to the United States
Government, for which the mortgagor is to
receive legal tender paper currency and be
charged 2 per cent thereon. This measure
is of unlimited magnitude and demands
serious consideration, from the high and
estimable character of its distinguished
author...; -

AVAILABLETO ONLY ONE CLASS.

Several bills and petitions have been
presented from other sources equally
ambitious, which are intended to cure all
the financial evils from which the nation Is
supposed to suffer, and mainly differing
from the bill here considered in offering
agricultural products for security Instead of
land. The bill, of course, appeals to own-
ers of land for its support, as it could not
be made available to any other class; nut to
mechanics and laborers, much less to mer-
chants and manufacturers.

WOULD LEAD TO TEMPTATION.
Land-owner*, for the much larger part it

Is believed, are too intelligent and prudent
to conduct their affairs in such a manner as
to be compelled to cover their homestead
with mortgages. Even young men, at
starting in life, when borrowed capital is
useful and necessary, do not Intend to re-
main ling in debt, certainly not for twenty
years. . If the opportunity were offered to
all land-owners to obtain a loan nt even a
less rate than our own or any national Gov-
ernment now pays, it is possible that it
might inspire Improvident habits and ex-
travagant speculative ventures Ina class of
om countrymen now almost exempt from
such temptation.

FOUNDED ON LAW'S PKINCIPLE.
The bill we have under consideration Is

plainly founded in the principle put forth
more than a century a_o by the notorious
John Law, Which is set forth in the follow-
ing terms: "That ifpaper currency, not con-
vertible Into specie, be based or secured

upon am- article of value, such as land, and
be issued to an extent not greater than the
va'ue in specie of such article, such paper
currency willnot be depreciated ivcompari-
son to specie."

This certainly embodies the lending prin-
ciple of the bill upon which the report isbased; that is to say, of making land prop-
erty security for national loans, and also for
an unlunited issueof legal tender circulation
of paper.

PLAUSIBLE BUT UNSOUXD.
Many persons may be captivated with

the plausible idea of obtaining cheap loans
and plenty of money on easy terms, but the
experience of enlightened ions shows
that wherever such reckless financial ex-
periments have been tried they havo ended
in commercial crises, bankruptcy and gen-
eral national disaster. The principle is un-
sound and cannot bring forth good fruit.

The report hero refers to somo of the ill-
born national examples, which conclusively
demonstrate the iuexpedience that has al-
ways attended all such measures and their
final ruinous catastrophe. Such a financial
policy without doubt was the cause of the
French .{.volution. The Argentine lie-
public established in 1886 a great national
uiortgago bank to make loans on the hy-
pothecation of real estate, and is now griev-
ously embarrassed. .....

Other examples are given, one being the

attempt of the United States in 178U to
maintain Continental paper currency at par
with species audi though secured "by the
honor aud loyally of the whole republic and
by Its vast amount of landed property, in
spite of all that Congress. Washington,
Adams and Franklin could do to uphold the

country's credit, a pair of boots sold for
£30,000 in Continental paper money: hence
an American can find no contemptuous ex-
pression by which he can indicate more
pointedly tiio utter worthl. of any-
thing than to say "itis not wonh a Conti-
nental."

APPOINTMENT OF CLEIIKS.;
Manifestly this plan covers every county

and town in the United states, and if ac-
counts aro to bo opened In all, instead of a
bureau in the Treasury Department, it
would require, to hold the Chief and his sub-
ordinates of this colossal banking estab-lishment, a building by itself and ofgreater
magnitude than even that of the War, State
and Navy Department. It is further pro-
vided that the Chief and Deputy Chief of.
this so-called bureau shall be appointed by
the .'resident, by and with the advice and
consent of Senate; one with 96000 and the
other with 8.000 salary. But the Chief ot
the bureiiu, withdie approval of the Secre- ftary of the Treasury, is to aipoint such sub-
ordinate officers as may be necessary to
carry out the provisions of the act, and to
fix their salaries, but uot to exceed the sal-
aries paid for similar clerical services iv the
Treasury Department. The duties of many
of these subordinate officers would not bo
inferior to that of the Treasurer, Comp-
troller of Currency or Director of the Mint,
and superior as to responsibility to. the
Treasury Auditors and Comptrollers, and
yet, unlike to all these, they are to be ap-
pointed without the consent of the Senate,
by the Chief of the Bureau, with the ap-
proval of tho Secretary of the Treasury. -->

