On clothing
there had been a fall of 2 per cent; in
metals 2% per cent, and on miscellaneous
manufactured articles, 8 per cent. The rise
In food products in the early part of last
year may be easily traced to silver legisla-
tion. 'As depreciation in th. price of food
products bad followed the 'depredation in
silver, legislation tending to increase the
market value of silver naturally caused an
advance in general prices. The current
prices of food products are always affected
by the harvest prospects. The Call has

read] referred to the canvass of the New
England Homestead, which shows that of
the whole number of answers to the ques-

Will the new tariff bellifanning as a

whole?" 57,298 were "yes" and 39,138 "no."

THK WISDOM OF SILENCE.]

There are a little more than two weeks In
which Democrats can with safety proclaim
themselves free coinage men. With the clo-e
of tho present Congress the Republican
party ceases to be responsible for legisla-
tion. Being in a minority certain Demo-
crats may make a free silver lightwithout
coining in conflict with tic real leaders of
their party, lt is considered good politics
for the Democrats to force President iiarri-
son either to sun or veto a free coinage bill.
The Republican policyon the silverquestion
is tolerably well defined. The purchase of
silver bullion and the coinage uf the same
Into dollars was commenced under a Re-
publican administration, and lias been con-
tinued as the Republican policy on that
question. Tbe few tree coinage Republicans
do not affect the position of the party more
than a few protective tariff Democrats affect
the position of tbe Democratic party on the
tariff question. The policy of purchasing
silver bullion was adopted after mature con-
sideration. It was realized by the great
body of Republicans that free silvercoinage
uud r present conditions would be practi-
cally the adoption, temporarily at least, of
tbe single silver standard. But it was be-
lieved that the continued purchase and ti.e
of silver would cause that metal to so ap-
preciate in the market that free coinage
could soon be .if-pied without material dis-
turbance of value. The Republican policy
has been partially successful. If the full
amount of silver had been purchased and
coined la.li tbe law authorizes, that policy
might have accomplished allthat was Hoped
of it. The present coinage act lias be 11 in
operation about twelve years. If SI.O'JO.OuO
worth of silver amonth had been coined In-
stead of '•-.' 00,1 00, the surplus silver would
have been taken out of the market. Itis
this surolus which now keeps the price of
silver 20 per cent below gold. When this
surplus is circulated among the people In the
form of dollars the market value of silver
will, without much doubt, reach par with
gold. The Republican lenders propose to
adhere to tin present policy. Bat after
March Iththe Democrats willsink the silver
question. They have no other Presidential
candidate than Cleveland they can nominate
iv the face of the public demand for Cleve-
land, iiml with Cleveland at the head of
their ticket the less said about silver the
better.

DEBTORS AND CREDITORS.

An Eastern gold paper says: "Behind
the agitation in favor of the free coinage of
silver there lies the thought, often unspoken,
that in some way or other, not just defina-
ble in wort!-, free coinage will help tho
debtor class." We need not go far for the
basis of the thought. The demonetization
of silver was clearly in the interest of tho
creditor class. The effect of itwas to dimin-
ish the volume of money in the world, and
the effect of diminishing the volume of
money would be to increase the purchasing
power of money. In this way loans cover-
ing a considerable period of time would
eventually be paid in money of greater
value in its relation to commodities than the
money possessed when it was borrowed.
Such legislation was clearly in tho interest
of the creditor class. The gold paper above
quoted goes on to say, in a satirical vien,
that "it is a self-evident proposition that
the debtor <ui_tht to be helped on general
principles." Ifthere is any such self-evi-
dent proposition it springs from the fact
that the creditor class have had more than
a fair share of the benefits of legislation. It
is time to give a little consideration to the
debtor class. Tbe equities of the case re-
quire that there should lie no legislation de-
signed primarily for the benefit of either
class. The value of money should be main-
tained as nearly non-fluctuating as possible.
The purchasing power should neither be
diminished nor increased by legislation, ex-
cept as such fluctuations may result from
laws designed to develop the natural re-
sources of the country. The use of two
kinds of money, or of money made of two
kinds of metals, upon an agreed ratio of
value, tends to steady the relations of
money to commodities. The non-use of
either kind would diminish the volume of
money, and consequently increase its pur-
chasing power. While legislation tended
to the benefit of the creditor class Eastern
journals, which now loudly deprecate legis-
lation lor the benefit of debt ha 1 not a
word to say. Property might shrink in
value, but they saw no injustice to the
debtor in this shrinkage. Itis only a ques-
tion of time and method when) bimetallism
will be restored. That condition may be
brought about through the present policy of
purchasing silver bullion, or through freo
silver coinage. Many good friends of silver
think the present policy the wisest and the
most certain to accomplish the desired pur-
pose, but the end will be obtained in one
way or the other.

