DAMA WILL CONTEST.

Cummins Proves a Poor Witness
for the Proponents,

The Luigi Dama will contest was re-
sumed before Judge Coffey yesterday, Will-
fam T. Cummins being further cross-
examined.

The witness was offered for comparison
two papers, known as the * short memor-
andum” and “ Ex. J. 10,”” whereupon he
pointed out various similarities in the forma-
tion of chirographic characters. The coun-
sel next presented a number of papers, let-
ters from May, 1883, to 15887, at a time after
the making of the alleged will, and asked
him to pick out letters that in his Judgment
resemble the papers alleged to be forged.
The witness replied that he saw two letters
looking very muech like those in the alleged
will, and which, in his judgment, were writ-
ten by the same hand.

The witness then pointed out the par-
ticular points in which he detected liberal
resemblances in the various documents, but
reiterated that he did not profess to be an
expert. Ouly from their general resemblance
to zenuine writings had he arrived at the
conclusion as to the authenticity of the will.

T'he brother of the witness, A. H. Cum-
mins, deceased, owed him $700 atthe time of
his death. The deceased in his lifetime was
an attorney in the contest on the side of the
propenents and his widow had promised
that out of whatever fee he should receive as
snch attorney the $760 should be paid to the
witness. These facts were brought out by
Attorney Kowalsky’s questioning to estab-
lish the fact that the witnessmight be biased
in giving his testiniony.

The witness further testified: *‘‘Shortly
after Columbus Waterhouse testified in this
case in December, 1890, I called upon him for
the purpose of getting all the light I could
on the subject of the will. I toid him that
my brother said that Freneh and Burtis
having got hold of the papers, Smith was
afraid they might get hold of some other pa-
per, and for that reason tuey employed
French.

‘I do not recollect that I said that his
(Waterhouse’s) testimony made such an im-
pression on me that I came to believe that
the will was a forgery, nor that I said that
if the will was a forzery, they had mur-
dered my deceased friend ; but I do say that
now. Professor Dama said to me of Mrs.
Smiith that she was a great worker, but she
had no particular voice; that she had nearly
reached the stage when her lungs would
*open,” as he called it. I think [ said my
brother was disappointed because she em-
ployed French and not him, but this was
prior to the contest.”

Dr. C. B. Brigham then took the stand,
and testified that he had attended Dama in
his last illness., The deceased was on the
very threshold of death, and in the opinion
of the witness his own failure to proverly
observe the physician’s directions was tihe
result of his sudden demise. A few hours
before his death the doctor had **tapped”
him, taking two bucketiuls of dropsical wmat-
ter from him. “In his consequently weak
condition,” continued the witness, *‘he
arose from bed, walked about and exerted
himself much more than was conducive to
his recovery.” It was Dr, Brigham’s firm
conviction that these circumstances produced
the sudden collapse.

EXTENSIVE LAND SUIT.

Decree of Judge Hawley in a ¢ First”
Mortgage Case.

Judge Hawley of the United States Cir-

cuit Court gave judgment and rendered a
decree in the suit brought by Charles M.
Fry and A. Foster Hizgins against the Cali-
fornia Land and Timber Company and
others, which was on a bill in equity, filed
by the complainants for the purposs of ob-
taining relief for mouney advanced on a first
mortgaga on certain lands in Piumas and
Lassen counties. ‘The amount advanced
as §£25,000.
The decree makes a dozen of the defend-
ants not subject to the provisions of the
judgment, but those not <o included are:
The California Laud and Timber Company,
the Sierra Valley and Mohawk Raiiroad
Company, Nettie M. Hughes, J. C. Kickrem,
Williaar Knott, J. B. Sutton and Charles
Koller, assignee in insolvency of the Cali-
fornia Land and Timber Com:any. The
above named were made party defendants
with the original corporation on account of
their purchase of certain lands included in
the first wortgage in question, which was
given on January 31, 1857, to the complain-
ants, as Trustees,

The decree of the courtis that the prop-
erty thus conveyed to the defendants, and
all the property eoming into the possession
of the California Land and Timber Com-
pany prior to and subsequent to the issu-
ance of the mortgage be sold, except certain
reservations decreed in detail. Also that
the moneys resulting from the sales be de-
voted to paving the receiver the costs of suit,
and finally the surplus to ba devoted to the
reimbursement of the complainants. The
present owners of the land in question are
by the provisions of the decree allowed to
purchase the land,
