SEA AND SHORE.

A Footpad Tackles the Wrong
Man and Is Beaten.

Sailors Swindled by an Insurance Scheme—A
Pilfering Newsboy Turns the Tables
on a Minister,

A new style of insurance swindle has been
worked in this city lately, and it is one for
which the victims have no redress. The
sufferers by this new scheme to make money
are seafaring men, and one more trap has
been set to wring from poor Jack his hard-
earned money. From what can bLe learned
the swindle is worked by self-styled agents,
who, no doubt, find in the average sailor an
easy victim. The man to be worked is ap-
proached by the ageunt, who has already sat-
isfied himself of two things, first, that the
man is a sailor, and second, that he has
enough cash to pay for the poliey.

In glowing terms the agent then tells his
victim of the vast suins paid out each year
by life and accident insurance societies,
always keeping before the vietim the areat-
ness and solid finanecial standing of the comn-
pany he represents and the great benefits
received by the holders of its policies.

SMOOTH TALK.

The accident side of the company is dwelt
upon at length, and the victim is shown that
for a small amount paid yearly he will re-
ceive a sum per week, in case of accident,
equal in most cases to the entire vearly
dues.  The agent is a smooth talker and the
sailor gullible, and in nine cases out of ten
the latter is talked into takinga policy of
$10,000 on his life avd an accident policy in -
suring him $15 or $20 a week in case of an
accident. To the ordinary observer this
looks like legitimate business, and it 1Isonly
when the policy is handed over and the
agent has the victim’s money that the swin-
die 1s discovered, and not even then by the
majority of those who have been ecaugiit, as
few sailors would care to read all the con-
ditions in the various clauses,

CLEARLY A SWINDLE.

If he does read them through he soon fings
out that in order to carry out his part of the
contract he can go to sea no more, e must
forever abandon what in all probability is
the only way be has of earning a livelihood
as the company will not under any circum-
stances be responsible should he perish in
shipwreck, storm or any of the many dan-
gers to which the sea-daring mmau is ex-
posed. He also finds that if he is hurt or
disabied in any manner while on board
ship he forfeits all claim for weekly bene-
fits, e must even abandon his old-time
haunts on the water front as the company
will not be responsible should he fall over-
board. Then he proceeds to Lunt up the
smooth agent and finds he has no redress
and his dollars are gone and in place of
them he has a policy that can be of no
value to him unless be turn preacber in a
country town.

KNOCKED OUT A FOOTPAD,

Not every man proves aneasy victim when
attacked by a footpad, and this was again il-
lustrated by what vecurred on Spear street
Wednesday night, Chief officer G. F. Mait-
land of the steamer Monowai was returning
to his ship atout 11 o’clock, when he was at-
tacked by a robber,who struck nim a heavy
blow eon the head, which for the moment
dazed him. Maitland is & muscular man, and
has also been a pupil of Martin Costello. He
at once placed himself in position, and for a
few moments things were very lively and the
would-be robber was soon crying for wercy,
The foutpad told such a narrowing story of
hunger and destitution that the generous
chief officer gave him $5 and told bim to go
and mend his ways,

BIGNED WHILE DRUNK.

On investigating the reported case of a
man being shanghaied on board the whaler
Wanderer the jolice found the man had
signed the articles in the manoer prescribed
by law. He was drunk when taken on
board, and raised a row because he could
not go ashore again.,

The extortionate charges of the tug-boat
combination un tuget Souud has reached
such extremes that tihe ship-owners are ue-
gotiating with the owners of the tugs Relief
and Vigilant in order to have them sent
nortii.
