ACROSS THE BAY.

Late Inquiries Coneerning a

Suicide’s Remains.

Claims in the Walkerley Estate—William
Collins’ Funeral—Filing of the Trust
Deed in the Merritt Estate.

A sister of Percy Phinney, the young man
who committed suicide nearly three weeks
ago, at a lodging-house on Broadway, has
written to George Miller of East Oakland,
making inquiry in an incredulous way about
her brother’s death. From her letter, it
would seem that she has an idea that Cali-
fornians are little better than heathens, and
the boasted Athenians of Oakland as bad as
the Hottentots of Africa, or bunco sharps.
Two or three letters from the young man’s
sisters, **Aggie’” and *“Sade,” were found in
his poeckets, but whether they were married
or single could not be told, as only the one
word was signed. Tha2 Coroner telegraphed
to persons named in the letters, presumably
friends, but received no answer, and bhas not
yvet, but in her letter to Mr. Miller, she inti-
mates that the telegrams were the work of
an evil-minded person, who wanted money
from them., She desires to know whether
there is a Coroner in Oakland named Henry
Evers. The Clerk of Police also received a
letter from the Chief of Police of Waltham
making the same inquiries. Accompanying
the letter of Mrs. D, B. Patrick Jr. (the
sister Aggie), is a telegram of about 2 inches
in length from a Boston paper, dated San
Francisco, giving the particulars of the sui-
cide on the day after it occurred. Coroner
Evers had, contrary to usage and on acesunt
of the letters found on his person, embalmed
the body and held it neariy two weeks be-
fore he finally buried it on Tuesday in the
potter’s field. Full explavations have beeu
sent to Waltham.

IN THE WALKERLEY ESTATE.

The eclaim of Frederick E. Whitney for
legal services in the Walkerley estate as
attorney for the absent heirs was heard yes-
terday before Judge Hunt of San Francisco.

He is the husband
of Mrs. Betsy Walkerlay Newman, a niece
of the deceased, and was present in court.
He disputed the fact that an application
had been made by Mrs. Walkerley for an
additional family allowance, increasing the
amount from $420 to 8816 per month, when
the faet is the petition was filed several
months ago and is still pending. This was
to contraaict Mr. Bartlett. Mrs.-Walkerley
is a quiet speetator of the proweedings.

POKER AT THE CAPITAL.,
Some of Those Who Participated in the
Senatorial Game.

Poker-playing is, of course, as popular an
amusement in Washington as it ever was.
Ganmies may come and games may go, but
poker is the only species of card-gambling
that bas taken a lasting hold on the affec-
tions of Washinztonians. A few years ago
the game of hearts was dragged from ob-
livion and for a time seemed to threaten the
supremacy of the great American game.
Hearts bad its day, butthat day is gone, and
poker again reigns supreme. 1t is more pop-
vlar than ever, and it is rare that men in
Washington who sit dewn for a quiet
little game indulge in any cther species of
gambiing. Poker Is played in the clubs
universally, and some pretty big stories are
told about games for high stakes indulged
in by Senators and Representatives, officers
of the army and navy, civilian officials and
men about town. There are many cliques
of these men who play so constantly that the
games are almost continuous and names are
given to distinguish them. There are, for
instance, the army game, the navy game,
the dude’s game, the club game, the hotel
game, the official game, and the Senatorial
gae.

The last game is the one which attracts
the most attention. Time and again denials
have been made, apparentty based on good
authority, that any Senatorial game exists.
The fact is, however, and it is weil known
by everybody who keeps posted on what
is going on in Washington, that there
is a Senatorial game, and that it
isin vrogress almost constantly night and
day for several mounths in each year. This
game is as well known to men who play
cards as any of the theaters or hotels are,
and during the time when Congress is
in session any man who is properly intro-
duced ecan join this little game anl
be assured of meeting fcemen wortnv
of his steel. The Menatorial game is located
in a so-called hotel uptown and is composed,
as reguiar players, of some of the most

prominent and well-known men in the Sen-
ate. These men form what is knowhn as the
charter members of the club, and those who
are taken in from time to time are called
recruits. There are tiiree or fonr members
of the House who are almest daily seated at
the Senatorial game, and, straneely enough,
two of them have n-ver been suspected of
playing by their colleagues. One of them is
a member from Chicago, and, in addition to
being a poker-player, it is said that heisa
member of the alleged silver pool, and that
his persistent eiforts to secure increased
coinage of silver at tihe last session were
largely due to his heavy investments in
buﬁion.
