Itis boped that all suen wkbo tuke pleasure
in being recognized as sportsmen in the tiue
sense of the phrase will not forget that unless
these fish, which after a long wait have finally
reached their spawuing- beds, are allowed
to remain unmolested In a few years the de-
crease in the avpual winter's run will be most
noticeable. How ecan it be otherwise if the
pavent fishes are aestroyed when m a state of
matuiity ?

Iti1s u';un:m!n;: enough to the future sport to
even capture the fish tn tidal water; but as they
can be tzKen oaly at this season of the year, an
iliowance is made for the angier who should see,
Lhowever, that every ‘“hog” who is found whip-
ping a stream above lide-water mark is pun-
ished in some manner.

TERRY’'S INSURANCE.

A Legal Entanglement for the Supérior
Court to Solve.

David S. Terry was killed by Deputy
United States Marshal Nagle at Lathrop
on August 14, 18 and, being intestate, C.
(. Sayle was appointed administrator of his
estate. At the time of his death Terry held
a $£5000 lite-insurance policy in the Pacific
Mutual, a claim for the indemnity on
which was made by the widow, Sarah
Althea Terry, also by the son and heir-at-
law, Clinton H. Terry, and by Sayle.

In order to know to whom to pay the said
indemnity the insurance company filed a
complaint in interpleader against the said
claimants, praying that it be discharged
from all liability on the sum due being paid
into court, and that they be required to set-
tle the dispute among themselves.

Complaints in interpleader were then
filed by all the claimants, whereupon
another complaint was filed by the company
praying that Mrs. Terry be entilled to the
insurance. There are on file, therefore, no
less than nine complaints and answers, four
demurrers and numerous other documents.

Yesterday the insurance company filed
answers to the interpleaders of Mrs. Terry
and C. H. Terry, which, besides admitting
and denying contentions and allezations in-
numerable, avers that the ambiguous in-
dorsement on the poliey, which has led to
all these lezal complications, was mad# un-
der the direction and in the very words of
David S. Terry, who assumed the liability
and responsibility for all uncertainty in re-
gard to said indorsements and to the inter-
pretation that might be placed thereupon.
