TIIE CREW OF THE LEWIS.

Statements Mb<l« in Contradiction of the
Captain.

When the sealer J. Ilainiltnn Lewis re-
turned to port on Wednesday the captain

said he was short of provisions, bnt had had
no trouble with his crew. He afterward
gave out that he hud come back because
only one out of ten on board could steer.
The men were ?een by a Cai.i. reporter last
nitzlit at their boarding-house, and each in
turn denied the story of the captain, but
affirmed that ont of the ten shipped before
the mast in the Lewis nine left her and
came a^lmre and seven are old sailers and
could steer any ship. The other two, they
admitted, could not steer. The men de-
clared that they hnd re«u the article inyes-
terday's Cai.i, and its fa.ts are substanti-
ally correct iv that the trouble was over ti.e
p;iy claimed, they having sinned for 4J cents
it skiu, and the ruptiun only desiring to pay
7 cents. The men say this alone was the
cause of their iffusal to work and of the
schooner's return tn port.

days, and it happened while passing down
the street on-e Sunday morning that 1snw
two carriajMis foil of regular soldiers hurry-
ingtiavaru the Custom-house. As these were
tiou.bli'iis <l*yi 1 suspected that somethiDE
unusual was transpirin;;, and followed the
carriages. -'When 1arrived at the Cnstom-
boase. where the soldiers had already pre-
ceded 111c, Isaw that something out of the
usual w:»» transpiring, and hastening inI
found my vray to a private room where a
negro woman lay on a. e^t in terrible
agony, bhe was e.oV'Tjed with blood, and
pre-ented a friehtful appearnncr, but
\v:is able to talk coherently, and from
her Igathered the stnry. Her name was
Eliza Piukston, and her hnsband had been
.in active Kepublican inone of Uie- parishes
near Xew Orleans. The white Democrats
had warued him time after time to leave
politics, but be lia.i persisted in the work.
•At last a nnmberof while men, armed an.l
masked,' ni»de a midnight visittn iiis home
and roused him out of his bed.

will contest were engnged in arguing the
tiuestion as the admissibility of Dr. Tis-
daie's testimony. Attorney Lyons having
QoUbed his remarks on behalf of tha absent
helrs, Mr. Lloyd delivered a brief but
weighty argument against Mr. KowaUky's
motion to btrikeout the testimony, bis re-
marks beiuc puuetuated by the raadlug of
decisions bearing ou the point

Mr. Kowalsky followed with an elaborite
argument, the minutest ramifications of tha
subject being touched upon. The importance
of the question to him cannot be over-
estimated, for Tisdale's testimony is indirect
support of proponents' con tuitions. lie
said that Dama had told him in re-

STREET PAVING.

Opinions Pnblicly Expressed by
Leading Citizens.

At the citizens' conference on the subject
of street pavements there were present last
evening the Mayor, nearly all the Supervi-

sors, and such well-known citizens as Irv-
iDg ftl. Scott, J. J. Haley, Frank McC'oppin,
David Farnsworth, A. S. Ilallidie, Charles
Ogden, John Morton, Engineers Marsden
Jian.-iou and Hermann Schussler, and
others.

Marsden Manson, Engineer of the Har-
bor Commission was the first to speak, and
gave the most comprehensive description
of scientific paving of the evening.
Summaiizcd, his views are that on
streets for heavy traffic basalt block
pavement is the best and most
durable, but it should be laid on n well-
prepared concrete base of eight or ten
inches in thickness, and then a thin layer of
sand used for a sort of cushion.

"
The blocks

should be sealed or cemented together by
pouring in coal tar and a<phirltum. Good
material for the concrete b:ise can be had
by crushing the cobblestones used now for
pavements, and inhis opiuiou every cobble-
sloue within forty miles of the city could
net be put to a better use. Ilesidence
streets, he thought, should bo paved with
bituminous rock, which properly- and
scientifically done makes a mm D«ve.meiit,
but not suitable for heavy traffic The
bitumen should belaid on a concrete base
and be at least three inches deep.

