A Note Which IVaa Issued Over 115
Yriirs Ago.

The note lias a faded appearance nnd is
somewhat torn by frequent handiiui:, but
it is in a fair state of preservation, although
over 115 years old.. The sicuatures are ink,
some of them being rattier indistinct.

William Hart refuses to part with the
relic at any price.

Following is a copy of the matter con-
tained in the note,.the seal containing two
hands holding crossed branches, with a
motto at the. top.
