accuuul lor tbe success achieved by Australiansover Americans. Ivtbe first place, such spoils
a. si riming,rowing and lightingare largely pat-
ronized by the commuulty, which turns out enmasse on business days to witness a well-con-
tested game ol auy kind. Tbey pay liberally
for the privilege ot a good seat and never
miss an opportunity to encore a good per-
formance. The Australians are fond oi belting
and willlay large wagers on auy mau or liorseibey fancy a good buy. The encouragement
athletes 01 all kinds receive is a means cf bring-
ing out new talent annually, and the result is
that the couniry Is overrun wltb good oarsmen,
good fighters, good athletes, good ciicketers arrd
good all-around men. Achampion of any of the
above special lines of sport must necessarily be a
man thoroughly fitted to compete lvany kind ofcompany.

Although theft
Is a close season In IbisStale for trout, the law
as a general tniug is 001 observed, and 11 It are-
killed during all months of (lie year. Ifau
offender Is arrested for lingttsh in ibe Streams
during the num.lis in which the Safe are sup-
posed lo have their freedom iiudisiiubed by the
bands or implements used by man, a jury trial
is demanded and tne result Is variably the
acquittal of tbe poacher on the ground
that lie was killing the fish for his
own Use, or was ignorant of Hie law.
This sort of thing may continue for some
years, but ibere will be a time when tlie _i>n of
tue streams will have protection. There are
very lew of the present law-makers wbo realize
tbe unpin trure-r- of ;umiiediaie actiou in the pres-
ervation of the lish which are annually becoming
extinct, owing to the constant wailare waged
uiM.n tiiem by bolh the couutiy folks and iho-e
who live in towns wiiiiiu ciose proximityof tne
streams.
