PEDDLEERS ORGANIZE.

to Look After
Their Interests.

A Committee

Pursuant to a call issued through the
newspapers nearly 200 peddlers of this city
yesterday afternoon at Mission
street for the purpose of forming an organi-
zation and adopting some means of protect-
ing their interests.

Joseph Cole, who acted as temporary
Chairman, informed theose present that the
Retail Fruit-dealers’ Union had seen fit to
petition the Board c¢i Supervisors to raise
the license of peddlers from $10 to $50a
quarter. This increased license would be
practically prohibitory of peddling. The
retailers, he said, claim that our license
being so much smaller than theirs, we can
sell cheaper, but in proportion to the volume
of traae done we pay a larger license than
they do now.

It was decided to form a permanent
organization under the name of the Ped-
dlers’ Protective Union, and the following
officers were elected: President, J. Calla-
han; Vice-President, J. Garbini; Secre-
tary, J. Cole; Assistant Seerctary, J. Oliva;
Treasurer, M. Bloow ; Sergeant-at-Arnus, J.
Bowen; Trustees—A. Barsofii, G. Pera, J.
Lyons. The Treasurer filed a bond of 8300
for the faithful perfermance of bis duties.

Vice-President Garbini spoke in Italian,
and Messrs. Cailahan and Cole in English,
of the necessity of the peddlers contributing
to a fund for employing a lawyer for the
purpose of preseiting their case before the
License Committee of the Board of Super-
visors. A committee eonsisting of Messrs,
A. Barsotti, G. Lazzarini, G. Valletto, J.
Cole and J. Lyous was appointed to prepare
a petition and present it to the License Com-
mittee at its next meeting.

Before adjourning over 260 signed the roll
and $196 was contributed by them to the
funds of the union.

MISSIONARY WORK.

Bishop Hare Speaks of His Labor Among
the Indians.

Bishop W. H. Hare, an Episcopal mis-
sionary, who has labored long and earnestly
among the Sioux of South Dakota, lectured
last evening at Trinity Church on the
“Indian Question.” He spoke exclusively
of the Sioux nation, which is the largest in
the United States and composed of twelve
tribes numbering all told about 25,000 souls.

Of the progress of wissionary work among
the different tribes he said that forty-three
congregations had been established, enlist-
ing the services of nineteen native minis-
ters, who are working faithfully for the up-
lifting of their race and the dissemination of
the Christian religion. About 2000 were
converted last year, and during that time
some $3000 was contributed for charitable
purposes by the several congregations.

The Bishop thinks that the solution of
the Indian question is to be found only in
definite and persistent effort toward Chris-
tian education.

WITHOUT PAPERS.

Arrival of the Scandinavia From
Santa Rosalia.

A Mexican Customs Officer on Board—Queer
Demands of the Consignees—Refused
Entry at San Diego.

The English tramp steamer Seandinavia
steamed into port about 5 o’clock yesterday
afternoon, and was boarded by a CALL re-
porter befores she got to Meiggs Wharf.
This is the vessel that ran away from Santa
Rosalia on February 21st with half Ler
cargo of coal and coke on board, without
going through the formality or getting her
clearance papers from the Mexican authori-
ties. The runaway was next heard of at
San Diego, where she called in to replenish
her supply of coal and .was promptly seized
by the authorities at that port pending an
investigation.

A MEXICAN OFFICER.

There was a Mexican Custom-house offi-
cer on board the ship when she left Lower
California and he is on board her yet. In
reply to a question put by the reporter asto
whether he was carried off against his will
or not, the man shrugged his shoulders and
replied **No sabe.”

The captain was then seen, and on being
asked to give bis reasons for his sudden de-
parture from the Mexican port replied:
“You will have to see the owners. Itis
none of my pie. I aint running tue ship.”

Inquiries were then made for the owners,
and ina moment the reporter was sur-
rounded by half a dozen men who wanted
to know his business with them. The ship
seemed to be full of them, and from their
actions it was plain that the captain had
little to say in the management of the vessel.

THE OWNERS' STORY.

Once more the reporter asked the reason
of their mystericus departure from Santa
Rosalia, and this time all of the ship’s nu-
merous owners began to speak at onca, each
teliing the story in a different way.

From what could be gleaned from their
stories, the ship sailed from Cardiff with a
cargo of €00 tons of coal, consigned to &
French company at Santa Rosalia, where
she arrived afier a voyage of seventy-four
days. The work of discharging the cargo
then began, the coal and coke being loaded
into lighters belonging to the French com-
pany. The lighters, so the owners claim,
were very smull, only capable of carrying
three tons at a trip, and were bailt of iron.
On account of the small size of the lighters
the work of discharging the cargo wasa
slow one, but all went well until a gale of
wind came on.

RESULT OF A STORM.

Santa Rosalia is an open roadstead, and
instead of bauling the frail barges up on
the beach out of the way ot wind and wa-
ter, the manager directed that they be an-
chered our in the roads. The gale was too
much tor them, however, and they all filled
and went to the bottom.