The attorney and counsel fees are to bo 5

But in-
stead of paying the amount loaned to the
applicant the incumbrance is to bo paid off
and charged to the applicant. This throws
upon the Land Loan Bureau the additionallabor, responsibility and expense of trans-
mitting funds to pay eff incumbrances, and
also of obtaining its legal cancellation. =»-_._.-

The last section declares "the rule of com-
mon law ami the statue inderogation there-
of, aro to bo strictly construed and shall
have no application to this act." This rule
is, however, only applied to the criminal
statutes, while the other general statutes
are-construed according to their plain and
obvious meaning, when read by a man of
ordinary Intelligence. The proposition here,
therefore, is unnecessary, and would seem
only to invite latltudinarian construction of
the act. Some of the minor objections to
the bill might, perhaps, be removed by
amendment, but the objections to its sub-
stance, constitutionality and to the princi-
ple involved are ineradicable. The com-
mittee, therefore, reports adversely upon
the bill, and recommends its indefinite post-
ponement.

THE SENATE.

The Diplomatic and Consular Appropriation
BillPassed.

Washington. Feb. 17.—1n the Senate
this morning the credentials of William A.
Peffer, Senator-elect for Kansas, and \~oor-
hees, from Indiana, for the term beginning
March 4th next, wetc presented and placed
on hie.

The Diplomatic and Consular Appropria-
tion Billwas taken up, the pending ques-
tion being Dolph's amendment to increase
the salary of the Minister to Portugal from
$5000 to $10,000.

On a point of order by Hale the amend-
ment was ruled out, and a subsequent
amendment: by him to"make the salary of
tho Minister to Portugal $7500 was, on
motion of Hale, laid on the table.

Oa motion of Sherman the Item of $6500
for the Minister Resident and Consul-
General to Greece, Roumania and Servia
was changed to make itrend "for the En-
voyExtraordinary und Minister Plenipoten-
tiary."

The question of the Hawaiian cable came
up again. Carlisle argued that the Hawaiian
cable amendment had no proper place inthe
Diplomatic Bill. By placing sugar on the
free list under the last tariffbill, the act of
lsTn, admitting sugar ami rio. from Hawaii
free of duty, so as to carry out the treaty,
had been repealed by Congress without
giving notice to the Hawaiian Government

Allison said when lie agreed to the con-
ference report he understood, from a source
which had fully examined the question,
that the omission of the clause originally in
the bill, that it should nut tepeal existing
treaties, did not affect the Hawaiian treaty
at nil.

Morgan criticized Carlisle s opposition,
imputing it to an unwillingness to entrust
President Harrison with the expenditure of
$250,000 a year. He denied that tho posses-
sion of a coaling and repair station at the
harbor of Pearl Kiver in the Hawaiian
Islands gave the United States the right to
land a telegraph cable, as asserted by
Carlisle. The only, opportunity to land a
cable there was a concession made by the
Kingof Hawaii to au American citizen (Mr.
Hart well). That party might, ifthe United
Stales did not make use of the opportunity,
make arrangements with the Canadian
Government to have tho American end of
the cable landed on the shores of Canada.

Morgan believed the active movement on
tbe partot tbe United States Government
to define its policy in relation to Hawaii
wouldsave the United States a great deal of
trouble in the future. He did not know of
a more significant way of expressing the in-
tention of the United States than by making
actual communication with those Islands
more complete and more direct.

Carlisle disavowed any reflections upon
the President.

"

Tho Diplomatic and Consular Bill was
passed— ayes 33, noes 16; Gorman, Hamp-
ton and Morgan voting aye with the Repub-
licans, and Pettigrew no with the Demo-
crats.

The Copyright Bill was then taken up,
the oiening question being on Daniels'
amendnieii.to insert in the proviso requiring
copyrighted books, printed from type set iv
tlie United States, the words "or be other-
wise produced In the United States from
processes executed ivthe Unite.!States."