ItItITISU INFLUENCE.
The Xew York World allows a special

correspondent from B.hia to predict that
the reciprocity arrangement Mr. Blame has
entered into with Brazil willbe rejected. The
World's Bahia correspondent isnot possibly
informed as to th- nature of this arrange-
ment. A certain section inthe present tariff
authorizes the President to restore certain
articles to thedntiable list which the tariff law
places on the tree list when, ivhis opinion,
the duties imposed upon Auieri.-au products
by Iln- countries-producing such articles are
not just and reasonable. Sugar, molasses
and coffee are among the list of free articles,
but ifany nation which produces these per-
sists in - levying unreasonable duties: on
American products the President may sus-
pend the free list as far as it relates to such
nations. Brazil might, under this law, find
her sugar and coff. c taxed in the American
market, while jthese products' fro other
countries aro admitted free. Itis not ex-
actly a question whether Brazil willaccept
tbe terms or not, but whether she will take"
the consequences of refusing to comply
with tho conditions upon which her prod-
ucts are received free Intothe American mar-
ket. There is at present nothing reciprocal
in the trade relations between the United
States and Brazil. We simply buy Brazil'ssugar and coffee and pay cash or its equiva-
lent for them. Our exports. to Brazil are
very small. The new arrangement opens
the way to larger exports, but. If Brazil de-
clines to comply with the conditions offered
a duty may be put on -Brazilian products,
thus giving to other, countries the marketBrazil has enjoyed. The arrangement is

not in the form of a treaty. The only ques-
tion presented to Brazil is if she will make
the changes inher tariff which will under
our new tariff insure a continuance of the
free market for certain of her products
which she has 1 ad up to the present time.
The opposition which the World's corre-
spondent speaks of may probably be traced
to British merchants who do not relish tho
idea of a Brazilian tariff discriminating in
favor of American manufactures.

FORBIDDEN WHISKY.
ifan-of"War's Men's Tricks to

Procure It.

"Sailors are as a rule great lovers of
whisky and the ingenuity often displayed
by them in smuggling the stuff, on board
ship is astonishing,** said a naval officer yes-
terday.
"Iremember one instance that came to my

notice while, the ship to which Iwas at-
tached was lying In Panama. The ward-
room servants went ashore every morning
to purchase provisions and were trans-
ferred to and fro in the steam launch. The
launch had a crew of six men who had strict
orders not to leave the boat, but inspite of
iln. orders the crew was sure to be drunk on
returning. Inorder to stop this the Captain
decided to send an officer in the boat to see
the men did not land. 1o make certain of
this the officer would put off 75 or 100
yards and drop anchor after landing the
servants, besides taking other precautions
to keep boats from coming alongside. In
spite of hi- watchfulness, however, the men
would, as usual, be drunk ou their return,
much to the officer's chagrin.

"At this juncture a smart young midship-
man, just out from Annapolis, made a bet
that he- could slop the practice. He got
permission to take a tiipon the launch, but
notwithstanding all his shrewdness the mengot back to the ship Intoxicated as ever, and
lie lost his wager. Though the watch was
kept up after this the men's secret was not
discovered until we were well aw. tv fromPanama, when tho trick was explained.
The men, it appears, had a confederate
ashore who inclosed a supply of the contra-
band in a sack, to which was fastened a
fishing-line and a small wooden lloat. The
liquor was dropped overboard in the neigh-
borhood of where the launch anchored, and
iineeded but very little maneuvering on the
part of the sailors to li-h it up, when theofficer, tired of his long wait, started in tokilltime by reading.

"Anegro steward on the same ship did a
thriving business for a time by smuggling
whisky aboard by means of a double-
bottomed milk-can. lie could only get ina
pint a trip, but as he found a ready sale
for it at $5 a pint, be amassed quite a sung
sum before be was discovered and dis-
charged at Callao."