Hermann .vhussier thought that the ordi-
nary macadam would make a good base, not,
perhaps, quite equal to concrete, but consid-
ering the economical phases of the question,
good enough for all practical purposes. Coo-
crete blocks should be laid with the large
end down and the interstices filled with ce-
ment to within a half-inch of the surface.
Bituminous rock should not be laid 0:1 busi-
ness streets or on streets having >treet rail-
ways. IIis system of preparing the concrete
base for the bituminous rock is much more
thorough than any other proposed, but sub-
stautiiilly the same as to material. :.

J. J. Haley said there was no doubt about
Mr. Sclnissler's plan ni-iug excellent so far
as a good and durable pavement U con-
cerned, but it woul'l cost tj lay it SSO
where itnow costs $20 hence itwould be re-

garded as impracticable. Mr. Haley at-
tacked thu shabby work now bein^ done ou
the streets, announcing it as an infamous
job nnd steal from first to last. Tho speci-
fications wero almost entirely disregarded,
nnd all departments of the work slighted.
The speaker was ve,ry positive in his ideas
about asphaltuin as a suitable paving ma-
terial. It is being used extensively in all
the cities Inthe world, and, where properly
laid, Ufit lor mi) streut aud cauuot be ex-
celled.

IrvingM. Scott spoke of the pavements
tn other cities. in Europe, Australia and
elsewhere, and expressed what he believed
is necessary In-order to havn good pave-
ments of any kind, that is, well laid in the
first place, and then constantly cared for.

A. S. Ilallidie said that in his opinion a
good pavement is desired, and care must be
taken to look alter one. A close examina-
tion of allkinds of pavements, here and in
other cities, had convinced him that tbe only
sure pavement is the stone block. The
bituminous rock pavements of this country
have demonstrated clearly that they are not
good. Ifthe genuine asphultuiu could be
produced here itmight be successfully used
as a pavement.

Frank iicCoppin said he was not well
enough informed in the technical science of
pavements to shed any light on the subject.
But he is satisfied that the vice of the whole
system is in the Legislature. Ever since
the Consolidation Act pavements in San
Francisco bad been a ridiculous and dis-
graceful failure. The absurdity of putting
a cobbler, a merchant, a carpenter, or a
hotel-keeper in the responsible office of Su-
perintendent of Streets, and then making
his butcher, baker, orcandlestick-inaker the
chief foreman, must be apparent. The Su-
perintendent of Streets and his foremen
should be competent engineers. The city,
however, can hardly expect any such bless-
ing. Itis a very difficult thing to secure
legislation for San Francisco, as allknow or
can easily discover by recalling any past
session. What ban Francisco needs is a
charter, and tne means pf legislating
wisely and properly for these improvements.

Remarks were made by several others,
but nothing was added to the general
stock, and about 11 o'clock tho conference
dissolved, not, however, until alter Super-
visor Taber had expressed t;;e desire to
have tiie sewer iiuestiou equally well dis-
cussed.

LIEUTENANT SCHWATKA.

Island, 111., the Alaskan explorer, who was
reported dead the other day. is now stop-
ping at the Victoria Hotel, Xew York. A
Mail and Express Reporter saw him, and
RSked him how the report came to be pub-
lished that he was nomore. Tbe Lieutenant
smiled and said:

"Do \ou knowIhave read over one thou-
sand five hundred and twenty-nine of my
obituaries, and more are to come. Itwas
really ninusing fur a dpad man to read so
much about himself. The litt:e accident
which happened to me ina hotel at Mason,
lowa, was trivial. One paper bad It that 1
fell down two flights nf stairs, carrying rall-
iug nud everything beforfl me.

Iwai
reliriug for the nisht, and goiug upstairs my
foot caught, and Ifell upon my left side
azninst the railing. As Iweigh 265 pounds,
naturally Ifelt the shock.

In this city, nnd as soon as the
doctor cniiin we held a consultation and de-
cided that Ihad sustained no internal in-
juries. Thereupon Iwent to bed. A re-
porter for the Associated I'ress came in and
asked the hotel clerk ifIwas b.idly hurt.
Tlie clerk leaned over the oflica counter
and said in ft stige whisper, 'Lieutenant
SchwatkH will di« in fifteen minutes.' I
must thank the Mall and Extras for the
splendid obituary notica itgave me."