At this stage of the story the owners of
the steamer became quite excited. *“What
do you think they had the gall to ask?”
shouted cone. *“I'he Frenchman had the
cheek to tell us to bring the rest of the
cargo ashore in the ship’s boats. What do
you think of that?”

We told him to send to some port and get
lighters to finish unioading the cargo or let
the ship go to some other port and dis-
charge it. This they refused to do, in spite
of our frequent petitions. They also re-
fused to pay demurrage for detaining the
ship, and teld us they would not pay any
freigut until all the cargo was ashore.”

NOTICE GIVEN.

“ We gave them fair notice,” said another
speaker, ** that we would leave Santa Ro-
salia and go to San Francisco if they did not
furni<h the lighters to take the cargo out of
the ship. We waited ten days to see what
they would do, and, as they took no steps
toward unloading the vessel, we went
ashore and demanded our clearance papers
frome the Collector, but he declined to give
them, as he was afraid of offending the rich
mining company the coal was consigned to.

“Fiuding it useless to stay there any
longer, we left Santa Rosalia at 10 o’clock
on the morning of February 14ith. We in-
tended to come straight to San Francisco,
but ran short of coal, and preferring not to
use the cargo still on board, decided to put
into San Diego, where we arrived Febru-
ary 21st.

TROUBLE AT SAN DIEGO.

“Then the trouble with the American of-
ficials began. ‘I'hey refused us entry, as we
had no papers, and even refused to let us
coal the ship, and told us we would have to
stay there until they got orders what to do
in the case. Anyvbody would think we were
a set ‘of infernal pirates by the way we
have been treated. It is outrageous, and I
wont stand it, sir.”

“They telegraphed to Washington, and in
reply were told to let us go, but still the San
Diego officials detained us there untll ordered
from Washington to release the ship.”

1n answer to & question the reporter was
informmed that the Mexican Consul in San
Diego fully exonerated the ship from all
blame in “the matter, and said the owners
had done right in putting to sea.

A GOOD STAYER.

*Why did you run away with the Custom-
house officer ?”” was the next question.

“We did not run off with him; he was told
to stay ov board the steawer no matter
where she went, and, by George, sir, he
stayed!”

‘The vessel by this time was off Broadway
Wharf, ciose to the revenue cutters Rush
and Corwin, the sight of which seemed to
fascinate the steamer’s numerous owners.
They acted as if they fully expecied the cut-
ters to open fire upon them,

“I don’t see the use of anchoring so close
to those vessels,” said one the owners, after
a long look at the murderous battery of the
Corwin. They were informed that the ves-
sel was anchored close in so as to make it
convenient for them to go ashore.

“SENSITIVE INIQUITY.

Rev.‘ Dr. Easton Ably Scores
Yenal Journalism.

The subject of Rev. Dr. Easton’s sermon
at Calvarv Church last night was ““The Sen-
sitive Spirit of lniquity.” 'The reverend
gentleman spoke first upon social liability
and then upon the spontaneous revelations
of conscience.

In the development of his theme he said
life contains a mixture of good and evil,
both of which exist in every heart. Life is
a network of nerves of exquisite sensibility, .
and men are bound together by mutual im-
plications. The great facts of social im-
plications reveal to us low our companions
live and how they work themselves outto
their uitimate destiny for good or evil. We
cannot touch sin withoui being contami-
nated. Truth brings out all the black spots
in our nature and the soul is unable to eon-
ceal its sin. Every soul that consents to
join another soul in complicity of evil is
walking on powder among sparks of fire.

Sin has a sensitive spirit which divulges
its own seccet and renders concealment im-
possible, Death aione hides sin, and sui-
cide is always a confession, The consciencs
sometimes pecomes hardened and then sin
seeks councealment. The man who cries
“fire”” is apt to be the incendiary. There are
some men who are very punetilious regard-
ing their creed and orthodoxy who cannot be
trusted with a counterfeit $10 bill.

Dr. Easton then referred to the personal
attack made upon him last Monday by the

. Stock Report, which he described as a ** car-

rion monger.” *‘1 had spoken,”” he said,
“of the evils of the saloon, and this so-
called newspaper squirmed and squealed
with the shock and scream of a stricken
owl—the sensitive spirit of iniguity. Wnen
a Christian minister denounces gambling,
and includes under this head the lottery
dragon, this venal press rushes to the gam-
bler's defense. When Chinese prostitution
is censured some venal wretch who has his
price will defend the practice upon the
score of vested rights. Swell villainy can

_be seen walking the streets of our city in

broadeloth and diamonds, and this rasecality
receives recognition from a characterless
sheet which circulates in the community.
The cords of self-interest are stronger than
the bands of truth or piety. A newspaper
which defends immorality and attacks those
who denounce sin mmust ba sensitive of ils
own shortcoming and fancies itself crisi-
cized. ‘Master, thou reproachest me.” ”

Dr. Easton’s eloguent and scathing re-
marks were attentively followed by the
large congregation. He concluded his ser-
mon by an urgent invitation to those con-
scious of their sin to be redeemed by the
blood of the lamb.