After much discussion it was rejected.
. Edmunds moved to amend Section 13, pro-
viding that the act shall only apply to a citi-
zen or subject of a foreign State when that
State . permits to citizens of the United
States the benefit of copyright on substan-
tially tho same basis as Its own citizens, by
striking out the remainder of the section
and inserting "

The existence of the con-
ditions aforesaid shall be determined by the
President of the United States by proclama-
tion from time to time, as the purposes of
the act may require."

This was agreed to without division.
Power offered an amendment, drawn up

by Sherman and Carlisle, providing that all
books, mips, charts, dramatic or musical
compositions, engravings, etc., the author,
Inventor, designer or proprietor of which is
a citizen, subject or resident of a foreign
country, may be imported into tho United
States on the payment of the duties, if any,
imposed by law.

Without disposing of the amendment the
Senate adjourned. .;

AMONG THE ANIMALS.

Studying Natural History at
Golden Gate Park.

The Main Features of the Menagerie Near the
Ocean -Idiosyncrasies of Ben Har-

rison, the Buffalo.

Yesterday morning was bright and beau-
tifulat Golden Gate Park. The sun shone
clear end strong, dispelling the rain clouds
and developing graceful contra in light
and shade. The atmosphere was pure and
fresh and the ocean • breeze was neither
strong nor cold.

Allnature rejoiced at the grateful showers
and seemed to reflect the subsequent warmth
and brightness. The birds sang as if their
throats would burst, and the calls of the
quail rose clear and joyous above the gen-
eral hum and stir of animated life.

Out at the deer glen an unusual amount of
activity and frolicsomeness was apparent
among the occupants of the extensive ln-

closure, where there are deer of all sizes,
ages, colors and degrees ef friendliness and
Intelligence. They vary from the diminu-
tive mouse-colored baby, who, exhausted
with its own riskiness, lay concealed in a
clump of sage-brush, above which could be
discerned nothing but its ears, alert and
erect, to the lordly, buff-colored elk, who
occasionally bellowed like a burro and
seemed proud of his dignified isolation on
the summit of the highest hill. -:',";

~
One deer, a little larger than the others,

seemed to have obtained universal consent
to consider himself the head of the herd.
He had long black hair, with a black nose
and face, and a fiat head, which gave him a
very sinister appearance. His antlers were
long ami sharp, and his approach was the
signal for a universal scattering. ''-\u0084-'

In the Glen the llama also has its me.
This animal is a veritable curio, with the
face of a calf and the neck of a camel. Its
body Is brown and its legs are white and
lanky, lthas a round back and a peculiar
curve in the nape of the neck, forming an
imperfectly developed bump. When the
head is down ihe hump contracts, but ordi-
narily, the neck is high and arched. The
llama moves with a graceful, undulating
motion, but the odd droop of its neck gives
Ita very meek appearance and an air of per-
il.'- its] apology. ...

This is the season of the year when the
antlers of the bucks drop off. Many of the
deer came close to the paling with an air of
tne most confiding friendship, end an ex-
amination of the antlers of some showed

deep cracks at the base, as if the striking
appendages would soon be shed. On the
heads of those who had recently lost their
antlers C'lild be discovered two round, red
spots, presenting the appearance of a half-
healed wound, marking the former location
of their departed glory. Several gave evi-
dence of the possession of eiubryotic horns,
and one deer sported an ornament on the
right side of its head, while the left was un-
adorned. •

Tue chief interest of visitors to the Deer
Glen, however, centers in the big elk, who
constitutes the main attraction. His large,
spreading antlers resemble the dry branches
of an oak tree, and he willprobably lose
them in a few days, the season for their an-
nual disappearance being almost over. The
elk can be very majestic when he chooses,
but yesterday mcrning he threw aside his
dignity, and growled and grunted like a hy-
pochondriacal dyspeptic, lie made friendly
advances to his visitors, and poked out his
nose pathetically, as ifcraving sympathy.

Down toward the childrens' play-ground
is a cage of pheasants worthy of more than
passing notice. Tne'Guateuiala pheasant is
a remarkable looking bird, with a bottle-
shaped body. Its feathers are black, but it
has a snow-white tail. About its nostrils
is a broad, yellow bund, it has a booked
beak and a general air of surprise.