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SENATORIAL GOSSIP.

Work Being Done by the Friends
of the Aspirants.

Various Rumors Concerning the Situation,
Detectives at Sacramento — Hearst's
Telegram to Markham.

Politicians of every degree of prominence
and respectability, from the Barbary Coast
ward heeler to the Senatorial aspirant,
thronged the corridors of the Palace Hotel
yvesterday afterncon and evening, and the
one absorbing topic of eonversation on all
sides was the fight for the seat made vacant
by the death of Senator Hearst. Rumors
were flying thick and fast, and stories of all
kinds were rapidly passed from mouth to
mouth.

M. H. de Young was on hand early and
remained late buzzing by turps every man
who had sufficient patience to lend a re-
luctant ear, and wandering about from time
to time like a lost spirit in search of conso-
lation. Still he was, to all appearances, not
in an unhappy frame of mind, and in a
burst of confidence he informed a prominent
politician that he was firmly of the opinion
that he would have a greater chance to suc-
ceed two years from now than at present
He professed not to be discouraged at the
outlook in the approaching fight, and ex-
pressed the belief that arrangements might
be effected whereby he cculd dictate the
nomination of men for the next Legislature
who would be friendly to his candidacy.

1t is hardly to be credited that hLe is bedg-
ing out at this stage of the gamne, but the
rumor is current that ne has not been
serious in his candidacy at any time.

A DEEP-LAID PLOT.

There are those among the most astute
politicians of the State who eredit the story
that his name has been used merely as a

art of a deep-laid plan to bring out a sack.

t is ciaimed a good complimentary vote
would satisfy his present aspirations, and
might possibly aid him to gain that social
recognition which has been deniea him.” It
might aiso, it is hinted, add to his waning
prestige as a World’s Fair Commissioner,
and this would please hiia to no small de-

gree.

It is darkly suggested, however, thata
deeper meaning lies behind it all, and there
are those who intimate that he might allow
rumors of boodle to be associated with his
name in order to bring out an opposition
sack, with the understanding that he be
-allowed a share of the spoils. This, at
least, i3 the story that passes current among
the knowing ones and finds believers in all
quarters.

BOODLE TALK QUIETED.

The Bruner affair has most effectively
flattened out the talk of *sack” for the
nonece, at least, and the dreaa of further
complications of a similar nature has caused
those who have been loudest in their de-
mands to suddenly relapse into silence.
Another fact, too, which is cutting a big
figure in the case is the presence in Sacra-
mento at the present time of Inspector Bon-
field of Chicago and a number of shrewd
Kastern detectives. Among them are said
to be some of the most expert men in the
profession, and it is an open secret that they
have been employed to run down the boodle
proposition. Just who is responsible for
their employment. at this time is not quite
clear, but there is a report that it has been
done by the friends of Senatur Hearst, in
compliance with a request preferred by the
latter previous to his death. It is claimed
that toward the close of nis illness le ex-
pressed the desire that a certain man should
not, if possible to prevent it, be allowed to
succeed him, and certain facts which have
cglme to light make the story at least prob-
able. =

HEARST AND MARKHAM

It is known that the old Senator, who
during his later years was a warm, open
friend ot Governor Markham telegraphed
the latter but a few days prior to his death
asking when the Legislature would adjourn.
This, it i3 claimed, was but a portion of the
telegram, but the Governor, while admitting
the receipt of the telegram, has steadfastly
refused to make known its contents. Itis
surmised that it related to the Senator’s
successor, aud it is believed that it was the
Senator’s strong desire to cutlive the ses-
sion of the Legislature in order to give to
the Governor the appointment of his suc-
CeSsor.

C. N. Felton is still at the Palace, asis
also M. M. Estee and A. P. Williams. The
latter has been lost sight of, but the friends
of the two first pamed express con-
fidence in tiie result. There can be no de-
pying the fact that Estee 1s developing an
unexpected strengih, which is tending to
demoralize his opponents, but Felton is
very strong, aud his friends claim for him
a walk-over,

FITZGERALD TALKED OF.

A great deal of talk is being indulged in
as to the possibility of a deadlock, and there
is a large element who claim that in the re-
sult of such a contingency Judge W. F.
Fitzgerald of Los Angeles would command
more strength than any other compremise
candidate. The Iatter persistentiy discour-
ages any mention of his name, but there is
no doubt that ue would be pressed strongly
to go in in the event of a dead-lock.

John F. Swift is also talked of, but not to
any considerable extent, and the fight as it
looks now may be summed up brisfly as be-
ing between Felton ana Estee, with Fitzger-
gld a strong favorite as a compromise candi-

ate.

Mr. Felton, accompanied by a number of
his warmest supporters, left for Saciamento
at 9:30 o’clock last night, and the figzht will
be transferred frem this city for the future.