The silver pheasant has a philosophical ap-
pearance and looks like an amiable, well-
brsd rooster. Ithas black body feathers

nnd white wings with black penciling?.
__.. scarlet rims around the eyes relieve its
rather somber appearance, and It is very
piond of a black crest and long white tail
feathers.
f ITlie golden pheasant is the most gorgeous-
lyplumed bird in the park. The. brilliant
effect of the blending of its red, gold, yel-
low, orange, green, blue and brown feathers
presents the appearance of an animated rain-
bow. Its \u25a0 bright-colored tali feathers are
quite twenty inches iv length and sweep the
ground with courtly grace. Its plumed hel-
met droops like that ofa richlycomparisoned
Knight Templar who lias taken all the de-
grees.

The \u25a0 youngest native-born resident of
Golden Gate Park is a youngster who is not
yet three weeks old, and who bears the so-briquet .of

Two young antelopes arrived from Denver
about ten days ago and are kept for the
present ina pen 'by themselves. ;In color
they are a delicate fawn, with white mark-

Ings, and they seem to thrive upon their
California diet, which consists of carrots,
crushed barley and grass. • •

The glory ofthe park menagerie Is BenHarrison, the buffalo, to whom crowds of
curious and ;admiring visitors pay daily
homage. Ho is domiciled in an open pen,
witha sandy floor,having an area ofhalf anacre. Inone corner is an impromptu shed,
to which Ben can retire when the weather

is Inclement, or when the stares and per-
sonal comments of people make him feel
modest and inspire a wish to blush. .•;

The heavy rains during the past few days
have not incommoded him In the least, and'
he has stood out in the center of the pen
with his back to the wind wearing an air of
thorough enjoyment.

Since his arrival, last Friday, he has given
ample evidence of the possession of a
healthy appetite. He eats with apparent v
relish every dish that is set before him, but
ho seems to have a preference for hay and
crushed barley, withcarrots fordessert. His
attendants are giving him only a measureddiet, but they are very pasltivd that lie Is in
no need of a tonic.

On Monday Commissioner Stow and Su-
perintendent McLaren supervised tho ex-
periment of placing a small deer inBen'sdomain, to determine tho extent of his social ..
qualities. He seemed delighted with his
visitor, with whom he was soon on good
terms. His idea of hospitality consisted in
lickingthe soft hair on tha back of the deer, •
who thoroughly enjoyed the performance. ..

Ben is 4 years old and is a well-grown bull
for his years. The lark Commissioners
expect soon to procure two buffalo cows, .
who willlighten the hours of his captivity.
A tract of several acres near Deer Glen
will be inclosed by a high paling and re-
served for the accommodation of B.u and
his wives.. Ordinarily he ls a quiet, somewhat re-
served, but well-behaved buffalo. Occa-
sionally, however, he gets on the rampage,
and on such occasions his domestic arrauge-

ments are sadly disturb -d. "kesterday one
of the stablemen who attend to bis personal
wants entered his pen for some purpose, and
Ben, who probably perceived the unfriendly
feelings his visitor entertains for the Federal
administration, made a wild rush for the
stableman, who is a man of gigantic stature.
For about two minutes the atmosphere was
charged with a mingling of buffalo and
sand-cloud, from which the big attendant
emerged with no bones broken.

The color of Ben's hair is in two or three
shades of brown and black, and he wears it
rather longer than fashion generally de-
crees. A bunch of hair under his chin
serves for a beard, which in form is not un-
like that of bis distinguished sponsor. As
y.t no silver mug has been received from
Washington, but such a gift would bo per-
fectly ivorder. .......

Several gentlemen at tho capital, who ara
interested Inthe establishment of aNational
Historical Association, will ask Congress
next year to purchase the present Bancroft
mansion as a headquarters for such nso-.
ciety. Every State lias a flourishing! histor-
ical society, and these societies would co-
operate with the national association. A
moderate endowment from Congress would
afford a basis for all that is required. Tho
Bancroft library, which is going to be sold,
should also be in possession of the Govern-
ment. Itcontains all of the documents and
works gathered by Bancroft during his
forty odd years of historical study. Nearly
everything that he had relates to American
history. His library also Includes copies of
Important state papers found by him during
his service as Minister at Berlin. Th.-so
papers allbear upon the early history of tho
country. Itis further planned to establish,
a new department of tlie Government, cor-
responding to the French Ministry ofBeaux
Arts.
